A Blackmailing Case Over Which London
Soclety is Greatly Exeited.

£500. It appears that the viscount had
discharged the prisoner, who thereupon
sent him a registered letter accusing him
of having committed on several occasions
the foulest and most unnasural of orimes.
He further threatened that he wou!d at
onoe b a oriminal action against Lord
Clifden unless the latter forthwith remitted
him £500, Lord Clifden in his evidence
made a vigorous denial of the accusations
contained in the letter. The prisoner on
hearing this became greatly excited, and
insisted that evéry accusation which he
had made was true, When he was fully
committed for trial and was about to be
led from the dock he pointed to Viscount
Clifden and shouted : *Villain, you ought
to accompany me to prison,” Lord Clifden
is only 22 years of age.

TEN THOUSAND PROPLE ON THE
CHAMPS DE MARES,
———— {
Inflammatory Speeches Made and a Series
of Denuncintory Resoiutions Passed—
Tudiguation Gatherings at Other
Polnts.

MonTREAL, Nov, 22,—The long tallsed
of mass meeting on the Champ de Mars by
the French Canadiana was held this after=
noon, when some ten thousand persons
were present, There were three platforms
erected at each of which waved a French
flag. There were between thirty and forty
speakers, who one and all protested in
strong language against the action of the
government in hanging Riel, and called
upon all present to combine to defeat the
government, . Sir John A, .Macdonald was
made a special object of invective, his
action in the present instance being
regarded by the speakers as a crime of the
most culpable character.,

Hon. Mr., Mercier stated that he had
written to Hon. Mr. Chapleau offering to
resign the leadersbip of the French party
to him if he would resign, but Mr, Chape
leau replied that Riel deserved his fate,
He also eulogized the memories of Baldwin
and Lafontaine, and said the liberal party
of Ontario were ready to supply the Bald«
win and the province of Quebeo .the. La
fontaine. He also accused Sir Jobn with
having] fled to Engiand because he was
afraid of the French Canadians, Hon,
Wilfred Laurier said he would have
shouldered his musket had he been on the
banks of the broad Saskatchewan.

A telegram was read from Boyd and
Murphy of the New York Irish
Union - protesting  against  Orange
fanaticism and British brutality
and wishing the French Canadiand

sucoess in their struggles. The cheering of

the orowd, which was not as frequent as
might have been expected under the oir-
cumstances, could be heard for some dis-
tance,

The principal speakers were: Senators
Trudel and Malbiot, Hon. H., Merocier,
leader of the opposition in the provincial
legislature, Hon. Louis Beaubien, Hon,
Wilfred Laarier, Hon, H, Tureotte, Hon,
J. L. Beaudry, ex-mayor of Montreal,
Aldermen Grenier, Prefontaine and Dono-
van, Dr. Marcil,and the following ocnserv-
ative, members of parliament: : Messrs.
Courso!, Vanasse, Bergeron, Tarte and Des-
jurdines, and the following Irishmen: F. A,
Quinn, advocate, H. J. Cloran, editor of
the Poss, Eugene O'Rourke, printer, and
Denis Muroey, undertaker,

A series of resolutions were passed de~
nouncing Sir John Macdonald, Sir A, P,
Caron, Sir Heotor Langevin and Hon. J
A, Chaplean, calling upon the . electors to
unite and defeat the government at the
next election, declaring that Riel was
sacrificed to the hatred of fanatiocs, and
that his exeoution was an act of inhuman-
ity and cruelty unworthy of a civilized
nation,

Sr. Remi, Que., Nov. 21.—About seven
or eight hundred people from the parishes
of @t. Remi and St. Michel marched in
procession Jirom one end of the village to
the other)following the effigy 'of Sir
Adolphe Caron, that was dragged in the
middle of the street by a big “Taurus.” A
white sheet was put across his back with
the inscription *‘A bas Sir A, P, Caron et
ses semblables !” and “Caron fui a renier
s patrie et les Canadiens Francais pour
plaire aux orangistes !” The procession
was headed by twenly men on horseback
with torchlights, singing *La Msrseillaise,”
the tri~color flag being in front. The
erowd named a president, selecting for the
occasion Mr, A, Bissaillon, mayor of
St. Remi village. After one “or two
speeches the following resolution was put
to the meeting: *‘That the execution of
Louis Riel is an outrage to justice and
bumanity and an outrage to the French
Capadian nationality, and 8ir John Maoc-
donald is le moudit mangeur (eater) of the
French Canadians.”

