This would especially be the case 
when the eyes bare to be used 
much for study, as in the instance of a man 
studying for tne medical profession, and

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MRS. CHURCH WAS CAPIASED.

An application was made to Chief Justice 
Galt yesterday for the discharge from cus­
tody of Mrs. Agues Church, but was en­
larged till Saturday. This is the lady who 
was defendant in the action of Quick v. 
Church tried at the recent Brantford assizes 
and against whom a verdict of $4500 was 
given as damages for alienating the affec­
tions of the plaintiff’s husbaud. Mrs. 
Church was until two years ago a resident 
of Oxford County, but she has since lived 
at Green Bay, Wisconsin, where she keeps 
an hotel. She came over to attend the trial 
of the action, and before returning proceed­
ed to dispose of what property she 
bad here, and a capias was obtained 
and she was arrested on the ground that 
she was disposing of her property to de­
fraud the plaintiff and was about to leave 
the jurisdiction.

Mrs. Church says she went to visit a 
son and then to Woodstock to consult her 
solicitor, and when about to return to the 
States was arrested. She claims that the 
sold her property for a consideration and 
not to defraud creditors, but that she might 
improve her business by increasing the 
capital. She deposes that she owes the 
plaintiff no debt and that she is appealing 
from the verdict, at she has been informed 
both by her solicitor, Mr. Smith, and by 
Mr. D’Alton McCarthy, Q.C., her counsel, 
that the verdict is against law and the 
weight of evidence and cannot stand.

Little Hope of r. 8. Tariff Reform. 
There is no doubt of this—that Mr. 

Cleveland will be the next President of the 
United Sûtes. What benefits or injuries 
may result to Canada therefrom it is hard 
to determine. Some of oar people are 
laying considerable stress on the fact that 
Mr. Cleveland's election means a great re­
duction in the tariff of the United Sûtes. 
We are being told that a great change in 
the sentiments of the people of the United 
States on this matter has Uken place, and 
tha? Uriff reform will soon be a realised 
feet. The World, however, Ukes
the ground that there is little
prospect of any great Uriff reform, and we 
have Uken this position consistently for 
years. The reason why we have Uken this 
position is briefly this: that for the past 30 
years the history of the United Sûtes is 
one of a steady rise and increase in the 
Uriff, and a greater and greater predomin­
ance of the doctrine of Protection—of Pro­
tection for Protection's asks. It is all very 
well for people to say that more and more 
of the people of that country are 
becoming Free Traders; but the 
incontrovertible feet is that the Uriff has 
been steadily rising Congress after Con­
gress for a specific and deliberative pur­
pose, namely, keeping ont all foreign pro­
ductions and the encouragement of all 
kinds of home manufactures. Our guide, 
therefore, in this matter is not what people 

ffîf— .. say or what newspapers write, but what 
the stetute book of the Republie con­
tains; end so far as we know 
American intentions in this regard from 
their statute book -it is directly against 
any hope of tariff amelioration in favor of 

Furthermore, we know that 
Grover Cleveland, the President-elect, was 
very careful to trim on this very qnestion, 
although he is the man that is put forward 
as the ohsmpion of free trade. A careful 

j examination of his recent declarations will 
' show that bis program of Uriff reform is a 

very mild one. It is also to be borne in 
mind that the Senate of the United States 
is Republican and Protectionist, and that 
for some years it will hatp the vetoing power 
on any Uriff reform proposals by the Démo­
crate in the Lower House.

There are a few instances where Uriff re­
form may be expected. Take the case of 
barley, for instance, in which Canadians 
are- largely interested. The Democrats 
have won, and they have won partly by the 
support of the brewers, and they hare won 
in spite of the vote of the farmers. It is a 
very fair expectation to form that the 
brewers will have sufficient interest to 
indues Congress, and especially the 
Democrats, to favor the abrogation of 
the duty on Canadian barley, but that 
they will probably be able “to trade” the 
passage of such a bill through the Senate 
in return for some concession which the Re­
publicans desire to get through Congress in 
their own interest.

Individual cases of tariff reform of this 
nature may go through, but The World 
will take stock in the cry that a great Uriff 
reform is to come in the United States 
when it sees it in the form of an Act of 
Congress passed by both Houses and signed 
by the President

He received teneurs from Bishop 
La Rocqne at Trinity,1853,and minor orders 
from Bishop Bonrget Dec. 17, the same 
year. At the close of the seminary the fol­
lowing summer, when on his way from 
Montreal, Mr. Walsh nearly died from a 

attack of the cholera, which was 
raging in Canada during that season.

