TRADES AND LAROR COUNCIL.

A Resolution Preposed Favorable To the
Running of the Cars,

At the meeting of the Trades and Labor
Council last evening this notice of motion
was introduced: .

Moved by R. Glockling and seconded by
J. Armstrong, That whereas the question
of Sunday street cars is now receiving much
attention at the hands of our citizens; and
whereas it is expedient that this cotineil
should at all times be prepared tv give ex-
pression to their opinion on any public
question;

Be it resolved that in the opinion of this
council the area growth of our city has
now assumed such diniensions that the con-
venience of our <ifizens. demands cheap
methdds of transit on Sunday as on other
days 6f the week. And be it farther re-
solved that this council are in favor of the
establishment of a limited Sunday service
in our street car system. And be it further
resolved that in the opinion of this council
public opinion has assumed such propor-
tions as to render futile the fear that such
a change in our car system will result in an
enforced seven-day week work on the part
of the men employed 1n the running of the
cars.

SUNDAY CARS IN GLASGOW,

They Arve Heartily Approved of By Both
the Clergy and Laymen,

The artisan expedition, equipped and
sent out to America by The Dundee Courier
and The Dundee Weekly News, artived in
the city yesterday at 7 o’clock from
Montreal. . The, expedition is under the
conduct of M:\Sames Murray, chief re.
porter of The Dundee Courier, and consists
of 12 men, all practical tradesmen, and re-
presenting the agricultural, mining, me-
chanical, manufacturing and scientific in-
terests of Southern Scotland, Northern
England and Northern and WesteruIreland.
Mr. Thomas Logan, who represents the
woodwork and furnishing department of
the expedition and who was born and lived
all his life in Glasgow, said that Glasgow
was a. very law-abiding city, and was, if
anything, improving in its moral ¢ondition.
They had Sunday cars running on a limited
sgrvice for the last six years. At first. the
church opposed their introduction with all
the human forces they could muster.
They prophesied all sorts of evil would re-
sult therefrom and they folight to the bit-
ter end. Now no one thinks of saying a
word against Sunday cars. More people
make use of them on Sunday than on any
other day. People who would otherwise be
around the house are induced to come out.
The parks are filled to overflowiag. And
yet the crowd iis the most . or-
derly that could be - met ;! with
in any - commupity. Scarcely/ ever
has a policeman to make use of his author-
ity. In fact, though the cars are crowded
all the time and the vast majority of the
city seems to he moving about, one-third of
the policemen could keep order on Sunday
that would be required on a week day. In
reply to the question, How does this Sun-
day service affect the ghurches? he said,
*“Why, they are fuller than they ever were
before the running of the cars.” To be sure
people do go to distant churches, but
again others from a distance take their
places.

Now, the people of Glasgow would never
think of doing without the Sunday service.
Even those ministers who were most active
against ite introduction make use of the car
and are never heard to utter a word against
it. b

£HE GLASGOW SABBATARIANS.

Rev, Dr, Norman Macleod’s Stand For a
¥Froe Sunday,

A great agitation with reference to strict
Sabbath-keeping took place in Glasgow,
Scotland,’a quarter ot a century ago, 1n
which the late Rev. Norman Macleod, D.D.,
was opposed to the fanatical Sabl ian
party in the Presbyterian{Church.

In the Life of Dr. Macleod, by his
brother, Rev. Donald fMacleod, reference is
made to the series of public demonstrations
which had taken place in (tlasgow against
the running of gunda.y trains and other
forms , of Sabbath desecration. The
Presbytery of Glasgow, to  give
effect to these expressions' of popular
feeling, prepared a pastoral letter
to be read in all the churches within
its jurisdiction. As this letter enforced the
observance of the Lord’s Day by arguments
directiy opposed ‘to the teaching Dr. Mac-
leod had given his congregation for many
years, it was impossible for him to read it
from the pulpit without expressing his dis-
sent. He tgerefore felt ‘himself bound to
state to his brethren in the presbytery the
grounds on which he differed from their
judgment.” y

