neglect or default in so doing in any
case, such officer, policeman, constable
or inspector shall incur a penalty of f1o,
besides costs, for each and every jsuch
neglect and default.” ¥

A NUMBER of clauses in the new edu-
cation bill introduced in the Ontario
Legislature are of special interest. One
provides that the board of education in
any municipality shall provide and pay
for dental and ‘medical inspection of the
pupils.  School boards may establish
free evening lectures for the citizens at
large and include the exp:nses in the
estimate for the year. If a board esti-
mates its expenditures for the year and
a surplus is left, the city or town coun-
cils shall credit this amount to the school
board. Heretofore school boards have
been forced to make their estimates ac-
cording to the expenditures, and if any
sum was left over it was placed in the
next year’s receipts.

Why do not the farmers of Ontario grow
more wheat? Why do not the people of
Ontario buy blended flours, contaimng their
own home-grown wheat ?

Manitoba wheat flour makes a big strong
loaf, but the bread is coarse, and 1s neither
as inviting in app nor pleasing in
taste, as that made of a blended flour.
When it comes right down to quality,
blended flour makes the beat bread and
psstry in the world. Yet many of our own
people are using Manitoba flour not aware
of the facts, helping the Mamtoba farmer to
get richer, and driving the Ontario farmer
to raising less profitable crops.

Toronto seems to be about the only place
1n this province that-really knows the worth
of blended flour. And 1t is largely due to
the efforts of one man—George Weston, the
baker—that vhié is the case. When Mam-
toba wheat flour first appeared, 1t became
very popular because it made a big loaf,
but the bread was coarce At that time
Weston was runping only two ovens. He
theught there were enough people in Toron-
lo who> would appreciate the difference be-
tween quantity and quality, aod he deter
mined to bakes real old time home-made
loaf, using a blended flour. When he finjsh-
ed his fires baking, he found that the Isaf
was the regulation weight but smaller than
a loaf made of Manitoba flour. Weston
carried his bread to various grocers, asked
them to offer it to their customers, and if it
was not sold that he would take it back.
The next day every loaf was gone, and the
grocers had orders for twice as much. Ina
week, he had to star’ new ovens, and it was
not long before he was selling 50,000 loaves
a week. This 1s what blended flour did for
one baker. Of course, others, seeing the
success of George Weston, naturally adopt-
ed blended flour To day, 75% of the bread
baked 1n Toronto is made of tlended flour.
I'here is no doubt but what blended flours
—milled of Ontario wheat with some Mani-
toba—not only make the best bread and

try, but yield more bread, ete., to the
arrel.

By using blended flours, it would create a
demand for Oatario whest, induce tarmers
to grow more wheat, and keep sll the
flour right here in Ontario, thus adding to
the value of Ontario farms.
