A Blank Marriage 
Certificate

It Turned Up a Valid One 
After Twenty Years

I.
Every day the readers of fiction de­

mand more and more stories illustrat­
ing what Is happening among them. Im­
probable happenings are tabooed. Nev­
ertheless stories written many years 
ago, based on what was then a more 
or less common occurrence, are still 
read. The novel "Jane Eyre," by Char­
lotte Bronte, Is one of these favorites.

This story is based on a mock mar­
riage. A century ago British swells 
seemed to have no conscience in prey­
ing upon women. Mock marriages 
were by 140 means uncommon. But to­
day we never hear of a mock marriage. 
This Is due largely to a change in the 
times. Formerly formal certificates 
were required In marriage. Now any 
man and woman can acknowledge be­
fore witnesses that they are man and 
wife and the law recognizes the mar­
riage.

During the early part of the nine­
teenth century there was a noted 
case of mock marriage between a Brit­
ish nobleman and an American girl. 
In those days America was a new 
country, and Englishmen who came 
over here were prone to look down on 
Americans. Nevertheless there were 
descendants, in the eastern states es­
pecially, of the younger sons of for­
eign noblemen, who settled on the 
American coast when the country was 
being occupied from abroad, dispos­
sessing the Indians.

Edith Van Wyck, whose progenitor, 
Huileger Van Wyek, came from Hol­
land, where Philip II. of Spain was per­
secuting the Protestants, was a comely 
young woman. In excellent standing 
socially In New York. Lord John Turn- 
ball, a son of the Duke of Averton, vis­
ited America, met Miss Van Wyek and 
fell in love with her. He did not con­
sider a marriage with one who had 
neither fortune nor title, but, desiring 
to possess her, resorted to a device 
which was common at the time—that 
is, be married her, prearranging that 
she should not be able to prove herself 
a legal wife.

In those days the elite of New York 
lived on the southern extremity of 
Manhattan Island, the Van Wycks’ 
home fronting on the Battery.

When they were married the groom 
handed the officiating clergyman a pen, 
which be dipped Into a gold Ink born 
that bore the crest of his family, say­
ing that for generations marriage cer­
tificates of members of his family had 
been written with ink from this heir­
loom.. No one thought t(f ask why the 
young lord had brought such a relic to 
America, There was not the slightest 
doubt that be was acting In good faith.

Lord John remained in America three 
months after his marriage, when he 
returned to England without his wife. 
He told her that there would be great 
objection on the part of his family to 
his marriage with an American com­
moner and he must prepare them for 
the event

ford. That her husband had deserted 
her was a blow; that he had committed 
bigamy was crushing.

Her family, not being willing to sub­
mit to such treatment, took up the case, 
intending to prosecute Lord Averton 
for bigamy. The attorney they em­
ployed called for the marriage certifi­
cate. Edith took it out of a desk in 
which It had lain since the marriage 
and before turning It over to her father 
looked at it What was her astonish­
ment, her horror, to see that the paper 
on which It had been written was a 
blank!

The poor woman then knew that she 
bad been tricked. She delayed turning 
the paper over or saying anything 
about it till she had time to think. A 
little boy had been bom to her, and 
she dreaded the fact of his standing 
being known to the world.

A month was required to make a voy­
age to England In those days, and 
when another month had been added 
to the first Edith began to look for a 
letter from her husband. A month 
more passed and no letter came. Sev­
eral more passed and still no word 
from her husband. At last the poor 
woman began to realize that she was 
deserted. She believed that her hus­
band had failed to win his father’s 
consent to his marriage and bad con­
cluded not to announce it; but. being 
married to him, she hoped that at some 
future day she would be acknowledged 
as his wife.

Meanwhile the Duke of Averton died, 
and bis son, John Turnbull, inherited 
the title. Then, since his record seem­
ed all right, be was considered a great 
catch by yonng women of the nobility.

One day Edith received a shock 
that blighted her life.

The defendant, * who was in
court, looked at It with evident solic­
itons interest

Stepping to a table, the lawyer placed 
the paper under a microscope and said 
to the judge:

“Your honor, I desire you to exam­
ine tbia paper and give a ruling on it 
Is It or is it not a valid certificate of 
marriage?”

The judge stepped down from the 
bench and critically examined the pa­
per by means of the microscope. He 
saw Indentations made with a pen con­
stituting a certificate of marriage be­
tween Lord John Turnbull and Edith 
Van Wyck and signed by Thomas Mac­
Laren. After the examination the 
judge returned to the bench. The law­
yer continued:

“We claim that when the marriage 
certificate was made ont the clergyman 
was handed an Ink horn and a pen by 
the groom, who stated that marriage 
certificates had for hundreds of years 
been written In Ink from the said Ink 
horn.

