The fisher­
men cannot sell their fish at any price, and the 
consequent loss of their custom is 
weighty blow to us. Tne cause of this 
depression in fish lies on the surface. Our 
almost sole market ts the cane sugar growers yf 
the West Indies, and the competition of the 
beet sugar has stripped them of the means to 
buy our fish.” It recommended our follow­
ing the example of Newfoundland, and 
cultivate trade with European countries. 
It said “ Here is a case where It seems 
to us that a government which studied the 
wants and Interests of its province ne Sir 
Wm. Whitewav’s government évidently 
does those of Newfoundland, might and 
would have interposed tuthe greatei-tadvBii- 
tage. It would have appointed a commis­
sion to inquire into the European trade of 
Newfoundland and Norway. It could then 
have offered a bounty on fish exported to 
Europe, or taken whatever other steps It 
deemed necessary after due study of the 
question, to give our fish trade that variety 
and stability we can now see so necessary."

Nova Scotia is learning—that tbe way to 
fight tariffs is by free imports, and not by 
a ridiculous policy of biting our nose to 
spite our face, in other words, by taxing our­
selves because the United Slat 
other nation is foolish enough to submit to 
an enormous tax for the benefit of a com­
paratively few individuals.”

Bneliah Plum Pudding.

Now ia the time to make the Christmas 
paddings and also the fruit cakes for the 
winter. Housekeepers will fiud it a great 
convenience to have on hand eight or ten 
pmall puddings, that only require re-heat­
ing to be ready for serving. The following 
recipe will fill one three-pint mold. If 
your family is small It is best to pack and 
boil tbe puddings In small round tin 
kettles, with I ids. Then when they are 
done the lids can he put on, the puddings 
hong In the cellar until wanted.

Shred and chop fine one pound of suet, 
scald and stone one pound of raisins, 
wash and clean one pound of carrant*. If 
you buy those already cleaned, and it saves 
a deal of trouble, use one and a quarter 
pounds. Cut Into very thin slices a half 
pound of orange peel. Mix the fruit to­
gether and flour it well, u-ing about one 
0'ip of floor. Th6o add the suet, a half 
nutmeg grated, a quarter pound brown 
•agar, the grated yellow rind of one good- 
•izt-d lemi'D and three-quarters of a pound 
of bread crumbs. Beat four eggs without 
separating, add to them over the dry in­
gredients and thoroughly mix. Park 
tightly into well-buttered molds or kettles, 

stand in boiling water and boil continourly 
for ten hours, and then one hour at time 
of serving. Serve with them a nice hard 
sauce.

Mr. Bright has let out the secret of his 

powrr as a public speaker. He has divulged 
it in reply to one of those endless corres­
pondents «ho are forever asking questions, 
and wishing to know tbe why and the 
wherefore. Nobody in the world is better 
qualified to express an opinion as to public 
speaking thau the great Tribune of the 
People, lor never since the days of Demos­
thenes has a public speaker so effectually 
held spellbound and enraptured au audi­
ence as has Mr. Bright. His simple, 
plaiu Saxon words has formed tbe backbone 
aid the charm of his platform oratory, 
and be explains how be delivers bis 
speeches. He first thinks out what he has 
to say, writing a sort of a skeleton of the 
ideas on, paper filling two or three slips 
of note-paper with no’es. Having the 
line of argument clearly before him, 
he leaves ibe words to come at call, 
and the inspiration of the hour never fails 
him.

These are 
invaluable hints for pubic speakers, many 
of whom are slaves to their MS., or like 
the late Morley Punshon, tbe Wesleyan 
preacher, commit every word of their 
speeches to memory. Mr. Bright is a born 
orator. But he owes much of his success 
to careful preparation and study, and all 
who wish to cultivate public speaking as a 
fiue art would not do amiss to read this 
letter of the great orator in answer to hib 
Midland correspondent.

In 
this way assorting cun be done very 
rapidly. Proper a-eorttng of fruit has 
been talked and written about for years, 
yet many fruit growers will not learn that 
the practise is money in their pockets. 
Certainly It does not pay to put a peok of 
small apples into a barrel of laiger ones. 
They do not measure any more and only 
lower tbe price upon the whole product. 
If possible, select a good dealer in frujt 
and sell to him. If you can guarantee 
your fruit, you will have no trouble in 
selling. I make all my small " sound ap­
ples into cider, using a power press with a 
capacity of eighty barrels per day. Adding 
three pounds of grapes to each bushel of 
apples improves tbe quality of the cider. 
Everything is kept sweet and clean.
