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—The recent county asylum trggedy and
the resultant vexing situations are subjects
about which much is being said, and there
seems to be a pr fixing of responsi
bility on every man connected with the lo-
eal management of the institution. # The
situation is a unique one truly, but we fail
%0 see how the lecal authorities are to be
blamed for the murder of Bain. Beveridge
was sent here from Mt. Hope, where he had
been for nearly five years, as hopelessly in-
sane but without either homicidal or suicid-
al tendencies. The Annapolis county asy-
lum is but a branch of the institution at
Dartmeuth, and with the chief officer of the
latter institutien rests the responsibility for
the transfer of Beveridge. He may have
threatened to kill before being sent to
Mount Hope, but after five years in that in-
stitution without showing any signs of a
homicidal disposition, he might fairly be
judged barmless. That he did develop into
a homicide is perhaps as unaccountable as
the fits of temporary insanity, under which
an ordinarily rational man becomes a demon.
The matter may not be a legitimate one for
newspaper discussion, but the story has so
many variations that some facts of the situ-
ation seem to be entirely lost sight of. It
would evidently have better for all con-
cerned had an inquest been held at the time
of the murder, but there was no one to urge
the point, while in the opinion of many such
an inquiry was unnecessary. An inquest
would have obviated the necessity that has
arisen for putting an insane man on trial for
murder in order to obtain his commitment
to an institution for the criminal insane, and
would have saved the county considerable
expense. We do not think, however, that
the facts of the case warrant the censuring
of anyone connected with the local manage-
ment of the county asylum. The case was
a peculiar one and indeed if they failed to
correctly interpret the requirements of the
law it should not be said that they did it
intentionally, to ceyer up any negligence or
irregularity connected with the previous
care of the prisoner. As the case now
stands the county will be saddled with the
expenses of a murder trial, and absurd as it
may seem to the average layman to try an
iocurable lunatic for the commission of a
crime, it is contended that the law requires
this to be done and the case is not without
precedent. In the meantime, if anyone has
sufficient grounds for complaint against the
1ocal management, a proper inquiry should
b: instituted to give them a chance to refute
any charges of calpability.

—The recent discoveries of rich gold de-
posits galong the Klondike will basten the
s:ttlement of the Alaskan boundary dispute,
as both Canada and the United Stales are
now anxious to secure clear titles o their
possessions in such a famous country as the
Yukon territory is proving to be. The
boundary line between Canada and Alaska
has never yet been determined, although
both Canadian and American surveys have
heen made to obtain knowledge necessary so
the satisfactory demarkation of territorial
limits. In 1867, when the United States
purchased Alaska from Russia, the boun-
dary that then existed was a matter of lati-
tude and longitude only, and might have
been considered sufficient even after the
transfer, had not the explorations of late
years bronght to lighi the hidden wealth ef
the country. Russia undervalued her North
American possession when she sold it for
$7,200,000,—a very.few acres in the gold
bearing districts wonld now bring more than
this amount. The results of the Canadian,
British and American surveys, made to de-
termine the Canada-Alaska bourndary, will
now, no doubt, soon be laid befere a com-
mission of international experts, whose de-
cision ought to finally settle the existing
doubt and preclude any further bickerings.
Throughout nearly its entire extent the
boundary can be ascertained with mathemat-
ical accuracy, by scientific observation, but
south and east of Mount St. Elias there will
be points which can only be satisfactorily
settled by a disinterested arbitration. Klon-
dike is not a disputed spet, it is distinctly
Canadian and is so recognized by the United
States, but if reports be true there are many
Klondikes in the Yukon territory and Ales-
ka, and not until rock cuirns mark a definite
boundary will the governments be able to
properly control what will soon be populouns
country with all the inherent lawlegsness of
a mining camp.

