Your committee on Tenders and
Public Property beg to submit. the fol-
lowing report for the year ending
Dec. 31st, 1917.

Our County Hospital and Home have
been carried on in an efficient manner,
though with no changes in the staff
of either Istitution, and the report of
the Provincial Health Officer show-
ing the condition and management of
these Institutions to be second to
none in the Province, is a high com-
pliment to the faithful services of Mr.
and Mrs. Hiltz, Mr. and Mrs. Myers,
and their staff, as well as a source of
pride to the committée in charge.

The hospital has for the greater
part of the year been full of pa-
tients. While the County Home has
been taxed to its full capacity, and the
inmates of each Institution have re-
ceived the same patient attention A8
in the past. 5

Owing ‘to the increased cost of liv-
ing and the efficiont service given,
the cost of maintaining these insti-
tvtions increasng, but by careful
buyng and attention to details we have
been able to keep the expenses for
the year well within the Presentment.
