Tallasse, Fla.,—Two bills intro-
duced in the general assembly yes-
terday have a direct bearing on the
| matrimonial relation or lack of it
One provides that married womem
may check their husbands by requir-
ing the joint signature of husband
and 'wife or endorsement of the wife
to make bank checks or drafts valid

An additional provision repuires &
bank cashing a check for a husband
without the signature or endorsement
of the wife to pay the wife the full
amount .of the cheque.

The second bill proposes  imposi-
tion of an annual tax of $5 on “old
maids” and bachelors. An ‘old maid®
is defined as an unmarried woman
over twenty five years of age while
men escape bachelorhood until they
