Great Cities

CONSTANTINOPLE, THE CAPITAL OF TU

‘For purposes of gbservation a num-
ber of ‘‘fire towers'' have been erect-
ed in Constantinople, where watch-
ers stand on the lookout for - sigps
of ccnflagrations. From the utili-
tarian standpoint they are far from
being efficient, but from" the top of
the highest one, the Genoese Tower,
on: may get a magnificient view of
the City of the Gqlden Hotn. To the
north is the bold sweep of the inlet—
more like g Tiver than a bay—where
many vessels are coming and going,
though the Golden Horn, being cap-
able of accommodating 1,200 large
ships, is seldom crowded. To the
east, the “waters of the deep blue
Bosphorus separate Europe -from
Asia. The' snowy mingrets and
marble domes of the mosgue , which
numtber about eight hundred, _glegm
among the vivid foligge of gigantic
plane trees gnd lofty palms, to .all
of which the purple of the far-off
mountains fcrms , harmonious back-
ground.

Constsntinople is built on a point

. of land jutting out into the Sea of
Marmora, and at the West, from

side to side of the little peninsula, is |

an ancient, lofty, double wall, con-
taining six gates, to admit to the
city those who approach it from
landward. At c¢ne time this was a
very fine example of mural archi-
tecture, but it has’' to a great
extent fallem into r=in. There are
cemeteries  extending from this
western wall. So many trees have
sprénz up in these that they have
become regular forests, and iare look-
ed upon not only as being ornamen-
tal, but as forming pleasure grcunds
for the people. It is g very ordinary
sight to see picnic parties outside
the ruined wall, in the shadow of the
tall, dearx cypresses. Here may be a
Kurd, sitting c¢n a tombstone, roll-
ing g cigarette after having eased
his back of the huge burden he was
carrying, or g curious ‘tourist using
a similar seat as g point of observa-
tion.

‘But though the Turkish capital
presents many hteauties to the eye
of the beholder who takes a general
view from the harber or from the
summit of g lofty tower, he finds on
mcre intimate gequaintance that its
charms are fully counterbalanced by
things that are sordid, repellant and
inconvenient. The streets are parrow

and zigzag, hardly any two of them '

running parallel for 5 distance worth
mentioning. They are roughly paved
with cobblestones, bhetween which is
dust or mud, according to the
weather. They have mno system of
street cleaning but for hundreds of
years the swarms of dogs, which are
seen everywherz out of doors, have
been the city scavengers. The canine
population seems to be almost equal
to the number of human i:{xabitants,
so, there being so miany of them,
they ' perform their task very well.

Going
farther in, you pass through arch
after arch, finding “yourself in g re-
gular maze of streets, tortuous lan-
€s gnd mysterious alleys. Light pene-
trates dimly through windows high
up in the2 wall or through apertures
in thz red-tiled roofs. At night all
the outside entrances are closed, Le-
ing furnished with heavy iron-bpund
gates, so that the merchant may
wend his way homeward knowihg
that his goods are secure.

In one street you will pass rows
of stalls that seem exactly alike.
They are alcoves abolit two feet
above the level of the pavement,
lined with unpainted shelves, on
which are heaped untidy piles of
beoks, the only system of arrange-
ment that : is apparent being that
the large cmes are at the bottom
and the small ones gre on the top.
Variety is -afforded to the scene by
the shopkeepers, garbed according to
their different naticnalities. Bokhar-
an, Ethiopian, Turk, Arab and Per-
sian sit readinz and pondering. At
inteérvals 5 Mohammedan will pros-
trate himself with his face towards
Mecca; another will git quietly
counting his beads. Upon ingquiry you
will protably find that this latter
practice is not a matter of religion,
but merely gzn expedient to pass
away the time. These grave, pre-
occupied men pay no more gttention
to possible customers than they do
to the dogs which nose ‘Buﬁ};]\y
around the damp streets looking'for
a morsel to eat.
