HELPS IN STUDYING.

INTRODUCTORY., The discourse contained in the first part of chapter 17 (vs. 1-10) was
probably delivered directly after the parable in our last lesson. Belween verses 10 and 11 we
must insert John 11: 1-54. The lepers were healed as Jesus journeyed from Ephraim to Jer-
usalem, by way of Perea.
