STAMPS FOR THESSALY.

€909

The Turkish Government, \vnshmg to establish a control of the postal revenues in the
districts occupied by its armies in Thessaly, prepared a special series of postage
stamps, now obsolete, which hzve been employed exclusively by the post offices in
Thessaly, during its-occupation by the Turkish armies. '

These stamps are of a new type, eight-cornerad in shape. Above is the inscription
(in Turkish): Ottoman Empire Postag"; in the centre is a view of the bridge at Larissa
(Greece); below is the inscription (alsv in Turkish): ““Special for Thessaly, part of the
conquered country.” The complete senes is composed of five (5) stamps: 10, 20 paras,
1, 2 and 5 piastres. )

Besides the originality of design of these stamps, they will have an historical value
which will be readily understood, and will be much sought after, the number of sets
being limited and their issue having been only provisional.

Last month we offered these stamps at 40 cents for the set; but, as Thessaly has been
evacuated since early in June and as we have been overwhelmed with orders which
have come in trom all directions and which have greatly diminished our available stock,
we cannot now furnish sets except at the following prices, POSTPAID:

THE THIRD ANNUAL MEET; A GREAT
Success; AN Easy VICTORY FOR
THE ‘‘ADVOCATE” TICKET.

When the members of the Do-
minion Philatelic Association decid-
ed upon Hamilton as the 1898 con-
vention seat, it was an assured fact
that, should the Convention prove a
failure, it would not be through the
lack of interest displaved by the
Hamilton members.  As soon as it
was made public that the ‘‘ambitious
city” would claim the meet, its local
members set themselves to work in
earnest to plan for the greatest gath-
ering of stampmen ever held on Ca-
nadian soil.

A preliminary meeting of the local
collectors was held on the evening of
Juue joth to hear the final reports
from the various committees; but, as
everything was in readiness for the
Convention, the meeting adjourned
early.

The first indications of the coming
meet were the arrivals of R. G. Wid-
dicombe, of St. Catharines, and W.
A. Lydiatt, of Toronto, on Thursday
afternoon, both gentlemen wheeling
to the city. Another delegation ar-
rived about 8 a. m. Friday, it being
composed of L. S. Graham, of Mer-
riton, and W. A. Beatty and George
Bradley, of St. Catharines.

About as soon as these gentlemen
had begun to make the acquaintance
of the local members, another crowd
arrived, composed of G. W. Starna-
man, F. I. Weaver and W. A, Star-
naman, of Berlin, and John H. Lowe

ana C. B. Morden, of Toronto.
Shortly afterwards the members
were agreeably surprised at meeting
once again their old friend, Charles
Buailey, of Kaukauna, Wisc., coun-
terfeit detector of the Association.

About 11 o’clock, when a goodly
number of delegates had assembled,
Mr. F. M. Robinson, ex-president of
the Hamilton Stamp Club, opened
the Convention with an appropriate
address of welcome, ¢n behalf of the
local members, Mr. Bailey gave a
short address in reply, on behalf of
the visiting members.

The members then unanimously
elected Mr. Bailey chairman and Mr.
N. Matches, of Hamilton, sec’y pro
tem. of the Convention.

The chairman then read a congrat-
ulatory message from the president,
A. M. Muirhead, of Halifax, who
was uable to be present; in reply to
which it was moved and resoived that
the secretary be instructed to write
Mr. Muirhead, thanking him for his,
interesting letter and suggestions.

The first real matter of business
was that of re-instating Mr. 1. E.
Patterson, of Detroit, who has not
been considered a member since the
convention held at Toronto in 18g6.
After considerable discussion it was
resolved, upon motion of Messrs.
Widdicombe and Graham, that Mr.
Patterson be re-instated upon re-
ceipt of dues in full to date. ~ This
matter having been disposed of, the
meeting adjourned until 2 p. m.

The afternoon session was called
to order shortly after 2 o'clock, and
the members faced the camera and
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ha | a convention group tuken. The
next item ot business was that of se-
lecting an official emblem. Mr. R.
S. Mason brought a design before
the meeting, which he requested the
society to authorise. It was moved
by Dr. Kittson and seconded by A.
H. Ward that the design be accept-
ed. It was moved in amendment
thai a committee, composed of C. S.
Applegath, E. A Marris aad W, B.
Grant, be appointed for the purpose
of securing an appropriate emblem.
The amendment was carried.

