THE PASSING OF THE RECIPROCITY BILL.

AFrER a lenîgthy discussion and the brinîging

forward of niuierous amendments, the United

States Senate finîally passed the Reciprocity

Bill by a two to onle vote. The final draft of

the bill which passed the Senate vas shorn of

all amendients and was carrie:1 by a vote of 53
to 27. The bill, which was signed by the

President this week, now becomes law, as far

as the United States is concerned, and only

awaits the passing of the measure by the Cani-

adian Parliament to take effect between the two

counttries.

The passing of this Reciprocity Bill by the'

United States Senate caine as a inatter of sur-

prise to many people both in this country and

in the United States. The American Senate is

composed very largely of men who were put

there by the " Interests," and from their past

records theyhave show'n thenselves to be closely

allied witli those "l Interests." However, the

increased cost of living, coibined with the

growing power of the Democratic party, caused

the Senators to give heed to the voice of the

comimlon people. There is no doubt wvhatever

but that there is a growing hostility to Trusts

and the protected Interests throughout the

United States, and the fact that the Reciprocity

Bill calling for a lowering of the tariff between

Canada and the United States should have

passed both the Conîgress and Senate is a sign

of the times. Even the " hide-bound " Senate,
with its swýorn allegiance to the Trusts and the

Interests, was compelled to take into account

the demand of the people for the lowering of

the tariff. Fron all appearances this is a first

step towards a geieral adoption of this policy..

The people are becoming too enlightened to

the United States. Now cornes the consumer's

chance and there does not seemn to be any doubt

but that once lie partakes of the beiefits of a

Ivowered tariff lie will be eager to extentd it to

every sphere of the nîation's activity.

The sanie arguments are true of the Canadiait

people, although we have iot suffered to the

sane extent as the Americans, owing 1o the

fact tliat our tariff walls were lower than theirs,

yet the Canadiati consuer n. fariner have

both been made to beàr the burdeis due to

protection. We believe that there is a growiig
selitiment in Canada in favor of a lowering of

duties, just as in the United States. We do

not believe that this wave will stop until it

sweeps away all tariff walls and obstructions.

It nay be that in future years we will return to

protection, as tiese changes comle in cycles or

vaves, but for the present we believe tiat there

is a grow'ing denand on the part of the people

for the abolition of all tariff walls. Should the

LAURIER Goverinmeit go to the country Oit the

Reciprocity issue, we feel satisfied that it will

carry by an overwhelmig majority. Humantely

speaking, there is nothing which can stop the

demand of the people for a lowerinîg of the

tariff.

EXTENSION OF ST. LAWRENCE STREET.

W trust that the City Council will approve

of the scheme recently laid before it for the ex-
tension of St. Lawreice street to the water-

front, thus makinîg it the main North and South

artery in the city and furiishing a direct aud,

easy route to the water-froit.

The estimated cost of the improvements is in

the neighborhood of $700,ooo. The Sisters of

the Congregation of Notre Dame, through

whose property the extended street would pass,

are willing to dispose of their buildings for the

suni of $617,350, and the land for $64i338.

Were the city to take over this property they
would secure a certain amount of revenue in

'e forn of taxes. At the present time they

derive n1o benefit fron it, as the property is
exempt from taxation. Apart froi this, how-
ever, the move to extend the street is a good
one, and we trust ihat the city wivl see the
enefit of iaking the improvement.

CARELESS AUTO DRIVERS.

IARDLY a day passes but we read ini the
papers of accidents happening to pedesitians,
caused by the reckless driving of automobiles.
While this is true to a very considerable extent
of every large city, Montreal seens to be unfor-
tunate enough to be the greatest sufferer. Our
1arrow streets and steep hills make motoring
nore dangerous thanl is the case in cities which
have wider and better thoroughfares. The con-

dition of our streets should inake drivers all the
nore careful, but instead of that they seem to
ake a fiendish delight in seeing how closely
they can comle 10 running their victims dowil.
Vhile it would be unfair to say that all the

drivers of automobiles show an utter disregard
for the rights of pedestrians, we are quite safe
n saying that the vast majority of them do
show the utmuost carelessnîess in the handlingof
their machines. Some of them, the little " two
by two " chaffeurs, think that they own the
vhole street and that pedestrians only exist by

their leave. These drivers rush past street cars
wlvere people are getting on and off, either
frightening them to death or splashing thein
with mud and water. They tear down the
streets and around 1the corners w1th a total dis-
regard for the lives of children or aged'people,
and generally nake themselves hateful to all
pedestrians.

