But thc
Churchian not only keeps the day with festivity,
but firsi and chieliy as a Holy Day unto the
I ord. And not only a Holy Day, whici has
been chosen as a good one te celebrate an event
without regard to its chronological cxactness ;

but as the very identical day whiich the Cliurcli
has kepît fron the beginiig. 'T'lie Greek Church
for a long lime observed lie sixth day of Jan-

uary-or the Epipihany-as lie day of the Nati-

vite : for ail the records that were taken in the

censtis itdier Cyreniuîs were transiiiitted to Rone,

just as our deeds and valuable paiers ar depo-
sited lin tle eorder's oflice where tley are

opcin to the inspection of the public. And it

was not tuntil the Christians at Rorne lad read

Ile records ihcre, that the Greeks learned thle
exact diy of the IlIrti of lte Son of Man. If
space ermiiitted, it would bC cf mach interest

to give the testimîony of thte cariy Christati
writers to the place and fact of the birth of Christ.
For instance, Justin Martyr, after quoting lie
prophecy of Micab, in lis Apology (A.D.140)
says t the imperor and the senate :-

' 'here is a village in the land of the Jews,
35 stadia frem Jerrusaien, in which jesus Christ
w'as born, as you can ascertain a/so frion t/he
r/stcris of the taxing made under Cyrcinius,
your first Procurator in Jutdea."
