The Rey Father Sirubbe’s Eloguent
Address in Reply to the Generosity
of His Flock.

S$r. ANN's Yousu MeN's HaLn was
almost wo small to accommodate those
who, oo Tuesday eveniug, gathered therg
to do homor to Rev, rather Strubbe,
C.S5.R., un the occasion of the twenty-
fifth anniversary of his elevation to the
priesthood. luvery seat was filled long
vefors the commencement of the pro-
ceedings. Scoves found that the only
way in which they could participate in
the demonstration was by occupying
standing room, and.to such an extent
was this the case, that it was findeed
difficult to crowd into the room all who
desired to be present. It was an expres-|
sive tribute of loyalty to, and affection
for, the beloved head of the parish.

The room itself was gay with color
and brightness. In front of the platform
and in the windows were pots of beau-
tiful begonias, palms, ferns and other
llowering and foliage plants; over the
platform, 4in electric incandescent

lamps'iof red, white and green, in the,
form of a semi-circle, were the heart-*

Glow lamps of the same colors had been
placed around the celling, which was
prettily festooned with bunting of the
same hues, and to the walls bad been
aflixed a profuston of vari-colored flags.

It stated how, on the occasion of
the twenty-fifth anniversary of his ele-

They naturally turned on such an occa-
sion to take a retrospective view of the
past, and whilst their knowledge of Lis
early life was limited, yet. as ' the
boy is father to the man,” in retrospect
they saw, as through a vista, a loving
and dutiful son, a sturdy youth who
never allowed a diffteulty that brain or
brawn could overcome to conguer him ;
and when the time arrived to decide as
to his future life, led by the sweet at-
traction of the Master's voice, he turned
to the altar. He was advised of the con-
tinwous saerifice of a priest’s {ife; thu
he nust give up himself and all the
things the world holds dear ; amd with
an eager leart, he replfied, 1 wili”
Then they saw the young Levite before
the bishop, whose sacred hands were
extendrd over him, and the holy uuctivn
was applied that masdte him a priest for-
ever. Thus, fally armed, they saw him
going forth Into God's vineyvard 1o
quench the thirst that had never been
slacked—a thirst for souls. Sowme tine
intervened, awd again the voice spoke,
saving, " Go forth beyond the seas, into
a strange land, among a strange people,
not of thy country. and minister
them ;" aud he obesed, and left home,
kindred and fatherland. Imagine what
this soldier of the cross endured !

The memories of all he hiad heen to
the people of St. Ann's since the first
day he came into their midst. the ad-
dress remarked, crowded in such quick
surcession, that reference to them must
necessarlly he briefl = He Jearned the
English language with rapidity, and he
took hold with activity and zeal of
everything that promoted the temporal
and spiritual benefits of the parish. [t
was as if but yesterday that he was
heard to say, in strong and earnest
tones, when he reroived to organize a
society for young men and provide a
properibuilding for it, “ If I have to can-
vass the city from door to door and
receive a penny at each, I will accom-
plish it.” He succeeded ; and might
God's benediction be npon himjand his
work was the praver of grateful mothers
and sisters of the parish, for he hanl
brought bhlessings to their hearts, In
their jors and sorrows they had always
approached him with confidence, and
with cansoling words and advice, he
had restoved hope ‘and courage: he
had never spared himself when, by his
efforts, he could relieve their difliculties,
Truly. he had been ‘' all things to all
men.” their own * soggarth aroon.”
In conclusion, they prayed that ‘he
might long be preserved to them in peace
of mind and health of body.

A Justice Curran was then asked to
address the gathering,  He echoed the
sentiments that had been so nobly amd
s0 very well expressed in the adihresses
that had just heen read, and said that
most of those present remembered the
day when Rev. [Father Strubbe areivid
in their midst. “They knew those who
accompanied him; the name of the
leader was written in letters of gold in
the heart of every truce Irishman and
Irishwoman in Bt. Aun's parish and in
the whole city of Montreal. (Applause.)
They knew the efforts, that were put
forth, the organization that was plan-
ned, the .admirable zeal and the dis-
tinguished ability with which the pro-
gramme was carried out, and the great
results that were achieved by Rev, Fa-
ther Catulle, wided Ly a nuble hand of
priests—(renewed applanse)—and none
more so than Rev. Father Strubbe, whom
they were delighied that night to honor.
The evidence of that was before the
whale eity and the whole Dominion.
There was, he venbured to say, no par-
ish in wbhich. so many good works hadt
been inaugurizted, in  whieh religion
had made such vast strides. in which
cevery waork of charity, in which every
effort on the part of cdueation, in which
every step upward and onward  had
madae more truae, visible progress than
in S5t Ann’s; and the great hope of
its future was in the fact that the yvoung
men and young women of the narish
had been conflded to the care of Rev,
Father Strubbe. (Applause) Allud-
ing to the rev. gentleman's reference
to his mother.

Town in Western Canada.

Signs of Commercial Success in
Plentiful Evidence —Some of the
Institufions Established by Mgr.

. O’Connor-Three Jesuit Fathers
'from  Montreal Conduct a Mis-
sion — Our Correspondent's Di-

PETERBOROUGH, June 2,

After leaving Ottawa the other day
-on my journey westward, by way of the
Canadian Pacific Railway, I balted for
wome days at the beautiful town of Peter
borough, for it is always & new delight to
revisit that fourishing municipality,
sitnated on the banks of the Otonabee
river. About this town there is & pecu
" liar charm of beauty, owing in part to
its favored geographical position and in
& more emphaticsense to the elegance of
the homes in its residential quasrters,
" with their fine lawns sad profusion of
flowers, trees and foilage. AsI walked
one evening in the direction of Hanter
and Murray streete, not far from the
Bishop’s house, I noticed a curious object
in nature, namely : nine tree-trunks ap-
parently growing from one stem, and all
in healthy condition. Tnis triple trinity
of the vegetable kingdom must not be
called mere branches, for they have
their base in the ground and from separ
&te trunks, erch one baving its due quotr
I thought
it a strange formation and took it sa a
proof of the remarkable richneas of the
soil of this locality.

Of the commercial interesis of this
place many hopeful and encouraging
things may be said, because Peterboro’
has earned and long enjoyed tue reputa-
tion of being one o!f the most prasperous
business towns in Ontario of its size and
population. It is recognizad as a live
and progressive trade centre, having its
up-to date and enterprising merchants
who stand bigh in the commercial acale
and take a just vride in making their
town worthy of its acquired reputation—
men of the calibre of Hon, Senator
George A. Cox have done much for
the earlier upbuilding of the town
and whether permanent or occasional
residents, their names can never be
separated from ila solid prosperity. If
Ashburnham would unite its corporate
existence with DPeterboro’ the result
would be a ¢ity, and this, no doubt, will
be the scheme of the future, but sa it is,
city life and activity is already apparent
40 the eye of the visilor who takes note
-of the movements of the volume of buai-

" ness transacted in George street and
-other basy thoroughfares. And this im-
preasion is atrengthened as he hears the
sound of the electric street cars and rees
the number and proportions of the difler-
‘@at public instituticns.

A public work of the utmost import:
ance to Peterboro’ is the construction of
the Trent Valley canal, for it is destincd
‘to open up and develop the resources of
the town and district to a degree not
now dreamt of by the inhabitants. And
the completion of the great enterprise is
now assured by the money voted for the
purpose & few days aco at Ultawa, Al
though enormous sums have been al-
ready expended upon the work it eeems
it lagged for awhile; I don’t know from
what exact cause, unless it arcse from
the opposition of interested cities and
Tocalities who feared a rival in the line
of trade development. The influential
men of the town and country, however,
united their influence in pressing the
need of the enlerpriseupon the Dominion
Government, and the progressive Cabi-
net at Ottawa saw the wisdom of further-
ing a work of such vast possibilities to a
wide section of the Dominion, Peter
boro’ will reap the ultimate benéfit, be-
cause of ita central situation and its
capacity to enlarge all its business and
commercial institutions, sc as to meet
the increased flow of traffic resulting
from the opening of the now waterway.

Diverting my mind from business
concerns, i turned to inquiries as Lo the
religious and educational status of the
interesting town, and in this respect I
found it happily situated, for it possesses
all the facilities and requirements that
£0 to make a community enlightened in
the principles of Christianity and well
up in scholastic training. My deepest
interest centred in the progress and well
being of my fellow frish Catholic eciti-
zens, who form a very large and respect-
ed portion of the community. I was
privileged in having a pleasant talk with
Rt. Rev. Dr. 0'Connor, the distingnished
Bishopofthediocese, with thegood clergy
of Bt. Peter's Cathedral parish and some
of the learned Jesuit Fathers from Mont-
real, who are at present giving a Mission
here. Rev. Fathers Devlin, 8.J., Cassidy,
S.J., and O'Brien, 8.J., are the zealous
and eloquent preachbers so engaged. I’
did not know the rules and order of the
Misaion services, and so unwittingly at-
tended & 6 o'clock Mass, and became
somewhat alarmed on seeing myself the
only male individual present save the
reverend celebrant and his youthful
server. I am well aware that in almost
all lands women are the most devoted
props of the Catholic Church, but I

the misfortune to indulge the fault, 1

A Mission is a powerful agency for
good, and it has very attractive powers,
so much so that I ventured back again
on the evening of the same day, that be-
ing the occasion of the chisf sermon of
theday. This iime I did not venture
farther than the open door of the Cathe-
deal, and yet I could see that it was
crowded with devout women from front
torear In the spirilual tield days of
the Church it is well thit the women
should come first, for they are the
prompters and inciters of virtue, and
their example is not lost upon men.
The latter will, huwever, have their
spiritual innings on the week following,
and they will surely strive to outrival in
deeds ot devotion the women who have
gone before.

