Introduction

The Canadian Anti-Apartheid
Register is a list of Canadian
individuals, organizations and
institutions that have publicly stated
their opposition to apartheid.

In September 1985, the Right
Honourable Joe Clark, Secretary of
State for External Affairs, sent a
letter to a broad spectrum of
Canadians, asking them to tell him
about what they, their companies or
their organizations had done to protest
against apartheid.

In the following six months,
the Department of External Affairs
received responses from over one
thousand Canadians, as well as from
some 300 companies and organizations,
such as churches, unions, teachers
associations and many others,
representing hundreds of thousands of
Canadians. The responses described a
striking variety of initiatives
intended to make clear to the
Government of South Africa that the
system of apartheid is an offence to
human dignity. The actions taken have
been designed to bring pressure to bear
on white South Africans to encourage
them to begin real dialogue with
blacks, and to provide concrete
assistance to the non-white community
in South Africa.

In his letter of September
1985, Mr. Clark wrote: "“Canadians can
help influence the policy of
apartheid.... Through our actions and
our example we can help bring peaceful
change and justice to South Africa and
greater harmony to the region."

Introduction

Ce registre dresse la liste
des particuliers, organisations et
institutions qui ont fait connaTtre
publiquement Teur opposition &
1'apartheid.

En septembre 1985, le trés
honorable Joe Clark, secrétaire d'Etat
aux Affaires extérieures, a adressé a
un vaste échantillon de la population
canadienne, une lettre demandant &
chacun de 1'informer des mesures prises
soit d titre individuel, soit par les
sociétés et les organisations, afin de
protester contre 1'apartheid.

Dans les six mois qui ont
suivi, le ministére des Affaires
extérieures a regu des lettres en.
provenance de plus d'un millier de
simples citoyens ainsi que de quelque
300 sociétés et organisations -
églises, syndicats, associations
d'enseignants et autres - représentant
des centaines de milliers de
Canadiens. Comme on peut le voir
d'aprés les réponses, un nombre
frappant d'initiatives ont &té prises
afin de faire savoir clairement au
gouvernement de 1'Afrique du Sud que le
régime d'apartheid offense la dignité
humaine. Ces initiatives ont &té
concues de maniére d faire pression sur
les Blancs d'Afrique du Sud afin qu'ils
entament un varitable dialogue avec les
Noirs, et d apporter une aide concréte
aux gens de couleur sud-africains.

Dans sa lettre datée de
septembre 1985, M. Clark écrivait:
“Les Canadiens peuvent aider le
gouvernement sud-africain & comprendre
d quel point ces pratiques choquent le
peuple de ce pays. . . Par nos actions
et notre exemple, nous pouvons
contribuer au rétablissement de la



This Register is such an
example - to Canadians and to the rest
of the world. The names contained in
the Register represent Canadians from
all walks of life - workers, teachers,
lawyers, students, parliamentarians.
The actions they have taken are equally
wide-ranging - from speaking out
against apartheid, to contributing to
health and education programs for
blacks in South Africa, to boycotting
South African products in Canada.

The institutionalized system
of racism called apartheid denies the
black majority in South Africa its
fundamental rights and offends
humanity's sense of justice. Only
worldwide pressure, by governments,
non-governmental organizations,
businesses, institutions and
individuals can convince the Government
of South Africa that it must begin a
process of dialogue with the genuine
leaders of the black community, leading
to the establishment of non-racial
representative government. This
Register is intended to contribute to
the international pressure required to
bring about peaceful change in South
Africa. To that end, a copy of the
Canadian Anti-Apartheid Register has
been presented to His Excellency
Javier Pérez de Cuellar,
Secretary-General of the United
Nations.

Organization of the Register

The Register begins with a
description of the types of action
taken by Canadians to protest against
apartheid, including specific examples
of each type.

Ce registre constitue un
exemple, pour les Canadiens et pour le
reste du monde. Les Canadiens qui y
sont cités appartiennent @ toutes les
couches de la société: ce sont des
ouvriers, des enseignants, des avocats,
des 8tudiants, des députés.

L'apartheid, qui n'est autre
qu'un régime raciste institutionnalisé,
prive la majorité noire sud-africaine
de ses droits fondamentaux; il
constitue une offense a la justice
humaine. Ce n'est que grdce aux
pressions exercées a 1'échelle mondiale
par les gouvernements, les
organisations non gouvernementales, les
entreprises, les institutions et les
particuliers, que 1'on parviendra a
convaincre le gouvernement de 1'Afrique
du Sud qu'il doit ouvrir, avec les
vrais leaders de la communauté noire,
un processus de dialogue en vue de
1'8tablissement d'un gouvernement non
racial et représentatif. Ce registre
ayant pour but de contribuer aux
pressions internationales requises pour
amener un changement pacifique en
Afrique du Sud, un exemplaire en a é&té
remis & M. Javier Pérez de Cuellar,
Secrétaire général des Nations Unies.

Présentation du registre

Le registre commence par une
description des différents types de
mesures - avec exemples précis - prises
par les Canadiens en signe de
protestation contre 1'apartheid.



This is followed by the body
of the Register, that is, the list of
names. The Register is organized by
province and, within each province,
entries are divided into the following
three groups:

- individuals;
- companies, organisations and
institutions;
- governments and elected
officials.

The following is a synopsis
of the principal types of
anti-apartheid action taken by
Canadians.

1. Boycott of South African products

- refusing to purchase specific
products such as fresh fruit,
processed fruit, wines,
liquors and gold coins;

- producing and disseminating
lTists of South African
products sold in Canada to
enhance the effectiveness of
boycott compaigns;

- requesting managers and
directors of stores selling
South African products to
discontinue this practice as
long as the system of
apartheid exists in South
Africa.

2. Tourist boycott

- refusing to travel to South
Africa;

The human rights committee of
a union Tocal Taunches a letter-writing
campaign to supermarkets handling South
African products. A number of stores
agree to end their sales of these
products.

A teachers' federation
finances the attendance of members of
the black teachers' association of
South Africa at their teacher
organization-school.

A firm of barristers and
solicitors implements a purchasing
policy prohibiting the purchase of
South African goods.

A community service
organization in Manitoba holds a series
of public forums on the issue of
apartheid.

A media distribution company
in Quebec circulates a catalogue of
books on South Africa and apartheid to
6,000 Tibraries, book stores,
journalists, teachers and associations.

A Tabour organization
provides financial and organizational
assistance to the Council of South
African Trade Unions, the largest black
labour organization.,

A clothing store instructs
its buyers not to purchase any
merchandise produced in South Africa.

The governing council of a
university in Nova Scotia adopts a
policy of making no further investments
in companies or banks operating in
South Africa.

A women's institute in
Saskatchewan contributes to black
education in South Africa by donating
clothing to a teacher in the Transkei,
who sells the clothing and uses the

A community group in Ontario
hands out leaflets outside stores
selling South African products, asking
shoppers to boycott these products and
explaining why.

A long-time Member of
Parliament and several other supporters
of the International Defence and Aid
Fund for Southern Africa (IDAFSA) set
up an independent affilated Committee
in Canada to aid victims of unjust
legislation and assist their families.

A performers' association
urges its members not to perform or
otherwise take part in South African
theatres where apartheid is practised
or supported.

A Canadian engineering
company active in southern Africa
voluntarily refuses to sign contracts
with South African companies.

The above are only a small

sample of more than a thousand actions

reported to the Register. They have
been included to make clear the breadth
and scope of opposition to apartheid in
Canada.
