Association, a scholarly organization of about 2500 members, will set up 
at Ticonderoga, hew fork, a bronze tablet dedicated to the memory of the 
Marquis de Lotbiniere, who in 1755-1758 constructed Port Carillon, later 
known as Port Ticonderoga, near that place. The Marquis, as you will re­
member, was given the surrounding district as a seigniory, which thus con­
stituted the furthest enclave of old Canada along the frontier. General 
Sir Jeffery Amherst is likewise to be honored in the rechristening of a 
nearby street with his name. The 5th Hoyal Highlanders of Canada stationed 
at Montreal, tallied with the Black Watch, who fought so gallantly at 
Ticonderoga in 1758j have courteously promised to send their bag-pipers 
and drummers, twenty in number, to participate in the attendant ceremonies, 
and delegations of patriotic and historic societies have arranged to be 
present.

The people of northern hew ïork are taking a lively interest in this 
celebration and it is planned to make, xt a dignified and important occasion 
recalling not only heroic and picturesque episodes in the history of this 
continent but also symbolizing present-day international good will. 
Ambassadors from Great Britain and France have been invited to be present. 
The purpose of this letter is very cordially to invite you to join with 
them and with us in this notable celebration.

Ticonderoga, as you doubtless well know, is situated at the foot of 
Lake George and the head of Lake Champlain, easily accessible by train 
or by motor. It is hoped, Sir, that you may arrive either the evening 
before or by the early train Saturday morning. In either event we would 
like to escort .you during the morning to Crown Point, where exercises will 
be held within the walls of the great fort constructed by General Amherst

It was the happiest thought to invite Mr. Adams for that 
occasion. He acquitted himself well, won the grateful appreciation 
of many former southern soldiers and thereby made a real contribution 
to good-Avill between the South and the North. You see I have a fairly 
good precedent for my idea in proposing that you should speak at Wind­
sor. We understand that President Coolidge will endeavor to be at 
Bennington to make an address on the anniversary of the battle. If 
we can also have your acceptance for Windsor our joy will be great.
