TRADE RETURNS.

COTTON GooDs.

h'lie changes that have been made from
Lime to time during the lasL ten years in
the classification of goods under the gen.
oral head of cotton render it rather difli-
cult to institute comparisons betiveen
different years. We have the years ISSO
and 1879 presented to us very clearly in
the last returis, fron vlich iL appears
that in 1879 the cotton wool anid waste
imported was 9,720,708 lbs., of the value
of $984,047, while in 1880 there was 13,-
237,16S lbs., value $1,496,024. lu 1873 the
quantity vas 1,9S2,84S lbs., value $346,-
257. In. 1875 the quantity vas 3,778,109
libs,, value $553,501. lu 1878 it was 7,243,-
413 lbs., value $774,703. Tie progressive

increase in the imports of the raw mate-
rial even beflre the augmentation of the
duties is conclusive proof that the cotton
manufactures of the Dominion are in a
state of prosperity. In the dutiable de-
scriptions the aggregate importations in
1879 were $6,551,611, and the duty $1,193,-
836. In ]880 the value vas $7,825,164,
duty $1,724,676. In 1873 the imports
were, in value $10,076,214, duty $1,511,-
431. In 1875 the value was $9,830,836,
and duty $1,720,424. There lias since
been a progressive decrease in value,
owing to two causes: one, the reduced
price of goods, and the other the exten-
sion of the home manufactures. In 1873
the imports of cottons from Great Britain
into the four old Provinces were $9,556,-
347, and from the United States $479,565.
In 1878 the imports into the old Provinces
were $4,437,091 from Great Bitain, and
$2,364,001 fromi the United States. In
1880 the imports from Great Britain were
$5,901,581, and from the United States
$1,827,385. The cotton goods are under
no less than eighteen headings, in ten of
which Great Britain is the largest exporter,
and in eight the United StaLes. In an-
other year we shal probably be better
able to judge of the effect of the tariff on
the cotton imports, but it may be observed
that iL has been in the bleached and
unbleached cottons that the United States
lias hitherto had the chief advantage,
and it is, of course, in that branch tiat
our own manufiactur-ers will be best able to
compete.

wooLLENs.

We shall as in the case of cotton, cocm-
mence our anotice of the wool trade by
stating the import of the raw mnaterial.
Ic 1879 the wool importei was 4,976,758
lbs., value $841,173. In 1880 the quantity
vas 7,870,118 lIbs., and value $1,684,761.
[n 1873 the quantity was 6,326,309 lIbs.,
value $1,540,493. In 1875 the quantity
vas 7,947,879 lbs., value $1,374,484. lu

1878 the quantity was 6,230,084 lIbs., value

$1,106,210. IL will be perceived that
there lias been no such increáse in the
importation of the raw material in the
case of wool as in that of cotton. Of course
a large portion of the wool used in Ou
manufactures is of home production, but
we should have expected a greater in-
crease in the foreign article tian Lie
ret.urs show. The woollen manufactures
imported in 1879 were of the value of
$7,063,630, duty $ 1,296,203, while in 1880
the value was $6,358,867, and thie duty
$1,638,895. In 1873 the value ivas $11,.
194,927, duty 81,679,238. In 1875 the
value wras S13,267,775, and the duty $2,-
251,862. In 1878 the value was $8,535,453,
and duty $1,493,720. The great falling off

in the year last quoted was doubtlese
caused, in a great measure, by the de-

pression, but the revolution in the trade
is certainly very remarkable. The im-
ports of woollen goods are mainly from
Great Britain, the United States being
evidently unable to compete with-our
own manuficturers in the descriptions of
goods ch ich can be most advantageously
manufctured on this continent. IL will
be found that in the two leading articles
of iiport next to sugar the imports in
1875 were $23,098,611, yielding a revenue
of $3,972,286, while in 1880 the same arti-
cles were on!y imported to the extent of
$14,184,031, yielding a revenue of 83,363,
571.

COAL.

