The German battle cruiser Moltke was a vessel of 23,000 tons, and carried in ordinary times a complement of 1107 
men. She was a sister ship of the famous Goeben, which became a part of the Turkish navy after the commencement 
of the war and was rechristened-Sultan Selim.

The Moltke was 590 feet long, and was armed with ten 11-inch and twelve 6-inch guns and twelve 24-pounders. 
In addition, her armament included four 20-inch torpedo tubes. She was built in 1911 and had a speed of about 28 
knots.

CONGRATULATES THE NAVY.
Confirmation of the naval victory in the Gulf of Riga was con­

veyed to the douma committees today by M. Rodzianko, president of 
the douma. The members of the committees requested M. Rodzianko 
to congratulate the navy on its splendid achievement, and to convey 
to the minister of war their complipients on the defeat of the Ger­
man invaders at Pernau by local levies.

GERMAN LOSSES WERE HEAVY.

ATHENS, Aug. 22 —Details which I 
have been able to obeain here show 
that In the later operations on the 
Gallipoli peninsula, the landing at 
Suvla Bay wa aone of the most bril­
liant pieces of work yet carried thru 
during the war. The battle which fol­
lowed the successful disembarkation 
of troops was one of the most stub­
born and sanguinary battles yet fought 
for the possession of Hellespont and 
Constantinople.

The chief point about the latest 
achievement is that It was a complete 
and staggering surprise. The Turks 
had anticipated a new attack on the 
Asiatic side, and they had been fever­
ishly fortifying the coast line as far 
south as Point Baba. Demonstrations 
made by us had strengthened their be- 
lif in our Intention to attack on that 
side.

It is generally promotion by 
survival that occurs, and longevity is 
no true test of merit.

Trade Returns
Whether the government officials or 

the newspaper correspondents are to 
blame, the fact remains that our trade 
returns as printed in the newspapers 
from month to month are not stan­
dardized like the bank statements so 
as to facilitate their comparison with 
similar periods in former years. 
Sometimes coin and bullion are in­
cluded and sometimes they are not. 
The goods imported for consumption 
in Canada are not always distinguish­
ed from goods Imported In bond for 
export to other countries. Until we 
get the trade returns in blue book 
form they are apt to be not inaccurate, 
but misleading.

Take for example gold, which 
should not figure in trade returns at 
all. To include the $70,000,000 trans­
ferred from New York to Ottawa by 
the Bank of England as in import 
and its retransfer from Ottawa to 
New York as an export -Justifies the 
argument that we redress the balance 
of trade against us to the extent of 
$140,000,000, but the argument is not 
tenable.

Foe’s Strength 700,000.

Turks brought up no fewer than 700,- 
000, and with the morning light the 
second morning’s terrific battle began.

The scene of this battle was beyond 
the effective help from the ships, but 
a strong force of artillery had been 
landed and placed in position. The 
Turks threw strong bodies of troops 
against several points of our new line, 
but they were driven back, and then 
the British replied with counter at­
tacks.

The heat during the day was great 
and the utmost determination 
high courage was caUed for. But never 
for a moment did the British belie 
their splendid reputation. Often their 
only protection was a stunted bush 
or small boulder, and here and there 
were small groups of men lying dead, 
with mounds of used cartridges beside 
them. • 1

Meanwhile, during the whole course 

of these operations' the Australians 
and New Zealanders, to* the south, had 
been heavily engaged, and the attack 
on the Suvla forces on the right and 
the Anzac forces on the left were so 
successful that a junction was effect­
ed, bringing into being a 12-mile con­
tinuous battle line.

Thru this line passes one of the 
main routes for the supply of the 
Turkish forces now facing the allies’ 
forces in the south of the peninsula. 
The communication of the Turks, 
therefore, is seriously threatened. The 
only other road to tlje east is an in­
ferior artery of supply, and even this 
is now under fire of the artillery and 
our new line, which can also sweep 
the Bokali and Gerea valleys, stretch­
ing away east and south from the 
middle of the peninsula inland from 
Suvla and Anzac to the Dardanelles 
near Nagara and the Narrows.

Turks’ Huge Losses.
The Turks, who fought with the 

utmost gallantry, lost at least 27,000 
men dead, four times as many as our 
own losses. The way in which the 
Turkish forces were rushed to the 
spot, and the nature of the mountain­
ous country in front of our position 
augurs further stiff fighting before we 
can throw a line astride of the penin­
sula—a line which would cut off the 
southern Turkish army altogether.

Whether the army can be bottled up 
so, or whether they will avoid it by 
retreat, remains to be seen. But in 
any event an Important step has been 
taken in the long and costly struggle 
on the peninsula.

lic and the railways has been settled 
by the government. A nice point has 
been raised as to the possibility of 
refund of the war tax in case a per­
son should change his or her mind in 
regard to the contemplated trip by 
train or boat. If the railways insisted 
upon the tax in such cases of changed 
intention, it was altogether likely that 
the public would set them down as ex­
tortioners.

