awarded, and it in each case tle

submitted the lowest offer. The west-
lern section, which has been let to:J.
{D. MacArtnur, begms at Winnipeg and
ends at Peninsula, crossing near the
fjunction point of the Fort William
branch of the Grand Trunk Pacific,
{245 miles, MacArthur's tender is $13,-
:800,000, .a quarter of a million dollars
below the estimate /of the government
engineers.:

The eastern section runs from +he
inorth end of the Quebec bridge, Quebec,
ho"a"point near-La Tuque, on the St.
‘Maurice River, 160 miles. , The con-
itract goes to Hogan and MecDonald, at
145,750,000, the lowest of half a dozén
{bids, and about $750,000 below: the cost
estimated by the engineers. A

The third contract, for a steel viaduct
about 3000 feet long across Cap Rouge
Valley, near Quebec, hag been award-
ed to the Dominion Bridge Company,
for $250,000. :

ther in surveyed or unsurveyed - terri-
tory. So much-variety is confusing, and
bProspectors are often at a loss to know
how to proceed,

actual mining purposés.. Thig is shown
by the fact that from firgt to last about

1,300000 acres of mining lands haye
been disposeq of by the crown in On-;

of mining leases are at present being
cenceled by the department of lanis
and mines, covering, some 200,000. acres,
chiefly because of non-payment of rent-
al. These lends were taken up during
the time of boom for gold, silver, nickel,
copper or fron, and the holders, instead
of working them, have simply sat down
and waited for someone to buy them
out at a high price.

well. He did not tell them that,_altho
their bonds were to earn dividends on
the common stock, they were not re-
celving any of the common stock, altho
great blocks of it had been given away
in Canada. He seems to have rated
the British investor’s intelligence as of
not very high quality, and to have
forgotten that the Britisher would be
inclined to ask why his money should
earn dividends for another class of
stock, which represented no cash value
whatever-

The truth is that it is impossible to
make arrangements with the companies
on reasonable rates so long as they
are in a position to demand dividends
for watered stock, which is not nesd-
ed, which never was needed, and which
is only so much the greater imposition
upon the public.

COMPANIES FORGET AGREEMENTS

One recommendation of the hydro-
electric power commission can be car-
ried into effect at once by the govern-
ment without prejudicing the general
question of policy raised by the re-
port.

The commissioners recommend that
the Electric Development Co. of On-
tario, and the Ontario Power Co, be
required to make the returns to the
lieutenant-governor-in-council, which
they have agreed to make on demand,
as to the prices at which they are
selling power.

These companies, as well as others,
entered into a solemn agreement, when
they obtained their franchises, to make
half-yearly to the Victoria Park com-
missioners, a statement of the electric
horse-power generated; used and sold,
or disposed of during the preceding
half year. They have 'made no such
returns to the park commissioners,nor,
apparently, have the park commis-
sioners demanded the information.

The hydro-electric commissioners
wished to know what had been done
by the companies; the information
sought was partly supplied by the
Hamilton Cataract Power, Light and
Traction Co., and the Canadian Niagara
Power Co, The other two refused to
give any information, and offered no
valid reason why they should violate
the . agreements made when their
franchises were secured.

A few excellent but not very cour-
ageous public men have suggested that
the province might be sufficiently well
served if the government arranged that
the power companies charge reason-
able prices to municipalities for power
in bulk. That is a solution of the
difficulty, which will commend itself
to the companies; ang for that very
reason should be impossible.

impeded the classic Strand. And noth-
ing can be more certain than that of
the important and in part revolution-
ary measures whioch have been and
are to be submitted to the house of
commons during the present session,
few will see the upper chamber and
fewer still the statute book. The gov-
ernment may indeed by a profuse use
of the closure force somé of them into
the house of lords. That body in deal-
ing with Liberal bills is governed chief-
ly by the ,inatlnct of self-preservation,

which is the only lMimit to its powers
of mutilation and rejection.

The course of the debate
on the cattle embargo revealed a strong
protectionist leaning on the part of
many members who oppose - import
duties, but who fail to recognize the
fact that their opposition to the re-
moval of the embargo is influenced by
consideration for local interests fos-
tered by the restrictions on the en-‘
trance of imported cattle. Sir Henry
Campbell-Bannerman had not the cour-
age to make it a government mattar.
It was a ciut'ous, ‘f not an kero’'c prlicy,
to leave the question to the free de-
termination of the house of commons,
but to evade responsibility in an issue
of this kind argues weakness, of all
demerits the most fatal for administra-
tive success.

If they
do not receive a license, the traveler
will have to pay a fancy figure for his
hotel accommodation and the licens>d
houses will not always be so solicitous
for the comfort of its guests and as
particular regarding the quality of the
accommodation supplied as it will be
as to the amount of the daily bar re-
ceipts. it now is, what drmkinz
is done, has to be done in twop bars.
If there were three or four more bars
the majority of the temperance p2ople
think there would be no more drinking
done than there iz a present and sven
less drunkenness. If the temperamce
people of Old Ontario want to do some-

A wharf will also be built and with
the opening of the great mill owned by
the Empire Lumber Co. and the arri-
val of the Cobalt visitors and the sum-
mer tourists. the
confidently hopes to share largely in
the prosperity that pervades this dis-
trict.
