Loewe of Danbury, against' 200 hat
makers of this state, members of the
Union Hatters of North America. Afr
ter being out a little over two hours,
the jury ordered actual damages of
$74,000 to the plaintiff, but as the suit

There was a remarkable scene in the
courtroom when the verdict ‘was an-
nounced. The defendants in attend-
ance were stunned and groups deject~
edly discussed the significance of the
blow.
