Atchison’s Price
The recent exposures of the methods by 

which the Atchison, Topeka ft Santa Fe 
Railroad drove the Independent oil refiners 
out of business in Kansas by raising rates 
so that they could not compete wlth^tne 
Standard OH Company, explains in a mea-. 
sure the sudden interest which the Rocke­
fellers evinced in the shares of that system 
last winter. For many years the control- 
ing interests In Atchison tried In vain to 
induce the Standard Oil group of capitalists 
to put their money into Atchison shares. 
They could not see its investment value, 
however, It was a corn road, and corn 
crops were likely to fatL That was before 
the eastern supply of oil began to show 
signs of diminishing and the Kansas oil 
fields began to seriously attract the greed 
of the great monopoly. But all this was 
changed when the Standard needed Kansas 
oil. Some way must be found to put the 
independents out of business and, as Miss 
Ida M. Tarbell In the current number of 
McClure’s explains, the old Cassatt methods, 
so successfully employed by the Pennsyl­
vania Railroad in 1878, were resorted to. 
Miss Tarbell, however, does not tell of a 
famous meeting at Newport last winter bet­
ween the Berwind interests and H. H. Ro­
gers and William Rockefeller when Atchison 
demanded and received its price. It was 
at that meeting that the Standard Oil crowd 
agreed to take over 210,000 shares of Atchi­
son. which they did later. It was to re­
present this interest that H. H. Rogers 
tered the Atchison board.

without the knowledge of Parliament ?’
“Yee,” replied Mr. Rogers, “it hae been 

dome in a most underhand and secret fash­
ion. When the new provinces were cre­
ated certain portions of the Northwest 
Territories were left outside of the prov­
ince of Saskatchewan, presumably because 
they fey to the north of the province of 
Manitoba. A special act was brought be­
fore parliament to amend the act respect­
ing the Northwest Territories and provid­
ing for the future of this excluded terri­
tory. This was assented to on July 20, 
1905. Now, if Sir Wilfrid was hot 
ashamed of this new insult to Manitoba 
he should at least have asked parliament 
to endorse his action in detaching Kee­
watin from this province. This, however, 
evidently did not suit his purpose, for the 
reason, no doubt, that he would have been 
called upon to show how it could be to 
the public advantage to do this. No lan­
guage could possibly be used that would 
be too strong in criticizing Sir Wilfrid’s 

in this matter in evading hie re­
sponsibility before parliament for such an 
important act. When the act referred to | 

introduced last session to provide for 
the future of the Northwest Territories, 
it specially exempted Keewatin froin its 
operations. Under an old act of 1876 Sir 
Wilfrid now assumes to have the power 
vested in himself to detach the whole of 
the Keewatin district from this province. 
It is only necessary to read the clause to 
make it clear to any individual that such 
an interpretation as this was never intend­
ed by the parliament of Canada in passing 
this act in 1876. As Manitobians, we are 
certainly entitled to know from Sir Wil­
frid the reason of this sudden change 
on his part, for it must be re­
membered that no longer ago than 
July 20 last the parliament of Can­
ada, at the instance of the government, 
declared by their own act that it was not 
to the public advantage to have Keewatin 
part of the Northwest Territories. Not-! 
withstanding this we find that in less than 
a month Sir Wilfrid steps in and under­
takes to reverse parliament’s opinion with­
out the slightest explanation as to where 
such an act can be shown to be in the 
public interest and to the public advan­
tage to shear, cut, carve, penalize and pun­
ish little Manitoba to the extent that is 
being done, even behind the back of par­
liament and by means of a doubtful and 
misleading interpretation of legislation 
over thirty years old. It is certainly one 
of the most contemptible high-handed 
pieces of work that any minister has ever 
dared to perpetuate on the people of any 
part of Canada. Sir Wilfrid evidently 
means the people of Manitoba to see that 
they are not full citizens of Confederation, 
and that not only shall we be the smallest 
among the provinces, but even that which 
we have shall be taken away from us.”

(Toronto Globe.)
The recent meeting of the Maritime 

Board of Trade at Yarmouth, N. S., start­
ed two ideas of confédération that at pres­
ent may seem distant, if not chimerical, 
but may eventually Work out into as great 
a success as the federation of the Domin­
ion nearly forty years ago. It is with the 
second and more remote that this present 
article dpals, viz.: the Union of Canada 
with the West Indies. The absence of de­
tails in the report of the proceedings 
make a full discussion impossible, as it is 
not clear what kind of union the board 
desired, or whether it included in the 
West Indies the Bermudas, the Bahamas, 
British Honduras and Demerara, or British 
Guiana, which, though neither an island 

in North America, presents all the 
features of West Indian life. Probably it 
is quite as well, for principles may be bet­
ter grasped without a multitude of details, 
and until thie idea has caught on there can 
be no question of practice.

What are the circumstances that sug­
gest union? '

It is urged m the first place thfrt this 
region is a part, anil an old part, of the 
British Empire, dotting the south part of 
North America as Canada stretches across 
thé north part. It is then truly a division 
of British North America, and the mere 
fact of that suggests the idea of union, if 
not unity.

Again, in the great expansion of empire 
ill the last century it is increasingly dif­
ficult in the mother country to give ade­
quate attention to this small and distant 
territory. When, in the days of Rodney 
and Nelson, the West Indies were the de­
batable ground for French and English 
navies, the Canadian Provinces were hard­
ly sprinkled with settlers, India had only 
recently come under British rule and in­
fluence, Australia and New Zealand were 
hardly known,- the only European colony 
in South Africa was Dutch, and East and 
West Africa alike were untouched. Now 
all that is changed, and all these places are 
occupied by British settlers and their de­
scendants, and they have almost wholly 
diverted the attention both of the British 
people and government from the few is­
lands and territories in and around the 
Caribbean Sea.

