London, Aug. 10.—King Edward will 
leave this afternoon on his visit to Mar- 
ienbad. where he will rest after his long 
and arduous social duties during one of 
the most strenuous seasons London has 
witnessed in years.

Exceptional interest is taken in the 
trip, as King Edward will meet Emperor 
William at Coborg, Prussia, on Tuesday, 
and. Emperor Francis Joseph at Ischl, 
Austria, on Wednesday, on the way to 
his favorite watering place, 
visits to the two Emperors will not be 
wholly private in character is suggested 
by the fact that Sir Charles Hardinge, 
permanent under secretary to the For­
eign Office, who always accompanies the 
King on diplomatic missions, will be pre­
sent on both occasions. King Edward's 
aim, it is believed, is to endeavor to con­
vince the Austrian Emperors that the 
British policy is not aimed at the isola­
tion or injury of any other power.

Cronberg, Aug. 10.—Emperor William 
arrived here at 11.55 o’clock this morning 
in preparation for his meeting with King 
Edward, who is expected to arrive here 
tomorrow on his way to Marienbad.

London, Aug. 10.—Few of the morning 
newspapers comment on the arrival of the 
American fleet in New Zealand waters 
and these chiefly to regret that no Brit­
ish fleet is present to join in welcoming 
the visitors. The Times, however, goes 
further, saying “There is a legitimate feel­
ing of pleasure in this most remarkable 
display of naval force and naval skill 
from a nation which, above all others, is 
considered the natural ally of Great Brit­
ain in the Pacific, and indeed all over 
the world.” The Times also points out 
that the forebodings as to the vastness 
of the voyage, expressed when the fleet 
started from Hampton Roads, have proved 
groundless, concluding, “America certain­
ly can deem herself lucky to feel herself 
so secure at home as to venture on this 
experiment. It already has given fresli 
vigor to the navy here.”

Christchurch, N. Z., Aug. 10.—The news­
papers here cordially welcome the arrival 
in New Zealand waters of the United 
States Atlantic Fleet. The Christchurch 
Press, in an article on the subject ofr the 
visit of the fleet declares that the conclu­
sion of the Anglo-Japanese alliance “as 
only a temporary expedient to secure 
peace;” and predicts a struggle on the 
Pacific in the future in which the United 
States and Great Britain will be natural 
allies against the Far Eastern forces.

Tokio, Aug. 10—In the course of an ad­
dress delivered at an informal meeting 
of the members of the Yokohama City 
Assembly, Mayor Mitsuhashi dealt with 
the forthcoming visit of the American 
fleet in terms of cordiality. Among all 
the treaty powers holding relations with 
Japan, the United States, he declared, 
held towards this nation an unique posi­
tion.

Melbourne, Aug. 10.—Referring to the 
refusal of the New Zealand authorities to 
saction a rifle match between teams made 
up of sailors from the American battleships 
and the Dominion volunteers on the 
ground the the regulations forbid the land­
ing of armed parties of foreigners, Hon.

the arrest ot Ishi Yma Shlnichiro, the al­

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PUTTY—ITS MANY USES TO THE HOUSEKEEPER r -Fashion Hint for Times Readers of the easb; also not to blur the glhes. 
Finish one aide before touching the other 
with putty. After the putty has been in 
two days, paint it well with white lead, 
rather thinly mixed with oil. Putty is 
wholly impervious to water at first, but 
if left unpainted begins to crumble away 
after a few months.

Do not try to fill a crack that can be 
seen through without first putting in a. 
sliver of wood thin enough to come half­
way to the top: Nail the sliver every foot 
or so with small size brads, set diagonally, 
first on one side, then on the other. Then 
cram the crack full of putty and smooth 
off the top, but take care in the smooth­
ing not to smear the wood on the other 
side, nor to leave the putty higher than 
the floor level. Without the wood founda­
tion, walking breaks the puttj almost 
as soon as it hardens, and grinds it 
through, leaving the crack in a worse state 
than at first. An open crack too narrow 
for a sliver ought to have fine brads driv­
en in each side and left with the heads 
standing out, crossing each other a little 
below the floor level, before the putty is 
put in. It will harden all around them, 
and even if it should break, stay in place 
a long time.

