Thomas L. Wilson, Chesley street, re­

ceived a letter last evening from his 
brother Sergeant Frank, who is in a 
hospital in London having recently been 
wounded for the second time. His gal­
lantry during action did not 
noticed and Colonel Reekie has 
mended him for a commission. The 
letter in part follows i—

“Just a line to relieve your mind as 
to my condition. No doubt Walter or 
someone else has told you that I have 
been wounded again, and as you see 
from the address on the letter I 
back in England, and what is more I 
am right in London.

“Now a word about my wounds. As 
you no doubt know, the Canadians are 
in the big push at the Somme and, be­
lieve me, it is some place where you 
can see war as it is, and in its roughest 
state. Take it from me that anybody 
who goes into the trenches there and 
goes over the top and gets back alive 
without getting hit at all is very lucky 
indeed. I received two very nice clean 
machine gun bullets through me, one 
through the fleshy part of my left thigh 
between the knee and the hip. It went 
in crossways in front of the bone. It 
hit the inside of the leg first and came 
through the left side. It was a very 
lucky hit. The other hit me just below 
the point of the elbow of by left arm 
and followed the bone for six or seven 
inches, coming out the same side of the 
arm. I was lucky again for it never 
broke a bone, although it hit it. It is a 
little bit sore yet, but will soon be fit 
again. I am able to walk about in the 
ward a little, but my leg is still a bit 
sore and shaky. I expect to get out 
for a short time in a day or two.

“I have seen Walter several times 
and have had dinner with him. He is 
looking fine. The cycle corps are doing 
great work and when not actually en­

gaged act as stretcher bearers. They are 
constantly under shell fire.”

Sergeant Wilson refers to his brother 
Sergeant Walter, who has been at the 
front since the first Canadian contingent 
crossed. He is a member of a cycle 
corps and won his stripes on the battle 
field. Sergeant Frank Wilson, who is 
a well known St. John boy, is a veteran 
of the South African war. Prior to 
that he was a member of the 62nd Regi­

Bulky Piece of City Equipment

Richmond, Va, Oct. 31.—This was 
the last day on which intoxicating bev­
erages may be sold legally in Virginia. 
At midnight the new prohibition law 
will go into effect and about 800 saloons 
in the state will have closed their doors 
for the last time. Many had closed to­
day because their stocks had been ex­
hausted.

A large steam roller, which is being 
used by city employes in the repairing 
of Main street, ran amuck a little after 
noon today, and in addition to narrowly 
escaping running over three little girls, 
crashed into the Maritime Rug Works, 
damaging the building and then slewing 
around and striking a telegraph pole, 
snapping It like a pipe stem.

The Times on Saturday printed a 
strong article from the New York Med­
ical Journal on the subject of segre­
gating mental defectives. Not only 
should we have medical inspection in the 
schools, but such a mental examination- 
as would determine the feeble-minded, 
and these should be segregated and 
given special instruction suited to their 
capacity and needs. Schools for tin­
men tally deficient are provided in Am­
erican cities. The province of Ontario 
has made a beginning. Quite remark­
able results are obtained in some of 
these schools, where the teachers are es­
pecially gifted and the individual train­
ing given is suited to the capacity of 
each pupil.
— When will the people of these prov­
inces rouse themselves to a right sense 
of their duty—not merely to the mental­
ly deficient—but to their own children 
and the community at large? This is a 
community problem. The lower the 
general standard of intelligence the heav­
ier the burdens to be borne; and the 
less attention is paid to the children 
the larger will be the proportion of de­
fectives as time goes on.

THE WAR NEWS
The war situation has developed some 

new phases. The Roumanians and Rus­
sians are now reported to have halted in, 
Dobrudja, and instead of retreating far­
ther have assumed the offensive. They 
are also holding their own in Transyl­
vania. If they can hold the enemy in 
check a little longer, the latter will not 
be able to over-run Roumanie this win­
ter, and the spring will see the whole 
situation more favorable for the Allies.

The torpedoing of a steamer with 
Americans on board has roused new in­
terest in Washington, and may lead to 
more severely strained relations. Greece 
is roused against Germany by the de­
struction of a Greek steamer. Germany’s 
submarine activity has already aroused 
bitter feelings in Norway, and seems 
likely to alienate still more the neutral 
nations.

