Ottawa, Ont, June 4—The appeal by Right Hon. Lloyd George for great­
er assistance on the part of the masses in .Great Britain in the manufacture of 
munitions of war, directs attention anew to the activities in that line In Canada. 
Some months ago, a vigorous campaign in shell production was started and it 
has not only stimulated the industry hut it is aiding the allies in a way that 
is most essential to success.

From every factory or shop that has the equipment, from the steel plants 
, ' in Nova Scotia right through to Vancouver, shells are being turned out. Many 

smaller concerns have adopted their equipment to shell mating, while others 
are mating parts.

The total production at present is 304)00 shells a day. Before long it i 
planned to make the daily output 50,065. Two kinds are being made, shrapnel 
and high explosive, and at several points explosives of the most destructive 
kinds are being made.

Shell orders so far placed in Canadda by the allies are dote on $2004)00,000, 
and they will be constantly increased.

The number of men engaged is around 604)00 and more are wanted. Up­
wards of 600,000 shells sent to the front from Canada, are giving the greatest 
satisfaction. Several industries are also working at high pressure in the manu­
facture of machine guns, rifles and similar equipment.

Some Reasons for Loss of Przemysl

Petrograd, June 4—Russian troops on 
the fronts to the north and west of 
Przemysl evacuated their positions on 
Wednesday night after all the war 
materials taken from the Austrians had 
been removed, according to an official 
statement by the Russian general staff.
It is explained that after the capture 
of Jarosteu and Radynmo by the Aus- 
tro-German forces, they began to spread 
along the west bank of the San, making 
the defense of Przemysl a difficult task.

The Russians contend that they real­
ized from the first that Przemysl was 
incapable of defending itself, and they 
remained there only so long as it served

■Stheir purpose. The positions occupied 
around Przemysl extended the Russian,. 
front by about twenty-four miles, and 
the troops occupying them were exposed 
to a concentrated artillery fire.
Austrian Report

Vienna, June 4—The German and 
Austrian forces which broke the Rus­
sian lines at Stry are moving northward 
rapidly. The Russians apparently are 
unable to make a stand in the plains, and 
the chances of doing so north of the 
river are regarded as problematical.

Now that Przemysl has fallen, render­
ing it possible for General Mackensen 
to continue his movement eastward, be 
would naturally meet a check at the .

His demise1 was painless, he passing 
away instantly. He looked so calm and 
peaceful, with a sweet smile on his man­
ly face. The boys gave him proper buri­
al and we all miss him so much.

I knew him for three months or more, 
and a more soldier-like, honorable 
Christian boy I never met. He has left 
a gap I shall find very hard to fill. Rest 
assured that he is now safely in Jesus* 
bosom, a lad of his stamp.

Not in eight years lias Wall street 
witnessed the activity that developed to­
ward the end of March and continued 
in million-ehare days for nearly six 
weeks. During that time the stocks of 
manufacturing companies identified with 
foreign contracts appreciated in value 
more rapidly than had any other group 
in the history of the .New York Stock 
Exchange. Bethlehem Steel was the 
first to Start. From $80 a share it rose 
to approximately $100 a share. The 
public was 1 fascinated by this perform­
ance and on the slightest excuse or on 
the first exaggeFated rumor of new or­
ders rushed in and paid the asking price 
for stocks that had gone begging a few 
weeks before because they had not been 
ablfe to earn dividends.

One thing is certain, the Italians ex­
pect to get back Trieste and Trentino 
and the chief place of the first named 
province being the important seaport on 
the Adriatic will no doubt be an im­
portant place for Canadian imports and 
exports after, the conclusion, of the war 
and after,the national ambitions are rat­
ified and the national frontiers modified 
to the satisfaction of Italy.

It is stated that the men now pre­
paring to fight for the Italian cause will 
not proceed at once to the front as soon 
as they reach home, but will be kept m 
the different districts until they are ab­
solutely fit to meet the enemy in open 
field. All have, of course, had their ac­
customed military training, and will soon.

ty-six, a governess, bom at Dresden, ap­
peared to answer a charge of being in 
the possession of false identification pa­
pers. The judges found her guilty on one 
count only, and sentenced her to four 
months’ imprisonment, the exact period 
she has already been detained, but she 
must leave France and not return for 
ten years.

Fraulien Pommerich, a frail, pretty 
little woman, entered the dock in charge 
of two municipal guards. She answered 
the president’s preliminary questions in 
a low voice, speaking French with 
English accent. When told to sit down 
she put her handkerchief to her eyes 
and wept softly.

“ It appears that she had been governess 
n a family at Mitchelstbwn, Ireland, in- 

1906 and that she then made the ac- ; 
quaintance of a captain in the British \ 
army. The couple were very much in 
love with each other and would have 
married but -for the woman’s nationality.

They parted, and Miss Pommerich 
came to Paris, became governess witli a 
German family, and then joined a 
French family.

After the outbreak of war Miss Pom- 
merifihi asked for a week's holiday, say- i. 
ing ’she was going to London, but in­
stead of doing so she went to Havre and 
then to Rouen in search of her old 
sweetheart

Unsuccessful in her qbest, she went 
to Switzerland, and in the meantime her 
employers received an anonymous tele­
gram accusing heir of espionage. The 
police were informed and she was ar- 
rested.

: .The principal evidence against her 
was a letter to the prisoner from a Ger­
man officer, written siqce the beginning 
of the war; asking her to go to Fribourg 
and give further information concern­
ing “B of B;” all expenses would be paid 
■said the German, who gave details of 
how the reply was to be sent to disarm 
suspicion.

When she told'her story about the Brit­
ish officer.

“I loved him,” she said simply ; “I 
love him now ;, I shall, always love him.

George Briggs, had been killed in action, 

i He writes that he saw Briggs shot down,
| but could do nothing for him, though 
I along side of him- “He died a brave 
; hero.”

In another letter Private Rolston de­
scribes those terrible days of recent 
fighting as “a real hell.” Telling of one 
day, he says: “Shelling started at five 
o’clock in the morning and lasted till 
dark. It was a slaughter house, a sight 
I never will forget- as long as I live. I 
was in the thick of it with my company. 
Only about fifty of us came out all 
right, but it will not be long -before we 
are back again to give the Germans 
some more , cold lead. I think we made 
every bullet count that day. Every man 
did his best. It is a hard sight to see 
your comrades shot and shelled to death. 
"You care for nothing; I know I did 
not.”
