New York, May 12.—Existence here
of a vicious band of well-to-do club
men who have specialized for years in
sending to wealthy and socially prom-
inent persons scurrilous leters attack-
ing their relatives and friends, was dis-
closed by District Attorney Banton
vesterday, after news of the indictment
of George Maxwell, president of the
American Society of Composers’ Au-
thors and Publishers, had leaked out.

Activities of the band, Mr. Bantor
declared, however, have resulted in one
or more suicides, the disruption of at
least nine homes and the incarceration
in priscns or the banishment of several
persons whose families were misled by
the circumstantial nature of the stories
concerning them.

The district attorney’s ‘office already
has obtained possession of 157 of. the
scurrilous letters and more than one
hundred persons have beén questioned
by the grand jury which indicted Max-
wel, and which still is being held fer
further developments. Some witnesses
whose stories Mr. Banton was eager to
lay before ‘the grand jury left for the
Bermudas and other foreign places, un-
willing to face publicity.

At the General Pub-
lic Hospital doctors participating were

Dr. Addy performed an operation
this morning for partial thyroadec-
tomy. His movements were followed
with close attention by those present,
and the operation was very helpful
from a medical standpoint.

Dr. Chipman held a clinic on dis-
cases of the ear. He introduced five
patients and described the conditions
which he had found and the methods
he had employed to deal with them,
bringing out many points of interest to
the general practitioner.

Dr. Kelly gave exhibitions of cases
of tendon transplant, bone graft and
skin graft. He showed X-ray plates
of tendon transplant cases and bone
graft. He told of the treatment ac-
corded the cases and asked for an ex-
pression of opinion from the surgeons
present as to the best means of deal-
ing with cases of a like nature.

Dr. Allingham dealt with pancreati-
tis, with an exhibition of a case. lle
said cases of this kind were very rare
and the opportunity for diagnosis
slight. Many cases called acute indi-
gestion were really disturbances of the!
pancreas. In this particular case a
series of attacks had been spread over,
seven years. He described suggested
treatments and read a history of the
case. The patient, who had been,
brought in, was operated on about two
weeks ago. The doctor described the|
operation. Dr. H. K. McDonald of
Halifax told of a somewhat similar ex-'
perience that he had had and of his
treatment of it.

Dr. H. A. Farris, superintendent of
the County Hospital for tuberculosis'
at Fast St. John, gave a very inter-
esting demonstration of the replace-
ment of pleural effusion with air and
showed by apparatus the effect upon the
Jung of withdrawing fluidwithout re-
placing it at the same time with air.
He did not know of a schnol which
taught this very important adjunct to
chest work. He demonstrated how
spontaneous pneumo-thorax might oc-
cur, making his point plain by the
use of ballons and other paraphernalia.
He described pneumo-thorax treat-
ment as the greatest advance made in
tuberculosis treatment in years. He
advanced reasons for taking off the
pleural cffusion. ¥e said the general
practitioner shouid consider every case
of pleural effusion as tuberculosis at
first. Ie said too many doctors were
using a large needle in aspirating.
His demonstration received much ap-
plause.

For Referee in Gould Estate

New York, May 12.—The seventeen
law firms and nine individual attorneys
representing the heirs and other per-
sons interested in the estate 'of Jay
Gould have agreed that former Justice
Edward W. Hatch _shall receive com-
pensation at the rate of $65 an hour
for his services as referee in the ac-
counting proceeding brought by George
J. Gould, a former executor of the es-
tate of his father,

The proceeding was brought seven
years ago, and more than 1,000 pages
of testimony already have beem taken.
Judge Hatch was appointed as referee
on February 15 last. The stipulation of
counsel and upon which Justice Leh-
man based his order provides that pay-
ments at the rate of $65 an hdur shall
be made for time spent at hearings
of the action in determining questions

of law and fact involved and in the
preparation of the referee’s findings
and his report.

The payments to the referee are to
be made quarterly, beginning August
7 next, and in the first instance shall
come out of the Jay Gould estate,
final payment to be made by persons
held to be liable therefor by Judge
Hatch.

