VIENNA WORKMEN 
DEMAND PEACE

London, June 24—Strikers in the va­
rions factories in Vienna on Saturday | 
formulated a demand that the Austrian 
government show itself ready for a gen­
eral peace and invite the governments of 
enemy countries to enter into peace ne­
gotiations, says a despatch from The 
Hague to the Times. Representatives 
of the workers submitted the plea to 
Baron Burian, Austrian-Hungarian for­
eign minister.
SERIOUS STRIKES 
IN GERMAN CITIES.

London, June 24r—Extensive strikes 
broke out on Thursday in Cologne and 
Muelheim, on the Rhine. Owing to r. 
reduction in the bread ration 20,000 per­
sons quite work in munition factories, 
according to a despatch to the Daily 
Mail from The Hague.

A Dutch workman returning to The 
Hague reports that the military and po­
lice interfered but failed to prevent a 
street procession of more than 9,000 
strikers at Cologne. The strikers, who 
included women, marched in a dense 
mass to an open place where a mass 
meeting was held. All the speakers, who 
included foremen and forewomen, made 
this declaration: “Unless we get more ttr­
eat, we shall not work.”

The Dutchman said that smallpox is 
increasing greatly among the Krupp 
workmen at Essen.
MEATLESS WEEKS 
FOR GERMANY.

London, June 24—Meatless weeks for 
Germany is a possibility of the near 
future. Dr. August Mueller, under-sec­
retary for food distribution, at a meeting 
of the Reichstag food committee on Sat­
urday, according to an Exchange Tele­
graph Company despatch, from Copen­
hagen, announced that it would be im­
possible to increase the meat ration. He 
said that most likely it will be neces­
sary to lower it or to introduce meatless 
weeks for the whole of Germany or, at 
any rate certain parts of the population.
TROUBLE, TOO,
IN BESSARABIA

London, June 24—The railway work­
ers in Bessarabia are on strike and the 
entire country is paralyzed, according to 
a despatch to the Exchange Telegraph 
Company from Zurich. It adds that 
many munitions depots occupied by Rou­
manians have been blown up.

The Frankfurter Zeitung ascribes the 
trouble to political causes.

Amsterdam, June 24—No change in 
Bulgaria’s foreign policy is contemplated,
Premier Malinoff has declared in an in­
terview in Sofia. He said he hoped for 
the support of all the parties represented 
in the new cabinet, and that they would 
stand steadfastly in the interests of the 
country regarding important national 
questions.

London, June 24—Preliminary negotia­

tions, presumably regarding the Dob­
rudja, have begun between Bulgaria and 
Turkey and Germany learned of them 
only through Its espionage service, so 
the Dally Mail correspondent at The 
Hogue says he is informed. Austria 
probably will participate in these sep­
arate negotiations in the course of a few 
days.

It is added that a recent speech of Dr. 
Von Kuehlmann, the foreign secretary, 
in the Reichstag, resulted from conver­
sations between Bulgaria and Turkey 
which were begun on the initiative of 
King Ferdinand of Bulgaria.

M. Malinoff, the new Bulgarian pre­
mier, is said to agree entirely with the 
plan of King Ferdinand to exact fulfill­
ment of Bulgaria’s demands at whatever 
cost.
Turkey’s Desires.

Basel, Switzerland, June 24—The 
Turkish newspaper Aati, in an article 
in which it lays emphasis on the state­
ment that Turkey’s intervention in the 
war probably has prevented the Central 
Powers from being crushed, formulates 
conditions as representing public opinion 
as to what Turkey’s peace teams should 
be.

The terms, the newspaper says, em­
brace the restitution of Irak and Pales­
tine, the re-establishment of Turkish 
supremacy In Egypt, the independence 
of Persia, to be secured by the expulsion 
of the British ; the Black Sea to become 
Turkish, with a Turkish prince in the 
Crimea, a German prince in Georgia and 
an Austrian archduke in Armenia; Bul­
garin to hold northern Dobrudja, but 
Constansea and Dedeagatch to become 
free ports; Austria not to evacuate north­
ern Italy until Turkey has recovered 
Cyrenaic, and Turkey to recover Crete.

