l j'Toronto, May 4—Two are dead, five 
more seriously injured, and from twenty 
to thirty others buried and probably dead 
in the ruins of the new five story build­
ing of the William Neilson Company, Ltd., 
at 307 Gladstone avenue. The south wall 
collapsed, about eleven o’clock this morn­
ing while 200 employes engaged in the 
manufacture of ice cream and chocolates, 
were at work on the first and. second 
floors.

The entire Toronto fire brigade is on 
the spene, trying to extricate those buried 
under the debris.

The majority of the employes are 
men and girls. Of the known dead, one is 
a woman and the other a man, while âtl 
the injured so far removed are girls. The 
building had been occupied for only the 
last two months.

“Joseph Martin, a member of parliament 
and a former prime minister of British 
Columbia, does not agree with Mr. Fos­
ter, acting premier of Canada, that as the 
result of the statement of President Taft, 
in his letter to Colonel Roosevelt, last 

that reciprocity is buried forever.
“I don't think/’ said Martiti, “that 

President Taft’s letter adds anything to 
the situation. What President Taft said 
was not political union or anything of 
that kind. He meant that the reciprocity 
treaty would result in a largely increased 
trade between Canada and the United 
States, which, of course, was evident to 
everybody.

“1 think it is absurd for Mr. Foster to 
say the result would have been the loss «- 
of the dominion. President Taft did not 
say Canada would become a political ad­
junct of the United States, but an ad­
junct in the way of trade.

“President Taft's remarks will not have 
the slightest effect. I think reciprocity 
feeling in Canada today is stronger than 
it lias ever been. The government were 
defeated because of their political sins, 
and therefore reciprocity was defeated too.

“A large section of the Liberal party 
were determined to put the government 
out. 1 was over there at the time, and, 
although I was strongly in favor of reci­
procity, 1 voted against the government 
and a great many others did the same.

The people of the United States find 
' theméelves compelled from year to year 
to increase their imports of food products. 
The Bangor Commercial says:

“In February the United States import­
ed 2,500,000 bushels of potatoes and it is 
probable that the importation in March 
and April was very much greater. In 
1900 the people of the country paid $47,- 
000 for foreign potatoes. Last year the 
amount paid was about $3,000,000 and 
probably the present year will break all 
records. The condition does not apply 
alone to potatoes. In spite of steadily in­
creasing crops in almost all lines of food 
products, importation increases, the in­
crease in crops not being relative to the 
increased demands.”

During the federal election campaign 
in Canada the farmers were told that re­
ciprocity would subject them to the com­
petition of American farmers. The above 
statement from the Bangor Commercial 
tells the truth about the matter. If the 
Canadian farmer had access today to the 
United States market it would be of great 
benefit, but it would be of infinitely great­
er benefit a few years hence for the sim­
ple reason that the demand for imported 
food products in the United States will 
increase from year to year. It is not only 
the farmers of the west who need the larg­
er market. Mr. F. B. Carvel 1 has declar­

erica almost at once, but the Speedwell 
had proved leaky and repairs had to be 
effected. It was not till some ten days 
had elapsed that (on August 16) they were 
able to begin their voyage.

“We may picture the little company of 
just over 100 pilgrims spending those ten 
days gazing upon the gates and walls of 
old' Southampton, walking upon its quays, 
threading their way through its narrow 
streets, and making a last farewell of the 

' raother-djountry, love of which had brought 
! I them from foreign exile and was leading 

them to risk unknown dangers beyond 
the seas.

“On August 15, then, they set sail. They 
had, however, been but eight days at sea 
when the captain of the Speedwell pro­
fessed anxiety for the safety of his ship. 
Hence the two vessels put back to Dart­
mouth to refit. The emigrants were much 
discouraged, for the time of year was late. 
On September 2, repairs having been ef­
fected, they put forth a second time; but, 
when they had gone about, 100 leagues be­
yond Land’s End. once again the captain 
of the Speedwell raised an alarm. His 
ship was so leaky, lie said, that shé must 
either break up or sink at sea.’ Hence, 
in profound dejection, the Pilgrims put 
back to Plymouth. Some few of them 
gave up the enterprise altogether; but the 
rest, 102 in number, abandoning the 
Speedwell as hopeless, re-embarked in the 
Mayflower on September 16. A somewhat 
painful voyage of sixty-eeven days brought 
them to the promised land. A month was 
spent in exploring the coast to find a 
spot suitable for a settlement. At last 
the pre-destined place was discovered and 
on December 22, 1620, John Alden. first 
of all the company, set foot on Plymouth 
Rock. New England was established.
John Alden

"In any - memorial to the Pilgrim Fa­
thers which may be established in South­
ampton, John Alden will claim special 
prominence. He was a Southampton arti­
san, a cooper by occupation. Having 
been hired at Southampton tp help in the 
fitting of the two ships When they were 
in Southampton water, and, ‘being a hope­
ful young man,’ he was invited to join 
the little emigrant band. He agreed to 
do so, and be soon rose to high honor in 
their midst. He lived to the age of eigh­
ty-eight, and was the last of all the adulte 
of the Mayflower’s company to be laid 
to rest.

