Remember, brethren, he that knew his master's will, and did it not, 
shall be beaten with many stripes. The assurance of faith is only 
attained to by the obedience of faith ; and if our conduct is at va­
riance with oiir profession, we cannot reasonably expect the smiles 
of Heaven.

Never did the world present n more inviting field for labor than 
at this day ; nor was there ever less excuse for aiiothfulness.
