Ships are Scaree.

A private letter from a Glasgow busi-
.ness firm to a Quebec house, by the last
English mail, discussing the coal trade,
says that it is an utter impossibility to
send coal to Quebec this year for $5.80.
For many years there have always been
about a dozen ships going from Glasgow
to Quebec in the spring. This year there
is not a single one going. No ships
are obtainable from the Clyde, A local
firm who badly wanted to charter a ves-
sel for a coal cargo offered 4s. 9d. for the
“Caroline;” the owner laughed at it. The
vessel wassubsequently fixed for coals
from Greenock to Montevideo at 30s 1ic,
and another thirteen hundred ton Que-
bec ship from Leith toMontevideo at 30s.
As long as these splendid freights are
obtainable no ships will go to Quebec,
as there is more profit on one voyage to
Montevideo at 30s than two to Quebec at
the present rates. Thus it is that be-
tween sixty and eighty large ships go
back to Cardiff in ballast direct from Rio
and Montvideo. Some have already made
three voyages. Coals have just advanced
ninepence per ton. Messrs. Ross, of Liver-
pool. have declined 58 6d for Melmerby,
and decline to fix unless at 6s. This

THE SAMOAO HURRICANE.

How the Calliope was Saved.
[New York Sun.]

At about 10 o’clock in the morning the
excitement on shore, which had quieted
a little, began to grow more intense, as
the Vandalia and Calliope were seenin a
most dangerous positicn, and a collision
between. the two vessels seemed inevi-
tabe. They were both bearing back
against the reef, near a point where the
wreck of the Adler lay. The Calliope
was nearer the shore and her bow was
close to the stem of the Vandalid.
Great waves were tossing the two vessels
about, and they were coming closer to-
gether every minute. The space be-
tween them was next seen to close alto-
gether, when suddenly the great iron
prow of the Englishman arose high in
the air on the crest of an enoffhous weve

and came down with full force uj the
port quarter of the Vandalia. ngncruh
was awful. The jibboom of the Calliope
wes carried away and heavy timbers of
the Vandalia were shivered. Every
man who stood upon the poop deck of
the Vandalia was thrown from his feet
by the shock. A hole had been torn be-
low the rail and the water rushed into
the cabin. Tt was impossible to ascer-
tain the extent of the damage in a mo-
ment, but at the time it seemed that the
Vandalia had received her death blow.
The men rushed up the hatches in the
belief that the steamer was sinking, and
it was only after great effort that the
officers persuaded them {o return to
their post.

Just after this collision Capt. Kane of
the Calliope determined to makean
effort to steam ont the harbor, as he
saw that to remain in his present posi-
tion would lead to another collision
with the Vandalia or throw his vessel
on the reef. He acvordingly gave orders
to let goall anchors. The Calliope’s head
was swung around to wind and her
powerful engines were worked to their
utmost capacity. It was an anxious
moment on board the corvette, as with
her anchors gone, she had nothing but
her engines to depend upon to keep her
off the reef. The steamer seemed to
stand still for a moment, and then the
rapidly revolving propeller had its effect,
for the vessel moved up slowly against
the great waves, which broke over her
bows and flooded her decks from stem
to stern. Clouds of black smoke poured
from her funnels and fresh coal was
b ) f Every ten-
sion was strained in the desperate strug-
gle against the storm. She seemed to
make her headway at first inch by
inch, but her speed actually increased
until%it became evident she wonld clear
arbor. As she passed abreast of
the Trenton a great shout went up from
over four hundred men aboard the flag-
ship, and three hearty cheers were given
for the Calliope. Three cheers for the
Trenton and the American flag was the
answer that came back across the angry
waters. The Calliope passed safely out
of the harbor and steamed far out to
é?xa’ mtl{:{nngi ]q{tt?r the storm abated.

monious and successful efforts St. John
is indebted for the accomplishment of
union this year, and they have heen
admirably assisted by the Common
Olerk, by whom the hill has been pre-
pared, and in whose work it is highly
improbable that any defects will be
found.

