SLOWLY BUT SURELY.

JOHMNSTOWN ARISING FROM HER
FLOOD OF DEATH.

Fires are Started in Cambrin Furnnces,
Other Works Along the River soon
to Start.

Jomnnsrowy, Pa., Juue 10.—One day is
very like another in Johnstown. Now
10,000 laborers swarm over a square
mile of ruins. The air is heavy with
the smoke of a hundred bonfires upon
which they heap the debris. The white
camps of the soldiers are scattered about
as thouzh they were taking posession of
a town abandoned and burned at the
enemy’s approach. The railroad tracks
are crowded with construction and sup-
ply trains being shifted about by tiny
locomotiyes, Dynamite booms frequent!;
down by the bridge.

With it all there is no apparent pro-
gress. The town is as desolate as ever.
A stranger would almost swear that no
hand had touched it since that of the
flood crushed it together like a lot of egg-
shells. The task of making its site a
gain habitable is one that the most con-
fident might easily consider hopeless,
and that undoubtedly would be prac-
tically impossible had not the state step-
ped in and undertaken the work. TItis
pretty well settled by this time that
the state will confine its work to
the cleering up the ruins and the
restoration of the streams to a safe and
pure condition. The need for private
charity for the suppoit of the people
until they can support themselves is
therefore, as urgent as ever. The only
dependence of the survivors is, for the
present, upon the relief that they receive
from day to day from other parts of the
couniry. Twenty-four hour’sstoppage of
supplies would mean hunger for three-
quarters of the surviving inhabitants.

It is probable that the expenses incur-

red inthe recovery of bodies and the

clearing away of debris up to tomorrow
night will be paid out of the funds con-
tributed for the relief of the sufferers.

Wednesday morning, the state takes hold

and after that all contributed money on

hand and to come in will be for the peo-
ple themselves. Important changes in
the corder of things here will then
go into effect. The town will be
even nmore completely than at

present under martial law. The relief
supplies will be hancled by the com-
missary department; the laborers will be
directly under the charge of the military
authorities. It is already announced
that wages after that date will be $1.50
per day, instead of $2 per day and
rations, which is now being paid. This
will make trouble among the laborers,
and it is doubtful if the majority of them
will stay for that. They are all afraid of a
pestilence and dissatisfied with rations
and quarters.

The bodies of victims of the flood con-
tinue to be found in large numbers. To-
day the workmen upon the big raft
above the bridge hegan to get back to-
ward the centre of that mass of wreck-’
age, and, as was expected, discovered
numerous bodies. Fifteen or 20 in ail
were taken from the raft today, and they
were even more numerous :n Stoney
creek.

ship builder of Bucks county, Pa., who
came here to help in removing the debris
found nine bodies in this stream within
a short time. They were also found
scattered in the debris in other places
about the city, and the total for the day
was about50. A space about 100 feet wide
by 300 long has now been cleared in the
raft above the bridge. Two hundred
and fifty pounds of dynamite were set off
in one charge today, with terrific effect
in tearing to pieces the surface of the
raft. A new device that began work this
morning was a hoisting engine located
upon a flat car upon the bridge, from
which long ropes were run to the biggest
logs back in the raft, and these were torn
out and dragged in to the open water,
great masses of other debris being loosen-
ed at the same time.

The
citizen’s candidate in 8t. John is the per-
son whom the people choose to elect, and
it is an impertinence for any set of men

vance of his election. The Sun
attempts to lessen the eflect
of Mr. Everett’s defeat by the statement
that nearly half of Mr. Barker’s majority
was received “in the comparatively small
community of Carleton, which took this
me mq nfnmiostm" against the terms of
union.” Now as a matter of fact Mr.
Jarker's majority in Carleton was only

In a St. Jobn New Bruuswick, paper
of recent date we find this: “The notes
of the following banks, not having agen-
cies in St Jobn, are by ariangement re-
ceived by the banks of this city at par:
Merchants] Bank of Canada, Molsons,
Quebac Bank of Toronto, Bank of Ottawa
People’s Bank of New
Brunswick, * Commercial Bank
of Windsor, N. 8., Merchants Bank of
Hallfax, People’s Bank of Halifax.”
The inference is that up to this time—
that is to say, tweniy-two years after
Confederation, when we. were promised
“one currency for all Canada—the notes
of those banks have been passing ata
discount in St. John ; and that the notes
ofa score or iwo of other banks
are still discounted is an unfortunate
fact. The notes of maritime banks are
either “shaved” or rejected bodily
throughout Ontario and Quebec, and
even Quebec and Ontario discount
each other’s notes. It is not difficult
to guess at the motive that
prompts the banks named above to pro-
vide for the redemption of their circula-
tion in St. John. There must be legis-
lation at Ottawa at an early day m refei-
ence to_banking and the currency, and
certain banks are preparing to meet the
accusation that they are circulating notes
which are not redeemable at important
commercial centres in the Dominion;
that enjoying the valuable privilege of
the note issue, they have so worked it as
to keep their notes out of the bank
and unredeemed as long as possible,
to the great inconvenience and loss
of the public. Undoubtedly, the abuse
of this privilege will be severely criticized
by our legislators and it will not help
the banks much with the public that fear
of what may be said in Parliament is
compelling them, at the end of twenty-
two vears, to do what should have been
done by all of them that existed in 1867.