Indignation in Quebee,

Quesec, Nov, 22.—There was an
immense indignation meeting against the
execution of Riel as Levis on  Friday,
where effigies were burned and flags bear~
ing the insoriptions of *‘Glory to the hero
and martyr -Riel,” “Death to Sir John
Macdonald,” ‘“Hurrah for Riel,” and
“Down with Richardson,” were displayed.
Like the previous meetings held the great
est enthusiasm prevailed. ~Hon, C, A. P,
Pelletier opened the meeting with an ad-
dress, in which he calied upon all to units,
and sald the war had been opened b
the Orangemen in Sherbrooke in attack:
ing ‘the ‘nationalists there. Mr. Desjar-
dins, conservative member for Hochelaga,
who came here to attend the conservative
caucus, next addressed the meeting, He
said the members had been deceived
by Sir John, who it was supposed would
never execute Riel. A protest had been
sent Sir Jobn, which meant that if he car-
ried out the execution it meant s certain
rupture, and this protest, representing a
million and & half French Canadians, had
not been recognized, and the threatened
rupture had now come between the gov-
ernment and the province of Quebec, The
government had lost the confidence of the
entire French Canadian and Irish Catholic
race. He reminded Sir John of the burn--
ing of the parliament house in Montreal in
1849 and latterly the scaffold of Riel. Col.
Amyot, M.P.; J. I. Tarte, editor of Can-
adien, and others made strong speeches.

The indignation meeting called for

Quebec Cebtre .took place on Montcalm
market place lsst night and was attended
by 2000 to 3000 electors. Mr.
M. P, for this constituency, appeared. He
would not make any definite declaration
as to his action on national union, and did
not think ministers deserved censure,
Hé was not allowed to speak further, and
in the uproar that followed was forced to
retire. Some threats were made against
bim, but by the influence of members of
the committee and ' the strong posse of
police present they were prevented from
being carried out. Mr, Owen Murphy,
ex-mayor, Messrs, Lemieux and Fitz-
patrick, Hon. P. Garneau and  others
addressed the meeting. Some of the
speakers showed that the movement was
directed against Orangeism only, and
wished it distinotly understood that the
tion of Prot tism and Orangeism
must not be confounded.

Another indighation meeting was held
at Charlesbourg this afternoon, This is
the constituency of Sir A. P, Caron, Abgut
3000 persons from all parts of the electoral
division were present. In point of forcible
speeches and enthusisam the meeting
almost surpassed any yet, Sir A.P. Caron
was loudly demounced and imprecations
not fit to mention were indulged in againet
him, B8ir A, P. Caron, who had been
invited, did not putin an appearance and
this only added to the cry and tumalt
against him,

were passed as well as at the three former
meetings held throughout the district.

THE RECORDS OF DEATH DECLIN-
ING DAY BY DAY,

e

Only Fifteen In Montreal on Friday—Five
at Charlottetown, P.E.L, in One Day—
All the Cases Isolated.

MonTREAL, Nov. 21.—The mortality by
smallpox. continues to be marked by &
decline from day to day. Yesterday the
deaths recorded were only fifteen, whilst
in the éuburbs, with not more than a
fourth of the population, the fatalities
were eight, The new cases verified in the
city yesterday were only four, which is a
wonderful diminution, The officiale of the
local health board report every case in the
city at present isolated by means of eeals
on the doors and sanitary policemen as
guards on all houees where it prevails.

The number of patients ia the civio
hoepitale is 218, a considerable proportion
of whom are reported by medical attend -
ants as being in a dangerous condition.
Four bouseholders were nned in court
yesterday from $5to $§20 and coste cuch
for obstructing officiais in moving paticnts
to hospital or committing _other i'legal
breaches of the central hoard’s sanitary
laws. One individual shook his fiut defie
antly at the health magistrate and his fine
was promptly increased from $20  §40.
The central board are taking suuunary
steps to compel the surrounding :runi-
cipal authorities to do their puLlic duty in
regard to isolation and vaccination.  This
couree is absolutely necéssary, as until the
malady is controlled outside the city's
he.ith will be seriously imperilled. The
local authorities rtate that there muet
‘have been from 15,000 to 16,000 cases of
smallpox deveioped in the city from the
outbreak to the present time. When the
proportion of deaths, which were over
3,000, is taken into consideration, the
estimate is not extreme.