His First Visit to Toronto,
After his recovery he visited Toronto for 

the first time. On Oct. 22, 1854, Bishop de 
Charbonnel ordained him sab-deacon; Nov. 1 
following, the feast of All Saints’, the earns 
prelate raised him to the priesthood in St. 
Michael’s Cathedral. Ail 
Father Welch was attached to no particular 
curacy; his dutv consisted in attending 
every place that happened to be vacant, in 
those days only too numerous. To these 
scattered districts he went, catechizing the 
young, preparing children for first 
communion, bearing spiritual consola­
tion to the dying, sowing the seeds of 
eternal life in "the hearts of all.

The learned Chief Justice after reading the 
papers over says he “see, no reason why 
the trustees should not be allowed to act as 
they deem advisable,” and dissolves the 
injunction.

High Commissioner to the Jamaica Exposi­
tion, returned home he pointed out that 
while there was without doubt a market 
for Canadian flour of good brand, particular 
attention mast be paid to the character of 
the packages in which it was put up, owing 
to peculiarity of oiimatio influences. His 
speeches emphasizing thiz were scattered 
broadcast, and if, as The Herald says, 
Canadian floor is getting into bad odor our 
millers have themselves to blame. This 
seems a matter that the Dominion Millers’ 
Association might take np with profit.

The growth in England’s import trade in 
eggs and poultry has been enormous daring 
the past 20 years. In 1864 she imported 
from foreign countries £835,000 worth of 
poultry and eggs; in 1869 the value had 
risen to £1.128,000. In 1874 it had more 
than doubled, being then £2,423,000. In 
1879 there was a slight decline, the value 
being £2,295,000,but in 1886 it had gone up 
to £2,910,000; and three years ago it was 
£3,600,000. In 1891, last year, it had 
reached the grand total of £3,977,000. The 
Board of Trade returns to the end of 8ep- 
tember of the present year showed that the 
increase over the corresponding nine months 
of last year was £254,000. In addition to 
the amount given for 1891 there were im­
ports from It eland amounting to £1,800,000, 
so that the grand total was £5,777,000. It 
is calculated that, leaving ont the rural 
districts, which produced for themselves, 
the industrial population last year spent an 
average of from six to seven shillings upon 
foreign and Irish eggs and poultry.

Wholesale grocers report a larger volume 
of trade for October than for the same 
month last year.

Yokehama and Hiogo tee settlements up 
to Oct. 7 show a shortage of 19,200 piculs 
compared with last year.

The sucoess of the Democratic party in 
the United States gives general satisfaction 
to local wholeeale merchant». Some are, of 
eourse, more enthusiastic than others. A 
modification of the tariff is expected, e 
radical change not even dreamed of. Hard- 

fancy thàw will be a reduction 
in the duty on tin plates, “but,” as one of 
them remarked yesterday

away from this industry the protection 
they have been sojindustriously building np 
around it.” Wool mtrehahts hope for free 
wool, but not for a couple of yeere yet.

Profit Sharing In England.
[The Draper's Record.!

It happens unfortunately that a year in 
which the principles of profit-sharing were 
to be put to such an extensive tost should 
have turned out one in which depression in 
every department of trade has been so 
severe. It will be remembered that about 
a year ago announcements were made in 
many directions that schemes of one kind 
or another, by which certain portions of the 
year’s profits would be distributed among 
employes, would be tried by way oi experi­
ment. So far as is known there has been 
nothing startling in the way of results. 
There have been distributions of bonuses of 
four, five, or even 10 per cent., but in every 
case, while the principles involved are ad­
mitted to have worked with every success, 
the real value of the test has been 
marred by the circumstances of the 
time. In one case only does there 
seem to have been avowed dissatis­
faction. The prospect of participation in 
profits has failed to bring about a notice­
able increase in attention and care given by 
the workers to their work, by which it was 
anticipated that profits would increase in 
proportion. This, however, we hope is 
altogether an exceptional case and one in 
which the employer will reverse his finding 
st the end of another year. A distribution 
has just been made in our own trade at the 
rate of 4 per cent, on the year’s earnings of 
the employes, a result which we venture to 
think, in view of the present condition of 
trade, not only satisfactory but encouiag-