‘Why He Differed From His Drethren,

‘‘He believed that the authority of the
Jewish Sabbath has an insufficient, un-
scriptural, and therefore perilous basis on
which to rest the observance of the Lord’s
Day. 1In proportion to the strict enforce-
ment of Sabbatarianism, there would, in his
opinion, be multiplied those practical in-

i ies, dish ties, and Pharisaic
sophistries, which prove,in all ages,supreme-
ly detrimental to morality and religion. It
was, therefore, with the desire of vindica-

! Linﬁ the divine sanction of the Lord’s day,
as di

stinct from the Sabbath, that he ad-
dremh‘g the Preshytery.”

Though Dr. Macleod disbelieved in the
alleged Jewish authority for the observance
of the Lord’s - day, and though his views
were on the whole sufficiently accommoda-
ting to tolerate on other grounds some such
observance, yet Presbyterian clerical ex-
citement against him became most un-
reasonable, and his brother thus alludes to
it:

How the Sabbatarinns Persecuted Him,

““As it was, the outburst of popilar feel-
ing was amazing.. His views were not
really startling, for they were common to
perhaps a majority of the best theologians
of the reformed churches. Yet, if the
speaker bad renounced Christianity itself
he could scarcely have produced a greater
sensation. He beeame not only an objeet of
suspicion and dislike to the unthizking and
fanatical, but he was monrned over by
many really good men as one who had be-
come 4n . enemy to the truth. His table
was loaded with letters remonstrating with
him, abusing him, denouncing, cursing him.
Ministers of the Gospel passed him without
recognition, one of thesé more zealous than
thejrest hissed him in the street. During
the first phase of this agitation he felt
acutely the loneliness of his position.”

Branded Him as n Heretic,

And then Dr. Macleod’s own words are
given: *“‘1telt at first so utterly cut off
from every Christian brother that, had a
chimney-sweep given me his sooty hand and
smiled on me with his black face, I would
have welcomed his salute and blessed him.
Men apologized for having been seen in my
company. An eminent minister of the
Free Church refused to preach in a united
Presbyterian pulpit in which I was to
preach the same day, Orators harangued
against me in the City Hall and Merchants’
Hall, The empty drums rattled
and the brazen trumpets  blew
‘certain sounas’ in every village.
‘Leave the church? ‘Libel him! were the
brotherly advices given. Money was sub-
scribed to build a Pgree Barony Church, and a
FreeChurch Mission house was opened beside
miune (‘though having no reference to me,’
as it wassaid!). Caricatures were displayed
in every shop window.’”

And again he says: “Bat the awful con-
viction is deeply impressing itself upon me
that the gospel is not preached generally in
Scotland, that s0-called ‘Evangelicalism’ is
Judaism.’

MORE LABOR MEN SPEAK.

A Number of Interviews Condensed ¥From
The Globe of Yesterday.

Mr. D. A. Carey, District Master Work-
man of the Knights ot Labor, was opposed
to Junday cars, and did not see how any
man who pretended to be in favor of the
cause of labor could advocate them, He
held that Sunday ecars would bring in their
train seven days of labor, not immediately,
perhaps, but certainly in the long run, He
did not think restrictive measures could
stop this. He would not work himseli on
Sunday, and he held that he had noright
to ask another to do what he would not.

Mr. Charles March opposed Sunday cars
and did so from a labor standpoiut. He
regarded it as the entrance of the thin edge
of the wedge, which would ultimately re-
sult in seven days’ labor for six days’ pay.
The time h&d not arrived when Sunday
cars were a necessity. The Saturday after-
noon holiday was now pretty nearly univer-
sal in Toronto, and he believed that if men
were s0 anxious to take their families out
for a holiday they could do so on that day.