The foreman 
read aloud a certificate given by the 
officiating clergyman that he bad mar­
ried Edith Van Wyck and John Turn- 
ball in the city of New York on a cer­
tain date. The reading was effected 
by the pen indentations on the paper. 
After all had sefen It the Judge instruct­
ed the jury to accept it as valid testi­
mony.

That settled the case In favor of 
Edith Van Wyck, Duchess of Aver­
ton. She was adjudged such by the 
court, which made the duke a bigamist 
and his London family Illegitimate.

The young man who prosecuted the 
case was the son of the defendant. 
As soon as be had won a verdict In his 
mother’s favor be entered upon nego­
tiations for the payment by the duke of 
an annuity to his mother, and the case 
was thus settled. The Duke of Aver­
ton was never brought to trial for big­
amy owing to his Influence with the 
British cabinet.

His son returned to America, where 
be continued to live under the name of 
Van Wyck and became an eminent Jur­
ist in New York. His mother after 
her vindication returned to her social 
position and became a leader. She died 
during the war days of 1863.

Since then there has been a notable 
change in the depredations of the 
young bloods upon the weaker sex.

LEONARDO’S STYLE OF ART.

"Mona Lisa” la No Mystery, According 
to Kenyon Cox.

Leonardo da Vinci was a tireless stu­
dent of all kinds of natural phenomena, 
and of many things ho had learned a 
great deal that has been rediscovered 
only in our own time. Among other 
things, as his notebooks prove, he had 
studied effects of transmitted and re­
flected light, understood the difference 
between diffused daylight and sunlight 
with its crisp edged shadows, saw the 
blue shadow which has been introduced 
into modern painting by the impres­
sionists and knew the reason of it.

He attempted none of these things in 
painting, and he tells us why. These 
things, he says, after a long descrip­
tion of the effects of sunlight upon 
foliage—of the color of the sky in the 
high lights, of the yellow light where 
the sun shines through the leaf nnrl 
the interruption of this light where the 
shadow of one leaf falls upon another 
—these things should not be painted 
"because they confuse the form.”

The Florentine ideal in art was the 
utmost realization of form. Leonardo 
was a true Florentine, and he intro­
duced into painting just so much of 
light and shade as should assist in this» 
realization, no more. It is his use of 
modeling that is his most personal con­
tribution to art

Much rhapsodical nonsense has been 
written about the “Mona Lisa” and her 
enigmatic smile, and there have been 
endless speculations as to her charac­
ter and the meaning of her expression. 
It is all beside the mark. The truth 
is that the “Mona Lisa” is a study of 
modeling, little more. Leonardo had 
discovered that the expression of smil­
ing is much more a matter of the mod­
eling of the cheek and of the forms 
below the eye tÈan of the change in 
the line of the lips. It interested him, 
with his new power of modeling, to 
produce a smile wholly by these deli­
cate changes of surface, hence the mys­
terious expression.

Poets may find “La Gioconda” a vam­
pire or what not To artists with a 
sense of form her portrait will always 
be a masterpiece because it is one of 
the subtlest and most exquisite pieces 
of modeling in existence v

The Banner Under Which the “Embat­
tled Farmers” Fought.

Under what flag did the "embattled 
farmers” fight? There was no nation­
al flag then, no state or provincial flag 
even. But, says Peleg D. Harrison in 
“The Stars and Stripes and Other 
American Flags,” there was a flag 
there nevertheless.

The farmers of Lexington carried the 
cornet or standard of the Three Coun­
ty troop. That banner was designed 
for a local company of cavalry raised 
In the counties of Essex, Suffolk and 
Middlesex, Mass., in 1059. The office 
of color bearer of this troop was a 
kind of inheritance in the Page fam­
ily. The standard was carried in King 
Philip's war in 1676. When the min- 
utemen were organized Nathaniel Page 
3d of Bedford carried the old flag to 
the drills. At the midnight alarm Cap­
tain Page snatched up the standard 
and carried it with him to Concord, 
where it "Waved above the smoke of 
that battle.”

The flag is now preserved under glass 
in a fireproof safe of the Public library 
at Bedford, Mass., and can be seen by 
arrangement with the librarian.

The ground is crimson colored satin 
damask emblazoned with an outstretch­
ed arm, in the hand of which is an up­
lifted sword. This representation is 
the color of silver, as are three circular 
figures that are probably intended to 
represent cannon balls. Upon a gold 
colored scroll are the words “Vince ant 
Moriture” (Conquer or Die). The flag 
is about two feet long by one foot six 
Inches wide.