—Year after year the registers show a de-
crease in the tonnage of the vessels of .the
Maritime provinces. The shrinkage is re-
markable when the conditions of trade are
considered. In 1884, Nova Scotis, New
Brunswiek and Prince Edward Island had
vessels aggregating 896,810 tons; in 1896 the
tonnage had declined nearly a half, only
447,684 tons remaining on the register.
Nova Scotia shipping is now 228,510 tors
less than in 1884, and in the other two pro-
vinces the loss has been nearly as great. If
this story means anything, it must mean the
decadence of the sailing vessel; general trade
would certainly warrant no such decrease in
carrying tonmage. The canvas that whit-
ened the Maritime province waters in 1884
has given place to the smoke trails of the
steam propelled craft of the present day, and
if there is ever to be a revival of ship-build-
ing in the provinces, the ship yards will
have to turn out steamers rather than sailing
vessels. The commerce of to-day demands
& surer service than is afforded by the sail-
ing vessel that must needs wait for a fair
wind; time has a valuation now that was
not conceded a decade ago, and rapidity of
transport is what is required. The story of
the decline of shipping that is told of the
Maritime provinces holds good when applied
to the whole Dominion, and is true of the
Republic to the south of us. Great Britain
could tell a different story hewever; every
year marks an increase in her fleev of mer-
chantmen and her navy, and every year the
percentage of commerce that is carrfed in
the bottoms of the island kingdom increasee.
Why it is that America, with every facility
for the work, and with an ever increasing
trade does not hold her own in ship-building
is an anomaly attributablé to either a lack
of capital or of enterprise or both.

Nova Seotia Fruit,
WE OUGHT TO SEND OUR BERRIES TO ‘‘THE
STATES "—A TALK WITH WILLIAM
FRASER OF THE D. A, R.

(Halifax Chronicle.)

Few people in Nova Scotia are aware of
the extent and importance of the small frait
trade of this province. Most of us know thai
the apples of the Annapolis valley are the
choicest varieties placed on the markets of
the world. ** The apple groves of Acadie”
are famous the world over. Next to Evan-
geline they have done more to advertise the
resources of the province than reams of boom
literature. Nova Scotia apples are well and
favorably known at home and abroad, and
with co{d storage facilities and improved
methods of packing the fruit, the trade is
bound to go vast developments within
a few years.

But Nova Scotia produces other fruits
equally as profitable as apples. During the
last few years the farmers of the Annapolis
valley and some other districts of the prov-
ince have turned their attention to theculture
of small fruits for home and export trade.
The strawberry, raspberry, gooseberry and
cranberry are grown extensively.

Some idea o?tho extent of this branch of
lgricullural enterprise may be gathered from
the fact that last year the Maritime Express
Company transported of strawberries alone
about eight tons per day during the fruit
season. This represented nearly $50,000 to
the farmers of the Annapolis valley as the
value of the strawberry crop alone. The
strawberry is probably the most luscious and
tempting delicacy of the garden—always in
goog demand. The industry is capable of
almost illimitable development, and only re-
quires up-to date methods to make it one of
the most profitable and important features of
our agricultural life.

In order, therefore, to obtain some infor-
mation about the production and export of
small fruits, a Chronicle reporter interviewed
William Fraser, general freight agent of the
D. A. R., and superintendent of the Maritime
Express Company, whose long connection
with transportation lines and his knowledge
of the requirements of the markets make him
very competent to speak on the subject of
fruit. Most of the frauit grown in Nova
Scotia is transported over the lines represen-
ted by Mr. Fraser. Asked about this year’s
strawberry crop, Mr. Fraser says:

*“The strawberry crop of the Annapolis
valley this year was much lighter than last,
on account of the heavy rains in the month
of June, I presume. Usually the shipments
of strawberries continue for about five weeks
but this year I may say they were all shipped
within three weeks.”

*¢ What are the main strawberry stations?”

*‘ The strawberry district is between Ber-
wick and Middleton, and it is capable of pro-
ducing an unlimited quantity, but unless the

rowers look about for other markets than

alifax the culture of strawberries canunot be
developed much beyond its present propor-
tions.”

“ What quantity do you bring to Halifax?”