At about 3.40 W. A, Starnaman,
chairman of the Constitution Com-
mittee was called upon to present the
report of that committee. The Con-
stitution was then read for the first
time. Upon motion of C. S. Apple-
gath and W. A. Lydiatt, it was de-
cided that all information asked for
on the application be published with
the name of each applicant for mem-
bership. It was moved by E. A.
Marris and carried unanimously that
the sec’y-treasurer be required to
publish a financial statement each
month.

After some discussion it was de-
cided that hereafter each candidate
for office at the annual elections shall
have been a member for at least 3
months before the official nomina-
tions are declared. It was also de-
cided to add an advertising and sub-
scription department to the list of
offices, and nominations were called
for. The candidates nominated were
R. G. Widdicombe and W. A, Lyd-
iatt.  After some discussion the
avove by-laws were added to the con-
stitution and declared law.  Upon

motion of C. Bailey and F. M. Rob-
inson a vote of thanks was ¢ ndered
the Constitution Committee for .ts
very efficient services.

The Credential Committee then
retired to an ante-room to count the
ballots, while a social gathering was
held in the hall and the delegates
were entertained with music.  Inthe
course of about an hour and a half
the chairman of the Credential Com-
mittee, E. A. Marris, returned with
the following report:

The official bulletin was then

placed on the wall, and on motion
the meeting adjourned.

The evening session was called to
order about 8. 30, shortly after which
light refreshments were served by
the Hamilton Stamp Club.  About
9 o'clock the meeting was again
called t> order and an auction sale
conducted by Mr. Widdicombe was
proceeded with. Fifty-two lots were
offered for sale and some of the
prices realised were as follows:

Canada, 1863, 3¢ laid paper, on original
cover, catdog ted at $5.00, was sold for 50
cents.  United States, 1873, 3¢ blue, re-is-
sue, used, very good copy, but small cor-
ner missing, highest bid 23 cents. A fine
library of about Soo different philatelic pub-
lications was sold for $3.05. A sheet of
100 8¢ Canad. Jubilee, unused, was offered
at face, as were also two half sheets.

At the conclusion of the sale re-
freshments w. e again served. The
evening session adjourned about
10.30 o'clock.

SEIOND DAY,

The mornin ; session was opened
about g o'clock, but, owing to the
oppressive heat, no business of any
importance was transacted. The
morning was occupied chiefly in ex-
amining the ma ynificent collection of
W. H. Thursten, of Flesherton, O.

The afternoon session was taken

up in hearing the reports of the var-
ious officers. The Secretary report-
ed g1 new members admitted during
the year. 2 resignations were re-
ceived. 2 deaths. The Auction Man-
ager reported a percentage from the
three sales of $1.36. Postage, etc.,
44¢. Balance on hand of gzc. The
Counterteit Detector reported hav-
ing examined seven stamps only dur-
ing the year. A charge of fraud was
laid by one member against anothe-,
but as neither was paid up, the ma.-
ter was dropped. Upon motion a
vote of thanks was tendered the ve-
tiring officers.

As 2 number of the members went
home Saturday afternoon, the even-
ing session was made informal, and
enlivened with music, speeches, etc.

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From Our Regular Correspondent,
Irom the Land of Steady
Habits.

It is very amusing to read the ti-
rades against certain issues about to
appear, and no abuse is strong e-
nough to characterise them to those
who are so decidedly down on them.
This feeling was shown out before
the Vasco da Gama, New Zealand
and Omaha issues appeared, but if
you keep vour eyes open, you will no-
tice that the ‘‘holy horror” objectors
in nine cases out of ten will grab
them as quickly as those who are sat-
isfied with anything. “They are so
pretty,” they haven’t the heart to re-
sist taking them, and this will be the
case to the end of the chapter.

The Omahas have been pretty well
circulated by this time, and it is a-
musing to read the remarks about
them. Some think them very hand-
some, especially those parties who
were particularly anxious to have
them, while others run them down in
a very decided way. Mr. Luff, in the
American Journal of Philately for

July; calls them miserable daubs, and;
Cescribes each value in lampoonic.

siyle, with considerable reason. One
journal cracks them up as “‘superior
to the Columbians.” Whew! This
journal has called Mr. Luff an ac-
knowledged expert, and future re-
marks will be watched for with in-
terest. The colours of the stamps are
pretty enough, but some of the pic-
tures do look comical. The 4¢ is a

rather light yellow affair, represent-!