The police, for the most part, look calmly on
and watch an auto driver dash carelessly and
furiously past a standing street car or past a
busy corner. Sucli actions would not be
tolerated in aiiy other city on the continent and
it is higl time that Montreal's police force were
stirred up and made to take some more pro-
nouiced stand in regard to reckless driving.
While they are dealing with the matter it would
be well for them to keep their eyes open and
take note of the reckless driving by carters and
drivers of nany express waggons.

The following extract from the Montreal Star
of the 24th inîst., reveals a most extraordinary
condition of affairs, which call for an immediate
investigation.

THE JUNE BANK STATERENT.

Tae June bank statement furnishes evidence

that preparations are being made for the moving

of the Western crops. In spite, however, of

the extra dem ands for moýney which the crop

moving will entail, commercial loans during

June increased by nearly $1o,ooo,ooo. This is

due to the tremendous expansion of business

throughout the counltry. Commercial loans to-

day.amount to $717,869,ooo, or seventy millions

more than a year ago.

There is a small decrease in the current loans

outside of Canada,. but loans to brokers at

home and abroad were extended by neàrly

thirteei millions. Some of this money will be

"called" before the harvest. Call loans out-

side of Canada are even now thirty-two millions

less than a year ago. During June of last year

there was an increase of six millions in com-

imercial loans in Canada, and in June of 1909

they were expanded by seven millions.

Another evidence of the activity of trade in

Canada at the present moment is to be found

in the large increase in the note circulation,

which at the end of June was within thirteen

millions of the legal limit. The necessity for

more circulation will be partially met by the

recent increases in capital by the large banks.

In addition, the International Bank will

sliortly commence operations, and will help to

satisfy the demand for money.

Conditions througout the country are sounxd

aind business seeus to be active iii practically

every line. Altogether the outlook imust be
considered satisfactory.

HARBOUR COMMISSIONERS' REPORT.

A vaay satisfactory report for the year 1910

lias just beei issued by the larbour Commis-
sioiers of Montreal. The report points out

that tie harbour is makiig very satisfactorv
progress and that the general scheine of ex-
pansion, whicl will require twelve years to

complete, is making gocd headway. The nun-
ber of vessels which entered the port during

1910 was 39 in excess of that reported for 1909,
while the tonnage of ships increased over the
previous year by io less than 220,ooo tons.
The revenue accruing froin the vessels shows ait
increase of more thain $1oo,ooo over the figures

for the previous year. The report also points

out that during the past year a nunber of new
bles of steainships made use of the port, among
these being the Canadiaxi Northe.n Steamslip
Company, plying between Bristol and Montreal,

and the New Zealanîd Shippiing Company, with

a service between Montreal and Australia.

Other hles added to their fleets during the
year.

The work of the Harbour Comnmissioners in
connection with the building of elevators, docks,
piers, floating dry docks, etc., is ail touched on
in the report. The plan wlich the Commis-
sioners have for the developnent of Monitreal's
barbant is a Most comprehensive one, and whexn
complete will make this port second to none on
the.conltinent. .The Conunissioners and their
enîgineers are to be congratulated on the cou-
tinued progress made, as is shown by t1heir
report.

In their desire to restric

the power of corporations they have undoubt

edly carried hostile legislation to an extreu

extent, and as a result have caused a certai

amount of uneasiness among shareholders c

railway companies and other corporations.

" Muck-raking." We have big corporation

to deal with, and are now commencing to fet

the growing power of the TrustÉ. At the sane

tinie we take a cahn view of these things and.

are not stampeded as are our Aiuerican cousins.

Our Railway Comnnission effectively controls
the raiiway comnpanies, the rates which they!

charge, and all other matters pertaininîg to

transportation. Our Public Utilities Commis-

sions stand between the people and the Trusts,

and, although only recently created, are already

proving very useful iii preventing uindue charges

by the Trusts. Altogether we in Canada have

a saner, safer anîd more satisfactory forn of

governmxent than have our Southern neiglibors.

MONTREAL STREET'S E ARNINGS.

Tmt earnings of the Montreal Street Railway

continue to grow. The financial statenit for

June, and for the nine mionths of the fiscal

year, is evidence of increasing prosperity.

WINNIPEG CORRESPONDENCE.
Winnipeg, Mai., July -, 1911.

The big event of the West in the past ten
days has been the record attendance at the
Winnipeg Annual Exhibition. Citizens' day
broke all former records in attendance, with
75,102 passing the gates that day. Manufac
turers' day, Stockmens' day and Americans'
day were alil largely attended. The big stock
parade was finer than ever and the spectacle
offinespecimens of pure bred live stock, hand-
some high-class horses, beautifully equipped
six-horse teans and tandem outfits outstripped
anything previously shown. Excursion trains
from Manitoba and far Western points, and
froin United States cities, helped to swell the
numbers this year that goes down as the
largest and best year Winnipeg las lad.