Itinsignifi a1t th tsermonsin French
are considereqa a necessity in Peterboro’
Cathedral, as showing tnat a conaider-
able quota of the parishioners are of
Frenen origin., This preaching in the
foreign tongue falis to the lot, I think,
of the able «nd €loquent Father Devlin,
3J. From opinlons I heard expressed
in Peterboro’, I conciuded that the
preaching of Rev. Father Cassidy, S.J.,
won golden words uf praise, us did the
pulpit utterances of the three able
divines engaged in the holy work, Prieats
from the outlying parishes were called to
assist in the labors of the cunfeasionals,
and taken as a whole the present Mission

THE RIGHTS OF PEWHOLDERS

Some of the Laws in Force.

Given in American
Courts.

Decisions

Qnite a volume of law relating to

church pews has accumulated since the
Protestant Reformation (before which
time pews were not usual in churches.}
In England & pew is merely an easement
in the church, and the pewholder's right
is usufructuary. Butin America, in the
abaence of statutes to the contrary,the
pewholder’s interest is considered real
eatate with all the incidents of real
property. In Massachusetts, by atat-
utory provision, pews are personal
property. ] .
The pewholder’s right, however, is sub-
jeet to the paramount rights of the con-
gregation. The congregation may aller
or remove or tear down the church and
build elsewhere, discontinue public wor-
ship or modify and rearrange the pews.
They may even change the mode ot wor-
ship (24 Am. Bec. 223). The pewholder
can maintainno action in such cases, If
ior mere convenience or ornament, t.l_le
congregation should disturb any one in
the use of his pew they are, however,
obliged to compensate him,

The New York courts have had occa-
sion to rule that the pewholder has ex-
ciusive right to the soil beneath his pew
or to the timber or material of which the
cburch or any of its parts are composed.
(32 Barber (N. Y.) 234) .
Deeds and leases of pews may contaln
such conditions as will -protect fully the
interests of the church and regulate the
use of the pew,

In O'Hear vs. D2 Goeabriand et al. (33
V. 602), the Court said: )

* [t appeared on the trial that the
owning or coutrolling of a pew in &
church b a layman is forbidden by the
canons or ecclesinatical law of that (the
Roman Catholic) church, and that
plaintiff was a laymap. But the canon
{nw of the Roman Catholic Cbureh, con-
sidered in reference to any intrinsic ob-
ligation, has no force or authorityin
this State. It is a law of the Church
and not of the State, and is not to be
considered in determining the legal
rights ot the parties except so far as it
was recognized in or made part of the
agreement or contract under which
those rights are derived.”

Cbief Justice Redfield, of Vermont,
who bad resigned his office just before
the term of court at which this case was
decided, subsequently, as editor of the
American Law Register, criticised this
decision (15 Am. L. R, page 280) quite
severely, on the ground that the Court
“utterly ignored the cardinal principle
that all members of voluntary accietics
retain their privileges therein subject to
the rules of such societies.”—Catholic
Citizen.

LESSONS OF THE WAR,

An American Commercial Journal
Refers to the Situation.

Some of the Illusions Under Which
the Citizens of the Republic were
Lulled to Sleep.-The Insecurity
of Seaports-What the Future
Must Be,

The Manafacturers’ Record, an Ameri-
can journal deals with the resources of
the Republic and the outcome of the
present war, aud the lessons it may
teach, in the following spirited manner :

It must have been a providential pro-
tection to this country that, living in
fancied security and yet almost helpless
in a sndden emergency, we have not had
to face n war with any firat class power.
Though we could eventually, after years
of struggle, have woun a contest with any
power in the world. yet had we got into
trouble with Great Britain, for instance,
over the Venezuelan matter, she cculd
have bombarded and destroyed every
city on our coast from o rtland to Gal-
veston and rushed 200,000 or 300,000
troops into the very heart of our country
before we were ready to strike a single
blowin selfdefense. Such & war, even
from a financial view only, ignoring the
destruction of our prestige and power,
would have cost us far more than the
total cost to North and South of the
civil war. OQur boastful Congreasmen,
ever readv to ¢ twist the lion'atail,”’ and
the millions of our people who have
vainly imagined that we could,ag many
have expressed it, ‘* whip all creation,”
and that we needed not to be forearmed,
would have learnsd a lesson of the help-
lessness of & great giant unprepared for
fight such as history has no record of.
Iu a contest with Great Britain we would
have been just as helpless for & year at
leaat as was China in the hands of Japan.
Moreover, with the slight fortifications
which we then had battered down, our
shipyarde destroyed, neutrality laws
making it impossible for us to purchase
abroad, even if ships had been for sale,
our couniry would have been sadly
crippled and certainly retarded balf a
century 1n 18 progresa.

No thoughtful man can say that this
fs an overstatement. 1t was a danger
that we daily faced for twenty-five years
or more, until Spaio, a bankrupt coun-
ry of hardly one:hifth of our population
with the smallest navy of any import
ant maritime country, has suddenly
awakened us t{o a realizition of the
tool’s paradise in which we have been
1.ving.

We have prated of our safety from at-
tack, of our ability to devise weapons of
defense ; we have said that in a week we
could rush an army of 500,00 into Cana-
da—and behold, after three months of
tremendous straining, of unlimited ex-
penditure, we have scarcely 160,000
soldiers fully equipped and ready for
battle, The men have crowded to
volunteer, but there was not enough
guns or ammunition in the whole coun-
try to supply even a beggarly army of
100 ¢00.

Great Britain, or Germany, or France
could have landed from 250,000 to 500 -
000 trained, disciplined, armed soldiers
upon our coast within one month from
the declaration of war., Where would
we have been then? A pgiant nation
temporarily prostrate, because our
enemy was prepared. France learned
this lesson in 1871 at the expense of
national honor and of several billions of
money, one billion alone having been
paid to victoricus Germany,

Vainly we bave deluded onrselves that
we were aafe and needed not s great
navy, & moderate army and coast de-

Tilden years ago tried to make the
country see the dangers shead andto
induce hia party to take the lead in pro-
tecting our coasts and buildiog a navy.
But costly experience seemed to be
needed to awaken oux people, and so we
find that the war with & fifth-rate power
has shown how narrow is the margin of
safety. This war, even if no other coun-
try becomes involved, will certainly cost
us over $500,000000, and more than
likely $1,000,000,000—~in either case
enough to have built and manned such
& navy as would have made the very
suggestion of Spain’s attempting to resist
any demands of ours utterly out of the
question,

For the politicians who forced us into
& war for which we were not prepared,
and especially for those who are seeking
to hamper the Government in its finan-
ces, now that war is upon us, there will
be a day of reckoning, but the duty of
the public just now is to give the utmost
support to the Government, and instead
of deploring the dark side, look beyond
to the good that will come in the end.

We have now entered & new era,
Dangers of many kinds surround us., We
must now take & new position in the
world’s affairs, and it is folly to say that
we can now draw back into our quiet
life again. Weare in the world, and we
can no more get out of it than the hu-
man being brought into life can get out
of existence, It behooves us, therefore,
to quit ourselves like men, to meet the
reponsibility that is upon uas, and to pre-
pare to make the best of the situation.
fo do tbis we must for the next few
years, in building a navy that will make
us respected and our power dreaded by
every nation of the world, tax to the ut~
moat capacity every shipyard in this
country. It is a trite saying that the
beat assurance of peace is a prepared-
ness for war., The expenditure within
the next few years and as rapidly as
possible of $250 060 C00 to $500,000,000 in
building a navy will be the cheapest
gurrantee of peace and safety that we
can possibly find. As we enter this new
period of naval building activity, of
maritime expansion, and of the broad-
ening of our foreign trade, we sball find
some compenastions for the present
troubles, for we shall then, when the
war is ended, have eniered a period of
business activity and expansion rival-
ing that which this country enjoyed
during the time when the mighty em
pire of the West was being created by
the building of railroads, the develop-
ment of cities, and the opening up of a
new agricultural world.

SOME NOTES 04 COUCATION

Pay of Boston Wemen Teachers.