The bulk of a ur coal is importeld from
the United States. For the first time
last year there was more anthracite than
bituminous, ivhicli may, we presume, be
attributed to the differential duty which
operates as a protection to the United
States against Great Britain, a fact which is
probably not knoivn in England. Of course
the effect of the duty is to encourage the
consumption of anthracite. In 1880 the
imports were 981,180 tons against 911,174
tons in 1879, 894,798 in 1878, 652,435 in
1875, and 574,308 in 1873. One cause of
increased importation is the falling off in
the supply of wood, which is much less
used than formerly, both by the railroad
companies and citizens generally. It
seems probable that another cause is
the revival of the manufactu-ing indus.
tries. We believe tiat, notwithstanding
the sad accident which caused one of the
principal collieries in Nova ScoLia to be

prevented from working, there has been a
considerable increase in the output of coal
in that Province, so that the aggregate
consumption of coal in the Dominion must
have been largely increased. The
coal revenue last year rather exceeded
$500,000. We hope t resume our notice
of the trade returns in our next issue.

FRAUDULENT JUDGMENTS AND
SALES UNDER THE COMMON LAW.

While the country was in possession of
a law framed to deal with cases of insol-
vency, so many and frequent became the
cases of fraud perpetrated.iunder cover
thereof, exaggerated latterly by the trade
depressionh through which the country was
passing, that at length it becain to all
appearances a cloak for he designing and
frauclulent, rather than a proecltion to the
honest and well-meaning unfortunate
Lrader. IL was in vain that many thought-
ful men pointed out the inadequacy of the
comcmon law in some Provirces to~provide
any reasonable protection to tLie creditor
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class; it was generally felt that the In-
solvent Act was demoralizing the business
of the country, that the loneât merchant
had little or no protection against his un-
scrupulous neighbor, who, buying his
goods at a fraction in the dollar, could de-
fy legitimate competition, besides running
a very good chance of soon having the field
all to himself, and leaving bis disieartened
rival in possession only of the reflection
that I virtue is its ovn revard." Repeal
was inevitable.

The unsuccessful efforts made dur-
ing the last session of the Ontario Legis-
lature ta devise same substitute for
an insolvent law appear ta have dis-
heartened the promoters. We pointed
out at the time some defects in the pro-
posed Act, but even apartjfron these it
was too cunbersame, and therefare likely
ta lead ta abuses. Had the Ontario Act,
somewhat modified, become law, muci of
the misciief since perpetrated might have
been obviated. Tiree cases of recent oc-
currence in a large and flourishing town
of Central Ontario bear upon the matter,
and should have some influence in leading
ta some action on the part of the Boards of
'Tracle, and of the leading vholesale mer-
chants and manufacturers of Montreal,
'Toronto and elsewhere, with the view of
a remedy.

in one of the cases referred ta a son
commaenced business saine five years ago,
having at the time a considerable sum in
cash with wrhici he paid for the greater
portion of the first stock. Shortly after
the stock is received, a chattel mortgage
;s given by the son ta the fether, for say

$1,100, on the stock then in the store
and any that migit thereafter be brought
into the store during the currency of the
mortgage, that is until it should be paid
in full. The business goes on for nearly
four years, vhen all at once the father
takes possession of the whole stock and
effects under color of the mortgage, which
lie liad kept in force by renewal from year
ta year; and he nov clains ta ha entitled
ta take and keep possession of the goods
boa fide purchased by the son up ta with-
in a few days of that on whici ha took

possession by virtue of the cliattel mort-
gage, and against an execution at the suit
of the creditor who sold the goods. This
course is said ta be authorizedby a deci-
sion of the Court of Chancery, Thirkell
vs. Perrin, 21 Grant's Chancery Reports.