Accordingly the railways submitted 
the questions to the government— 
what should be done in case of unused 
tickets presented for refund to agent 
before the train starts; to agent or 
general office after the train departs; 
the same or some following day; in the 
case of passenger tickets; in the case 
of sleeping car tickets; in the case of 
parlor car tickets; in the case of 
steamship tickets? The answer which 
the railways received was as follows:

There can be no refund of the tax 
under any circumstances. Once the 
ticket is sold and the tax collected, it 
is as though it were the Dominion 
coffers, and nothing but an act of par­
liament can get it out again. It was 
explained by the Dominion authorities 
that in order to prevent the con­
fusion that would arise in applying 
literally the millions of tax stamps 
that, would have been required on 
railway tickets and the consequent 
difficulties which would have ensued 
owing to the delay In affixing and can­
cellation of stamps, the present 
method had been adopted, and, ijhat as 
none of the public could have reason­
ably expected a refund on a stamp 
that had been affixed and cancelled, 
if ticket were refunded upon, so also 
no refund may be expected wherever 
a tax had been collected, and the 
ticket unused and refunded upon. In 
other words, the act of purchase of 
the ticket in accordance with the Tax 
Act is a completed transaction so far 
as the collection of the tax Is con­
cerned, and under no circumstances as 
the law now stands could it be re­
funded. To make a refund of the tax 
possible a special act would have to 
be passed by parliament.

LONDON, Aug. ÎÎ.—Cotton has been 
declared absolute contraband by Great. 
Britain, according to a statement is­
sued by the foreign office last evening 
The statement declares that the go - 
ornment proposes to Initiate measures 
to relieve depression which mi g ,t 
temporarily disturb the cotton market 
because of the contraband order.

It was learned upon inquiry at t-c 
foreign office that the French Govern­
ment will issue a similar notice today.

t»'CHICAGO,, Aug. 21.—Selling pres­
sure was heavy on wheat today, ow­
ing in the main to difficulties that 
were hampering export trade. The 
close was nervous, I 3-4c to 2 3-8c rtet 
lower, with September at *1.02 6-8 apd 
December at *1.00 1-4. Corn finished 
l-4c to lc down, oats off 3-8c to 5-dc 
and provisions varying from 10c de­
cline to a rise of 6c.

Conditions resulting from the sink­
ing of boats said the demoralisation 
of exchange appeared to have reduc­
ed to nearly the vanishing point all 
immediate chance of any important 
export business in wheat. This fact, 
with signs of an augmented shipping 
movement to primary terminals, both 
in the northwest and the southwest, 
brought about a decided rush here to 
dispose of holdings. Meanwhile, the 
only buying worth mention was con­
fined to shorts who wished to' even 
up for the week-end.

Bears in Central.
Rains in Illinois and the Ohio Val­

ley gave the wheat market a mo­
mentary show of strength at the out­
set, but otherwise developments prov­
ed almost wholly adverse to the 
bulls. As a matter of fact, a good 
many traders were disposed to regard 
further storm damage to the winter 
crop as being a factor on the bear 
side. Excessive moisture was said to 
be making the quality of winter wheat 
on the whole too greatly inferior, 
as compared with Manttobas which 
were said to have been offered east at 
figures lower than could be met from 
Chicago.

Increased rural offerings had a de­
pressing effect on corn. Unseasonable 
weather appeared temporarily to have 
lost influence as a p— for the mar­
ket. Oats could not withstand the de­
clines in corn and wheat. Thresh­
ing delays were altogether lost sight 
of during the last half of the ses­
sion.

Packers buying put a little firmness 
into lard and ribs. Pork, however, 
lacked support and showed a notice­
able tendency to sag.

NEW YORK. Aug. 21.—Interna­
tional affairs loomed large on tho 
financial horizon today. Stocks were 
liquidated with feverish haste In con­
sequence of latest developments in tho 
Awtblc episode. Concern regarding 
this country's relations with Ger­
many was heightened when it became 
known that the British Government 
had made specific denial that the 
Arabic was under naval protection 
when attacked. Advices from Wash­
ington to the effect that our ambassa­
dor at Berlin would probably be direct­
ed to make representations to the 
German foreign office offered further 
cause for apprehension.

Opening prices, while generally low­
er, mainly affected the war shares, 
but the selling' movement soon com­
prehended such leaders as United 
States Steel, Union Pacific, Canadian 
Pacific, Southern Pacific and Reading. 
Transactions in Steel were even larger 
than in the early days of the week, 
and at the height of the decline a 
break of 5-8 was recorded between
"**Steel fell to 70 1-4, a loss of 8 1-2. 

Union Pacific at 127 1-8 broke three, 
and Canadian. Southern Pacific and 
Reading yielded virtually two points 
each at 147 5^8. 86 5-8 and 146 1-8 re­
spectively.

Bethlehem’s Big Decline.
Bethlehem Steel, adtho most inactive 

of the prominent war stocks, sustained 
a loss of 11 points at 274. with four 
points decline in the preferred at 141.