On thç other hand, the U. S. A., hav­
ing reached its own maturity, is now look­
ing out* for tropical dependencies. Having 
tasted by commerce the value of Jamaica, 
it proceeded to occupy—to use a neutral 
word-Cuba; then Porto Rico. It has es­
tablished its influence in Central America, 
and has cast lomging eyes at Hayti and 
San Domingo, as well as the little Danish 
Island of St. Thomas. This 
cral things. One, that Uncle Sam sees 
something in the West Indies, for he has 
not gone there as a missionary. Another, 
that it will be a natural process for him 
to go further, and, commercially, then po­
litically, attach the rest. Further, that if 
he finds the use of tropical possessions for 
trade and health, the fast-growing Domin­
ion of Canada, with its severer winter and 
without southern states, will find even 
greater use for them. And jthe last and 
obvious thing is that, if this is so, the 
sooner she goes for them the better, as her 
uncle to the south is not going to give

tical measures towards approximation, 
which are ae obviously important, cannot 
wisely be dealt with in one article. So 
it will be better just ito present now' the 
advantages. e

The first obvious gainer would be the 
West Indies, They would find a natural 
market for their many productions — 
sugar, coffee, cocoa, bananas, oranges, eo- 
coamuts, and fruits of all kinds; drugs, 
dyes and spices, and many other tropi­
cal products, some as yet hardly de­
veloped.

They would receive an access of capital, 
of enterprise, of practical common sense, 
and adaptability—ail much needed; also, 
both as visitors and as residents, a valu­
able addition to the white population, 
which must be the head and backbone, 
too, of any prosperous community. At 
present that part of the population is sta­
tionary, not to say retrogressive, and the 
best of it is constantly leaving, by official 
retirement or by seeking more outlet in 
the north. The black arid brown sections 
really respect and appreciate the white, if 
really leaders, and will develop on better 
A-nA sounder lines than by themselves, or, 
as at present, with a mere handful of 
whites, many of them coming and going. 
They will respect Canadians as they do 
Englishmen, but they have “no use” for 
■Americans as long as negro lynching ex­
ists, and what it represents.

The British Empire would gain by hav­
ing a strong link where there is now a 
weak one, and especially in a sphere of 
considerable importance when once the 
Panama Canal is open. The mother coun­
try would never yield her colored children 
to Brother Jonathan, who regards them 
chiefly as “blank misera” as shown in the 
recent case in a Jamacia town, where an 
American resisted the process of law as 
administered by black constables, and be­
haved more disgracefully,” às the white 
Magistrate told him, “than any nigger in 
the whole town.”

Last, truly, but not least, Canada would 
gain by having a southern and warmer 
outlet for her children, both for pleasure 
and health and business, and for her 
and lumber and provisions and manufac­
tured goods. With the growth of popu­
lation, every winter will find more who 
desire a grateful warmth for a change, 
and some son or daughter the same for a 
longer period. And for regular trade, be­
sides the above importa, a population of 
about two millions is not to be despised 
for receiving exports—a population grow­
ing in numbers and demands already, a 
growth that would increase much more 
rapidly and soundly with the access of 
■ money and men and women of light 
and leading. And, instead of building up 
relations with aliens in race and language 
and political, social "end educational in­
stincts, as now, in the case of Cuba and 
(Mexico, Canadians would be uniting with 
a section of their own race, and with 
other races closely attached to their corn- 

mother country, all speaking the 
language, and moved by like polit­

ical, social, educational and religious in­
stincts.

Let these main facts be fully grasped, 
and the obstacles will gradually or rap­
idly lessen, and the means of approxi­
mation increase. Within 50 or 60 years 
of the formation of the Dominion of Can­
ada may be realized the ideal of the pro­
motion of that quiet, successful enterprise 
viz., the'one whole and united Dominion 
of British North America.

GOING 240 MILES FOR WATER'

The Los Angeles Proposal Unique* 
in the World’s Experience.

A notable waterworks project for the 

better supply of Los Angeles is outlined in 
note elsewhere in this jpeue. Never be­

fore, so far as we know, has an American 
city proposed to go eo fax afield (240 miles) 
for water, and with the exception of the 
pipe lines for the supply of the Coolgaxdia 
goldfields of western Australia, we do not 
know of so long a water supply conduit 
anywhere in the world. The Coojgardie 
pipe-line is only 30 inches in diameter, but * 
it is about 330 miles in length. Instead of 
being a gravity line, water is pumped 
through it to an elevation of 1,313 feet. 
This lift is distributed between nine pump­
ing stations, and the nominal daily capac­
ity of the conduit and pumps is 6,000,000 
gallons.

Having 
that equipment,if the city say fit to order a 
fife engine out of the limits of the city 
and damage were done in consequence of a 
fire during its absence the city would be 
liable for damages. He added that while 
the contingency was remote, the legal 
aspect of the case was as stated.

The committee were accordingly unable 
to grant the request of the contractors, 
and on rising the members expressed their 
regret as not being able to assist the work 
in the way asked fop.

It is understood that Aid. Frink was in 
favor of lending the contractors the pow­
erful pump on the Western Extension, but 
that in the opinion of Superintendent 
Glasgow such a course was not practical 
at present. In the event of the pump be- 
inrf loaned it would be necessary for the 
contractors to find an additional bolter.