A great deal depends on knowing how 
to handle the putty. For filling longitud­
inal spaces, as seams, split places, shrunk­
en panels, take a ball of putty the size 
of an egg, and roll it between the palms 
until it takes a long worm shape. Make 
the roll of uniform size throughout, of a 
thickness proportional to the space it is 
to fill. Press it firmly in place ; then, with 
a flat, broad-bladed knife run over it 
hard, level it and smooth it, scraping away 
the surplus.

For filling nail holes or knot holes 
make a thickish roll, lay it flat upon >’ 
smooth board, and cut into bits. Press 
a bit into each hole and smooth off with 
the knife. Always be careful not to smear 
the putty, and to leave the surface level.
Very soft putty may be left a shade 
higher than the wood, as it will shrink 
a bit on hardening. Where there arc 
many small cracks to fill, it pays to use 
a putty tube.

New York, N. Y., Aug. 8.—That a de­
termined effort will be made by some, at 
least, of Harry Bu" Thaw's creditors to 
resist his effort to have himself adjudg­
ed a bankrupt was indicated today. The 
attempt to head off the bankruptcy pro­
cess, indeed, is already under way. Dan­
iel O’Reilly, Thaw’s counsel in both the 
murder trials, announced today that he 
had decided upon the institution of pro­
ceedings through which he hopes to col­
lect the amount of his claim for legal 
services.

Mr. O'Reilly said he was preparing the 
petition to be presented to the United 
States court on Monday for a committee 
of Thaw’s estate and person on the 
ground that Thaw is legally adjudged a 
lunatic and as such has no right to go 
into bankruptcy. On obtaining the com­
mittee Mr. O’Reilly, says, he will sue the 
committee for the remainder of what he 
claims Thaw owes him. According to 
his statement, this is a matter of $37,000 
over
ruptcy schedule. He asserts that the $11,- 
000 and more that Thaw paid him during 
the trials was largely expended for Thaw’s 
benefit and under his orders.

Other of Thaw’s creditors, although ex­
pressing surprise that he had disputed 
their claims, were less definite than Mr. 
O’Reilly as to their probable procedure. 
Their attitude was perhaps well indicated 
in the statement made by Dr. Britton D. 
Evans, one of the leading alienists of the 
Thaw side at the trials.

"It is a surprise to us,” said Dr. Evans, 
after he had read the report of Thaw’s 
action. "We had no intimation that he 
would dispute the bills or that he con­
templated such a step. AU I can say at 
the present time is that all the bills put 
in by me were just and moderate for the 
services rendered. From my knowledge 
of the case I can say that none of the 
alienists who appeared for the defense 
over charged Thaw, and that their bills 
were only a fair compensation for the 
services they performed.

A. Russell Peabody, who is still Thaw’s 
personal counsel, was one of the credit­
ors who looked at Thaw’s move in a dif­
ferent light. Mr. Peabody gave it as his 
opinion that Thaw’s action was a proper 
one and that all the claims against the 
young man will be paid when they had 
“been pared down to proper propor­
tions."

Provincial offi­
cials say that immigrants have been ship­
ped to various centres in Ontario where 
no arrangements have been made to re­
ceive them and where there were no open­
ings for new citizens.

While in the old land, Sir James will 
meet Dr. Pyne, minister of education, and 
aid him in prosecuting inquiries regarding 
methods of technical education. Sir 
James’ visit will prevent his accepting the 
invitation of R. L. Borden to assist him 
in the Dominion campaign in the mari­
time provinces, but is is understood an­
other membei* of the government will be 
asked to take the premier’s place.

A committee representing twenty-four 
steamship lines held a long conference 
with the Trunk Line Association yester­
day in New York. The object of this 
meeting was to try to stop the railways 
from running from the wheat ports into 
Montreal.

Messrs. A. C. Fetterolf and W. G. Sick­
les, of the committee appointed by the 
steamship lines, submitted figures to show 
that while Montreal has sent to London 
alone 2,600,000 bushels of wheat since June 
1, New York has not shipped a single 
bushel to that port, and the amount sent 
from the other three Atlantic ports in the 
United States aggregated only 100,000 bus­
hels out of a total of 8,437,034 busheis 
shipped to the United Kingdom.