On the Somme front the French have 
gained some trenches and have temporar­
ily lost some, while the British have con­
ducted some successful raids and are 
keeping up their deadly pressure against 
the enemy’s front.

Mr. Curtin, the Boston writer who has 
been writing a series of sensational 
articles on conditions in Germany is more 
than usually sensational in today’s as­
sertion that British interests are behind 
a great German bank, and that Germany 
has powerful friends in Montreal. It 
may be taken for granted that this state­
ment will be promptly denied.

President Wilson denies that there was 
any postcript weakening the force of his 
Lusitania note to Germany. As Ameri­
can Consul Frost, who investigated the 
Lusitania affair, now reports that the 
Marina was torpedoed without warning, 
and had Americans on board, the presi­
dent will apparently have an opportun­
ity to prove that he meant what he said.

“Cold storage ought to be subject to 

a tax 'based on profits, a tax that would 
penalize the exorbitant trader. The 
who are making fortunes out of cold stor­
age by their ruthless holding up of the 
necessaries of life did nothingzto confer 
on the public the benefit of cold' storage. 
It is doubtful if the inventor and im­
provers of the economy made great for­
tunes for themselves. There is no rea­
son wliy any grasping persons who have 
done far less good to the world should 
be allowed to appropriate this good boon 
for their own enrichment. Next to tax­
ing swoollen profits out of the hands of 
such people, the most practicable thing 
would be to make cold storage a flatter 
of public ownership and management. 
The producer of perishable foodstuffs 
would then be allé to store his products 
and market them in a leisurely manner, 
instead Of having to surrender theng at 
the low prices offered at the critical mo­
ment or have them perish in his hands. 
If he needs the money he ought to be 
able to obtain warehouse receipts that 
■will serve his purpose for the time be­
ing.”

The trouble in Canada has been that 
the government has not paid enough at­
tention to the whole question of war 
profits and the alarming increase in the 
cost of living. The Toronto Star well 
says :—

“Everybody appears to be agreed that 
something ought to be done about the 
high cost of living in Canada. Prices and 
costs are running away, with no hand to 
check them, and the evil grows worse and 
worse.

CostumesNew York, Oct. 81—Chemistry is be­
coming an important factor in helping 
the police to solve murders committed in 
this city. Commissioner Woods and 
Fifth Deputy Commissioner Scull decided 
recently that the work of detectives 
would be greatly expedited if, when they 
first started out to investigate a murder, 
they could have at their elbow a trained 
chemist to assist them in making a pre­
liminary examination.

Blood stains often play an important 
part in tracking down an assassin. A 
chemist can determine by a quick analy­
sis whether stains are blood or some 
other substance, and thus save the police 
loss of time and the danger of being led 
astray in their investigations.

The aid of Dr. Otto H. Klein, director 
of the Central Testing Laboratory at 125 
Worth street, which is maintained by the 
city, and Dr. Albert B. Pacini, his as­
sistant, has been enlisted and they are 
now working in conjunction with the 
police in criminal cases. The two men 
are at all hours of the day and night at 
the call of the police. As soon as the 
police receive news of a murder the 
chemists are notified and they hasten to 
police headquarters, where they meet 
Commissioner Scull and detectives. They 
are then taken to the place of the crime 
in an automobile. They carry small kits 
containing chemicals, a pocket spectro­
scope, and a high-power portable micro­
scope.

In connection with the work of the 
chemists a special laboratory devoted ex­
clusively to police casts has been open­
ed at the headquarters of the Central 
Testing Laboratory. Here Dr. Klein and 
his assistant make an analysis of cloth­
ing and other articles brought to them 
for examination. This laboratory is 
equipped with the most approved chem­
ical apparatus. There are high power 
microscopes and a microphotographie 
apparatus for photographing blood 
stains. ‘

The Chemical Testing Laboratory, em­
ploys about eighteen chemists, , whose 
duty it is to analyze the various kinds 
of supplies purchased by the city. If 
Dr. Klein wants to determine the fabric 
in a piece of cloth which has some bear-

ing on a murder case he summons the ' 
specialist on textiles to his assistance. J 
If he wishes to identify a certain kind of \ 
metal, leather or rubber he enlists the j 
services of the chemist who specializes 
in one of these commodities. The police 
laboratory is locked and sealed and care­
fully guarded at all times. It contains, 
besides chemical apparatus and acids, a 
collection of gruesome relics such as 
knives, daggers, hatchets, and other 
weapons and implements with which per­
sons have been slain.