If Judge Hatch spends an hour a
day for 800 days on the Gould case at
$65 an hour he will have earned $19,500
or $2,000 more than the annual salary
of a Supreme Court Justice.

Besides holding hearings Judge Hatch
will be required to read all the testi-
mony already in the record before he
can write his' findings and report, and
the work, too, will be chargeable at
the $65 an hour rate.

England’s Divorce
Laws Worst, Says

“No Room for Clergy Estab-
lished by Law Who Deny
Marriages to the People
Freed by Same.”

London, April 12 (By mail)—
“With some experience of the Divorce
Court, I have long reached the conclu-
sion that our divorce laws are almost
the worst in the civilized world)” ‘as-
serted Viscount Birkenhead, l{ewly—
elected president of the Divorce Law
Reform Union, ab a meeting held un-
der the auspices of that body at the
Cexton Hall, reports The Cardiff
Times and South Wales Weekly News,

Referring to Mr. Bridgeman’s speech,
in which the Home Secretary described
the proposals now before the House of
“the last word of the
Government,” Lord Birkenhead said
the speech of the Home Secretary was
an impertinent one, “Who are we,”
he asked, referring to the upper
chamber, “to be lectured by Mr.

We of the House of
Lords do not require any lectures from
Mr. Bridgeman, and we do not intend
to put up with any.” ,

about the gentle breezes that
across the Massachusetts-New York
state line than does the New York
state conservation commission, but the
commission proposes, ~according to
plans announced, to break up the
gypsy’s gliding monopoly.

Dr. Farris introduced a patient who
had suffered from tubercular throat
and had been sent home to die. With
Dr. Chipman he had gone exhaustive-
ly into the case and the man had thade
an excellent recovery. He had gained
eoghty pounds and both doctors were
proud of the results obtained.

Operation at Lancaster.

A number of those attending the
meetings of the Maritime Section of
the American College of Surgeons
were present at the Lancaster D. S. C.
R. hospital this morning at a surgical
clinic held by Dr. W. W. White of
this city. Dr. White perfromed an
operation in bone surgery calling for
an ynusual degree of care and nicety
of* work, the excision of a knee joint,
and 'exhibited several cases .of bone
surgery.

The operation performed, by Dr.
White ‘'was commenced about ten
o’clock in the operating room of the
hospital. The idea of the operation
is to remove the diseased joint sur-
faces of the knee and to bring the
bones of the thigh and lower leg in
a position in such a way that they
can be joined, as'in the case of a frac-
ture. When the union of the bones has
taken place the effect is to eliminate
the knee joint entirely and te make
the leg one continuous bone from hip
to ankle. This operation is used in
cased of diseased and tubercular knees
and has Been found to be successful.

Dr. White showed a case where this
had been done some nine months ago
and the result had been a complete
success.

Dr. White also showed some cases
where operations had been performed,
among them being a case of excision
of the elbow joint. He pointed out the
difference between this and the knee
operation. It was not advisable in the
case of an elbow excision, he said, to
hdve the joint stiff and therefore it
was necessary to form another joint.
He showed, a case of an operation on
the s})ouldfr and explained some of the
aparatus used for post-operative work,
demonstrating its use.

There were about thirty of the sur-
geons present at the luncheon in the
dining room of the hospital.

Le Canada, Montreal:—“In regard to
our finances the Government is in a
position to announce remarkable prog-
ress due to the growth of our receipts
and the considerable diminution of our
expenditure. But the immense deficit
of our national railways prevents us
from having a satisfactory balance. The
re-establishment of our finances is
therefore intimately bound up with the
railroad question, as- we have always
pointed out. In its ‘totality the 1923
budget shows that Canada is issuing
from its days of financial darkness, but
that the definite liberation of our
finances can only be obtained by dim-
inishing the railroad deficit and by
maintaining a method of taxation suf-
ficlent to meet our liabilities.”