Whereas, the company agreed in writ­
ing to furnish on May 1 of this year, by 
removal of tracks or otherwise, a nar­
row roadway connecting Union street 
with Germain street and to remove its 
tracks from Germain street, thus giving 
residents much needed access to their 
properties and furnishing 
fire apparatus to reach that locality ; and 

Whtyeas, the company has not pro­
vided the roadway as per agreement; 
therefore

Resolved, that the company be called 
upon either to carry out the agreement 
to provide the roadway, etc., or to pro­
pose a date when the work will be done, 
such date not to be dependent upon any 
development work on the waterfront 
which the dominion government may 
undertake.

Commissioner Hilyard seconded the 
motion, in order to bring it before the 
meeting.

Commissioner McLellan was informed 
that neither the city nor the C. P. R. 
engineer had submitted any plans or es­
timates for the removal of rock to pro­
vide a roadway. He said he understood 
that a roadway could be made by this 
method at a cost of about $10,000. He 
moved in amendment that the city 
respond with the C. P. R. regarding the 
removal of certain rock and the pur­
chase of one or two properties in order 
to provide a roadway, as suggested by 
the city engineer. He said that he would 
not aid in placing any obstacles in the 
way of movements of munitions.

The amendment was carried. 
Commissioner Fisher brought up the 

question of the city’s policy with regard 
to opening new streets, special assess­
ments for street improvements, etc., but 
action was postponed. He also wanted 
the view of the council on the question 
of extending the present system of as­
phalt sides or laying permanent side 
walks of concrete. No action was taken.

STOCKS STRONG ON 6000 
NEWS FROM ITALY«

London, June 24—A manifesto issued 
by eight Labor members of the British 
government, according to some of the 
morning newspapers, is connected with 
threats of a serious split in the Labor 
party due, some papers say, to efforts 
of a pacifist group to embarrass the gov­
ernment in the prosecution of the war.

The Daily Telegraph says that the 
party stands in imminent danger of a 
cleavage which will divide it into rival 
warring factions. The causes of disaf­
fection are so deep and the prejudices 
and passions so great that it is difficult 
to see, it adds, how an agreement can 
be reached. The Telegraph declare^ that 
speeches and actions of the labor min­
isters have been twisted and misrepre­
sented to suit sectional purposes and the 
minds of their constituents have been 
poisoned by insidious propaganda. It 
charges that effort is being waged ruth­
lessly to force labor out of the coalition 
government and break up the present 
administration.

George H.-Roberta, minister of labor, — 
and George N. Barnes, minister without 
portfolio, in the war cabinet, are quoted 
by the Daily Mail as saying in an inter­
view that they are so sick of the ’’mean 
lies and envenomed calumny” of their 
opponents within the party that they 
would gladly resign, but feel by doing 
so they would be shirking their duty.
They intend to continue working to the 
utmost, but could not and would not 
continue without the good will and 
port of their constituents.

The manifesto, it seems, was called 
forth by the determination of the labor 
executive to move at a conference fixed 
for Wednesday that the political truce 
observed by the consent of all parties 
since the beginning of the war be ter­
minated. If this is endorsed by the con­
ference whenever and wherever an elec- 
tion occurs an official labor candidate 
will oppose a candidate representing the 
other parties to the truce and the posi­
tion of the labor ministers would 
come impossible.

The Times says that the precise sig­
nificance of the decisions of the labor 
executive to have a dissolution of the 
political truce is somewhat obscured, but 
the reason given is the awkward position 
in which the executive is placed by the 
action of the local branches of the party 
which already have ignored the truce 
by running candidates of their own 
against authorized candidates. The 
adoption of the resolution would relieve 
the executive of embarrassment by re-

RUSSIA ARRANGES FOR

EXCHANGE .WITH AUSTRIA HI Charlotte St.
un-
twoF5-Moseow, June 18—(Tuesday, by the 

Associated Press)—An understanding 
has been reached between Russia and 
Austria that, pending final agreement 
regarding the repatriation of war prison­
ers, able-bodied prisoners may be ex­
changed immediately head for head in 
numbers as great as the carrying capa­
city of railroads and other means of 
transportation permit. It is also stipu­
lated that civil prisoners of military 
age shall be released.