“It is amazing that an 
eminent historical importance as the sail­
ing of the Mayflower should have been left 
so long without any memorial in South­
ampton. Britbns who look with'pride up­
on the early colonial ventures of their 
anwtore, and Americans who regard 
with affectionate veneration the founders 
of their great federation must equally de­
sire to see so notable an incident suitably 
commemorated.
that was big with destiny—one of those 
cardinal events on which the fate of both 
the old and the new world turned. Its 
story is full of romantic interest and 
dramatic contrast; the greatness of its 
inconspicuous enactment.

“To commemorate the Pilgrim Fathers 
all may join irrespective of nationality or 
creed, for the Pilgrim Fathers, unlike some 
of their contemporaries and successors, 
showed a sweet reasonableness in their 
independence, and a wide tolerance in 
their zeal for liberty, which disarm—as it 
in their own day disarmed—antagonism. 
They manifested a love for England and 
the English name which endears them to 
their kindred in the old country; they 
showed a vigor, a patience, a courage, a 
faith which command the enduring rever­
ence of the citizens of the republic which 
they helped to found. They stand high 
above the unhappy controversies which 
embittered the lives of their successors, 
and. Britons and Americans alike can ga­
ther, in affection and esteem both on the 
Rock of Plymouth where they landed, and 
on the quay of Southampton, whence they 
sailed.”

"There was no money consideration in 
the deal," said Mr. Perry after he stepped 
from the White Star liner Arabic, on 
which he returned from Europe.

In addition, Mr. Perry said: “I secured 
this information while aboard from one 
of the officials of the Canadian Pacific 
railroad. To me the transfer signifies 
that the Canadian Pacific and the New 
Haven are working together against the 
Grand Trunk. .

It is 
told that he once escaped from an am­
buscade of sixty Tyrolese, and instead of 
being captured himself he drove thirteen 
of them prisoners to his own camp. His 
promotion was so rapid that lie was soon 
made colonel, and became brigadier-gen- ' 
eral before he was thirty yeans of age.

Knows Where La Giaconda Is?
If the Paris police have been unable

As for business, the affairs of the As­
tor estate are carried on along lines ap­
proved by succeeding generations. The 
head of the family has only, or need have 
only, as much interest' in the conduct of 
affairs as he desires to exercise. There are 
the trustees of the estate and 22 clerks to 
take charge of the property. When the 
first John Jacob Aetor imported the land 
tenure-and lease system from Europe and 
adopted it he instituted a system which 
his family has since adhered to. * Every 
year it has been more compactly welded 
and developed into a permanent system 
satisfactory to the head of the family and 
almost universally satisfying to the hun­
dreds of tenants. Until a few years ago it 
was an accepted dictum that the Astors 
never sold their holdings. This-rule was 
broken by the disposal of some lower East 
Side tenements,

In the main, however, the property re­
mains in the hands of the Astors from 
generation to generation. The late John 
Jacob Astor’s estate did not increase in 
value to the extent that William Wald­
orf Astor’s has, but the $65,000,000 left by 
his father has grown into a fortune esti­
mated at from $100,000,000 to $150,000,000.

By the terms of his father’s will a large 
part of the real estate was held in trust 
during the lifetime of John Jacob Astor, 
passing at his death to his oldest son with­
out restriction.

The real estate in the name of John 
Jacob Astor in Manhattan is assessed at 
$41,220,800; that assessed in the name of 
the Wililam Astor estate is valued at 
$16,466,500.

Of course, this assessed valuation does 
not give the actual value of the property, 
the money that it would bring if put up 
at public or private sale. Among the prop­
erties listed are such enormously valuable 
ones as the Astoria portion of the Waldorf 
-Astoria, the Knickerbocker, the St. Re­
gis and the old Astor House in lower 
Broadway. On the city tax lists arc also 

valuable pieces of property in the 
of Caroline Astor, the mother of 

John Jacob Astor which are to be 
reckoned with in the holdings which X iu- 
cent Astor will succeed. The total value 
of the real estate in Manhattan is prob­
ably not less than $75,000,000. To this 
should be added several millon dollars* 
worth of houses and unimproved land in 
the Bronx.

The Astor town house. Nos. 840-842 
Ffth Avenue, is one ot the most magni­
ficent in the long line uf millionaires’ 
houses that face the Park. In the north- 

half Mrs. Astor lived until her death, 
a few years ago, and here she gave those 
famous balls and dinners, invitations to 
which were the most coveted of all the 
social privileges in New York. Colonel As­
tor lived in the southern half of the house 
and after his mother's death the mansion 

entirely done over, and it is in this 
great lonely house that young Vincent As­
tor has now his home. He has another one 
Ferncliffe, at iihinebeck on the Hudson, 
where his father took his young bride last 
August, and a third, Becchwood, at New­
port. This was much thought of by Mrs. 
William Astor, but her son preferred 
Ferncliffe.

It lias not been the Astor custom to 
make many public bequests. The founder 
of the family fortune gave $450,000 to es­
tablish the Astor library, but that was 
brought about only through the persistent 
efforts of J. G. Coggswell, the first librar­
ian, aided by Fitz Greene Halleck and 
Washington living, and it took them years 
to do it. That is the most conspicuous 
public gift made by will by any of the As- 
tovs.

The Astor millions will make of William 
Vincent Astor the richest young man in 
the United States; one of the richest in 
the world.