After the Commissioners the greatest
praise must be awarded to the Attorney-
General of the province, Mr. A. G. Blair,
who has been a friend of union from the
first, and withont whose support and
assistance union could not have been
accomplished this year. If the walls of
the Executive Council Chamber
had ears and a voice for the
public, it would be learned that in re-
solving to pass the the union bill, if it
could be got before the house Mr. Blair
had to overcome the resistance of col-
leagues who were either hostile or indif-
ferent, and to neutralize influences of a
sinister character, the offspring of mo-
tives tco mean to be mentioned in con-
nection with the administration of public
affairs. We thank Attorney General
Blair mosi heartiiy for the good work he
has accomplished, in rounding out St,
John to its proper proportions in the
year of grace 1889.

Finally the Gazerre claims for itself a
very large share in the work of Lringing
about ;union, and no man who is
conversant with the facts
will venture to deny the
statement that it has dore more to bring
union about than all the other newspap-
ers of this city combined.

CAPITAL NOTES.

New Railway Subsidies to be Granted.

Orrawa, April 17.—Replying to Mr.
Barron, Sir John said it was not the in-
tention of the government to test in the
courts the constitutionality of the
Jesuits’ estate bill.

The houge, by vote this aflernoon, de-
cided to sit next Saturday.

Mr. Laurier asked Sir John if he had
received a communication from the
Quebec board of trade stating that the
summer rates for flour to the maritime
provinces are now in force on the Cana-
dian Pacific and Grand Trunk, and ask-
ing that the same be done on the Inter-
colonial.

Sir John said he would look into the
matter at once.

When the bill amending the customs
act came up for the third reading, Hon.
Mr Bowell moved that the bill be recom-
mitted to permit the droppingof the sec-
tion adding the cost of inland transpor-
tion to the dutiable value of imported
goods and if dutiable manufactured
articles are imported, they shall pay the
sixme rate of duty as the completed arti-
cle.

On motion to gomto supply, Mr, Fisher
moved an amendment censuring the
government for issuing liquor permits,
and for permitting the lieutenant gover-
nor general in council to license the sale
of liquors at the Banff hotel. Mr. Fisher
aupported his amendment in a long
speech.

Mr. Mills called attention to the fact
that Hon. Mr. Foster, who had moved
the main motion to go into supply, was
absent, he hoped not to escape the vote
on Mr. Figher’s resolution.

Sir John replied that Mr. Foster, who
was sick, had not dodged the vote but
bad paired with Mr. Charlton. (Cheers).

The house then went into supply on
militia items.

Hon. Mr. Bowell said it was proposed
to remodel the culling of timber service by
which a large saving would be made.
The scheme would be laid on the table
Saturday or Monday.

In reply to Sir Richard Cartwight, Sir
Hector Plange\'in said Hon. Mr. Chapleau
was expected here before the close of the
session.

The supplementary estimates were tak-
en up to two oclock a. m.

So much interest has been displayed
with respect to Mr. Weldon’s (Albert)
bill relating to extradition that Sir John
Thompson has given notice of his inten-
tion to transfer the measure to govern-
ment orders. This means that the act
will be pretty sure to receive attention
this session and the general belief that
it will pass.

The railway subsidy grants, of which
notice was given today, are revotes. The
new subsidies are yet to come down. Hon.
Mr. Chaplean is expected here next
Tuesday.

General Laurie read a carefully prep-
ared paper favoring a well regu ated
child emigration into Canada, before
the agricultural and colonization commit-
tee,

A grand rally of the Orangemen of
Carleton county was held this afternoon
at Bell’s Corners, and in the city to-night.
Thousands attended. Resolutions were
gnssed repudiating the attitude of the

range Sentinel on the Jesuits bill and
booming the agitation for its disallow-
ances.

The railway department today award-
ed the contract lor bnilding the missing
link between Digby and Annapoiis to
Campbell and O'Neill.

Baie de Chaleur railway—balance un-
paid, $244,500.

Railway from Cornwallto Perth, On-
tario—$262.400.

Ottawa and Chatham Valley Railway
—$320,000.

Cape Rouge & St. Lawrence Railway,
Quebec—$38,400.

Parry Sound, Ont., railway—$128,000.

St. Andrews. P. Q.,and Lachute railway

—$22,400.

Irondale, Bancroft & Ottawa railway—
$145,000.

Northern & Pacific Junction railway—

$35,000.

Itis stipulated that these subsidies
are to lapse unless work on the roads
subsidized shall be commenced within
two years and completed within reason-
able time to be fixed by order in council.