THE VOTERS LIST.
How the Electoral Franchise Act works
this year.

At last session of the Dominion Parlia-
ment amendments were made to the
Franchise Act which make quite a change
in the modus operandi of the revising
barrister, or revising officer, as he is
called in the act.

The preliminary revision (for this city
and county), will be made by taking
the list of electors of three years ago,(the
one on which the last general election
was run), as a basis, and comparing it
with the assessment rolls for the city,
and the County Municipalty rolls. One
supplementary list will be made up of
the new names to be added and correct-
ions to be made. and another supplement-
ary li-( showing the names to be struck
off. o notice is given or will be given
regarding this proceeding, as the law is
silent on that point. Any person whose
name was not on the list three years
ago, or who is entitled to have his name
put on the list now, can have it done by
making a declaration giying his name,
residence and the kind of qualification
(as owner of real estate, tenant, or on in-
come, son of owner or occupant, under
certain conditions referred to in another
part of this article). The declaration to
be delivered to the Revisor.

WHO SHOULD APPLY,

Any owner of real estate in the city
assessed last year, and whose name is on
the assessment list wiLL be placed on the
supplementary list of new names, even
if his name was not inthe list three
years ago, so it will be unnecessary to
send in any declaration regarding him-
self.

Any tenant should send in a declara-
tion showing his qualification. Sons of
owners, 21 years old, and living home, if
the property is assessed sufficient to
give them’ the necessary qualification,
should send in their declaration.

THE FINAL REVISION,

There wilt be a final revision of the
lists at a later period (in October proba-
bly), before which time these lists will
be printed and will be open for inspection
at three places in each district.

WHAT MAKES A MAN A VOTER.

He must be 21, a British snbject, and
come under some one or other of the
following classes :

BE OWNER OF RE.
In a city. of at le: }00 as;

= i
“ any other place** 150

The occupant must, however, have
been in possession for a year,

BE A TENANT,

Paying under lease not less than $2
per month, or $6 per quarter, or $12 per 6
months, or $20 a year. He must be a
tenant for the year and have paid at
ieast $20 of the rental for the year next
previons to the date of his application to
be put on the list.

HAVE AN INCOME

Of $300 a year in money, or money and
kind, providing he has been aresident of
Canada for the year next before the date
of his applying to be put on the list.

HOW YOUR SONS GET A VOTE.

A farmer’s sons, resident with tlLeir
father a year vreceding the application ;
provided the father is assessed sufficient
to give $150 valuation for himself and
each of his sons.

Sons of a deceased farmer living with
their mother to qualify as above (the
suns to qualify on the property according
to seniority, if there is not suflicient for
all.)

Sons of an owner of real estate other
than farmer in the same way.

OWNERS’ SONS.

A owns in this city a house and lot
worth only $900; this gives himself a
vote (taking $300 of the value for his
qualification) and leaves $300 for each
of two sons, qualififying them as voters
if they are 21 and living at home with
him. If his property was worth only
$600, this would give himself a vote and
one gon a vote.—B lives in a town. :The
qualification is $200 in towns.—C lives
inthe county $450 will give the father
and two sons votes, $150 being the real
estate qualification,

FISHERMEN'S QUALIFATION
Is on real property, boats, nets ete, to
the value of $150, but he must own real
estate to some extent; $150 worth of boats
and nets will not give him a vote.

NO PERSONAL PROPERTY VOTERS®

There is no qualification under person-
al property, save on the income clause
before referred to.

TIOW TIE LISTS ARE REVISED.

The following is a summary of the
way in which the law says the lists shall
be compiled :

As soon after the 1st of June as possi-
ble the revising officer is to cause the list
of voters to be compared with the last as-
sessment rollsfand with all the informa-
tion that he can obtain from Provincial,
Municipal and other official lists and
by means of solemndeclarations,as here-
inafter provided, and shall prepare two
separate lists, one with the names to be
added and corrections to be made, the
other with the names to be removed.

The solemn declaration referred to
above may be made by any person show-
ing the right to have his name placed 6n
the list, or claiming that some other per-
son has the right to be placed on the list
asa voter; the qualification, residence
and occupation of the person to be regis-
tered to be stated in the declaration, and
the revising officer to make all such de-
clarations up to the time when he trans-
mits the supplementary lists fo the
Queen’s Printer at Ottawa, which is not
to be sooner than August 1st. [Such de-
clarations to be open to examination of
any person desiring to examine them.]

On receiving from Ottawa printed cop-
ies of these supplementary lists the re-
vising officer is to post in three conspicu-
ous places copies of the original and the
two supplementary lists [b. e. (a) new
names and corrections, (1)) names remov-
ed], on or before Oct. 1st.

This will be appended a notice show-
ing the place and time at which he will
hold his court for a final revision.

Any person desiring to object to or add
toor in any way amend or correct the
original or either of the supplementary
lists on the Final Reyison must give
notice: if in regard to his own name by
depositing a notice with or sendingit
registered to the revising officer; if he
objects to any name on the list he must
register or deliver a notice to the party
objected to as well as deliver or register
notice to the revising officer.