A report has been made of 167 tases up
to the present at St.” Hyacinthe,

Five Reaths in One Day at Chaviottetown,
Hauirax, N.S,, Nov, . 21.—Five deaths
from smallpox are reported to have
occurred in Charlottetown since last even~
ing. Five new ocases developed to-day,
and several suspected ones are also reports
ed. Raligious services will be dispensed
with to moirow in all churches of the city
80 as to guard as much as possible sgainst
further communication of the disease,

It has been shown conclusively that it
would be very unsafe o rely on the Ontario
quarantine, . One of the inspectors has
taken up 157 vaccination oertificates in
less than four weeks, and all but geventeen
of these were from infected districta, Only
six were official certificates and twelve
were found to be false, an examination of
the arm of a passenger showing that no
vaccinatien had ever been performed.
The three inspectors together vaccinate
over 100 a week and disinfect over 100
pieces of baggage in the same time, The
Ontarlo quarantine does not include the
disinfection of goodes.

Conversazione at the Camadian Imstitute.

The opening meeting of the Canadian
institute for the winter was held Satarday
night. The proceedings took much the
form of & oconversazione, President Dr.
W. H. Ellis gave a short address, referring
to the union of the Natural History
soclety with the institute, Dr. Brody, of
the society, then made a few remarks, and
mentioned that they had purchased a $1000
microscope to assist in biological research,
The next on the program 'was a paper on
Archmology by David Boyle, with special
reference to discoveries that-are now being
made in old Indian burying grounds. He
related a trip, taken a few weeks ago, to
Beverly township, where he unearthed
pipes, tomahawks and other Indian curio-
sities.

The speechifying was over about nine
o'clock, and the rest of the evening was
spént in conversation, partaking of refresh-
ments, and also in examining the natural
history specimens and the relios Jately pre-
sented by the York pioneers. Among those
present were the venerable Dr. Scadding, of
“Toronto of Old” fame, James Bain, jr.,
Toronto’s librarian, the Queen’s printer,
John Notman, Secretary Bryce, of the
provincial health bogrd, Chairman Roden,
of the sohool board, E. A. Meredith, Dr.

« THE CHREISY THAT I8 TO BE.”

Leeture by Rev. Mr. Bygrave in the Uni-
tarian Church.

In the Unitarian church on Jarvis street

deliyering a dourse of Suriday evening lec-
tures on She positive of liberal
christianity, spoke on “The Christ of the
past and the Christ of the future.” The
great eras of the world, he said, were asso-
oiated with the names of great men. Among
these stood pr ently 2 the : name of
Christ, whose advent changed the face of
the world. It was little wonder, then,
that about this unique personage many
and various opinions should arise. Those
w ho stood nearest to him in life regarded
him as & brother and a friend —an
elder brother wiser and a friend more
gifted than themselves. But ually
men enveloped him in olouds of super—
naturalism and mysticism until they placed
him on the very throme of God. The
opinion that prevailed for three centuries
was that he was either entirely human or
that he was delegated from heaven to

rform a certain mission—to make known
the will of God—but that he was in no
sense God.or & third of God.. This belief.
afterwards gave way te dogmas asserting
his ooequality and coeternity with the
Almighty. The oldest oreed of the church,
the apostles’, contained mot a word of a
trinity. The doctrine was first pro-
mulgated in the Nicene creed in
325, But this in time was thought
to be not explicit enough, and the *‘incom-~
prehensibles” of the Athanasian creed
came in to mystify and compound the
mind, On these three creeds, with the
‘Westminster confession, the dootrines of
the orthodox churches are based. It was
strange that in so Calvinistic a city as To-
ronto you could hardly borrow or buy a
copy of the Westminster confession, It
would be a deathblow to Calvinism if the
adherents of that system sent the West-
minster confession abroad as a missionary
document, If the mass of Presbyterians
would only study this standard and learn
what their church really stood for, they
would soon cease to be Presbyterians, The
Christ of the future would the beauti=
ful, simple, large-hearted, large-minded,
ideal man he was at first, whose noble and
self-sacrificing example would purify,
elevate, inspire humanity, It was &
hollow mockery to hold forth a mystical
supernatural being, equal with God, ae a
standard for men to attain to. The gos~
pele nowhere gave Christ this character.
On the contrary, he always assumed an
attitude of humble reverence towards and
dependenceuponthe Father, If webelieved
that man was not the degraded oreature
so many creeds depicted him, that he was
not necessarily sinful, but that goodness
and perfection were his natural state, we
need not stumble at the word man as
applied to Christ, but Hia great life.and
character would then be to us a revelation
of the possibilities of the human soul.

Mr, Bygrave announced as the subject
of his next Sunday evening lecture, "!l'he
hell of the past and the hell of the
future,”