Mr. F. C. Cribben, secretary of the

{ Trades and Labor Council, was opposed to

the innovation. Five and a half days were
sufficient to work, and ‘Sunday street cars
would certainly induce more hours of labor.

He had lived in London, and had seen
how Sunday cars worked there. Men got
about.on Sundays and wore themsolves out,
or drank too much and were unfit for work
on Monday. That would result here.

Mr. W. Burnell was strongly in favor of
Sunday cars, providing that it was special-
ly agreed with the company that the men
only work six days per week. What day
they had off did not matter to him. The
benefits from the running of the cars on

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QUESTIONS IN THE COMMONS ASTO
ITS COMPOSITION.

A Query Pointing at Admiral Markham
Not Aunswered—Vice- Admiral Tryon's
Successor Hoists Ris Flag — Magnifi.
cent Behavior ef the Marines During
the Crisis of the Disaster.

Loxpoy, July 7.—In the House of Com-
mons yesterday, in response to questions
asked the Government concerning the com-
position of the Victoria Court Martial, the
Right Hon. Sir U. Kay-Shuttlewerth,
Secretary of the Admiralty, stated that nt
officer concerned in the disaster that caused
the foundering of the Victoria would be
allowed to sit on the court martial.

. Dr. Donald Maggregor (Liberal), member
for Invernessshire, asked whether the offi-
cer next in command of a squadron, seeing
that there was imminent dauger to life,
had any discretion to decline to carry out
orders thav must result in disorder.

The Secretary to the Admiralty replied
that the question so obviously referted to
the position of Rear-Admiral Markham,
who was second in command to Vice-Ad-
miral Tryon, who lost his life in the Vie-
toria disaster, that he ‘must decline to ex-
press an opinion on the subject.  This
answer was received with cries of “‘Hear,
hear.”

Major Smith, commander of the marines
aboard the warship Victoria at the time of
the disaster off Tripoli, has written to the
colonel in command of the marines at Gos-
poit concerning the behavior of his men:

““The non-commissioned officers and men
behaved splendidly. Words will not ex-
press all they did. They fell in by watches
on the quarter deck as steadily as on par-
ade without the speaking of a word of cau-
tion until the end came. It was a, sight
one never can forget—so grand, so sad.
Their behavior may have been egualed; it
never was beaten.”

Vice-Admiral Sir Michael Culme-Sey-
mour, who was appointed to succeed Vice-
Admiral Tryon in command of the Mediter-
ranean fleet, hoised his flag to-day on the
cruiser Hawke for Malta. He carries with
him full instructions from the Admiralty
concerning the court-martial.

Naxammo, B.C., July 7.—The posse of
police who left here a few days ago under
Chief Stewart to effect the arrest of Mur-
derer Kennedy, located -their man on Ram-
say’s Arm Wednesday morning in a cabin
belonging to a logger.

Two boats were lowered from the steamer
and, manuned by pglice, started for shore,
K-nnedy calied on them to keep back. He
then opened fire on one of the boats, one
bullet just missing a constable and putting
a hole through the boat. The police re-
turned the fire, and many shots were ex-
changed. Kennedy retreated into the bush
The police acized his sloop, provisions, etc.;
and the pursuit still continues. Kennedy
is a desperate character,” and it is feared
fhore blood will be shed before lie is cap-
tured.

THE MOB FIGHTS DESPERATELY
WITH THE DRAGOONS.

Rioters Retreated Slowly, Firmng Baild-
ings as They 'Went—Forty Rioters and
Two Lancers Wounded—itreets strewn
With Tern and Bloody Clothing.

Paris, July 7.—Shortly before 9 o'clack
the cafes in the Boulevard  Voltaire and the
Boulevard Temple were empty. The riot-
ers reappeared armed with clubs and a few
revolvers. They marched, cheering and
singing, toward the Place de la Repub-
lique. :

At the corner of the Rae d’Angou-
leme the rioters gof the = Boule-
vard Voltaire ; met by a
body of dragoons and . They were
ordered bagk, but p 2d ahead. The
mili(tiary charged, bu . mob did not

. The soldiers were received with showers
of stones and scattering shots.  'Several
were struck with clubs. :

The Mob Retreated Slowly.