*““In the height of the season the ship-
ments to Halifax average about 400 crates or
12,800 quarts per day. This is more than
Halifax can take care of, or rather, 1 should
say, it is more than Halifax will pay a fair
price for.”

““ Does St. John afford any market for the
frait?”

““The valley berry is from a week to ten
day earlier than the New Brunswick berry
and our people get the St. John market for
their early pick. This keeps the prices in
Halifax up to a fair rate, but with the ripen-
ing of the New Brunswick berry Nova Sco-
tians are crowded out of the St. John market.
Then the Halifax market becomes glutted
and prices go down to a non-paying point.”

o ﬂ much fruit shipped to the United
States?” -

““ Boston affords a good market at times.
Last year we shipped large quantities to that
city. I have no complete reports as yet to
show what quantity has gone there this year,
but shipments have been much lighter than
last year. The new tariff of the United
States went into effect on Monday and puts
a duty of one cent per quart on edible ber-
ries,”

“Can berries be profitably shipped to
points beyond Boston?”

““Yes. By shipping in refrigerator chests
our strawberries could be put into New York
and Philadelphia in as good condition as
they reach Halifax; but our berry is not
suitable for these markets, where they are
accustomed to the large Florida berry. They
look upon our small berry as inferior fruit.”

““ Do you consider the fruit inferior *”

¢ By no means. In my opinion our Valley
berry has a much better flavor than those of
Florida, but the average American cares
nothing about flavor. He wants something
big.”

“Do you think berries suitable for the
New York and Philadelphia markets can be
grown in Nova Scotia?’

“Yes; by putting down the proper varie-
ties of vines the Valley farmers could grow
berries suitable for these markets, and I am
convinced that it would be the most profit-
able branch of farming in which they could
engage. All of the southern berries would
be out of the markets before ours would reach
there, and from all I can learn as to the usual
market prices in Philadelphia, our farmers
with suitable fruit could do a profitable busi-
ness there, notwithstanding the one cent per
quart duty. The duty will not affect the
trade to any appreciable extent.”

“ What is the method of transportation?”

‘¢ All the strawberries are carried by ex-
press; but we do not get the ‘usual express
rates by any means. On account of the low
prices obtained, and to encourage the farmer,
we have made exceedingly low express rates
for this traffic.”

“ What other small fraits are grown and
exported?”

“Many farmers are now growing with
good results the raspberry, gooseberry and
the currant. Raspberries are a very profit-
able crop and usually command better prices
in the American markets than strawberries.
This year, however, the crop is below the
average, owing to the heavy rains. Cran-
berry culture too is being extensively carried
on by some farmers and the prospects for
this year’s crops are very good. Most of
this fruit is sold in the Montreal markets.
Then of course down in Bear River, Digby
and Weymouth wild berries grow in.great
abundance and large quantities are shipped,
but this year the crop is an entire failure.”

“ What is your information about the ap-
ple crop?” X

““From all I can learn it is going to be very
light. The hay crop, by the way, is reported
from all quarters to be large.”

mond. The sun’s rays, which were rather
bright at Kew, were mellowing behind the
land haze, and it was consequently cooler
and the ebbing day deliciously agreeable, a
gem of summer time.

We sauntered slowly along the ‘terrace,
sometimes leaning many minutes upon the
walls, and then to comfortable seats which
were numerous, that we might drink deep
of, and carry away as much as possible of
the enchanting sense and scene. Just be-
low, and extending far away by the hillside
each way was the base of the terrace, which
was really terrace upon terrace of beautiful
garden and shrubbery, bits of exquisite
lawn and winding walks; the flowers in
their richest foliage and bloom, the rose tree
showing with proud dignity its rich decor-
ations -of bright color, and the wealth of
flowers breathing upward toward us special
wafts of delicate perfume. Leisurely below
moved the noble Thames, here a mirror
and there a deep silhouettd with here and
there a boat resting or gliding over its
smooth surface, freighted with beings enjoy-
ing or seeking pleasure. Farther up the
course of the terrace was the great hotel, the
Star and Garter, while out before us beyond
terrace and Thames, stretched miles and
miles of hill and dale, park and meadow,
twenty or thirty miles of eye-sweep into the
blue mists, where park and grassy hillside
are merged into one.