.ing an Indian hunting a buffalo, Mr.
Luff calls it a terrier, ‘‘or any other
pup,” chasing a pig. We are told
that the 8c (which is about the hand-
somest one) is the design of Frederic
Remington, and a masterpiece. A
horse, waich is a prominent fisure in
it, has a monstrous head and neck,
more of the donkey order. One of
his legs, which are very delicate, has
a triangular crook, which reminds

me of my broken arm as it looked
when the plaster cast was removed,
How any one, and some of them ar-
tists, can call them ahead of the Col-
umbians, puzzles me, but perhaps |
am no judge. 1 know what 1 like,
and think there is a great difference
between the Omahas and the Con-
gos.

There is no doubt that in general
the stamps with the speculative taint
attached to them have the largest
sale.

These stamps are more noted as a
rule for their beauty, and beauty has
the call over ugliness in most cases.
The stamps of Mexico are probably
freer from speculation than those of
any country in existence, because
nearly all of the stamps are plain
looking, although very few can be
called ugly. Most of the handsome
stamps are used by countries having
a small postal service comparatively,
as for instance: Congo, North Bor-
neo, Portugal, New Zealand and
several of the African and Central
American states. The stamps of
Great Britain and her colonies, as
wcll as those of the United States,
are, however, generally neat stamps,
and, in the main, less given to spec-
ulation, and the collector who does
not want unnecessary issues can
keep busy ge:ting these particular
stamps together.

The volunteer United States sol-
diers in the war of the Rebellion were
allowed to send letters home with-
out a stamp, and the mark on them
ol ‘“‘three cents due”was collected
trom the recipient. The writer has
a few of these letters still.  One has
on the envelope a picture of Col. Ells-
worth’s assassination by Jackson in
the latter’s hotel at Alexandria, Va.,
in colours. Another has a picture of
General McClellan dashing along on
horseback, like Sheridan’s famous
ride.  And still another envelope is

As a desirable
country Peru fills all requirements, because
of the GREAT VARIETY and because there is
NOT an abundance on the market (except
surchanged, of which the remainders prin-
cipally consisted), more especially of late
issues, as will be seen by glancing through
the majority of price-lists. FURTHERMORE,
we are BOOMING Peruvian stamps, and,
with theissue of our catalogue and a month-
ly philatelic journal, there will be a great
demand for them.

the counterpart of an American flag,
with the blue square, white stars and
the usuil coloured stripes, the ad-
dress peing written on the whiie
spaces.

Recognising the fact thatit is hard
to please everybody in the matter of
reviews, many of those journals call-
ed ““leading” do not have a review
department, but they are perfectly
willing to be reviewed, and would
probably feel sore if their merits were
not sct forth, showing that they have
their weak spots and like to be flat-
tered as well as anybody else. At the
same time, it is much more sensible
in a leading journal to dispense with
this department than to make it a
useless one by having a prejudiced
and unfair critic at the head of it.

During the writer’s publication of
a philatelic journal, he was besicged
with offers of contributions, and the
compensation asked for varied from
nothing to pay of good proportion.

I

While many good contributors could
be obtained for ‘‘ad space,” it was
noticeable that those who set a rea-
sonable money figure gave the best
satisfaction, and tried to earn it. It
only took a short time to find out that
the free contributors wanted a
chance to air their personal preju-
dices. And if their stuff was modi-
fied, they very soon quitted boring
you.

It doesn’t always help a person’s argu-
ment to swear by a catalogue. If a person
will observe caretully from year to year, or
look back over his old ones, he will notice
some things that are left out subsequently,
only to appear again still later. It is ag-
gravating to have certain kinds of stamps
which do not appear in the latest issues.
You may find a place for them in the album,
but stamps cannot be properly placed with-
out a catalogue, there ore you have to hunt
up the necessary information. These both-
ering omissions recruit the ranks of those
who go in for blank albums.

In philately, as in other lines, a correct
statement is soon spoiled by variations in
quoting from the original article. A change
of a word at first, with continued otler
changes, will make the truth-teller out a f: 1-
sifier.  Most people have read the story of
a man who ‘“‘ate something as black as a
crow, ond told Lis neightour so,” and tle
neighbour said it was a crow that was eat-
en, till finally some one said it was three.
These twistings of the truth are common.
You may suay a thing happens in one month,
and have it copied as happening in another,
and, through changes of one figure, your
statement is knocked into smithereens.

I should like to see a discussion of the
question, ‘‘Does a published black-list in
general doany good?”  While it may make
some sensitive crooks squirm a hittle, I have
my doubts as to its making the publisher
popular. And it is certain that some pub-
lishers who countenance it do not pay their
own bills very promptly. If there was a
philatelic mercantile agency, having what
15 usually designated a ‘“‘dead-beat™ list,
some of the publishers would find their own
names therein, and then it wouldn't be so
funny, and some societies would be found
there also.