ENLARGED EXHIBITION GROUNDS.
The Exhibition Directors have already

decided that new and larger grounds are
necessary to provide for exhibition space,
Long before opening day all space in the
manufacturing building had been taken, and

ploughing tests which were entered. in by
twenty seven different manufacturers of. farm
tractors was the biggest ever pulled off in the
line of farm tractor machinery. It was an
imposing sight to see this horseless ploughing
contest, in which from eight to fourteen furrows
of the raw prairie were turned over by the
gang ploughs that were drawn by the dif-
ferent styles of gas, steam and oil fractors in
the field.

FLYING MACHINE ExHIBIT A SUCCESS.

Frank Coffyn, the bird-man sent to the
Winnipeg Annual Exhibition by Wright
Brothers, made good every day of the
exhibition. Cheered by thousands at every
flight, it was one of the big attractions at the
Fair and the first successful demonstration of
the flying machine in Western Canada.

WINNIPEG'S 'IWENTY-TVO MILLION DOLLAR
DEAL.

Winnipeg, the king of Canadian cities in
municipal ownership of public utilities, is
considering the purchase of the Winnipeg
Electric Street Railway on a basis offered by
Sir William Mackenzie last winter of $25o per
share. The arrangements under consideration
will employ a sum of Si5,oooooo in cash for
the stock and the assuming of $7,ooo,ooo
indebtedness of the company. Mayor Evans,
who spent two months in London recently,
reports that Winnipeg will have no trouble
in raising the required amount if the railway
conpany can show that their present earnings
will provide for the necessary current main-
tenance, interest on debentures and instalment
for sinking fund that would retire the city's
obligation in forty years, It is no exaggera.
tion to say that Winnipeg is the home and
stronglhold of municipal ôwnership in North
America Its greatest enterprise at present
has been the completion of the municipal
power plant that is capable of providing
ioo,ooo electrical horse power. The city also
owns and operates its water works plant, street
lighting system, stone quarry, asphalt plant,
parks and boulevard system, fire alarm and
high pressure water works

This is the view not of an
ordinary citizen, but of a man chosen from his fellow-
citizens to represent thems in the coutcils of the
Dominionm. It is natural to ask if the men whio cherish
sueh notions ever bouglht anything or sold-anîything,
if they lever traded or carried on any business transac-
tion. Do they kiow what trade really is or hsow ship-
intents are made ?

If they have any knowledge or have hîad any experi-
ence they mîsust have a faculty of closing their minds ta
both. They think people buy in proportion to the
tnmber of people ready ta sell.. Tlhey think if there
are ten shoe stores mli town a mani xvill buy ten pairs of
b>oots ta the oie pair hue w-ild buy if there was but one
store. The fact that thic are ninety or niiie hsuindred
milhion. people shippinmg goods ta Canada will liot make
any Catadliai buy a single dollar's worth more than hie
would buy if there were only eiglt million or one
million. The obstruction thîeorists seen ta thinîk htat
international trade is like lte modern gamie of push-
bal. TlIey muust fancy that the goods are in a gigantic
bail on the boundary, and that th¯ ninîety million
people pushing on onte side cati force it againxst the'
eighut millions pushing at the other. Wliat they do
thmixsk, if they think ait al, is diffiCult to fathon, for
their basic delusions are kept im the background, but
when tiese are discernîed tiey can easily be dispelled.
That there is mmethod in obstruction madnîess is shown
by the fact that the iixnety millions are as muuschi afraid
of the eighxt as the eight are of the ninuety. The
arguments that enable the favored few amîong the
ninety millions ta delude the creduilous inany are
different fromt those by which the favored few of the
eiglht millions delude the credulons iiany. But
although tluere is a narked differenîce, the oae set is mua
mûre absurd thanm the other. If the calmîpaign of the
obstructionists lelps ta give thei somie capacity for
economic iuiderstandimg it will not be useless.

Forest Fires.

"If- this stupendous disaster shîould threaten ta recur
the following year, and every year thereafter in-
defixnitely, annually takinîg $67,oooooo fron the earnings
of the people, diiiiiishing their invested wealth and
paralyzing their industries, the situation would be
unbearable. It woild domîinate the minds of mien,
woien and children. Ail else would be forgotten in
their preparation for defence."

The parallel between loss by forest fires and loss by
the ravages of war lias not been to closely drawn by
the author of this paragraph. The only difference is
that in the case of the latter we see the approachi of
danger, and the very fear of it inîspires people ta action,
while in the former instance it is not perceived iintil
the daniage has been done.
* Occurrences like the fires of this season should, and

no. dotbt will, open wider than ever the eyes of those
eutrusted withi forest protection ta the nîecessity for
takig drastic mîeasuîres to preveit their recurrence. A
Canadian iewspaper, the Ottawa Journal, suggests
that " somte sharp sigited police duty oi the part of
the rangers would serve as a salutiary exanple. A
bad fire, it is said truly, is a far greater loss to the
country thtan the necessary cost of an adeqnate patrol
for scores of years.