The Boston Herald takes up the claims
of women teachers for a readjustment of
salaries. It aays: The women teachers
of the Boaton high achools have peti-
tioned the School Committee for a read-

justment of the salaries paid to them for
their services, so that what they feel to
be the excessive inequalilies now exist-
ing in these may bz in some degree
modified. At the present time, while
doing the seme work—that is, following
the same programme of instruction for
the same number of hours & day—the
women high achool assistants receive
salaries rauging only from $962 to $1,620
a vear. The firat named or smuller
amcunt is the sum paid to them on their
first year of service, with an annual in.
crease sufficient, after a term of years, to
bring it up to the last named or larger
amount. The men who are high achool
assistants receive on their firs; employ-
ment a salary of $1 376, which goes on
increasing year after year until the
maximum of #3,000 is reached. The
women teachers complain, on grounds of
abstract justice, that if they are doing
the same amount of work and doing it
equelly well, they are either paid too
little or the men too much. But it, of
course, has to be recognized—and
they are disposed to do this—that
employment of this kind is regu

lated to quite a degree by the
laws of supply and demand. The num-
ber of qualified women teachers is much
larger tnan the number of qualified men
teachers, and if the city expects to
receive from theimen the high grade of
service it now demands, it cannot cut
down their salaries, because the effect in
time would be to send them into other
and, to them, more profitable classes of
work, and make it difticult, when vacan.-
cles occurred, to induce properly quali-
fied young men to enter into the city’s
gervice. Besides, an commonly the
bread winners of the family, the men
may be said to bave a ¢laim on society
‘that women, as a rule, cannot put for-
ward. This, we say, is recognized by
the women teachers who are promoting
this movement. They do not ask to be
placed on an equality in the matter of
pay with their male associates, but they
do ask that the discrepancy which now
exists, which they believe to be exces-
sive, should be in some "degree abated.
What they wish is that, while the pay
on eantrance should be left as it is, the
maximum pay to be obtained after ten
vears or more of service should be
$1,800 per annum in place of $1,720. It
secems to us that this proposition is an
exceedingly reasonable one, and if by
any possibility the amount of money
needed to comply with it can be ob-
tained, we truat that the school commit-
tee will see its way towards granting the
request, particularly ag the committee
on salaries of last year’s_board is on re-
cord as admitting the justice of the poai-
tion taken by the petitioners, *

educators lately in New York, says an
American exchange, pointed out that
brain fatigue is one of the things to be
feared in the present methods of educa-

necessary to establish half.day sessions,,
in order to accommodate . with at least
a half-day’s schooling the large surplus
of scholars, it has been discovered that
the half-day students made quite as good
progress as those who asaitended the
whole day. They went at their lessons
always with freshness and vigor, and
stopped before the limit of interest was
reached. The hslf-day ohildien as &
cless stood the year's round of work,
too, better than those of their compan-
ions who attended the entire day. This
is especially interesting, becanse the
halt-day seesions bave been heretofore
regarded by even the most competent
educators as something to be Jeplored
and eliminated as soon as possible from
the school systems. There ure many
other evidences that more faults of the
public school systems in this country
are to be weeded out. Over in Brooklyn
the other day the committes for the ar-
rangement of study for the Boys’ High
8chool announced the introducticn of a
modified elective system in the last two
grades of the course. This is a radical
change, but one for which there has
been a crying need for a long time.
These upper grades are largely made up
of boys who will continue atudy in col-
lege or at some special institution, and
the possibility to arrange their last
year's high achool work in conformity
to such intention is of great importance

to them.

will probably be closed ont in the
next few months. The overdue debta
show & reduction of $90,000. Qur profits
for the vear, as shown in the statement,
are $35000 greater, derived chiefly from
the enpanced value of money in the
European markets ; and it is a curicus
condition ot affairs that at one period of
ihe year we were receiving more for
shoxt loans in Germany than could have
been obtained here in Montreal. In
London the bank rate advancea to 2}
per cent. on the 23rd September, 3 per
cent. on the 14th QOctober, 4 per cont. on
the 7th April, where it remained till
26th May. .

Up to the time that war seemed in.
avitable, the rate for call money in the
United States ruled low, and even then
it only advanced to firmness for & short
time, as the credit balances established
in Europe by the immense balance of
trade in its favor, prevented any great
stringency. 1t is worth while noting
the figures of this balance of trade.
On the 30th April the balance of
trade for ten months in favor of
the United Siates amounted to the
enurmoeus sum fg{l 25141000.00‘-}, 'S’glelifi“
in no previous scal year inits his-
tory hgd they attained $300,000 00. At
present the rate for csll money in the
United States is merely nominal, though
it remains to be seen what effect the re-
plenishing of the coffers of the treraury,
drained by the expense of the war, will
have on the market.

With reference to trade conditions in
Canada, it is difficult to estimate the
great boon the enhanced value of grain
bas been to this country. It, has en-
abled the farmers to reduce their mort-
gage indehtedness, and it has increased
their purchasing power, stimulating
trade in all directions, giving more
freight to the railways, their traffic re-
turne showing large gains. The prc-
phets who last year were predicting that
the low price of grain had come to stay,
must feel that they have mistaken their
vocation. The export of provisions and
eggs in steadily increasing. The supply
of chees:, unfortunately, has been in
excess of the demand and prices are un-
satisfactory, but it is hoped that, with
the cessation of strikes and the increase
in field work in England, there may be
an improvement. The demand for mer-
chandise and manufactures of sll sorts
is very satisfactory. In the Territories
ranchers have received highly remune-
rative prices for cattle and horses,
and, with additional markets open-
in up in the mining districts, they
have every reason to feel hopeful. In
British Columbia there has been a great
1mpetus to trade by the migration tothe
gold fields of the Yukon, and toe Koote-
nay ; mines are gradually passing from
the chrysalis and cibromo stage into
actnal development and production. In
the Maritime Provinces trade has been
rather dull, owing to depressed markets
for lumber, both in England sand the
United Stajes, while thedemand for fish,
one of the cbief staples of the Lower
Provinces, has been seriously aflected by
the war.

The worat feature in the present situa
tion in Canada is the cordition of the
lumber market. owingto the overstocked
condition of the foreign marketa and the
cessaticn of the demand in the United
States. Comnsiderable atocks were carried

have to pay for the increased interest,
which, after all, benefits only a very
small proportion of the people. Y.u
will notice that Y said it was right to
take the power, for it is quite possible
that before the time arrives to exercise
it circumstances may render it' injudi-
cious to put it into etfect. With & war
on hand in the neighboring country,
and with the uncertainty as to the pe-
riod when it will cease, serious conaid
eration should be given before takicg
any definite step towards fixing a value
for money in the future.

VICE-PRESIDENT SPEAKS.

Hon. George A. Drummond, in follow-
ing the General Manager, said :

Yarly in the past year indications
were not wanting that the country had
entered on the long-deferred era ot better
times. Confidence was returning and
the general anticipations of improve-
ment were reflected in the great com-
mercial barometer, the Stocik Exchange,
by a steady advance in the value of se-
¢ irities. A rude shock was given when,
on the 25th April, 1898, war against
Spain was proclaimed by the United
States, Vague expectations had been
hazarded tha:i, in some way or other,
the derangement of affairs in the neigh-
boring Republic would result in benefit
to curselves. So far I fail to seeany.
The established channels of trade and
finance in the neighboring States have
not been materially zffected. Wecan
only express the sincere hope and desire
for the speedy restoration of the bless-
ings of peace.

After referriog to the advance in the
value of farm produce, Mr. Drummond
briefly referred to trade in various lines
and closed by saying that, generally
speaking, the aymptoms of returning
prosperity are in the ascendant and the
sharcholders may rely that the Bank of
Moutreal will be prepared to meet in-
creaned responsibilities should they
arise, and to maintain its pcsition
among the financial institutions ol tne
Dominion,

He then moved ‘That the report of the
Directors now read be adopted and
printed for distribution among the
Saareholders.”

Mr. W. W. Ugzilvie seconded the mo-
tion. and spoke of the loyalty of the em-
ployés to the institution.” They ap-
peared to he proud of it. He had known
meany instances in which they had been
offered double the salary to go else:
where; but there was something they
valued s much as money, and that was
being connected with the Bank of Mont-
real.

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POLITICAL LIFE 1N ENGLAND.

The Financial Dificulties Enconntered
by Leading Men.

Some Features of the Assistance
Rendered to Well-known States-
men During the Century--Mr.
Gladstone's Embarrassments --
The Pension List For Ministerial
Service.

A deal of misapprehension exists as
to political life in England. Few peo-
ple on this side of the water, who regard
in an unthinking way a statesman as a
mere politician who is just as much in
the business for bhis own as his cour-
try’s good, ever think that there is any
great difference in other countries. It
would surprire many people to know
that the grand old man, William Ewart
Gladstone, died & poor man, that at one
time his financial difficulties were a0
presaing that he was forced to sell his
magnificent collection of porcelain and
even had to rart with that which was
dearest to his heart, his much cherished
library. To thia feople may ey :
‘Why, he lived aod died in ihe castle of
Hawarden ; pecple who live in castles
cannot be foor.’” He lived in Hawarden
Castle because he had to sell his town
house, and becanse through the gener
osity of the late Sir Stepken Glynne,
who left him for life the use of his castle
and estate of Hawarden. were the last
days of the great Commoner passed

without financial anxziely. The estate
now reverts to William Glyone Glad-

'stone, the eldest grarndson of the dead

atatesman.