Another case is that of a groer who it
is alleged owed a friend about $2,000.
He wanted to get into a larger business,
and ta enable him ta do so, a sharp mer-
chant wbo had a shop ta rent offered, if
he would take said shop and fit it up, ta
lend hîim $1,000 to add tta bis capital. Tle

little arrangement was perfected, and the
grocer bought a large stock for his new
store,dispensinghis favors pretty generally
between the trade of Montreal, Kingston,
Toronto and Hamilton. Those who knew
the man wondered how he came ta get so
many goods. The secret began ta leak
out, when it was found that the friend, ta
whom was due an alleged lebt of $2,000,
issued a writ for bis amnount. After this
lad been done, for sone reason not yet
made clear, the debtor went ta his land-
lard and creditor for, the $ 1,000 loan, told
him of the suit, and that he thougit
under the circumstances he ouglt ta let
him know, as he did not think he would
remain in town. The landlord and credi-
toir advised iim ta see his (the landlord's)
lawyers, and they arranged it sa that a ivrit
should ha issued and served at once by
themselves ; that they should then get a
friendly lawyer ta enter an appearance ta
the suit that a declaration should b at
once served; a plea on the defendant's
part put in one day and witidrawn the
next, and execution issued forthwith;
thus obtaining by the fraudulent act of
the debLtor and his collusion with his
debtor an execution in two days that
without such interference would have
taken eighteen days; and by this the
debtor got his landlord and creditor I in
ahead " of the creditor who had first issuad
the writ for the $2,000. Mr. Grocer then
skipped, as the Yankees say, ta Mon-
tana, having, however, got a ticket from a
reputedly sharp local banker and ticket
agent on his chaque for 50, for which on
presentatian there was No Punds 1 At-
tachments have been issued, and the
matter is now befoe the local courts.
In the meau ime the stock has been
saci'ificed by a sale under the first
executioni, and bought in by the execu-
tion creditor for $2,000, who lias himself
now become a grocer.

The third case is that of a grocer who
for same years lias been carrying on busi-
ness in good credit, when all at once a
writ is issued against him for $1,600.
Enquiry is made, and it is found that the
suit is brought by a lady friend of the
grocer's vife, as a trustee for the wife,
who claims ta bea creditor for the amount
sued for. The plaintiff in this suit is the
wife of the acting clark of the County

Cou't, and same people hint at possible
delay in sending forward ta the Mercan-
tile Test" and other offices the notice
usually given of the issue of the writ; but
this may probably le credited to Mrs.
Grundy, wliose statements are ta be taken
vith a grain of salt. However, the judg-
ment was ripe before any one knew ai t.
Then a Belleville Irm got ahint, and they

have been trying to I get inside," with
what success bas not as yet transpired.
Others also are trying, sa it is fair ta
assume there will be trouble. The grocer
offers his creditors his notes, endorsedby
his wife, at 3, 6), and 9 months, without in-
terest, for fifty cents in the dollar. If they
decline to accept this the wife will sell
under lier execution, and the creditors
will have nothing to fight about. The
assets are said to be worth about $3,000
liabilities, exclusive of the wife's claim,
$3,200.

in the absence of an Insolvency Law, it
may well be asked what should be done
to remedy such a state of things ? Of
course it applies only to Ontario. It bas
been suggested that our Board of Trade
should make an effort to induce the Boards
of Trade in the cities of Ontario torequest
the Attorney General of that Province ta
have such changes made in the practice
of the law as to prevent the obtaining of
fraudulent judgmnents, and sales being
made under them by which creditors are
hindered, delayed and defrauded. It
miglt be effected by a short Act i-
mediately, and thus nip such iniquitous
doings in the bud. The Ontario Lgisla-
ture is practical enougi ta deal with the
matter without waiting for the time-
honored expos1facto wisdom which pre-
fers the pound of cure ta the ounce of
prevention.

REPORT ON RAILWAYS AND.
CANALS.