When lake navigation opened on May 
1, making Montreal free to water-carried 
grain shipments from the lake ports, the 
rate to Montreal and from Buffalo to New 
York and Boston was identical at five 
and a half cents a bushel. In order to 
meet water competition, the railways run­
ning into Montreal promptly reduced their 
rate to 3 1-2 cents, wmle the railways 
from Buffalo refused to make concessions 

| on the grain, claiming that reduced eam- 
i ings, coupled with increased cost of labor 
! and equipment, had imposed upon them a 

policy towards higher rates.
The result of this has been the practi- 

mlI elimination of New York, Boston, Bal­
timore and Philadelphia as shipping points 

! for grain, except for export to Continen­
tal ports which steamers leaving Montreal 
do not reach.

North Adams, Mass., Aug. 9.—Enthu­
siast» of aviation will have an opportunity 
to show their skill as "sky pilots" in 
what is claimed will be the first point to 
point balloon race ever held in this coun­
try, to be held here next Friday under 
the auspices of the North Adams Aero 
Club. Five balloons have been entered 
for the contest and more are expected. 
Mr. A. Holland Forbes, of New York, 
has offered a valuable silver cup as an 
incentive for the event.

The pilots, all of whom will be experi­
enced aeronauts, will be required by the 
rules of the race, to designate just before 
leaving, the place where they intend to 
alight, which must be at least thirty miles 
from the start. The balloon which lands 
nearest to the post office of the town or 
city selected by the pilot of that airship, 
provided it is within a ten mile radius 
will be declared the winner. The cup is, 
hbwever, subject to challenge after six 
months.

The big air travelers will be sent up in 
15 or 30 minute intervals, and there will 
be no restrictions as to the size of the 
balloons or the number of occupants. The 
ascents will be made by lots and each 
pilot after witnessing the direction taken 
by those already in the air will be at 
liberty to reserve the announcement of 
his selection for a landing place until just 
before he leaves the ground. It is ex­
pected that the big balloons will be sent 
away shortly after one p. m. Friday.

Hon. William Coull, head magistrate 
and member of the executive governing 
body of the Leeward group of the West 
India Islands, arrived here on the steamer 
Dahome on Saturday on a visit and will 
be in the city until Tuesday. Hon. Mr. 
Coull has been an administrator of jus­
tice in the Island of Dominica for some 
sixteen years. He is very favorably im­
pressed with the conditions prevailing 
there. He says the most desirable move­
ment for the good of the country would 
be reciprocity with Canada and said that 
the visit of Canadian commissioners to 
Barbados had done much to promote the 
interests of trade.

Antigua, he said, was the largest island 
of the group but Dominica surpassed all 
others in beauty of scenery. Even Ja­
maica could not compare with the little 
island where' all was so peaceful and yet 

thriving. Small as the island is, there 
is said to be a river for each day In 
the year and the many streams afford 
good means of communication.

While carrying on his duties as judge, 
Mr. Coull finds much travelling to do and 
he uses the rivers to a great extent. 
Serious crimes are almost unknown on 
the island, he says, and the people are 
mostly quiet and inoffensive. The lan­
guage spoken was formerly a barbaric 
French patois, which has been supersed­
ed by English in a large degree. The gov­
ernor ruled at Antigua and administrat­
ors were in charge of the separate is­
lands.

The people are mostly hard-working, 
he said, though new settlers were sorely 
needed to take up the forest lands in the 
interior. Young men who were arriving 
from England were clearing the land but 
still in the centre of the island could be 
found the growth of centuries. The larg­
est export of the island was limes, with 
cocoa a good second. Coffee and sugar 
cane could also be grown in paying quan­
tities.

CHEESE MAKE tOWCR

(Toronto World.)
Up to the present time the export of 

cheese is some 130,000 boxes below last 
year, which was considerably below the 
season of 1906. This ie accounted for 
largely by the fact that many cows 
were sold and slaughtered because the 
farmers had not sufficient feed to carry 
them over the winter, and those kept 
were in many instances in poor condi­
tion when the season opened. Then the 
percentage of farrow cows this year is 
much above the average. While the aver­
age production of the individual cow is, 
no doubt, above last year, the total out­
put, especially in eastern Ontario, is up 
to the present time, considerably short 
of 1907. The make at the present 
time in eastern Ontario, averages 
about one-half cheese per day, per 
factory, less than at the same time last 
year. The pasture, however, is much bet­
ter now than a year ago, and the pros­
pects are that the make for the balance 
of the year will, with favorable conditions, 
is about equal to that of 1907.