The laboratory work for the police is 
divided into departments, and consists 
in the identification of narcotics and 
habit-forming drugs, the detection and 
identification of poisons in bodies in 
which it supplements but in no way in­
fringes on the work of the coroner’s 
physicians, and in aiding by analysis the 
detection of crifiie in general.

The work of the narcotic squad of the 
laboratory takes up the entire time of 
three chemists and part of the time of 
another.
heroin, cocaine, opium, yen shee, and 
morphine are analyzed. The chemists, 
when necessary, appear in court to testi­
fy to their findings. Although the lab­
oratory has been working but a short 
time in conjunction with the detective 
bureau, it has produced results which are 
highly satisfactory to police officials.

The chemists make the most searching 
investigation of a crime. Dust, bits of 
cloth, hair, wood, metal and other sources 
of clues are collected. Without loss of 
time rough tests are applied at the place 
of the crime. In these investigations of 
the chemists scrapings from beneath the 
finger nails have revealed significant 
fibres of cloth, and a microscopic 
ination of scrapings from the shoes of 
murdered persons has often showed that 
the soles Sore dirt from some other lo­
cality than that in which the body 
found.

Why the Custom Has Grown in a Few

Seu there Plant Utilizes Method of 
Forest Products Laboratory and 
Makes Greater Yield41 King Street

FERGUSON & PAGE Madison, Wis., Oct. 30—One of the 
largest grain alcohol manufacturing 
plants in the world has increased its 
profits $300 a day as a result of co-op­
erative investigations carried on by the 

The pioneer planters had before them plant and a representative of the United
j States Forest Products Laboratory at 
Madison. Not only has this large in­
crease in profits been effected, but this 
is actually the first time that the manu­
facture of alcohol from wood waste has 
been made commercially successful.

F. W. Kressmann, a Forest Service 
chemist, who has just returned to Madi­
son from the Louisiana plant of the 
company, reports that the increased pro­
fit is due to cutting down the operating 
expenses and increasing the yield. In 
carrying on the investigation, the data 
of the Forest Products Laboratory were 
applied.

The Louisiana plant, which is manu­
facturing over 5,000 gallons of alcohol 
a day, makes its entire product out of 
wood waste. The expert points out that 
it would be highly profitable for saw­
mills to go into the manufacture of al­
cohol by this process since it has now 
been proved commercially feasible.

Under normal operating conditions 
most mills, particularly the large ones, 
produce waste In excess of their own 
power requirements and in large mills 
equipped with efficient power plants this 
excess will be from 50 to 65 per cent of 
the total produced, says Mr. Kressmann.
The disposal of this waste by means of 
a burner is, therefore, almost invariably 
necessary. The cost of burning this 
waste varies widely with the size and 
efficiency of the mill, but from figures 
gathered by the Forest Products Labor­
atory this expense ranges from 30 to 66 
cents.a cord, or from 11 to 22 cents per 
1,000 feet on all of the lumber cu*, and 

that the present cost of waste dis­
posal amotfnts to about $6,000,000 an­
nually, in addition to the value of the 
wood 'so burned. All waste, therefore, 
that could be disposed of for the produc­
tion of alcohol would not only net the 
sawmills about forty cents a cord but 
would also relieve them of the charge 
of burning. Tn other words, an opera­
tion of this kind in conjunction with the 
sawmills would add from twenty-iwo 
to forty-five cents a thousand to the 
value of all lumber cut. This applies 
particularly to mills cutting coniferous 
species. From work going on at pres­
ent-it seems that the yields from some
of the hardwoods will not be so great awaits everyone who tries this.

Montreal, Que, Oct 27—The ency­
clical of His Holiness the Pope regard­
ing the bilignal question is much com­
mented on privately by the French- 
speaking people, but there Is little de­
sire on their part to say anything for 
publication.

It is pointed out that what is pub­
lished is in many respects a summary 
of the encylical, translated from the 
Latin into English and then into 
French, and there are some phrases 
which may have had their meaning 
changed. It is believed the official or­
gan of the archbishop, “La Semaine 
Religieuse,” will publish the encyclical 
in French and that It will be followed 
by the sending of full copies to every 

arish priest, with instructions to read it 
the pulpit on a certain date.