The Moncton Times:—After being
in session for four months Finance
Minister Fielding has introduced his
budget. The net results are not won-
derful. The tax on sugar is slightly
reduced, but probably not to an extent
that will lessen the price to the con-
sumer. The tax on cigarettes has been
reduced to the old figure. The increase
last year did not give more revcnue, as
the only effect was to reduce the con-
sumption of manufactured cigarettes,
many smokers preferring to roll their
own rather than pay the higher price.

ndon, April 19.—The only surprise
$n Stanley Baldwin’s budget was the
astonishing leakage of information to
certain quarters over the week-end.
This was the Government which was
not going to use the arts of publicity,
but in practice there was more reliable
information concerning the contents of
Mr. Baldwin’s budget than any prev-
fous budget within memory. Of course,
the brewers knew about the beér ‘re-
bate arrangement, but the very com-
plete and accurate “forecasts” which
appeared in favored quarters are a
new feature of our financial system.
The House of Commons was evidently
“in the know,” and I have never seen
a budget statement listened to with so
little interest and expectancy. And the
pity of it was that the Chancellor’s
statement was a model of lucidity amd
sound finance.

LIFE INSURANCE FIRNS .
FOUND 13922 BEST YEARS

Wrote $10,500,000,000 Worth—Pail Out
$1,006,935,734 to Policyholders.

New York, May 12—American life
§nsurance companies wrote $10,500,000,-
000 of life insurance in 1922, a new
high record, and for the first time in
their history paid out more than $1,-
000,000,000 to policy holders, it was
disclosed in statistics prepared by the
Spectator, an insurance publication.

The payments totalled $1,006,981,734.
Of the 810,500,000,000 new business
written, $8,400,000,000 was ordinary in-
surance, including group. This was
about $500,000,000 less than the amount
written in 1920, the previous banner
year, but the loss was more than over-
come by the gain in new industrial in-
surance. The industrial insurance fig-
ure for 1922 was $2,100,000,000, as com-
pared with $1,400,000,000 the year be-
fore.

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~ WHAT'S DOING IN THE MONEY

AND STOCK MARKETS TODAY,

" Business Stmtion

(Business Bulletin, La Salle Extension
University, Chicago)

Recent developments in commerce
and industry have a most 'attractive
surface appearance. Seemingly the
country as a whole is forging ahead
in good old American fashion. How-
ever, further examination of the pre-
sent situation brings to light unmis-
takable signs of an ng re-
adjustment. In spite of all efforts to
the conirary,~business and economic
forces are not keeping in the equili-
brium that appeared relatively favor-
able a month ago.

First of all, the situstion in the
building industry is approaching—if it
has not already reached—the danger
stage. Skyrocketing material and la-
bor costs portend an early arrest of the
record-breaking building activity. Con-
tributing to this is'the total lack of
reserves of building materials at a
time when they are most needed. This
building boom has been one of the
foundation stones of present business
activity—its effect reaching back into |
countless trades and industries,

Added to this is the rapidly advan?-
ing scale of commodity prices that is |
foretold by the recent widespread wage |
increases—higher costs followed by
higher prices, with the prices generally
out of proportion to the costs.

The reaction of the farmer and
“fixed income” classes to this situation
may perhaps signal the termination of
present conditions. The faﬂ.ner_must,
on the one hand, compete with m(_*lus—
try for his labor supply—a one-sxdqd
competition in which the farmer is
rapidly losing out. His production
costs will probably be greatly increas-
ed this year. On the other hand, the
furmer’s income bids fair to be greatly
curtailed, Virtual stagnation in buy-
ing of American grain seems to ’be the
present situation. The country’s sur-
plus wheat, approximately 170,000,000
bushels yearly, is not finding European
buyers. This condition is not favo-
rable to increased prices for the far-
mer’s products this fall,

Briefly, in efforts to make up short-
ages in manufactured goods and other
products, industry is apparen_tly going
tc such an extreme—‘overdoing pros-
perity”—that it will shortly make it
most unprofitable for some produgers
of raw materials to exchange their pro-
ducts for manufactured goods. Add to
this the gradually increasing difficu.l-
ties of the “fixed income” classes, in
face rosing living costs. Under these

‘ conditions it is very possible that the
securities markets are right now fore-
telling a readjustment in our presen
wave of activity. .