Negotiations between Russia and Ger­
many regarding the same question have 
been interrupted because Germany in­
sisted upon an exchange head for head, 
which arrangement would be of great 
advantage to her as she has the larger 
number of prisoners who would remain 
and work In Germany. The Russians 
wanted all prisoners repatriated regard­
less of the Inequality of members. The 
matter has been submitted to Berlin for 
adjustment.

Russia’s consent to exchange with 
Austria on the head to head basis may 
be explained by the fact that Russia 
has a great number of Austrians but 
only 120,000 Germans while' Germany 
has several million Russians.

! With the British Army in France,
; June 23—(By the Associated Pres)— 
i An enemy attempt to capture some Brit- 
1 ish positions on the high ground east of 
Strazeele this morning mfet with a com­
plete reverse. The attack was a local 

! one and was preceded by a heavy bom- 
| bardment that began about 6 o’clock i 
and was maintained with great intensity 
for a considerable time.

At the conclusion of the artillery prep­
aration, the German infantry along a 
narrow sector surged forward for the 
assault, but as they pushed up the in­
cline which led from their own trenches 
to the more elevated British defences 
they encountered such a tornado of ma­
chine gun and rifle lire that, after strug­
gling ahead a little they were forced to 
retire.

During the night the British con­
ducted a raid near Bucquoy with the 
tanks, which had never been used for 
raiding purposes before. The big engines 
went over the top a little before mid 
night, followed by infantry. The rifle­
men met jvith strong opposition and 
were held up by a heavy machine gun 

j fire, but the tanks proceeded on their 
business and for two hours trundled 

! about the enemy territory, leaving the 
marks of their guns wherever they went. 
What casualties were inflicted on the 
enemy are not certain but the tanks did 
good execution and prisoners were 
brought back.

Two successful raids also were made 
into German positions near Morlancourt 
during the night, although this is not 
uncommon, for the Australians, who are 
in this sector, are always baiting the 
Boche.

On the Belgian sector King Albert’s 
troops carried out a raid northwest of 
St. Julien that resulted in a hot fight at 
a strong concrete block house. The Bel­
gians stormed this position and cleared 
it out, capturing eight Germans, who 
appeared to be all the men left alive in 
the fort.

The usual harassing fire was continued 
by the enemy in Flanders yesterday.

The 
Hohenzollerns saw plainly that a great 
and powerful force, an army absolutely 
under crown control, must be formed so 
as to hold the republican spirit in 
check. So the army and the army spirit 
grew. By schools and colleges the peo­
ple were taught in the most systematic 
way that Germany must dominate both 
on land and sea. Always her statesmen 
pointed out that it was Britain who 
stood in the way of German domina­
tion.

One hundred and twenty years ago 
Germany Was scattered into three hun­
dred separate governments, including 
free cities, duchies, principalities, etc. 
There were hundreds of tariffs existing 
within these states which states had 
almost no national sentiment.

Napoleon over-ran them, consolidat­
ing them into thirty-eight states, thus 
virtually laying the base which Bismarck 
completed in 1870-71. Then arose the 
factors which have so changed the earl­
ier ideals of Germany.

NEW and UP-TO.
IN AT THE FINISH.

This fveek gives you about your last 
chance to have a real war garden. It is 
rather wonderful to think that you can 
begin even at this late hour, plant your 
seeds as late as July 1 and still have 
vegetables as good fas the forehanded 
gardener, if not as early.

You can plant beans as late as July 1 
and 15; beets, June 25, July 6, 15 and 
25; carrots, July 6 and 15; corn, July 6 
and 15.

It should be kept in mind that some 
vegetables have absolutely no toleration 
for warm weather and planting them is 
waste. Peas and spinach will not thrive 
during July and August; neither will 
cress, endive, mustard nor turnips.

On the othet hand vegetables that 
thrive in summer heat are beans, cucum­
bers, sweet com, eggplants, melons, pep- 

; per, pumpkins, squashes and tomatoes. 
Those least likely to be affected by 
drought are beans, eggplants, pepper and 
tomatoes.

Those that need plenty of moisture to 
do well are com, cucumbers, melons, 
pumpkins and squashes. None of them,

I however, should have the water applied 
to the vines or plants.

A neat little booklet, prepared by 
District Representative MacVannel and 
published by The Plcton Times, puts 
in a nutshell the agricultural position 
of Prince Edward county, Ontario. And 
that position is one of which the county 
has good reason to be proud.