Bishop McTyeire.

With many of these exciting scenes
his position and werk brought him into
immediate contact. The Methodist
Episcopal Church, South, is greatly in-
debted to his energy and ability and
devotion for the success it has achieved
under so many adverse conditions.

The Loundon Fire Brigade,
[Boston Herald.]

The metropolitan fire brigade is a
curious mixture of splendid discipline
and old-fashioned methods. Capt. Shaw
admits only ex-sailors to his force, be-
lieving that a seaman’s career affords
the best preparation for the hardships
and dangers of a fireman's life. Every
recruit has to be thoroughly trained
before he can be admitted to active duty.
There are four grades in the service.
The fourth class firemen receive 24s. per
week ($6) the third class 27s. 5d. ($6.85),
the second class 30s.($7.50), and the first
clags 34s. 3d. ($8.56). The pay issmall,
the work hard, of course, but there are
always more applicants than vacancies.
The men live at thestations; even the
married men have their families with
them on the premises, and pay a small
rental for theirgudters. . There are no
L.cves or more aefive men anywhere
than the members of the London fire
brigade; and with the means at their
disnosal they sometimes work wonders.
Grétuities and pensions are in vogue in
the service. After 30 years in the bri-
gr.de a freman who has reached the age
of 55 can retire on two-thirds ofhis pay.
The descipline of the fire brigade is ex-
cellent. Capt Shaw is a military man
(or was)and he bronght with him into
the fire service many ideas of drill and
deporiment that are quite as exacting
as thoze in a military force. Twice a
week at the headquarters there is a
d-ill, one dry and one wet, that is to say,
ohe without'thense of water ‘and one
with it. Once a week some fire com-

work the hand engines Capt. Shaw has
to rely chiefly trpon the crowds that al-
ways attend fizes. A slight remuner-
ation is givem for service at the %mpa.
1 asked the Oapt the.other day, why "he
still used apparatus thatis re, arded as
obsolete in American cities. He replied:
“The manusal is always ready. You
dont have to wait tgeget n£ steam, and
it can often be where a steam
engine is not necessary.” Ishould add
that the “manuals” are generally drawn
by horses, as the steam engines are.
But it is the frequent practice, when an
alarm of fire is recéived, to send out &
few men with one or two manuals only,
and then, when the firemen arrive at the
scene of action, to send for steamers if
the fire proves to be of any consequence.
The steamers of the London fire brig-
ade are much smaller than those in use
in American cities. Capt. Shaw prefers
two small steamers to one large one; be-
cause, as he says: “ I can thus cover two
positions where your engines cover one.”
The steamersshown in thelaccompanying
illustrations have a capacity of 260 gal-
lons of water per minute. The small
English engines are certainly more easi-
1y moved than the large American sort.
he horses of the brigade are very
dy, and they drag the apparatus
:Erougix the streetsat a breakneck galop
that would put American fire companies
{othe blush. The moment the doors of
the engine house are opened the horses
are in full galop. Cap. Shaw says that
this high 8§ of the horses at the very
start would not be possible if it were not
for the “warm collars.” Instead of sus-
pending the harness over the engine
pole, as in the States, Capt. Shaw sus-
pends it over the horses, the collar be-
ing ready in position, as shown in -the
illustration, the weight being balanced
by automatic pulleys., Thus the collars
are always warm, and the horses avoid
the shock of cold harness, to whieh fact
Capt. Shaw attributes a great ceal of

virtue. . .

At the headquarters of the brigade in
the Southwark Bridge road, Capt. Shaw
has built what he regards as a model
engine house. The stables are ina
separate buslding, directly behind the
engines. There is an open passage
about 30 feet wide between the stable
doors and the rearof the' engine - house.
The arrangement necessitates no loss of
time in getting under way, it keeps the
stable pdors from the house -proper, and
it permits the men when returning from
a fire#o drive the engines in at the rear
doors and leave them ready for another
start without going through the tedious
operation of “backing in.” There are no
agliding poles” for the men to descend
from the upper stories. Yet Capt. Shaw
got two engines out of the llouse‘at qhor_t
notice during my visit, the firstin 17
seconds, the second in 18}, and each
engine carried six men.