The charge was repeated and the mob
retreated slowly. ere was no scattering
or sign of panic. The men backed off step by
step, those in front wielding sheir clubs
riggn and left and those behind splitting up
booths and kiosks into weapons with which
to fight Jater in the front. ;

After six charges the militaty forced the
mob back to the Bouldvard Richardierr,
where fighting was suspended.

In their retreat the rioters had set fice to
the booths which they did not split into
clubs.

For five blocks the Boulevard Voltaire
is strewn with broken timbers, charred
boards - and torn and bloody clothing.
Most of the windows were smashed during
the conflict.

Forty:-Two Wounded.
Thirty or forty rioters are known to

received slight injuries. Two  lancers are
said to have been wounded by revolver
shots.

In the Boulevard du Temple similar en-
counters took place. The mob was driven
back, but only after hard fighting.

The Streets Barricaded.

In the Avenue de La Republique and on
the Quai d’Valmy, along the canal St.
Martin, the ﬁ%hting between  the rioters
and the Republican guards was almost un-
interrupted from 8.45 to 10 o’clock: Booths
and carts were dragged to the middle of
the streets and set afire. Brands were
thrown among the guards. = When the mob
was pushed bﬁ‘ the military from the
avenue de Republigue “into the
side street Du Drand qPriere, allies |
of the rioters began firing from the win-
dows ou the military. Two soldiers were
wounded. Dozens of rioters are reported
as having been injured during the fight in
the side street.

Sunday would bemany. . It would increase
the number of men employed by the com-
pany one-sixth, and thus take many men
now idle off the market. It would give,
the working people cramped during the
week in the city an opportunity to get to
the parks, and inhale the fresh air. He
thought vh& present was the best time to
take the vote. The people were suffering
now, and would vote for their best in-
terests,

Mr. H. T. Benson opposed the bylaw
from a religious, a moral and Mry strong
labor standpoint. His experi: of Sun-
day cars in London, England, was that they
were in the interests of the saloon, the cigar
store and the refreshment shop. \He object-
ed to work on the Sabbath himself, and
bad no right to ask others to work when he
would not.

Mr. George Banks, chairman of thé
executive board of the federated council of
‘the building trades, wasin favor of the
Suquy cars, and believed that the vast
majority of the working people were also.
It was ridiculous tosay that some would
have to work oh Sunday. = Of course
some would.! But many have to
do %0 now, and the people who used this
argument were in the main those who were
responsible for the employment of Sunday
labor. To run the cars on Sunday would
be regarded as a perfect hoon by many of
the employes of the company, who now
could get work only for a few hours a day,
and would gladly work on Sunday. Sun-
day was the only day the workingman had
absolutely to himself, and it was monstrous
that he should not be able to enjoy it pro-
perly. A change for half a day from the
city to a country scene would in itself bea
great rest and relief, but this, the opponents
of Sunday cars said, was to be denied him.
Mr. Banks was convinced the measure
would carry. !

Mr. Robert™ Glockling, who represents
the Bookbinders’ Union in the Trades and
Labor Council, and who has three times

Besides, I think that taking the
populace on Sundays to enjoy the fresh air
and scenery in the outskirts will have a
strong tendency to add to the health, and I
will say, to ‘the morality of the people.
The working classes are strongly in favor of
the Sunday cars, and will make this appar-
ent at the polls.”

Ald. Lynd’s Opinion.