A glory hovered about the beech and the
oak and every other forest tree away in the
far distance yesterday eve, as they towered
above and amidst the blue, blue mists, cen-
tered, as it were, in the deep vales between.

Near by upon the meadows beyond the
Thames, the hay makers were busy gather-
ing to their waggons the, no doubt, well
made hay; while here and there out from
the blué or through the trees, came the
sound of the mower, the click, click, just as
we hear it in America. Sir Walter Scott
discribed the view trom Richmond Hill and
terrace as unrivalled” Pope, Thompson,
and Wordsworth bave immortalized it in
verse, and now I have seen it for a little,
and give my impressions.

We hie away to Richmond; get upon its
highest points, and enjoy the many magnifi-
cent scenes, and then we sweep around a
great enclosure of dense forest pass, and for
a few minutes sit under the oak trees,
whose youth must have been contemporary
with the Edwards and the Henrys, Kings of
England. We are pointed out Pembroke
Lodge, where the famous John Russel re-
sided; White Lodge, occupied now by the
Duke and Duchess of Teck.

Henry VII gave to Richmond its title,
which is a fitting one, expressing brightness.
In the Parish church, lies the remains.of
Thompsou the poet, and Keen the actor.

Richmond Park contains over 2,255 acres,
and has been pointed out to me at points far,
far away.

Richmond contains a population of about
22,000, and rests upon a dry clay and gravel
soil, and is certainly a very bright nice little
town. Here was once a royal residence.
The first three Edwards resided here; Henry
VII once held a great tournament at his
manor of Richmond; Queen Elizabeth was
at one time imprisoned here, later she re-
sided, and finally died here; and Charles I

assed many of his dreary, troubled days at

ichmond.

And now we are at the landing pier for a
start on our trip to Staines, an hour too
early for the steamer, which does not start
until eleven. Richmond Bridge, near by us,
looks a tempting place for a few minutes to
tarry. We are upon it pow, spying out this
spot and that famous in history. ’Tis a
lovely land in which to labor for the dis-
covery of relics of the past, for they seem to
meet one half way, so ready are they to be
embraced. Just at our right upon the side
of the river opposite Richmond Hill, is York
House, the birth place of Queen Anne and
also that of her sister Mary. Within gun-
shot, away up the Thames, is Eel Pie Is-
land, containing seven acres of ground and
a hotel, famous as a resort for boating men
and picnic parties.

We are the first passengers to reach the
steamer. She is a typical Thamee river
boat, a stern propellor, with a speed of about
eight miles per hour, and has a spacious
deck. Over the saloon deck is a scarlet
covering. Her dining-room is not large,
but, I should think, ample for most require-
ments of her business; is fairly well equip-
ped with bar, lavatory, etc., and is general-
ly equal to the average river boat. The
American harbor and river pleasure steamer
is a much more gay and showy thing. I
like this. We choose seats over the very
foremost part” of the saloon deck. Being
first, we place our seats exactly to suit our-
selves. This is an important matter, since
we will be eight hours or more on board.

The lines are off. The little engine is set
free, and we are away. Matter is changing
form. Coal and oxygen are to disappear, and
a new force be created in pleasure, the im-
mortal wealth of fifty human beings. How
much will go into annihilation? How much
into a gracious reproductive consumption,
and appear in higher forms of matter and
sense? Is a thrill of pleasure, joy, glad-
some days, knowledge, and all the rational
immortal wealth an annihilation? Not ne-
cessarily 8o, on the contrary the very germ,
the essence, the soul of life. ’Tis this, and
this alone that makes life worth living; all
changes of the forms of force must focus
here, or the cycle is not complete. Well!
where are we? At Twickenham. Twicken-
ham is a low, rambling village, mostly shut
off from our vieWw by the tall trees and dense
foliage along the river bank, and at the rear
of the riverside residences and gardens. We
are told of a St. Mary’s church, but we can-
not see it. However, we believe it to be
there, and to be beautifully decked with
ivy. Pope died at Twickenham in 1744,
and was buried in St. Margaret’s Church-
yard. = An admirer of Pope, Bishop Waber-
ton, caused a monument to be erected to the
poet, on which is the following inscription:

“ Heroes and kings your distance keep,

In peace let our poor poet sleep,

‘Who never flattered folks like you.

Let Horace blush and Virgil too,”

Buried here also is the actress, Kitty Clive.

Thickenham is seventeen and a-half miles
from London, and has a population of 16,000.
The soil is alluvial and vegetation very lux-
uriant. The gardens and lawns are very
beautiful. Indeed all along we are poiating
out to each other constantly some new deli-
cious garden - plot, grotto, tea-garden, or
beautiful sweep of flower beds, running on
the curved lines of the river, leaving between
a strip of lawn. Passing a pretty residence,
where the artistic effect was something like
this, we discover that we are looking upon
the riverside residence of Dunlop of rubber
tire fame.

Mr. Labouchere’s residence is a very pret-
ty place. It is named Pope’s Villa. The
house of Peg Waffington was near by. Poor
Peg, She was a kind hearted, clever crea-
ture, but was not always treated as she de-
served. She rose to a high place as an ac-
tress, and had admirers who were not al
ways true. She married an Irishman who
left her. Then she and Garrick became
friends. She used her means to supply a
sumptuous board, and Garrick saved hisand
lived upon hers, It is one of the pathetic
stories of misplaced confidence. Justalittle
in the distance is Strawberry Hill, the seat
of Horace Walpole. The building is still
standing I am told, though very little like
what it was in the days of its founder.
Twickenham has a park which was once the
property of Sir Francis Bacon.

The Annapolis Celebration.

To the Hditor of the Monitor:

Srr,—So long as the ridiculous charges
made against our late celebration were con-
fined to the county papers I did not reply,
simply because the author or inspirer was so
wdf known, and his metive so thoroughly
understood, that it was unnecessary. Em.
boldened by silence, r, and mistaki
it for weakness, he has grown reckless, an
she recent contributions to the St. John
Progress and the Herald have so grossly
misrepresented the facts, and so shamefally
distorted cenversations, that, for the credit
of the town, and in justice to myself, I can
no longer refrain.

As a prelude, I may say that the whole
trouble arose through Judge Savary’s ex-
cellent, but unasked for, speach bein; de-
clined. Whether the attraction committee,
composed of thirteen of our leading citizens,
were wise in so refusing this much offered
address, is, as Kiplings says, another story.
They did, however, and their decision should
have been final. :

To underatand the matter it is necessary
to go back to the beginning. When the at-

i ittee was appointed, early in
May, they asked the Hon. F. W. Borden
te give an address, and though not a mem-
ber, at their request, I also saw him. He
replied he would be glad to do so, if his
health permitted, but that on account of it,
he would have to be very brief. The com-
mittee also asked the Hon. A. R. Dickey to
speak, which he kindly consented to do, and
the large bills were thereupon printed and
distributed.

The allegation that the committee knew
from the first Dr. Borden would be unable
to attend, and that his name was used for
advertising purposes, is, I need hardly say,
a malicious f;luobood. The first intimation

of June, in which he stated he was convinced
he should not on account ef his health.
then wrote, urging him to come; even if he
only said a few words, but his reply, re-
ceived on the 17th, stated it would be im-
possible, for the above reason.