If those responsible for forest fires were made ta
know tlat carelessness resultiig in forest destruction
would be treated as a crime, and punishied accordingly,
and il means ivere taken whereby the responsibility in
individual cases could be traced, there would be a
radical falling off in the animal losses in the destruction
of tituber by fire. The new conservation law of the
State of New York, signed last weëk by Governor Dix,
provides for a commission which shall have the power,
amîîong otlier things, of granîtiig privileges and of
revising forestry laws. These comnuxîssioners and all
others in like control in the several States of the Union
should see to it that laws for the further protection of
forests are notonly enacted, but severely andinmpartially
eniforced, and tiat a public example is male of the
breakers thereof.

{ow Ships Become Junk.
(London Truth.)

The March of naval history during the last inine
years is forcibly shownm11 wiheu the coronation review of
1902 is coxmpared witih that of last Satuirday. Of the
113 shlips tat assemîbled before King Edward 47 have
disappeared from the active list. The biggest battle-
ship then was the 15,ooo-ton London; in the present
gathering it was the 20,ooo-ton Delaware. Then the
oldest ship was the brig. May//ower, dating fron 1837,
and the least powerftl battleship the He,-o, of 6,200
tois. Now the oldest ship is the Blake and the least
powerful battleship the Prince George. Nine years
ago the fastest ship in the review fleet was a 3S-knòt
destroyer; to-day it is the 38-kiot ocean destroyer
Swifl. The costliest ship is the Dreadnought, whichs
rai to £793,Ico more thai the London, whici in point
of price leaded the list in 1902.

Canada in the Lead.
(Winißcg Free Press.)

How completely Canada lias outstripped Australia is
revealed by the census totals of the Counîîionwealth
nov aunounced. Tlie poptilatioi of thie islatd continent
is 4,449,495, an increase of jutst three-quarters of a
million in the last ten years. The Canadian figures for
the same period will, it is expected, show a growth of
at least two and a hialf millions with a total population
in the neiglhborhood of eighît millions.

New Zealand grows slowly. Its recent census shows
a population of 1,007,8rX, an increase of lesus than 120,.
oco in the last decade. The population does not greatly
exceed tlIat of Alberta and Saskatchewan, the two new
Canadiai provinces that were vastes a quarter of a
cenîtury ago. Canada is the only " overseas Dominion'
whici is growing rapidly. It lias now more population
than Australia, New Zealand and South Africa (whites
onily) put togetlher.

Trade continues quiet, but conditions are esseutially
sound. Better weather throughout the crop area lias
largely relieved the apprelenîsion about the staple
crops, and lower temperatures in the large cities have
lelped general business, especially retail les. A
favorable signt is a somuewliat better inquiry for high
grade bonds, the investing public gradually becomiing
more favorably disposed toward long tern securities.
The deniand is still liglly discrininating. Railroad
earnings for the first week of July show a simall
increase, while batk clearings this week are 4.6 per
cent. above the total reported in the corresponding
week last year. Further improveiment in the steel
industry is reflected by the release this week of somte
important orders for various products, iicluding rails.
A mnoderate export demiiand lias been reported. Tlere
is still good buying in finishted les, and plants, espe-
cially at the West, are quite well eiployed. Resiitp-
tion of shoe factories is creatiug a better deiand for
leathter, and New England jobbers continue fairly busy.
The dry goods market is iaturally affected by the
sharp break in the price of cotton, and thuere is a côn-
sistent effort made in somîîe quarters to stinuîlate
business through price revisions. The disposition is
still to buy cautiously until the general trade outlook is
better defined. The violent declinte in the price of
cotton carried the new crop options down over four
dollars a bale. The markets liere and at the Sontht
have been much excited by thtese fluctuations, with
quite a staipede of speculators fromn tlhe bull to the
bear side. Crop advices are very favorable, and fite
indications gre for record-breaking productions. Te
abundant rainfall in the corn belt and larger receipts,
with better conditions in the sprinîg wheat territory, give
a leavy tendency ta the markets for those staples.
TlIe foreignt trade stateient for the fiscal year just
closed shows total exports of $2,048,69r,392, the largest
ever reported. The excess of exports over imports was
$520,706,304, as against $158,037,290 the precedinîg year;
last year's export excess lias been exceeded on onlîy five
occasions in the countrvs listory.