A strange coincidence is that Mr.
Gladstone’s great rivsl, the late Lord
Beaconsfield, died heavily in debt.
Speaking of remuneration for political
servicen. thereisa veryinteresting articte
in the N.Y. Tribune, written by an  *(x-
attache,” trom which the following ex-
cerpt is taken :—

The only assistance of a monetary
character that the nation tenders to men
who have held Cabinet office in the past
ie in the sbape of eight so calied * Politi
cal and Miniaterial Pensicne.” Four of
tnese amount to $10 (00 & yeareach, and
are restricted to statesmen who have
‘for four years, not necessarilv continu
ous in period, held political office of the
first class’—that is to say, the principal
Secretaryships of State, the Chancellor
sbip of the Exchequer and the Firat
I.ordships of the Admiralty and of the
Treaaury, all of them cflizen which carry
with them salaries of £25 000 a year each.

MR. SHARKEY AND THE
HARBOR COMISSIONERS.

A perusil of the voluminous corres~
pondence which has passed between Mr
Michael Sharkey, late foreman of
dredges, and the Montreal Harbor Com-~
minsioners, and which we are sorry we
are unsble to publish owing to conaider-
aulons of space, demonstrates beyond
any ground for reascnable doub® that
that widely esteemed and highly respect-
ed Irish Catholic ciiizen has rutfered a
shameless aod cynical injustice at the
hands of that public body—an ipjustice
.which Mr. R.bsrt Mackay, the Chaijr-
man of the Board, has vainly tried to

palliate on the bollow pretence of ** no
sectionalism in the Commissisners’ af-
fairs.”

A few extracts will serve to put the
whole question in a strong, clear light.
.Ip the mnnusl report of the Harbor
- Commissioners for 1890 there occurs the
JSollowing passage: ** The position of
anechanical engineer, vacated by the
death, last winter, of A. B. Savigny, was
not filled, Mr. Kennedy having under~
taken to perform the duties himsell.
Subsequently, it was deemed expedient
to make a chunge, and Mc. Michael
Sharkey was appointed foreman of
dredges.” This promotion, which was
considered sufliciently important to be
accorded the uvaccustomed distinction
of being referred to inthe annual report,
brought with it an increase in Mr.
Sharkey's salary up to $1 200 a year. At
the time the new appointment wus
made Mr. Bharkey had been in the Com-
missioners' service for twenty-four years,
and be was justified in believing that
his new appointment was to be as per-
manent as his previous one.

In September, 1897, the Gazette’s res
port of the meeting of the Harbor Con -
missioners contained an item to the
effcet that Mr. Kennedy, the chief en-
gineer, had reported the sinking and
raising of Dredge No. 6, attributing the
accident to an error in judgment on the
part of the engineer. The report was
accepted. Mr, Sharkey, to whuse charge
the ‘' error in judgment * had been laid,
at once wrote to the Commissioners a
letter, which was read at their npext
weekly meeting, and in which Mr.
Sharkey declared there bhad been no
error of jndgment on his part, but that
the accident had been caused by the tugs
that had the dredges in tow starting be-
fore the customary signal had been
given. At the same meeting, Mr. Ken
nedy, in reply to a question put by Mr.
Lemay, one of the Commissioners, stated
that he had given Mr. Sharkey &
month’s notice to terminate his engage.
ment. giviag as bis reason the amsertion
that the dredges were going out of com.
misgion. He added that the dismiseal
was in no way connected with the acti-~
dent to Dredge No. 6.

The Hon, Dr. Guerin, on October 6:h,
1897, wrote to the Commissioners ex-
pressing & hope that no injussice would
badone to Mr. Bharkey, and that the
Board would accord Mr. Sharkey a hear-
ing; and it was agreed by the Bierd to
grant him = hearing.

On March 1st, 1898, nftet numerous
lotters had passed between him and Mr

. Bharkey, the Secretary of the Board

Tois note effeztually dirpnses of the
p-eteoce of Mc, Robert MacKay, Chair
man of the Boarl, that motives of
economy had determined the dismiseal
of Mr. Sbarkey. Mr. Kennedy’s letter
provss that the Board had no desire to
reduce Mr. Sbarkey’s salary, but simply
wished tu reduce bis rank.

Mc, Sharkey, on March 15:h, wrote to
Mr. Kenunedy, accepting the poeition,
believing, naturally, that the position
was an annual one, th ; same 2s he had
had the previous year. What has oc:
curred aubsequently ia fresh in the
minds of the readers of Tar True WiT
~ess.  After thirty years of faithful and
eflicient rervice, Mr. Snarkey, in the
prime of life, was discharged—a bigh-
handed and indefensible proceeding,
which violates the general rule which
bas alwais governed the relations of
employer and employed—that a man
who has for many years given faithful
and capeble service should never be dis
missed without cauee, so long as he was
fully fitted to perform his dulies.

The question that now arises is this:
What sre the Irish Catholics of Mont-
real going to do in the maiter? We
have proved that Mr, Rebert MacKay’s
awertisns about * sectionalism ™ and
“economy’* had no foupdation, It is
sirange tbat this cry of “ sectionalism ”
is always raised when Irish Cathollca
complain of ipjustice. Koowing their
trustful nature, and their proneness to
be fitlul and unpersevering in their re-
sentment, politicians of both parties
bave hitberto succeeded in wardiog off
their anger by the use of soft words. It
§s time toat we closed up cur ranks arnd
otfercd determined oppesition to every
candidate for public pcsitions who bas
exhibited any bigotry towards us.

St. Patrick’s League deserves great
credit for the manner in which they
have brought the injustice done to Mr.
sharkey before the Irish Catholics of the
citv; and we hope that they will not
allaw the matter to reat in the unsatis—
factory positicn in which it at present
stands. For our part, we believe that
there i3 ouly one way to deal with it ;
and that is for the L2ague, backed up by
all the Iriab National Socicties, to or-
ganize a deputation to the Harhor Com-
missioners, composed of not half a dez-n
but of s:veial bundred men, aud they
should take with them a monster Irish
Catholic petition. signed throughout our
five parishes. [f no other immediate
resnlt were obtained, it wculd be the
means of shewing what our volirg
atrength in the city is. The correspond-
enc- relating to the Sharkey case should
be printed in pamphlet form and ciren-
Iated broadeast throughcut o.ar parisiea.
And woen the day of election ccmes
near, our people sheuld atart an organ-
ized opyorition to every candidate, no
matter what his politics or his national-
ity may be, whou merits rebuk= at their
har de.

THE BANK OF MONTREAL.

Elsewhere we publish in this issue a
report of the annual meeting of the
Sharebolders and Directors of the Bank
of Montreal. The tigures indicate even
greater prosperity on the part of the
bank thuan it experienced during the
previous yeatr. The profits enabled the
Directors not only to pay the uwal wn-
nual dividend of ten per cent., but to
carry !orward vo the balance of profit
and loss account the enmormous sum of
$)52,210 (7. Asthe Bank of Montreal has
for years been the reliable trade bar-
ometer of the Dominion, the prosperity
of which the balance sheet and the an
nual report furnish indisputable proof is
# matter for general public rejoicing,
since when this great financial institn-
tion flourishes, the whole country flour-
ishes also. There was only one excep-
tion to the general rule of prosperity in
Canada during the year that ended on
April 30th, and this was in the lumber
trade. Mr. Clouston, the General Man-
azer, in his interesting address, ascribed
the unsatisfactory condition of this in-
dustry to the overatocked state of foreign
markuts, to the cessation of the demand
 the United States, and the failure of
Canad’an lumbermen to limit sufficient.
ly their cut during the year. In every
other field of industry enbanced trade
was noted, pa.:uculs.:ly in farm pro-
ducts.
Mr. Clouston expressed the opinion
that the action of the government in re-
ducing the rate of interest in the Govern.
ment Savings Bank to 2j per cent was

A large and in
flzentinl committee could be appointed
at the meeting for the purpose of collect-
iog subscriptions. We have already
dwelt upon the urgent necessity that ex
iats for immediate Gnancial aesistance.
All thal we would now say would be;

FATHER STRUBBE'S JUBILEE.

The apiritual power of the pastor is
ever retlected in the religious condition
of his ixck ; and, judged by this stand-
ard, the Rev, Father Strubbe, CSS.R, of
St. Ann's, in this city, amply deserved
all the praises which wers spokzn about
him by his parishioners on the occasion
of the celebration by him on Tuesday
evening of thesilver jubilee of his life as
a priest. A full report of theae interest-
ing proceedings will be found in another
part of the TRur \ViTNEss. Father
Strubbe hres been with us since 1884,
when Lie came here from Belgium, with
the Rev. Father Catulle and three other
Redemptorist priests, to take charge of
St. Anu’s parish.  Of that devoted little
band of tive zealous priests he alone re-
mains now in Montreal. He was born
in the city of Bruges, Belgium, half a
century ago. After finishing bis ele
mentary atudies e entered the seminary
of Roulers, where he studied philosophy,
and where, it may be of interest to add,
he Srat made the acquaintance of Father
Catnile. He was crdained at the Semi
nary of Bruges on June 7, 1873, by
Bishop Faict. sShortly afterwards he
was uppointed Master of Discipline in
the Catholic College of Thielt, of which
he was, & little later, promoted to be
Principal, a responaible position which
he filled with distinction for nine years.
That wmissionary spirit, of which we in
Montreal and those who belong to other
diccesea in this Province have for years
kuown the atrength and the fruitfulness,
bhad already began to inHuence his
thcughts and make & claim upon his
activitics; and he left the academical
halls of the Tnielt College and joined
the well known Order of the Mcst Holy
Redeemer. This was in 1882, Next year
he took the vows of the Order, and the
yeur followicg he came to Montreal.