Canada rejoices in the poa-..Èsvéon o
three great railways, which are unfortu-
nately a source of expense instead of
revenue. The most important of these
works is the Canadian Pacific, the future
ownership of which is at present under the
consideration of Parliament. That road is
divided inta sections, the Eastern of which
commences at the terminus of the Cana-
da Central, near tie eastern end of Lake
Nipissing, at a place called Callander. It
lias been surveyed and measured, and is
650 miles to Fort William. A railroad
built betw'een Prince Arthur's Landing
and Fort William, six miles in length, has
been purchased. from a private company.
From Fort William tO RatPortage or Kee.
watin the distance is 294 miles and on
171 miles the rails have been laid. From
Keewatin ta Selkirk on R ed River the
distance'is 11 2 miles, on which the rails
are laid. From thuat ta Victoria Junction
no line has been constr ucted, but there is
a connection by the Pembina branch on
tlhe east of Red River and the Winnipeg
brandi on the west. From Winnipeg
west, the rad extends past Portage la
Prairie ta the western boundary of the
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Province of Manitoba. IL is in operation
as far as Portage la Prairie, 70 miles west
of Winnipeg, and the rails are laid to with-
in a few miles of the boundary of Mani-
toba. Firon the bounclary the lina takes
aIN. W. course ta the Little Saskatchewan,
from whence it seems not to have been
located, liere being a choice of twa lnes
Lo a common point iear the South Sas-
katchewan, thence to the Yellow Head
Pass in the Rocky Mountains, from which

point it follows the Frazer River, and
descending tleValley of the Albreda, and
following the Western branch of the North
Tiîompson, passes by Kamloops and Yale,
and reaches the waters of the Pacifie at
Port Moody on Bur-ard Inlet. The total
distance is estimiated at 2,627 miles, but
this is open ta revision. The Pembina
brand is S5 miles in length, running south-
wards from Selkirk on theeast sida of Red
River. The Winnipeg branch extends in a
north-westerly direction from the city of
Winnipeg ta Victoria Junction, 18 miles.
'l'le Canada Central extension from Pem-
broke ta Caliander is graded ta nearly 100
miles, ani the track laid ta the 7 lst. It
appears that 161 miles are ii operation,
viz., Enersoii to Selkirk by St. Boniface,
85, and Selkirk to Cross Lake, 76. During
4 monthts and 18 days up to 30h June,
the gross earnings ivere $104,975.69 and
the working expenses $78,89<2.01, or an ex-
cess of earnings 826,083.68. There were
17,640 passengers and 24,214 tons of
freighit,

INTERCOLON IAL i RAiLMAY.

The main line from Poin t Levis ta Hali-
fax is 688 miles in length, and the exten-
sions 158. The capital account has been
increased during the year by about two
millions of dollars, eiployed chiefly in
te purchase of the River du Loup branci

ifromi the Grand Trunk, and expenditure
thereon foi- steel rails and other im-
provenents. There is still a loss on the
year's operations, the cost of working hav.
ing been ,1,603,429 and the receipts
$1,506,298. It is satisfactory to learn that
in the first tlhree monthts of the current
fiscal year the earnings exceeded those
of the corresponding months of last year
by $80,000.

WEIGITS AND MEASURES.

. In compliance with the request of
several subscribers, we publish herewith
a series of tables explanatory of the
systen of weights and measures in use in
France and other countries. The terims
of the iietrie ai- decinial system occur so
frequently now-a-days that the tables nay
be of some use ta our readers. Those
who remuember the clumsiness o the old
Halifax currency calculations, and appre -
ciated the simplicity of the decimal system
which succeeded it, must hail any ap-
proach to asystein of general weiglits andu
measures upon a similar principle, and we
fancy the day is not far distant when a
change in that direction will be made
wherever the English language is spoken
also.

In the Metric Systemn, which the world
owes te the French people, the Meter is
the base o' all the veights and measures
which it emnîîloys. The Meter was intend-
ed ta be, and is very nearly one tenr
millionth part of the distance measuied

on a meridian of the earth fron the pole
ta the equator, and equials about 39.37
inches, or nearly 3 feet 31 inches. The
Mleter is the primary unit of length.
Upon the ieter are based the following
primary units: the Square Meter, the
Are, the Cubic Meter or Stere, the Liter
(pronounced Leeter), and the Gram. The
Square Meter is the unit of measure for
small surfaces ; lis the surface of a floor,
table, etc. The Are: is the unit of land
measure; this is a squai-e vhose side is
ten meters in length, and which contains
one hundried square meters.

While lie balloting was in progress Mr.
Lymai took occasion to refer to thc duties de-