There is one paragraph which is par­
ticularly of interest, that in which the 
Catholic newspapers are told not to do 
anything to fan the flame of dischrd or 
to anticipate the judgment of the 
church, and further that “the faithful 
also should avoid discussing the subject 
in public meetings so-called, because it 
is impossible to keep party spirit out of 
such discussion.”

Boston, Oct. 17—Boston lumber deal­
ers look for gradually appreciating val­
ues through the winter, reaching record 
high levels next spring. A big demand 
bearing upon somewhat restricted sup­
plies is already creating a very firm 
situation in practically every branch of 
the wholesale lumber market. Prices on 
many items, particularly cypress, spruce 
and maple, have advanced materially 
during the last month or so. Higher 
prices do not seem to have any restrain­
ing effect upon the demand, Reports 
from building contractors, and From- 
banks corroborate the testimony of sta­
tistics which show that never before, 
not even in the high. building tide of 
1912, have building activities been of 
such large volume in New England 
they are at present.

Under the heading “All Building Re­
cords Gone—Contracts in New England 
$1,000,000 Per Day,” the Build Now editor 
of the Boston Post says today : 
Englanders, customarily called 
ative, arc handing out lumber contracts 
to New England builders at the rate of 
$1,000,000 a day, and 1916 has already 
reached and passed the record high wat­
er mark of all previous years in build­
ing activities, according to figures gath­
ered by the F. W. Dodge Co.

“The total amount of building and 
engineering contracts granted in New 
England this year to Oct. H, wa» more 
than $10,000,000 greater than the prev­
ious recotd year of 1912, and more than 
$26,000,000 ahead of last year.

“The last week for which complete 
figures have been gathered by the Dodge 
company ended last Wednesday. It 
showed a total for the week amounting 
to $5,329,000 in contracts let during the 
five and a half business days, or $1,000,- 
000 per day. This was greater than any 
week since building statistics have been 
kept. The total for 1916, through Oct. 
11, was $162,636,000. Last year at the 
same time there had been but $188,808, 
000 worth of contracts bid in. The pre­
vious record, established in 1912, 
$152,152,000.”

The question of getting supplies is 
becoming of greater moment to distribu­
tors than the task of making sales, as 
some kinds of lumber will almost sell 
themselves now, and it has been a long 
time since Boston merchants found busi­
ness coming in with so little effort on 
their part The shortage of cars is 
probably the most widely effective of the 
several factors which are contributing 
to the shortness of lumber supplies at 
many distributing points.

The shortage of labor at the mills is 
also a material factor in causing the 
growing tightness of lumber stocks at 
distributing points, while the summer 
shutdown of the unions against the big 
inside finish mills have also helped to 
shorten dealers’ stocks. The spruce 
shutdown, decided upon by the eastern 
manufacturers to correct what they re*

THE SIDEWALK OPENINGS

and one of its chief provisions was the 
fixing of a rental to be paid for the privi­
lege of maintaining such openings.

SEE WINDOW DISPLAY
The value of constructioh work under­

taken in St. John during the pert of the 
year which has passed shows an increase 
of sixty per cent, in comparison with 
the same period last year. Since January 
I the permits isued by Inspector James 
Carleton have totalled $447,350, as com­
pared with $283,150 for the first ten 
months of 1915. While only six permits 
were issued in October, the same number 
as last October, the total value of the 
buildings was $83,100 as against $36,360 
for October, 1915.

CAHAOIM OFFICER KILLED 
10 RUNAWAY IN QUEBECMontreal, Oct. 81—According to J. S- 

Dennis, assistant to the president of the 
C. P. R-, and head of that railway s de­
partment of natural resources, the flow 
of American settlers into Western Can­
ada points since the beginning of the 
war has been constant and is increasing. 
He made this statement this morning 
in answer to questions submitted to him 
by the Dominion’s Railway Commission, 
sitting in Montreal, to inquire into trade 
conditions of the Empire.

Commissioner tt. Sinclair, of New Zea­
land, inquired if the American settlers 
in Western Canada became Canadian cit­
izens in the technical sense of the term, 
and Mr. Dennis replied that a large 
number of them became citizens of Can­
ada to this extent that they became 
naturalized Canadians and took an inter­
est in provincial and municipal politics, 
but they were not concerned as other 
Canadians were in the great struggle the 
Empire was making today.