MORNING STOCK LETTER

(McDougall & Cowans)

New York, May 12—A more pro-
nounced slowing up in business, cmo-
ing largely from seasonal influences
and let-down after the tremendous ac-
tivity of a few months ago is the dom-
inating factor in the stock market:.
As a numhpr of financial leaders have
recently pointed out, this movement is
a safeguard from the dangers of in-
flation and as such fs in a healthy éon-
dition. The market gave every indica-
tion of the unwillingness of the pub-
lic to follow rallies up with buying
orders at this time. Consequently we
expect the market to be irregular for
some time to come .with rallies and
reactions dependent largely on the
technical condition of the market.
Later, as a new buying movement
starts in this summer, we expect a
new phase of the bull market, which
we do not think has terminated. At
present, it looks as though the selling
move which started yesterday would
continue temporarily. At the same
time there is a large increase in the
short account whici: next week should
vesult in another rally. ’

DANGER FACTORS
POINTED 10 IN
BUSINESS BOOM

Indications That a Change
is in Sight in States.

Course to Pursue — Sound
Policy is Make a Quick
Turnover and Conserve
Resources That Pay Divi-
dends.

(By Benjamin M. Anderson, Jr.,, Ph.
D., Economist of the Chase Na-
tional Bank of New York.)

One cannot with certainty predict
the duration of the present business
boom. The momentum is strong and
business psychology is rapidly grow-
ing enthusiastic. One may, however,
with & good deal of confidence point
out factors of uncertainty and danger
already in operation which are tend-
ing to bring the boom to an end, and
one may with even greater confidence
indicate what is sound and prudent
policy in such a situation.

The policy of the sound and pru-
dent business man will be to go ahead |
and do business and take advantage
of existing markets. The business
man will be well advised however, to
operate with an unusually large margin
of working capital and to be unusual-
ly  cautiotis both in the giving and in
the taking of credits. He will operate
on the principle of quick turnover,
even though quick turnover means
modest profits. He will avoid long-
time commitmenty. Above all, he will
avoid plant expansion. He will watch
ccllections closely. Finally, he will be
very conservative in paying out divi-
dends or in taking profits out of the
business. He will seek to converse
profits and to enlarge surplus as a
buffer® against . future shocks, and
against the unforeseen contingencies
which an unbalanced world economic
situation may easily compel him to
fece.

Business Caution,

If there is general caution on the
part of business men, the boom will
Rather it
will slow down somewhat, and turn
into a more modest kind of activity
which will last longer than the pres-
ent feverish pace is likely to last,
Sound banking policy in such a sit-
uation is also easy to outline. It was
the duty of the banks in the crisis of

Credit Analysis and Credit Standaeds.

With the turn in the tide of business
opinion which began early in 1922, and
with the growing optimism of busi-
ness men, more vigorous credit policies
on the part of banks were called for.
Today sound bank policy calls for the
full rigors.of credit analysis and the
full rigors of credit standards. Banks
should expect their customers to oper-
ate on substantial margins of working
capital. They should regard a 8 to 1
current ratio in a given business as not
much safer than a 2 to 1 ratio would
be in erdinary, quiet times, They
should watch with great care loans
made for the.carrying of commoditties
in excess of current requirements, and
should ask unusual marging on all col-
lateral loans based on either commodi-
ties or securities which have had un-
usual speculative price- advances. In
view, moreover, of the policy of the
Federal Reserve banks of keeping their
rediscount rates belo% the market, the
member banks would be well advised
to restrict their rediscounts with the
Federal Reserve banks as much as pos-
sible, and to provide funds for the ex-
pansion of commercial loans by mar-
keting investments or by reducing call
loans to the stock market. Existing
Federal Reserve bank rediscount policy
imposes a special obligation for the
protection -of the credit situation upon
the member banks.