The agricultural output of Prince Ed­
ward for 1917 was valued in this booklet 
at eight and a quarter million dollars. 
The value of grain produced is put at 
one and three-quarter millions, of which 
6100,000 is credited to peas produced for 
seed. The second largest item is cheese 
and butter, $1,500,000; cattle abd can­
ned fruits and vegetables are put at one 
and a quarter millions each, with hay 
and clover at $880,000. Of course some 
of these items are duplicates, as the 
grains and fodder are largely raw ma­
terials for the production of cattle, dairy 
goods and hogs, which latter gre credit­
ed with an out-turn of $500,000.

Marvellous Expansion Since $882.
The canning industry of Prince Ed­

ward county deserves special mention. 
The output of this industry last year 
was estimated, as stated, at one and a 

I quarter millions, but this figure would 
have been doubled had not 1917 been a 
poor truck year.

The pioneer in this industry was Wel­
lington Boulter, a hale old veteran, who 

i is beyond fourscore years, but would 
pass for ten,, or even twenty years 
younger. Mr. Boultçr established the 
first canning factory east of Toronto, in 

i 1882, and at that time he thought he was 
doing well when he turned out eight to 
ten thousand cans of tomatoes in a day. 
Before he retired from business ten years 
ago he was turning out 60,000 cans of 
tomatoes and 65,000 of corn in the same 
time. Today there are twenty-five can­
ning factories in Prince Edward, and the 
claim is made that half the canned 
goods produced in Canada are put up in 
that county. The Prince Edward out-

Farmers Not Shirking Obligations.

Better service for hospital patients and 
a saving of many steps for nurses 
advantages provided for in a new elec­
trical signal system for hospitals, de­
scribed in the July Popular Mechanics 
Magazine. The system can be installed 
witli little difficulty in an old hospital, 
if desired, and is entirely suited for use 
in field hospitals. Besides each bed is a 
push button and a small box-like indi­
cator supported on a bracket extending 
from the wall. Installed in the nurses' 
station is a signal board divided into 
panels, one for each patient’s bed.

Pressing the button causes the indi­
cator at the bedside and a corresponding 
indicator in the nurses’ station to re­
gister one of four or five wants such as 
“water,” “nurse,” etc., according to the 
number of times the button is pressed. 
Besides saving time, the system prevents 
any dispute between patient and nurse 
as'to the signal given. In case several 
calls come in at the same time tins ap­
paratus enables the nurse on duty to give 
preference to the patient whose need is 
most urgent.

Committee Permits Manufac­
ture by MillersBARGAINS MONEY ORDERS New York, June 21—Robert Moore, 

former manager of the commodities de­
partment of the Stock Exchange house 
of W. R. Craig & Co. at 25 Broad street, 
who had been on trial since June 10 be­
fore Judge Nott and a jury in general 
sessions, was convicted of forgery in the 
third degree, resulting from entries he 
caused to be made to conceal his specu­
lations, which caused a loss to the firm 
of approximately $1,036,000. He was re­
manded for sentence, which may reach 
a maximum of five years in prison. Two 
indictments against him for larceny were 
not submitted to the court for trial.

Mrs. Moore accompanied her husband 
to court, but when the jury came in with 
a verdict court attendants requested her 
to retire to the corridor. Assistant Dis­
trict-Attorney Neilson Olcott said that 
Moore had caused a single false entry 
to be made in the books of the firm some 
days before his arrest a year ago that 
amounted to $901,000.

It was charged that the larger part of 
his speculative losses and the entries 
made to conceal them took place during 
the eighteen months prior to May/ 1917. 
Some time previously Moore, who is 34 
years old, had obtained permission from 
a schoolmate, F. C. Zabriskie of Hack­
ensack, N. J., # son of a wealthy finan­
cier, to carry -an account on the firm’s 
books in the name of F. C. Zabriskie 
for Moore’s benefit. At that time the 
firm had about nine or ten millions of 
dollars in commodities accounts, with 
some 200 customers, so that Moore was 
able to handle the account to suit him­
self.

Contracts are being mailed today to 
millers throughout this pntonce by the 
Organization of Resources Committee, 
giving them the opportunity to manu­
facture a standard stock feed. The feed 
is to be placed on the market next fall 
and winter, and the contracts must be 
returned before July 1. The contract was 
drawn up at a conference held last week 
between the sub-committee which had 
the matter in charge and the millers.