Ald. Lynd: says a number of his con-
gtituents have found fault with him for
voting in council in favor of allowing the
people to decide the Sunday car question.
Hesays the ministers must have little faith
in the good effects left from their preaching
for the past years if they are aftraid to
trust the people with Sunday cars. If the
clergymen had  addressed the council on
Monday evening their attention would have
been drawn to this fact very plainly,

The Restrictionists’ Wealk Argnments,

C. J. Campbell writes: It strikes me
that one of the weakest arguments against
the Sunday cars idithe assumption that be-
cause what is cahé!d “Sabbath Observance”
is violated in such cities as Chicago, St.
Louis, Detroit, Milwaikee, etc., it follows
that the running of the‘cars on Sunday in
Toronto would lead to the same results.
This is entirely fallacious, for the simple
reason that the population of Toronto is
homogeneous, composed principally of Eng-
lish, Scotch and Irish- law-abiding citizens,
accustomed and willing to submit to the
powers that be. It is the foreign element
in the Unived States which gives all the
trouble, ready at a moment's notice to
resist with ‘“‘dynamite or bomb” any law,
rule or regulation which conflicts with
their supposed liberties, i.e., the liberty
to do as they please. -We have nothing
to fear from the running of cars on
Sanday any more than on week days, and 1
for one intend to do all in my power to
help thé movement, believing it to {;o'in the
interest of humanity.

The -strongest arguments in favor of
Sunday‘cars are those based en sanitary
grounds, The runuing of cars en Sunday
will immediately benefit the public health,

* and for this reasoi alome > say they
should be allowed td run. ¥ . say, more-
over, that these who opposs Sunday cars
obstruct the advance of humanity, both
physically and morally. Good health and
good morals go together, Keep a man in
good health and you keep him in harmony
with nature. Witha grip on the apron
strings of Nature he will not wander far
astray. On the contrary, the man whose
health is impaired sees things as if in con-
cave and convex mirrors. With him thisgs
are distorted. Nature is always the same.
She does not vary. I is the diseased mind
and body of the sick man that- causes
Nature to look misshapen and out of gear.

Principal Caven, W. H. Howland and
the other members of the Sunday Observ-
ance Association assert that our side is
actuated by pecuniary and sordid motives
in asking for a car service on Sunday. We,

" on the other hand, allege that these gentle-
men pursue their animosity towards the
proposed _innovation’ through . ignorance,
medieval superstition and in opposition to
the dictates of Nature and humanity. They
cast-up that their opponents are led astray
by the nickels of the coffes pot!  We know,
on the other hand, that the arguments of
our opponents lead to physical disability
and shortened days and years for men and
women on this earth, We mean’ exactly
what we say. Our opponents'are dealing a
blow at life—that most saered of all things
here below. Again, let us say, we are nos
talking at random, but mean exactly what
we have written. The policy of our op-

- ponents is one that tends to moral and
physical blight, They seek to make a man
religions by Tparalyzing his arm and
brain. They employ physical constraint
to obtain moral effects. Which is just
where they make their greatest mistake.
It is not so long ago since one set of minis-
ters frightened people into being good
through conjuring up realistic pictures of
hell fire and lakes of burning sulphue.
This argument that it is sacrilegious to
ride in cars on Sunday is a somewhat
similar method of keeping people in the
path of right. The only - effective appeal
that can be made in cases of this kind must
be addressed to man’s reason and to the
natural and universally planted instinect-of
reverence for the great Creator of all.

Now let us show wherein our opponents
are playing with human life. We have be-
fore usa book entitled “The Insurance
Guide and Handbeok.” It isa life insur-
ance text book and contains those data of
life and death upon which insurance ‘men
carry on their business. The figures con-
tained in the work are not the result of
careless guess work, but have been ascer-
tained through unceasing labor and in-
dustry. They are reliable, inasmuch as
they form a basis for determining the rates
of life insurarica companies. What then do
these statistics and extracts prove? Let us
quote some of them: |

vity must be searched - for amongst those who
lead'a simple life, such as those who are fre-
quently subjected to great bodily labor and
mostly inthe open air, as farmers, gardeners,
agricultural laborers, huntsmen and oceasional-