From that date, Judge Savary ‘assidu-
ously pressed” different members of the
cemmittee to let him take Dr. Bordep’s place,
and when refused, came to my office and
asked me to use my influence on his bebalf.
The reported conversation with me in Sat-
urday’s Herald is, to put it mildly, mislead-
ing and untrue. 1 never stated that *‘ the

8 about speeches was all with
King and Atlee, the attractions committee,
and that there was no time tor speeches.”
It would have been both untrue and absurd,
as the names of all thirteen members had
been published in our local paper a number
of times. What I did say was, that the
master rested with the attraction committee,
of which Mr. Atlee was chairman, and that
I had heard him say there was no time for
more speeches. I deny, in the most unqual-
ified terms, that I stated *‘ we are going to
wire Dickey to ascertain whether he is going
to speak more than half an hour.” Sach an
idea never entered my head, nor would I
huve done so if it had.

The werds *‘we never expected Dr. Bor-
den to speak for more than five minutes”
are quite correct, so far as they go, but I
added the reason. As to refusing to take
the judge’s address to read, I only said I was
sorry I had not time to look at it then, as I
had to go to the train in a few moments.

So far as Mr. Dickey is concerned I deny
absolutely that he was ever asked, either
directly or indirectly, by any of the com-
mittee, not to exceed half an hour, or to
shorten his address in any way. When on
the afternoon of the day he asked me how
long he was expected to speak, I told him
there was no limit, that it was a matter en-
tirely for himself, and to make it as long or
as short as he wished.

The following telegram effectually dis-
poses of this absurd charge:

committee in no way lmited me as to length of

dress. I shortened it of my own motion, in

view of the circumstances under which it was

delivered.* Plcase, therefore, exonerate the
committee.

With regard to the other features of the
celebration I have little to say, except that
the assertion that the mayor and council
had charge of it, is untrue. Disappoint-
ments wera many, especially with regard to
the sports; and mistakes there were, of
course, but they were errors of judgment
only; and the insinuation that certain things
were done on account of two' members of a
large committee having certain privileges, is
a cowardly falsehood, and insulting to the
other members.

In conclusion, sir, I have to express my
regret that the irate correspondent allowed
his feelings to over-ride his judgment, I am
sorry to introduce a personal element into
this discussion, but it has been forced upon
me.

Maintaining Soil Fertility.

One of the most important points in main
taining soil fertility is to keep the soil in
condition to absorb and retain water. Amer-
ican Cultivator explains: The effect of con-
tinued cultivation is to expose the surface soil
to the depth of the furrow to light, air and
rains. These wash away the lighter parti-
cles of soil, which are always the remains of
decomposed vegetable matter. When thisis
out of the soil, its mineral elemesfts soon be-
come compacted, so that even ploughing only
breaks them into clods. If the subsoil aleo
be heavy, that should be subsoiled at least
once in four or five years. This subsoiling is
particuiarly important as a preparation for
clover seeding. When we began under-
draining, more than forty years ago, the not-
able fact at first was the extra heavy clover
growth just over the line of the drain. Yet
without doubt for several feet each side of
the drain the water was drawn off as thor-
oughly as where the drain ran. Afterward
we learned that subsoiling after draining ex-
tended this beneficial effect to the clover over
the whole surface, between the drains as well
a8 over them.

You can build twe chicken coops 30
by 30 inches square, with sides 15 inches
high, double roof, with slats put on in front,
with the rear boards like sides and top, mak-
ing & nice nest on the ground in April, plac-
ing these coops over them, setting two hens,
when they hatch giving all the chicks te one
hen and ‘setting the other one over. again.
These three sittings will secure for you as a
rule the 25 chicks you desire. In July sell
all the males but the best two you choose to
keep. In September sell the old set and
clear your fowlhouse for the pullets, that
they may enter upon their yearly task of
furnishing you eggs. The market for poul-
try meat and eggs, if you live in Natick,
would enable you to sell the 144 dozen eggs
your flock would lay for—

Thirty cents a dozen—144 dozen at
thirty cents ,

The 12 cockerels would bring you as
small cocks in July

The 12 old hens in September

Total, reckoned at a low figure.... $57
The keeping of the fowls will cost you
16 bushels of corn or its equiva-
lent in other grains

Put that sum at interest at 6 per cent. I
will grant you are smart enough to make it
do better, but at that, reckoned for 30 years
by decimal fractione (you know the decimal
system is my way of judging), and should
you each year put $47.80 in the bank, it will
in 80 years amount to $3,669.04.