As a pastor, Father Strubbe has been
a model of zearl, energy and administra-
tive capacity. The good work he has
performed in St. Aaon’s has entailed
labors and sacrifices and cares of which
he himsell and his Divine Master are
alone aware, for, with ail his energy, he
is ever nnassuming and unostentatious.
\Ve see the wouderful result of his work
in the practical Catholic lives of the
people of St. Ann’s parish, in the high
moral plane on which its young men
move, and the noble ambition which
animates so many of them—an ambi-
tion generated by the enthusiasm which
he 80 readily communicates to others—
and in thelemperance movement which
has taken such a firm hold upon the
parish. As a preacher, a temperance
apostle, or a missioner, his dizcourses
are always marked by that highest and
most inspiring kind of elcquence which
ia born of sincerity and zeal. Theesteem
and admiration in which he is held by
bis Irish parishioners is greatly en-
banced by the fact that in all matters
coucerning the intereats of their nation-
ality, whether as Irish-Canadians or as
members of a race whose motherland is
atruggling to be free, Father Strubbe has
shown himself to be more Irish than the
Irish themselves.

THE NEW YORK HERALD'S
EDITORIAL SERMONS.

York Herald is the publication in its
Sunday edition of an editorial sermon,
signed * George . Hepworth.” The
management of the Herald have not
stated whether the editorial sermon was
decided upon in order to entertain, to
amuse, or to edify the readers of that
newspaper.

have 53 far seaved is to amuse the
scoffer at religlon, and to shock the
spiritusl sensibilities of such of ita read
ers as bold Coretianity in reverence av
a rcligion founded by the Son of God.
He apeaks of the Deity in terms so fam-
ilisr and, at the same time, ridiculous,
asto border upon blasphemy ; and, in-
stead o! rising to clear ideas of religion,
he sinks to the use of vague and aense-
leas phrases which are calculated only
to obfutcate the readers.

Here is & aample pnrase of bis {rom
the Herald of last Sunday: *“God is s
spiritually tangible presence to be daily
contulted as you wounld conault your
best friend.” He might just as weil
bave said * to be consulted like your
lawyer.” The statement is meaningless

where it is not irreverent. Again he-

says: * You are like a ship sailing in a
dense fog. Your compass is broken.’
Now, fug does not break a compass.
The ship sailing in a fog finds the com-
pass to be of great service. Then he de-
livers himself thus :

“ ] koow that I am telling you about
8 very hard trutb, but in spite of its
hardness it is the truth. If things are
bad they are made worse by bruoding
over them. and they can be made better
by facipg them, in the proper spirit. In
my opinlnn that is religion. Tnnt. is
what the Christ came to teach us.’

No doubt Mr. Hepworth believes that
he has succeeded here in putting religion
into a nutshell. “In my opinion,” he
says. But what is bis opinion worth on
the question of religion or of what Christ
came to teach us?

LORD SALISBURY'S
“MANACLES AND

MANITOBA."
Me. C. R. Devlin, the Ciief Dominion
Immigration Commissiover to lreland,
has written a letter of remonsirance to
the Evening Telegraph, of Dublin, be-
cause that newapaper had attacked Lord
Salisbury for treating the sad conditions

which prevail in several parts of Ireland
with the insulting policy of * Manacles
and Manitoba.” Mr. Devlin verv prop-
erly and eflectively otjected to the cor-
nection sought to be mnde bet ween Man.
acles and our great prairie province.

In the course of his letrer he rays:

“ It would be difticult indeed 1o throw
more odium upon a country than tolink
its name with the word manacles.
There are many hundreds and perhaps
tkousands of our countrymen in Mani-
toba who have es’ablished there happy
homes. If I mistake not, many of tnem
proceeded thither as a result of an eru-
dite article which was written in the
Freeman’s Journal by the lateiArch-
bishop Lynch of Tcronto. And although
you speak of ‘ Manacles and Manitoba’
in the one breath, I am not aware of the
thousands of Iriabmen living in Mani-
toba having returned - no, not one has
retarned. More than that, it is a fact
that leading Catholic societies in Mam
toba, north and west territoriesof Canada,
zealous priest, with the full approbation
of their bishops, are making atrenuous
efforts to induce those of their faith
to take up the marvellously fertile lands
of Manpitoba and the North-West Terri-
tories in preference to settlement in the
larger cities and towns. Elsewhere in
the same issue of your paper vou de-
plore the fact that a0 many young Irish-
men enlist in the Englisn army ; you
tell them, bad as emigration is, rather
than enlist better for them to go to the
States, If you added “or to Canada,”
how grateful we would feel! Just now
the States do not aeek popuiation, where-
as Canada does; the States place many
difficulties in the way of the intending
settler, Canada does not. And, after all,
Canada is a fair field for the Iriah Cath-
olic. He may there aspire to any posi-
tion. The strength aud inflaence of the
Irish people of Canada must be counted
within the formation of governments.~It
would be a matter for general outcry
were the Dominion Oabinet formed with-
out an Irish Catholic.

The Evening Telegraph, commenting
editorially on Mr. Devlin’s letter, makes
the following very senaible remarks,
which, coming from aso influential &
journal, must have s powerful effect
upon intending immigrants from Ireland
belonging to the Cathalio faith :

“The Canadian Commissioner, who
writes us an interesting letter to-day on
the auibject of a recent article, in which
we veferred to-Lord Salisburs’s policy of
* Manacles and Manitoba,’ rather miann-
derstands the purport of our observa-
tions. We irtended to denounce the
twin remedy of coercion and emigration
as & meaas of scttling the Irish ques-
tion, and not in any way to depreciate
Canada aa & field for the Iriah imigrant.
The phrase * Minacles and Manitoba *
bas uanfortunately come to be regardea
as brietly descriptive of Lord Salisbury’s
famous policy, but our correspondent
may feel assured that alliterations had
& good deal more to d> with the
birth of that phrase tban any
hostility to Manitoba or to Canada as a
whole. Oa the contrasy we quite be-
lis ve that &t the present moment Canada
is a much better field for the Irish emi
grant than the Upited States. Of the
treatment of cur people in the Dominion
we have nothing tosay that is not praise-
ful. As Mr, Devlin says, Irish Catholics
have there risen to higher positions, and
the tact that three Catholics, two of
them I[rish, are members of the present
Canadian Government is a proof of that
fact. Indeed, as regards the high poei-
tions of State, the Irish have been more
favored an Canada than in the States,
and far be it from us to say anything
which might be construed as an obstruc-
tion to the work of Mr. Devlin in trying
t) securce as large a proportion a8 pos-
sible_of Irish_emigrants for ! the Dom-
inion. We would prefer our people to
stay at home altogether, but if they will
not or cannot aiay, we are convinced
that as warm & welcome, and as good, if
not better, prospects await them in
Canada as in any part of Lhe globe.’.

PRISON REFORM IN ENGLAND.

One of the mrst glaring crueltiea that
bas ever defaced the escutcheon of the
British Army was the practice of flog-
ging. Men who had gore thrcugh the
fire of - urderous Badajos, who stayed
stolidly in square at Quatre Bras, while
thunderous columne ol steel gl{d_gﬂ_l_ry
were launched against them, men who
climbed the heights of Alma in face of
& frightful tire, men who made heroes of
themselves in the death pit ot Balaclava
—men on whose memories honors are
cast now with an unstinting hand—these
men who were making an Iimpire were
subject to the lash for the alightest
breach of discipline or at the caprice of
aa oflicer.

Toe bratal custom is abolished now
and to whom is the oredit due ? Lo the
late lamented Charles Stewart Parnell
and his lieutenants, whose grasp of the
bounds of freedom and hnmsnity were
not confined to their own couantry. To
Parnell the British soldier has right to
be thankful. And now again suffering
if even erring humanity will have ar_
other opportunity to bless the fact that
Irishmen have still some scope even in
the Imperial Parliament.