Finally, Federal Reserve bank policy
in the present - situation should be
changed so that Federal Reserve bank
money will not be used to finance a
boom. It is the function of the Fed-
eral Reserve banks to finance emergen-
cies and to supply additional hand-to-
hand cash to meet seasonal needs. It
is no part of their function to finance
a boom. Instead of holding their re-
discount rates below the market rates
and so tempting member banks to bor-
row from them in order to relend at a

(By Gilcraft.)

Many Scout and Cub games have to
begin by deciding “who goes in first,”
or which side plays “up” and which

{ The Circular Rally,

{1 was asked lately, “Why do the Boy
Scouts parade in a semi-circle instead
of in line? Surely, if the army, after
« centurles of experience, have found that
the line formation is the best for get-
ting the men all under the eye and
direction of the commander, it must be
tlte best method.” :

"My reply was that I had adopted the
herseshoe idea from the Zulus — and
from common sense. The army method
Is to bave your force a well-drilled and
disciplined machine in convenient for-
mation to obey the orders of the com-
mander.

With the Zulus it is otherwise. Be-

together in a rally, to which they eag-
erly rush from all sides and seat them-
selves in'a semicircle round the chief.
The central part, or bend of the horse-
shoe, is called the “chest”; it is "the
place of honor where the veteran war-
riors, the “Ring Kops,” are placedy
The two “arms” are composed of young
warriors eager to earn their laurels.
The ' chief stands forth in the centre
and explains to all what is the plan
of the battle, what are to be their
moves, and why. The whole assemb-
lage points his remarks with a rhyth-
mic sort of grunt, which implies that
each one of them is listening and com-
prehending and panting for the fray.

Then at the end, when he gives the
word “Go,” the whole spring to their
feet; the young men forming the two
arms’ race off in their different direc-
tions, with a shrill hissing, to outflank
and encircle the enemy, while the older
warriors, forming the chest, move for-
ward to the main attack in a solid
phalanx, sing their sonorous war an-
them: .

“If we go forward we die,

Best to go forward—and die.” -

(In explanation of the second line,
I may add that if warriors failed in
their attack they had, on their return,
to submit to having their necks wrung
by the women!) :

The ,governing idea of the circular
rally is that every 'individual in the
parade is considered as an intelligent
player in the team instead of a mere
cog in the machine, and that he is
entitled to know, in common with his
fellows, the aim before them, and then
to carry it out to the head and best of
his ability.

Steurnagel ‘Has Only Two|
Sale Weeks — Regular
Trade Now Doesn’t Pay

Clothes.

Does the regular customer who buys
Lis clothing during the season help pay
for the clothes of the men who always
wait for the cut-price sales at the end
of the season?

Even.though merchants realize a pro-
fit on garments sold at price conces- |
sions during sale ‘periods, they depend |
upon the regular season for the majorlv
part of their profits, No retailer could |
continue in business by selling clothes |
at cost, below cost or at the small
mark-ups that most merchants take
during the season-end sales. -

John Steuernagél, vice president and
general manager of the Kleinhans Com-
pany, ‘the :largest retailers of men’s
clothing in Buffalo, has given this
problem a great amount of thought
and has introduced anew selling me-
thod which limits’ sale periods to two
weeks at the end of the winter season
and two weeks at the end of the sum-
mer season. No other sales are held by
the store. :

“Through the adoption of this plan
we are able to give regular customers
who buy their clothes in season the
benefit of a smaller price mark-up,”
explains’ Mr. Steurenagel.

'The Kleinhans Company is telling
customers that, «through the absolute
elimination of sales during the regular
season, the company. is able to do busi-
ness on a closer margin of profit, and
regula’r customers no longer are requir-
ed to help make up the losses that are
sometimes-sustained during the season-
end sales, when clothing is sold almost
at cost. !