Some time ago the agricultural sec­
tion of the Resources Committee took 
steps to place this concentrated feed oft 
the market. Great difficulty was 
perienced last winter in securing suf- 
ficieftt feed for stock, because of the 
amount of'farm-grown grain being used 
for human consumption. An arrange­
ment was made with the United States 
Food Administration, permitting the ex­
portation into Canada of the necessary 
ingredients. Yesterday the agricultural 
section met at the Parliament Buildings 
and approved of the formulae adopted by 
the sub-committee and the contract 
which the millers are asked to sign.

The millers have consented to act as 
importers of the ingredients, manufac­
turers and distributors of the feeds, and 
to make the necessary financial arrange­
ments. The price at which the feed is 
to be sold will be determined from time 
to time by a joint committee, composed 
of two representatives of the millers, two 
members of the committee, and C. F. 
Bailey, Assistant Deputy Minister of 
Agriculture, who is to be chairman. The 
maximum price is fixed at $5 a ton.

A proposal recently outlined by the 
prime minister of the Commonwealth of 
Australia for the organization of Aus- 
tialian trade and industries was consid­
ered at a conference recently held in 
Melbourne, Victoria, at which the prin­
cipal Australian industrial organizations 
were represented to discuss the Prime 
Minister’s plan. The principal features 
of this proposal were as follows :

1. —The unit of the scheme will be 
the association representing each indus­
try—primary and secondary. This will 
be composed of the producers or manu­
facturers of an industry forming them­
selves into an association.

2. —There will be a general council of 
commerce and industry, composed of re­
presentatives from the various associa­
tions.

3. —There will be a department of 
commerce and industry and a minister 
for commerce and industry. A first-class 
business man will be appointed as per­
manent head of this department. There 
will be joined with him other experts, 
representing primary and secondary in­
industries.

4. —The science and industry bureau, 
placed on a permanent basis and thor­
oughly equipped and staffed, will be at 
the disposal of the department of com1 
merce and industry and of the various 
industrial associations.

5. —Trade representatives will be ap­
pointed in the principal overseas mar­
kets.

East of Toronto, indeed, the^re are few 
orchards that have not suffered more or 
less. In some cases very severe losses 
have been sustained. The heaviest casu­
alties seem to have occurred in Prince 
Edward -county and on the front of 
Tlasnngs and Northumberland.

Approve such sources of supply of the

Recommend and guarantee to consum­
ers the quality of the feeds and the food 
values thereof, according to formulaes 
approved by the Ontario Department of 
Agriculture.

Recommend and assist in every reas­
onable way the millers in the sale of the 
feeds.
Ingredients of Feed.

The approved formula for dairy cat­
tle ration is : 54 per cent, of the total feed 
must be made up of three or four of the 
following feeding stuffs—oil-cake meal, 
cottonseed meal, soya-bean meal, vel­
vet-bean meal, and gluten feed, the lat­
ter containing not less than 18 per cent, 
protein, provided, however, that not 
more than 20 per cent, of the total feed 
shall be made from any one of these 
feeds.

The balance of the feed shall contain 
sufficient hominy feed or corn to make 
15 per cent of the total feed, and one 
or more of the following: com feed, bar­
ley feed, oat feed, beet pulp and wheat, 
bran, and any other feeds that may be 
from time to time approved by the Feed 
Committee, provided also that the com­
pleted feed shall contain not less than 
24 per cent, of crude protein, 4.5 per cent, 
of crude fat, and 4.5 per cent, of sol­
uble carbon hydrates and not more than 
10 per cent of crude fibre.

The formula for the swine ration is: 
It shall consist of at least 6 per cent, of 
tankage, 20 per cent of wheat or rye 
shorts, 33 per cent of corn or hominy, 
the balance of the feed shall be made 
up of one or more of the following: 
corn feed, barley feed, wheat, bran or 
any other feed that may be from time 
to time approved by the Feed Commit­
tee, provided also that the completed 
feed shall contain not less than 16 per 
cent of crude protein, 4.5 per cent, of fat, 
and not more than 6 per cent, of crude 
fibre.