For, as Dr. Farr has remarked,the occupations
of men in towns are mostly carried on in-doors,
often in crowded workshops, while the agricul-
tural laborer spends the greater part of the
daytime in the open air. From the nature of
the particles of animal matter thrown into the
atmosphere, it is impossible to place the artisan
in circumstances as favorable as the laborer: the
sun and wind destroy and waft away the breath
&s soon as it is formed, but in the werkshops
the men are shut from the sun, and no streams
of the surrounding air ¢arry off the steaming and

about the tailors, the painters, the shoe-

| makers, ete.? Here is a sad story—a story

of life brutally terminated through
the pressure of poverty and  toil.
The farmer who lives in the open air and
clergyman who repairs his wasted enorgy,

% by a prolonged summer vacation, reach

the longest period of years allotted to men.
The tailor, the painter, the shoemaker, who
breathe the poison of confined workshops,
give up theirlife years before the clergyman
and agriculturist. The tailor dies 14 years
soomer than the preacher. The painter’s
lease runs less by 12 years than that of the
minister, and the same may be said of the
shoemaker. :

It is not hard work that kills the painter
or tailor. What lays him low is the poi.
sonous atmosphere of the workshop and of
the cheaply-constructed dwelling in which
he lives. It is principally a question of
what he breathes that determines the
tailor’s and painter’s life on earth. Let
the shoemaker become farm laborer, and in-
stead of living 43 he will attain an age of
probably 60 years. Pure air works this
miracle, and a great miracle 1t is, indeed.
But here the shoemaker is making his shoes,
and such he will remain.. We caonot
remedy these things all at once, but
let 'us point out to
in. this Sanday car question that
we ‘ean to a certain extent amaliorate
them. We can appeal to him  to counuter-
act the malicious influences of the werk-
shop by seeking the pure air and sunshine
whenever he possibly can. If he 'is con-
fined six days & weok let us advise him to
seek the open air on the seventh. Show
him what store of health he may lay up in
one day if he live that day in the parks in-
stead of moping about in a badly ventilat-
ed house, He does not need to absent
himself from church either. Two hours is
sufficient for his religious devotions. Let
us urge him to be off with his family to the
open places where health and recreation
are to be secured together. Let us point
out to him that by so doing he may
expect ¥ to live 50f§years instead of
being cut down at 43. Under present con-
ditions that is all we can propose for his
amelioration. Small as it is, it is more than
what the Sunday @bservance Association
offer in his behalf. We throw no obstacles
in the way to prevent the workingman
from spending his day of rest ' in the parks
and suishine. We do not oppose the rum-
ming of the cars to take him there. Wae
are fighting to have this privilege extended
to him.

But what are the clergymen doing in this
matter? They admit that the painter, the
shoemaker and other tradesmen . will flock
to the parks on Sunday if they are given
the opportunity. But the clergymen
say, We won’t give these men that
opportunity. The- men who, by a
streak of good fertune, have fallen into
an easy life and who live till they are 55
yoars of age say to their less fortunate
brethren who die off in their 4lst year:
“‘Here, tailors and shoemakers, we are your
true friends. Listen tous. You work for
six days in close, ill-ventilated workshops.
That is your own business. We don’t in-
terfere with you on week days. - But on the
seventh allow us to interfere in your behali.
Two ways are possible for you to
spend the Sabbath. You can ride
in the street caffs into the parks, where you
will form part of a huge crowd; or youmay
remain at home and spend a quiet day, al-
ways within call of  the neighboring church
bells.  The latter is the better course for
you to follow. We know itis. We are
now engaged in a movement to keep you at
home and prevent you from going te the
parks, You will please excuse us,but we know
what s better for your own good than you do
yoursell. We doa’t wans ¢ ride in the
cars ourselves. We won’t permit you—not
if we can help it.”