But I have forgotten a little item—that if
you are not willihg to use a little extra effort
to get that which would cost nothing but lae
bor at such times gs you could not sell it for
anything, taking it out of your recreation, the
the cost of keeping those chickens for the four
or five months of their lives would be about
$6. Now, for 30 years it would be $180, and
15 years’ interest on that amount, $374.60,
must come out of your $3,669.04, leaving
$3,204.44. You see you have your $3,000
left and $294.44 to go to the worlds’ fair or
spend going to the poultry show, where you
may learn how you can breed chicks fine and
thoroughbred, and thus be enabled to sell
stock for breeding purposes to treble or quad-
raple—yes, to make that little plant of yours
earn ten times that money.

But, my young friend, go all through the
computations and see if am not right. You
ask, do you know of a boy that has done this?
Well, I know a boy who commenced with the
12 hens and a cockerel, but he did not put
his money in the bank. If he had, he would
have been worth dollars where he is now
worth cents. But that road is open to you.
Yes, a larger and wider scope is open 0 you,
for if you commence with thoroughbred steck
and put the care and love for the flock into
the scales, that sum may reach proportions
that will care for the remainder of your life
—after you have reached 50 years of age.
The habit you acquire in saving for the flock
will have its influence on your other business,
and it may be that thus commencing at 12
with 12 chickens will be the grand circum-
stance that at 60 may place you where your
competence and example will make your last
d1y your best day and your children call you
blessed.—I. K. Felch in Rural New Yorker,

The Benefit of Wood Ashes.

I had 3 of an acre on a gravelly knoll which
bore only June grass, very small and thinat
that. I put on 3 barrele of wood ashes and
clover started well. The next year I put on
more ashes and had a fair crop of clover. 1
pat the ashes directly on the turf. A man
bought a farm of some 50 acres adjoining
mine, and as the old saying is, *‘could not
raise beans.” He could only keep one cow
and a horse the first year, but he made what
manure he could and put on about 4 barrels
of ashes to the acre. He followed this for
three or four years, and during his six years’
stay he bought about $25 worth of manure.
The last two years he cut o heavy hay crop,
kept four cows and two horses, raised 60
bushels of oats, iderable corn and pota-
toes for his own use and some to sell. He
paid $800 and seld for $§1200. He says he is
not much of a farmer either.— W. J. Ryder,
in American Agriculturist.

Diseases of Children.

The average parent is too apt to consider
the milder contagiouns diseases of childhood
simply as incon f only temp y
detriment to their victim. But we must
recognize the scientific fact that no disease
ever leaves the physical system absolutely
unimpaired. To this we must add the fact
that with healthy children growth is constant,
and that the arresting of that growth by any
disease really diminishes to just such a degree
as it extends the ultimate size and vigor of
the. child who suffers from the disease. Con-
tagious diseases, however harmless they may
seem, should never be knowingly incarred,
for even their least injurious results are un-
known quantities, militating against the de-
velopment of the child, while there is always
risk of more serious manifestations, whose
evil consequences may extend through the
whole lifé of the child and seriously impair
both its usefulness and happiness. There-
fore it is only our plain duty to guard against
contagious disease as long and as far as may
be. This is now poesible to an extent never
before conceived of. We at present under-
stand, to a degree at least, the nature of con-
tagious diseases, and out of this knowledge
we gain power to avoid or to abort the diseasa,

Unselfish Children.

It is easy to develop charity, benevolencs
and unselfishness in children, if one begins
early enough. A case occurred recently in
which two words were sufficient rebuke.
A tiny little fellow was shamed by these
two words into repentance for a childish act

To Save the Table.

Creased Woolen Dresses.