Next to flogging in the army and navy,
the most dispicable, the most cruel, the
most degrading system of punishment is
at present in vogue in the Eoglish
prinona. It is not bere desired to ex:
press any sympathy for the criminal.
F.r the ordinary offender who may only
pe legally & criminal the lack of liberty,
the mere confinement in nearly all cases
would suffice. We are not speaking of
the class which modern scientists and
psyohologists gencralize as ‘““degen-
erates.” But the English prison system,
from its mere methode, tends to pervert
a mere offender iuto a ‘degenerate”
criminal,

It is the recognition of this fact that
has brought about amendments to the
Prisons’ Bill in the Houss of Commons
by Mtr. Michael Davitt, and here again,
following in the footsteps of Me. Parnell,
will the Dritish public have Jreason
to thank an Irish member for the allevia-
tion of an official abuse, which in the
past has made erring men infamous and
turned bright acholarly men into drivel-
ling imbeciies. On this question an
Irish exchange says:—

“Instead of the tinkerihg amend-
ments at first contemplated, which left
the root of the evil absolutely untouch.
ed, the reforms now proposed amount
practically to a complete revolution.in
the present degrading and inhuman ays-
tem. The new rules which the Home
Becretary is drafting cannot be ready for
some time, but the recomm:ndations of
the Grand Committee on Law, who have
the Bill now beforqthem, leave no doubt
that in future prison life will be far dif-
ferent from what it bas been in the past
—more humane i ln character, and more
beneficial a.nd more permanent in result;

Every opportunity is taken to point
out the tact that the Montreal Basebail
Club is a thing of beauty, but even tie
sporting writers doubt very much wie-
ther it is going to be a joy forever.

The fact that s stock company sendsun
inharmonious band harnessed to a street
car to disturb people in the evenings
seems all that is necessary Lo make hase-
ball * go.”* It is a pitiable comment on
the good sense of our journaliats,

Oa the other haund, lacrosse is dis.
tinctly our national game. [t is Cana-
dian above all things, and the teams
playing represent the towns or citics
whose names they bear. They play for
an innate love of the game, not for a
stock company ; they are the:beat ex-
ponents of its great beauties in the
world, and they will have a following
when new-fangled rounders, imported
Americans, uproarious rooters and ob-
sequious newspaper Writers will have
been forgotten.

The lacrosse match of last Saturday
did not have an unexpected ending, for
during many years past the Toronto La-
crosse Club has not been a drawing card
in Montreal, and their playing strength
seems to be greatly developed when at
home. It iy not last Saturday’s game to
which particular reference now is desir-
able.

It is the great interest suddenly taken
hy our French-Canadian citizens in the
game that is referred to. While Toronto
was & known quantity of little interest,
the Nationals have sprung into the
breach and roused & public enthusizsm
in quarters where previously lacrosse has
seldom been heard of,

With the National defeat of Cornwall
the status of the French-Canadian team
was established, The Englisa element
some years ago had not the nerve to
continue the struggle in the face of ac-
kuowledging great difficulties. The
Shamrocks neld on with the tenacity of
bulldogs, and now they are joined in the
struggle by their French Canadian
friends. As far assenior honors are con-
cerned, the English element seems to be
enjoying that much lauded sentiment of
“ sptendid isolation.” So.ne of the
younger members seem to have appre-
ciated the fact, and, in preference to
playing no lacrosse ai all, formed &
three-cornered irtermediate league.

All of which goes to show that lacrosse
is the country’s game, that interjections
of other games are merely spasmodio,
and that lacrosse will prosper when base-
ball will be as extinct as a dead dodo.

It is one thing to be in the
most liberally governed country in the
world and talk of happineas and pros-
perity and anotber to be in the m:wt
dowtrodden, famine-riaden island on tie-
face of the earth and find this happinces
and prosperity. Probably Mr., Walluce
is not aware that there is famine and
actugl starvation in many distriets of
[reland. Perhaps, thcugh, he is, and
looks npon it as a sign of prosperity. In

“\HE philosopher of the N.Y. Post
in connection with the domestic
concerns of this life, in dealing

with the many aaspects of the value of
good cheer in the household, says :—

The very tone in which the head of &
house says ‘Good morning’ has its effect
on yourbreakfast. It can be made to con-
vey an idea of good fellowship, of
gleunre at meeting after the hours of

arkness, and subtly suggest that the
coffee is fragrant and the bacon crisp.
On the other hand, his early greeting
may be made after such s faghion that
you hesitate to chip the shell of your
egg lest you should find it far from that
condition which ocur Eoglish cousins
call ‘new laid.’

There is much gained, by the way, in
the general kindliness of family life, by
carefulness about this morning greeting.
Cordial welcome to the new day and its
possibilities, a sense of pleasure in gath-
ering round the table, persevered in as &
habit, strengthens the family uoity. It
is churlish not to extend this also to
those who serve us ; why should we not
sweeten their dull routine of labor by
wishing that this shall be a goodmorn:
ing for them as well as for ourselves ?

In our material belongings we are acru-
pulous to keep the‘seamy side’ concealed;
why sbpuld we not see in this instine-

tive, universal habit an indication of
what is wise in ou: mental and emotional
experiences? God knows the rents and
rendings of our complex lives are often
enough tgo harsh and deep to be con-
cealed, but let us sedulously endeavor to
hide that which mars and disfgures
while it is yet trifling enough to be
veiled, and set forth what is fair and
aweet and pleasant to human eyes, as far
as it is possible for us to doso.

Nature just now is busy day and night
with labor to this end. Not a bit of
trampled rosdside, not a gaping hole dug
ont of the bosom of the earth, not a apot
from which a sod has been torn, not a
grave that has been heaped with bare
earth, but finds her laboring in sunsbhine
and shower to resiore the green mantle
defaced by man and embroider it with
flowers. Not a bare rock on which she
does not lap a patch of tender moss ; not
a dying tree-trunk she does not beautfy
with lichens.

In concluding, he says, to ignore trifling
annoyances, to avoid ultra fastidiousness,
to condone human frailties, remember-
ing whereof we are all made’; to think
the east wind will ‘go around to the
south,’ to believe that ‘the darkest hour
is just before dawn,’ in & word, ‘to make
the best of things,’is to become a public
benefactor, without profeseion of phil-
antropy.

The Indianapolis News refera to the
Servant Girl problem. It says:

A %irl has & right to expect a com~
fortable bedroom, warm and light, Have
two beds in it if both domestics occupy
one room. Very often the servants’
room is a storehouse for old furniture.
As human beings are governed greatly
by externals, it is impoasible to improve
one’s finer feelings and principles if one
trents them as animals. Many house-
keepers allow the girls to sit in the
dining room in the evening, and see that
they have papers and magazines. This
is not spoiling them, but mekes a girl
worth having respect herself and her
position, and consequently her mistress.

It is customary to allowgirls company
one evening in the week,and it is wise
not to interfere with the girls sitting up
occasionally as late as eleven o'clock.
‘When one realizes that the evening is
the only time a girl has free from con
stant duty, it is bard to curtail that,
and insist that servants shounld go up
stairs at nine o’clock.

Teach a girl to open the front door
with a pleasant though not familiar
manner. Nothing makes & better im-
pression upon & visitor than s politeand
cheerful servant. Do rot allow too loud
talking or heavy walkiog about the
nouse, slamming doors, etc. All these
noises are merely bad habita, not neces
pary evile. A waitress shoulu be eareful
of her hands, keepirg the nails in order,
etc, all of which is much in evidence
when handing dishes tounyone, In a
servant’s former, life such amenities
were not dreamed of, and they must be
taught by a patient, kindly mistress, If
pot kindly, all the patience in the world
will not make a well trained girl but
with kindness much may be accom
plished with a rough diamond, but, as
Mark Twsin puts it, do not select *‘one
sorough that you cannot find the dia
mond” when looking for a girl to train.
One week will prove, if the girl is will
ing, appreciative, quick to catch on,
with & fair memory, for forgetfulness is
many a housekeeper's trial, and capable
of training ; if not, do not attempt the
teek udtil a subject worthy of your
efforts appears, and then may success
crown your atfempta.

EW householders in this country
understand the preparation ?f
those delicious gingerbreads in

which so many German housekeepera
excel, says an authority in the New
York Tribune. They are apt to r_egu:d
gingerbread as & cheap cake on which it
is not worth while to spend much time
There is & rooted belief apparently

among & great many people that cheap
things cannot be delicious, that like a
great many other things that are cheap
they must be inferior. A

A well-made gingerbread is s much
better cake on certain occasions than a
fruit cake, and is quite superior to any
cheap, coarsely made cupcake. A choc-
olate icing 1s especislly nice on s
molasses sponge cake flavored with gin-
ger. A delicious recipe for this cake
calls for two cupfuls of molasses, one
cup three quarters full of butter, a table-
spoonful of ginger and the same amount
of boiling water poured over a table-
spoonful of soda. Stir in enough of flour
to make a batter as thick as for sponge
cake. Pour the cake out in hiscuit pans
in sheets about balf the depth of the
pans, Bake the cake in a hot oven, pro-
tecling it at thé top and bottom if there
is any danger of it burning. When the
cake is done lift it carefully out and let it
remainp in the tics until it is ghoroughly
cold. Ice it, if you wish, with the fol-
lowing icing:

Stirgt.wo squires of unswestened choco-
late with five tablespoonfuls of sugar.
Add three tablespoonfuls of boiling
water, and stir the mixture over the
fire for several minutes until it 1s
smooth and glossy. Spresd }hu icing
on evenly when the cake is a little
warm, and let the cake remalnin the
pan until cold. Then cut it into even
squares, and when the icing la herd lift
them out. A good gingerbread to aerve
hot vonsists of one cup of butter stirred
with two cups of molasses. Add an even
tableapoonful of ginger and an even
teaspooniul of salt. Sift over balf a cap
of flour, and pour over it a cup of milk
with two heaping teaspoonfuls of aoda
dissolved in it and boiled ahout a min-
ute. The moment the sods foams up in
the molasses stir it vigorously., Add at
once enough flour to make a batter as
soft as it cap be rolled out.