By reducing the sale periods to two
weeks in February and two weeks in
the latter part of August, the Klein-
hans Company is able to sell its line
at a standard price forty-eight weeks
in the year. Customers are given the
assurance thatr the prices will not be
reduced until the tail end of the season,
when only odd sizes and left-over gar-
ments are available. This knowledge
gives a customer a feeling of security,
Mr. Steuernagel believes, because he
realizes that what he pays today for a
suit or topcoat will not be $5 or §71.50
more than he could obtain the same
garment for if he had waited another
week or ten days.

. Fully 90 per cent. of the business of
the Kleinhans Company is done dur-
ing the regular season. Since the elim-
ination of periodical sales:the store has
increased its volume of business very
materially, because it is able to offer
the garments of manufacturers who do
national advertising at a material re-
with the
day$ when sales were frequent and the
store knew that the small mark-up
during sales would be more than offset
by the prices it received during non-
sale periods.

Steuernagel is one of the few cloth-
ing merchants of the country who be-
lieves there must be something wrong
with the store which thinks it must
stage sales to stimulate business. Bus_l-
ness can be increased and good will
established by a reduction of sale pe-
riods, rather than a multiplication of
sales, he feels.

“Be friends with your customers,”
says Steuernagel. “Notify them by
phone or by postal card when you
Lave something you know would in-
terest them. Several times a year we
send out post-cards ‘to customers, ad-
vising them of sale periods and special
offerings of new merchandise. These
are always signed by the favorite clerk
of the customer.”
 “Such personal messages between
the store clerks and customers create
a bond of friendship which is a big
asset to any retail men’s clothing or
furnishing store.

“Customers who wait for clothing
sales are like women bargain hunters.

SALTNESS OF DEAD SEA
BEGINS IN JORDAN RIVER

British Investigator tts on Chem-
tcal Composition of Famous Water.

London, April 15—(By ‘mail.)—The
reason for the saltness of the Dead Sea
was explained by Wilfred Irwin before
the members of the Royal Geographi-
¢al Society. Mr. Irwin had traveled in
Palestine before the war and had in-
vestigated the chemical compesition of
the Jordan from its source in the
Waters of Merom to the dutflow from
the Sea of Galilee.

Analysis of the samples from these
different part of the river showed, says
The Westminster Gazette report, the
extraordinary fact that the river, so
near fits source as the Waters of
Merom, was already highly impregnat-
ed with salts, chiefly the chlorides of
sodium and magnesium, that between
Merom and the Sea of Galilee there
was np change in its composition; and
that on its passage through the Sea of
Galilee there was a slight increase in
its contents of sodium and magnesium
chlorides, but a decrease in calcium
sulphate and silica.

His general conclusions from those
investigations were that the Jordan and
Dead Sea together formed a gigantic
piece of natural apparatus for taking
the mixed chlorides of magnesium and
sodium from their home in the recesses
of Mount Hermon and the hills further
south, dissolving. them and recrystal-
lizing the sodium chloride in the enor-
mous evaporating pan of the Dead Sea,
leaving the magnesium 'chloride in
solution.

TELEGRAMS WILL BE SENT
BY PHOTOGRAPHIC PROCESS

London, April 20.—(By mail.)—Ar-
rangements have been made by which
telegrams in-fac-simile may be sent by
the Belin system between Paris and
Lyons and b¥ ween Paris and Stras-
bourg, says the Paris correspondent of
The London Times.

The original telegram will be written
within a square on a prescribed form
and the telegram as delivered to the
addressee will be a photograph of this
square and its contents. The fee will
be ten francs and will bc\doubled if
two squares are used.

AMATEURS MAY ACCEPT '
2 SAMPLE GOLF BAL

London, May 12—Amateur golfers
are not allowed to receive more. than
twe golf balls from makers and then
only if they are plainly marked as
samples. This statement was made by
the Royal and Ancient Folf Club in
answer to a firm of golf ball makers
who inquired “if the ‘ndte’ to the de-
finition of an amateur golfer is intend-
ed to prevent makers from sending to
prominent amateurs samples of any
new balls for testing purposes.”

The club added that the note is not
intended to affect the statute of ama-
teur golfers who accept samples of balls
for testing purposes.