Can reasonable, fair-minded men approve
of such an attitude om the part of odur
clergymen? We state without fear of con-
tradiction that a day spent wholly in
the open air will prove of muech
more physical benefit to ‘the tailor
and . the. painter thin the same
day spent in moping about the heuse. By
teaching these workmen the great benefit
of fresh air, and by affording them every
facilisy for availing themsslves of it, we
may enable the shoemaker and the painter
to add five, perhaps tem, years to his aver-
age life. The statisties above quoted
show that fresh air‘has everything to de
with length of lifa. 1If the posi-
tion of our confined workmen is
to be ameliorated we must mot only allow
them, but invite them and entreat them to
avail themselves of outdoor life as far as
their condition permits.

We think the attitude of the olergy is
open to no little censure in this matter.
Where the access tolfresh air means added
years to the workman’s life ne man should
takeitupon himself to withhold that blessing.

Least of all should the clergyman. And
why? - The clergvman is an ‘interested
party, keeping the workingman™ away from
the oceans of fresh air that sweep through
the open country and exhilarate the mind
and body of him on whom it blows. They
wish to have the workmen fill their
churches. Which is no uaworthy ebject.
But the clergy should not hold themselves
open to the suspicion of indirectly forcing
people to their churches, and into contribu-
ting funds to pay their salaries. They
should not lay themselves open to this in-
sinuation. We know as a matter of fact
that the question of how much has consid-
erable influence with ministers as well as
with professional men. If they are inter-
ested in salary then they are interested in'
large attendance. The larger the attend-
ance the larger their salary. Henoce their
pecuniary imterest in keeping the painter
and the shoemaker within eall of their
church bells. We say the clergy should net
lay themselves open to an insinuation of

this kind. They sheuld occupy higher
qround.

STORM'S AWKFUL WORK IN IOWA
YESTERDAY.

A Whole Town Laid Level With the
‘Earth-—-Many Killed and Nearly Two
Hundred: Injareda—A Chureh Turned
Into a Hespital—A Terrible Scene At
the Wrecked Village.

Forr Dobae, Ia., July 7.—A cyclone last
evening practically destroyed Pomeroy, a
town of 900 inhabitants, in Calhoun
County. Between 50 and 100 persons were
killed and nearly 200 injured. Many of
the injured will die. The utmost confusion
followed the advent of the storm, and it
was several hours before the condition of
affairs was known. !

A relief train was sent out as soon as pos-
sible over the Illinois Central Railroad
with physicians, tents and supplies. The
town was in total darkness and the streets
were filled with the wreck of homes and
busi hou The were appalling
as men with lanterns went about in the
debris. In some instances entire families
were wiped out, the mangied remajns being
found in the ruins of their home

The cries of the injured were heartrend-
ing, and ‘the general confusion was in-
creased by the wailing of the sarvivors who

were separated from friends or who had re- |,

latives in the wreck. The work of rescue
was slow and the train load of help made
little headway. The south half of the
town was razed. There was no place to
care for the injured, and a church, which
was just outside the track of thestorm, was
turned into a hospital.

The surgeons worked there by the aid of
lanterns and lamps. Those with broken
bones wers stretched upon the pews, while
others who needed surgical attention for
less severe injuries were compelled to stand
or lie upon the floor and wait their turn.

The dead were laid upon the ground in a
vacant lot at the edge ot the devastated
district.  Through the narrow aisles left
between the dead bodies, the sugvivors
r.ued looking for lost ones. In the con-

usion it was impossible to'secure a list of
the fatalities. All telegraph communication
was cut off, and trains could be only run to
the edge of the town.

The storm broke out about 7 o’clock.
There was a dash of hail, a blinding flash of

ightuing and a deafening peal of thunder.
en and women ran wildly about the
streets shouting and gesticulating.

The cyclone struck the southwestern
portion of the town among the scattering
hovses 1 the outskirts. Roofs and shingles
and sides of buildings were wrenched loose
and thrown to one side. On the more
densely populated districts the monster
swept, levelling all before it and leaving in
its wake a cloud of splinters and wrecked
homes, death and demoralization. i