Roll it out about three qurters of an
inch thick. Bake it in sheets in a hot
oven: serve bot, with coffee and cream
or with frothed chocolate.

An American dietic teacher advises
elderly people to abstain Irom the use of
stimulating foods. The need is indi-
cated by natural inclination on the part
of persons afier they have passed the
age of fifty-five to return to the simple
foods of their childhood. Bread and
milk, for example, is usually an esteemed
diet by old people, and it is an' excellent
one. Another authority talking on lon-
gevity advises the free use of milk, but
protests vigorously against too much
bread, which to a person after sixty
should be called the * stafl’ of death”
ipstead of that * of life.”

Paper artificial teeth are now made in
Germany. They are said to be not
brittle, to retain their color, and to be
lighter than china teeth, and they do not
melt in the mouth.

A grocer caught in a confidentirl mood
by the reporter of a Philadelphia paper
admitted that the adulterations of his
stock which were Lknown to himself
would fill a small volume. A cheap
brand of tomaio catsup, be said, was
fairly three fourths pumpkin, and the
‘bite’ detected in cheap ginger snaps
was produced, not by ginger, of which
they are wholly free, but by cayenne
pepper. He told more things, but these
two may bz taken as a fair sample. The
public, perhaps, ought to be grateful if
nothing worse than pumpkins or cayenne
is used. It is the price, perhaps, that
has to be paid for the convenience of
ready made foods.

In a recent lecture at & gathering of
matrons at New York, a physician,
dwelling upon how to treat children’s
bruises, told of a simple method to steri-
lize a needle that was to be used to pick
out & splinter or other foreign subatance
often jabbed into small boys’ hande or
knees through their reckless falling, If
the needle is passed through an alcobol
flame or boiling water, and used without
touching the point withk the fingers, it is
safe. The average mother thinks if she
unes a needle instead of a pin, she has
conceded ail that is required of her, but
the surgeon, keen Lo the dangers of germ
contamination, knows that a step fur-
ther itz necessary. The lecturer also
spoke of the value in the mother's medi:
cine chest of a little gutta—percha tissue
such as every one who Lns had a tooth
filled will recognize. This will be found
to be of great service in covering any
moist dressing of wounds, as it protects
the clothing rom the wet and also re-
tains the moisture which 1t is needed to
preserve in the dressing.

HODERN  WEAPCNS OF WAR.

Some of the Prejectiles Used, and How
They are Constructed.

Theories on the Present Day Fire-
arms and Their Effects from
a Surgical Point of View.

—

THe most assiduous care having been
bestowed upon the selection of men for
& campaign and the most minute pre-
cautions taken for remcving all risk of
epidemics, it is necessary to examine
the nature of the wounds produced by
weapons of war, and arrange the mea-
sures necessary for minimizing their
effect, says the New York Herald..

In the science of war weapons are
divided into two categories, offensive
and defensive. Defensive weapons con
sist of pieces of metal protecting the
body. Offensive weapons are cold steel
and firearms.

The arms of defence are the helmet
and cuiraas. The latier does not afford
protection against medern firearms.
Still less must it be supposed that there
can be any safety afforded by a certain
cloth recommended by a German tailor,
of which s0 much was snid five or six
Years ago.

Cold steel, as used in war, is repre,
sented by the sabre, bayonet, lance and
sword. These weapons are used for
zh:ustmg, and the sabre is also used to

ut.

Firearms are divided into portable
and non portable kinds,

[

Modern Arms,

Within the last twenty-five.years port-
able firearma have beén completely
transformed. At present guns of small.
calibre, furnished with a repeating me-
chapism, have been adopted by all the
Powers. Spain began in 1898 to substi-
tate for its 1871 model of the Remington

Artillery, which, it must not be furgot-
ten, plays a most important part, now
employs in the field three kinds of pro-

shot and segment shell.

The shrapnel shell, furnished with a
double fuse, by which it can be exploded
in the air aor on hitting a mark, is the
typical field prcjectile. Its destructive
principle is composed of bullets of hard-
ened lead and irregular fragments caused
by its explosion, All European armies
have adopted this shell for field artillery,
which mostly works against infantry
and aseeks to attain its ends by the aid of
time fuses, exploding the shell in the
air. The weight of the bullet varies, ac-
cording to the country, from ten to fif-
teen grammes. The fragments of cast:
ing generaliy weigh twice as much.

Case Shot and Scgment Shell.

Cylindrical case shot consists of a
cylindrical envelope containing bullets
of hardened lead, either free or cemented
by various methoda—clay, plaster, saw-
dust, rosin ¢r meltca sulpbur. This
projectile is used st close quarters, at
ranges of less than six bundred metres.

In seeking to increase the destructive
power of their arm, artillerymen have
been successively led, firat to assure the
segmentation of the shell in such & way
as to multiply the products of explosion,
and then to make projectiles whose
splintering and bullets bave dimensions
that are determined and 10variable.

_The segment shell. or obus torpille,
gives &8 minimum ot 400 fragmenis and
4180 & quantity of metallic dust that haa
been pulverized by the explosive gases.
Thie projectile is lornded with variouns ex-
plosives. When the projectile ia of steel
the splinters are longer than these of
cist iron. All the fragments, great and
small—and there are some very large
ones—are bevelled. , They act like a lot
of two-adged knives projected with the
utmost violence. All, even such as
weigh only 50 centigrammes,ean inflict
deep wounds, cutting through the limbs,
fracturing bones and carrying with them
portions of clothing. o

These fragments no longer have, as' in
‘the nase of old-fashioned. projectiles, a
velocity but slightly superior to that of
the shell itsel( at the moment of burat-
ing. -They exert their action over a
radina 'of 1,200 metres, instead of being

o

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jectiles—shrapnelshell, cyclindrical case {

hurled only 800 metres, which gives an
idea of their velooity. Laatly, they are
so hot that it is imposaible to hold them
in the hand just after the explosion
When the 7-mm. bullet encounters a
bone the ipjury varies according to the
distance at which it was fired and the
part affected. At close range, that is,
leas than four bundred motres, the effect
is of an explosive kind, far reaching in
character. The bone is fractured again
and again, aod the lesions are about as
sericus as those cansed by 11 mm. ball.
At the extremities of the bones, where
tbey widen out for the jolnt, a 7 mm.
bullet generally causes mere perforation.

Wounds at Long Range.

At long range, exceeding five hundred
mitres, that is to say, underthe ordinary
conditions of firing, the 7 mm. projectile
usually makes clean perforations at the
osseous extremities of a diameter but
elightly larger than itself. Articular
leriona are consequently less serious.

Bones atruck in the medial region are
less aplintered than with the old bullets.
In short, the greater the range at which
the shot is fired, the leas serious ia toe
iracture. Perforations of the cranium
are clear cut, as if they had been punched
out, and the explosive effect at short
distances is not met with.

When the 7 mm. prcjectile traverses
clotbing it does not, ke the 1lmm.
bullet, so often carry with it more or
less” rounded portions of tissue into the
wound but tragments of wool or linen
are Rlways found in its passages through
the fiesh, The presence of these débris,
however slight, is the chief canse of in-
fection of wounds from tirearms. The
bullet itself has been rendered aseptic by
high temperature which follows upon its
exglosive discharge, but these tilaments
are charged with germas, woich they de
posit in the wound. Suppuration must
therefure be reckoned with in wounds of
this character.

The adoption of small calibre ficearms
has nn the whole resulted in diminisbh-
ing the gravity of wounds irflicted by
them and opening upa wider field of sur.
gery. Bat the conditions ot surgical in
terference have not much altered. It is
atill the ftirst care of the aurgeon to ex
tract the projectile, for although ritle
bullets are not as liable ns formerly to
remainin the tissies, the same does nat
apply to case shot, which has « much
amull-r pawer of penetration.

As tliere is reason to expect an in-

The Demonstration at Belfast—
Fears of Trouble with the
Orangemen--The Lord Mayor
Issues & Circular Oalling a
Meeting -- Recent Disturbances
in Other Districts.

DuBLIN, June 1.
The real celebration of the Centenary
of ’98, the time of glorious pride and
sorrow, began last week, and all over the
country it was distinctly shown that the
whole Irish people did not ** fear to speak
ol ’98." When, in the month of May, a
hundred years ago, the battlefields of
Ireland were watered with the best blood
of her eons, there was no distinction,
north, south, east or west, and, happily,
to-day there is one united Ireland raising
a voice in unison to those memories
which stimulate a patriot’s ambition
and make for a complete uniiy of a na-
tion hoping to accomplish ita freedom
by the blocdless but no less effective
method of constitutional agitation, O |
“eotiree, 1n soine paris of the éciintry, tue
vipercus poison of Orangeism is still
Iatent, and breaks out in spu's like

warts, diafiguring the fair face of the
province to the north; but this can
usually be laid to the door of that pecu-
liar blend ot misnamed humanity known
ar Scotch Irish, whose only religion can
be condensed into hatred of everything
reslly Irish generally, and Catholic par-
ticularly.

Some of the Belfast newspapera have
gone out of their way in the matter of
sugge:ting disturbances. They hope
there will be notrouble, and at the same
time speak of the probability, They
counsel peace, and say that it is mucn
easier, in case of a demonstration, for
the authorities to keep ome thousand
pecple from attacking three thousand
than it would be to keep three thousand
fiom attacking one. 1tis just as gocd
advice as telling the small boy that it
would be naughty to shoe the cat with
walnut shells immediately after baving
nuts for dessert.

The News Letler refers to the National
demonstration as a ‘‘direct challenge
from disloyalty to loyalty in toe centre
of loyalty.” Should any disturbances
occur there is only one =ource of blame,
and it will not lie with the National
element, but be to the eternal disgrace
of mo called journals, whcee whole exist-
ence seems to depend on the fomenta-
tion of atrife snd the encouragement of
Orange blackguardism,

The Belfast demonstration takes place
on the 6th June, and while it is to be
hoped that the Orangemen will have
seuse enough to let the Natiunalists
alone, it is also to be feared thal tne
epirit of intolerance and bigotry will
not down. The magistrates and police
seem to be taking all necessary precau-
tions, but it is questionable, judging by
the proceedings at the magistrates’ meet-
ing, whether their efforts for peace will
be successful, The Lord Mayor of Bel
fast issued the circular calling & meeting
at the Town Hall “to consider what ar-
rangements may be necessary for the
preservation of the peace on the occa-
sion of a proposed Nationalist demon-
stration, and to transact such other busi-
ness as may be brought before the meet-
ing.” All the magiairates as well as
the city commisaioners were present,
and the great question seemed to be the
selection of a route for the procession.
The police could not guarantee protec-
tion unless the asrembiing point was in
Smithfipld, Afterwards 1t was finally

" mybapged that the processionists assem-
ble in Crosnac Squure, and proceed by
May street, Donegal Square Svuth,
Howard street, Upper Queen street, Mill
street, Divia at., and thence to Hannahs-
town. It was suggested that all public
houses should be closed during the day,
but this was not approved of. It was
decided not to dratt any extra police
into the city, but four magistrates were
named to hold themeselves in readinees
in the military barracks,

The adequacy of ‘police protection’sfor
Nationaliats in Belfast had a peculiar
illustration three days after this cele-
brated meeting of magistrates. On
Monday the Lord Edward Fitzgerald
band, followed ty a large and crderly
crowd, leit their rooms and were proceed
ivg to the Falls Road. Everything was
quiet until Millfield was reached. Here
a number of police were drawn up, and
immediately the processionists came
along they drew their batons and witk-
out any provocation charged the crowd,
which acattered in all directions.. The
procession, howevcr, reformed, and pro-
ceeded on its way to the Falls Road re-
turning by the same route some time
aftervards, On reaching Milltield, the
police were again present inforce, and =
large crowd of Orange rowdies had now
assembled and stoned the Nationalists.
Instead ot protecting the band the police
again et upon and batoned them, again
dispersing them in all directions. Girls
and children were indiscriminately
beaten, and numbers had to take refuge
in houses and ducrways. Severel per-
sons were arxeasted and lodeed in the

Notwithstanding the
pesceful character of “the-'gathering,
which should have. been- protected in-
stead of assaulted by the police, ihe peo-
ple arrested were fined forty shillings
and costs in the police court. It wasa
most striking example of the way the
police ‘protect’ Nationalists ox Catholics
in Belfant. -

The recent riots in Ballynahinch make
another example of the disturbing in.
fluence of Orangeism.” Two well-known
members of that distingunished body had
been locked up in Belfast gaol for drunk
enness and disorderly conduct. To the
Orangemen of Ballynahinch drunken-
ness and disorderly conduct ure syn-
onymbus with heroism, and »o when the
martyrs to Bacchanalian Boyne water
were let out of the place whicn was best
fitted to their character, their arrival in
Ballynahinch was celebrated by a most
disgraceful riot. Bandsplayed inenlting
airs, a newly appoinled justice of the
peace joined in the procession, and =0
overcome with joy and gratitude were
these admirers of * drunks and disorder-
lies ” that they immediately proceeded
to smash the windows of houses and
sbops owned by Catholics, The affuir
was such & disgraceful one that it was
made the sulject of an enquiry in the
House of Commons, the following ex-
tract from the proceedings of which may
be of 1nterest to transatlantic readers:

Mr. P.J, O Briet—I beg to ask the
Chief Secretary to the Lord Lieutenant
of Irelaniif bis attention has been called
to ~ serious riot caused by Urangemen
in Ballynahined ou the 12th inst  when
hoatile dedicontrations were indulged in
iuwards the Bcman Catholic residents,
and windows bicken in the houses of
Mr. O'Donnell, Mys. McAlea, Mr. Patrick
Buyd, Mr, Leanhy, Mr. Russell and Mr.
Keenan, and plate glaes windows were
smashed an the premises of Mr. James
Murray, J.P., and damages done to the
extent of £70 or £80 worth of property ;
whether he is aware that Mr. H. A.
Campbell, & recemly sppointed J. b,
was present with the rioters while
Roman Catholic houses were being
wrecked ; and whether he will be called
upon to explain his conduct; and
whether the Government wiil cause
strict inquiries 1o be made, and the
parties responsible for the riot ut Bally-
nahinch to be prosecuted.

The Chief - Secretary — I will alen
reply to the question on the same
subject put by the hon. member for
Scuth Down.  On Tuesduy last I re-
plied to a question addressed to me,
with regard to rioting at Bulynabinch,
by the hon. member for Scuth Down,
The names of the Roman Catholic resi-
denty, whose property was injured by
the mub on the occasion, are correetly
get forth, I bave no information to the
etfect nlleged with respect to Mr, Camp
hell, but f am making inquiries, A
crowd of abcut 1000 perscns, with six
bands, wae present inthe town on the
arrival of the two nmiembers of the Urange
party who had been discharged enrlier
i the day frem Belfast Prison, where
they had been incarcerated on the
charge of drunkenness and disorderly
conduct. The primary object of the as-
sembly of the mob was to give the dis-
charged prisoners a reception. Pruceed-
ings have been irstituted agninst thir-
teen persons for riot.

A healtby relief, however, from this
conduct of & few bigots in Belfast and
other places is the splendid accounts re-
ceived from Epniskillen, where even the
militia tock a hearty band in the cele-
brations.

On Monday night the centennial an-
piversary of the eve of the insurrection
of 1798 was celebrated in Ballyshannon
in A manner worthy of the old town on
the Erne. Bonfires were lighted on the
bill-tops for miles around, while most of
the Nationaliats of the town illumipated
their hcuses. The acene was most in-
spiriting, For upwards of two hours
bands paraded the town, playing selec-
tions of national airs, and late in the
night crowds were heard in all directions
pinging the “Boys of Wexford” and
“ God Save Ireland,” About ten o'clock
an impromptu meeting was held on the
Diamond, and addrerses were delivered
by prominent local Nationalists., A
marked leature of the demonstration,
excelling even its enthusiasm, was the
unity of all sections ef the Nationalists.
The Cavan, Monaghan, Armagh and
Donegal militia regiments, encamped
within a mile, were ordered to keep
camp during the celebration, but, not
withstanding all the precautions of dou-
ble patrols of police, a large number
broke camp and joined in the celebra-
tions.

OUR LONDON LETTER

The Cremation Fad in Glasg&w;

Notes of the Funeral of Mr. Glad-
stone - Baron Russell, of Kil-
lowen, Elected to the Presi-
dency of the Ulster Asseocia-
tion -- Recent Conversions to
the Church--Other Features of
News.

LoNDoN, 28th May.

Amongst the most interestizg reminis-
cences awakened by the death of the
great and good man just laid in histuric
Westminster—the mausoleam of the
nation’s greatcst ones—is the fact that
Mr. Gladstone was what might he called
the “Ultimus Romanorum,”’ the last
survivor of the distinguished men who
met, nearly seventy (70).years ago,at the
Oxford uuvion, when Cardinal Manning
made his firat speech. Several of the
company subsequently became Catholics

—among them Cardinal Manning, Car-
dinal Newman, Canon OQakley, and
Hope-Scott, Q C. The list also ineludes
Canning and Bruce, Sidney Herbert,
Lord Dalhouaie and Tait, afterwards
Archbishop of Canterbury.

It was eminently fitting that in the
piyment of England’s last tribute to ber
greateat son, the first layman of the
Catholic Church. as he is the first peer
of the realm, His (irace the Duke of
Norfolk, should have taken so conspicu-
ous a part.
