“As an illustration of the growth of 
the colony, I may say that a couple 
of years ago if you west out 20 miles 
from Lloydminster you would come to 
virgin prairie, where there was no 
habitation. Now you can go out a 
hundred miles and there are still the 
shacks of settlers. They are not 
numerous, but every mile or two you 
will come to a new location and a 
breaking. The immense amount of ad­
vertising of all kinds that the colony 
got in England has resulted in Lloyd­
minster becoming the jumping off place 
for a very large number of British 
people.

“If we are to minister in our diocese 
to the people to whom we ought, as a 
church minister, the colony ought, 
within a few years, to be as numerous 
as the clergy of the diocese of Ruperts 
Land.

“The material condition of our people 
is fairly satisfactory. Many of them 
have at present some sixty to hundred 
acres in wheat, and when I saw it last 
it was looking good. We have the 
finest soil on earth, and farming in this 
district is no longer an experiment. We 
do not expect to have a city like Win­
nipeg in a few years, hut we do antici­
pate a development of the rural dis­
tricts, which is rapidly improving and 
will far surpass that seen in the prov­
ince of Manitoba, and we believe that 
in five years much of the "work will be 
done which occupied a quarter of a 
century in Manitoba.

“We have put seventeen new men at 
work in the diocese since January 1st 
last, and we need many more at the 
present time. Our clergy are drawn 

I from St. John’s college, Wycliffe, in To­
ronto; the Montreal theological college, 
and from England. The colleges are 
not turning out sufficient men to sup­
ply our new missions. Of these mis­
sions there is no end. Little villages 
are already springing up all along the 
new railways, on land much of which 
was entirely untouched a year- ago.

“The prospects for the English set­
tlers in the district are entirely satis­
factory. They are increasing in num­
bers with a rapidity of which very few 
even of western people are aw^re, and 
we are endeavoring to provide 
churches to the utmost of our ability.”

Crar,brook, B. C„ July 16.—The large 
plant of the East Kootenay Lumber 
Company here, including sawmill plant 
and stock in the yards, were destroyed 
by fire, which started in the sawmill 
about 1.30 p. m. to-day.

The East Kootenay Lumber Co.’s 
plant here was one of the largest and 
most up-to-date in the province, and 
the loss will be in the neighborhood of 
$50,000. It is known to have been well 
insured, but to what amount could not 
be ascertained to-night. Several cars 
loaded with lumber were also destroyed.

Fifty men employed in and about 
the plant will be thrown temporarily 
out of employment.

The company will still be able to 
continue business without interruption, 
as they have extensive mills at Ryan 
and Jaffray, B. C.

BOUNDARY OUTPUT.

Increase of Nearly Fifty Per Cent. For 
Half Year—Ore Valued at 

$3,000,000.
Quebec, July 16.—The steamer Cer- 

vona, which was ashore ten miles 
below Anticosti, was brought into port 
by G. T. Davies’ wrecking steamer 
Lord Strathcona this morning. Divers 
are now examining her in the outer 
basin. The cargo is practically all 
safe.

THE WHEAT CROP.

“For the first six months of 1906, the 
output of the mines of the Boundary 
show a total of 633,526 tons, with an 
estimated total valuation of more than 
$3,000,000,” says the Phoenix Pioneer. 
“During the same period of 1905 the 
mines of this section, practically the 
same properties, shipped 458,193 tons of 
ore, valued conservatively at a little 
over $2,000,000. In the absence of 
definite valuations of the products 
from ail the mine managers, the aver­
age per ton is placed at the low figure 
of $5.

“These figures show that the output 
of 1906 thus far, as compared with that 
of 1905 for the same period, is an in­
crease of nearly 50 per cent., which is 
not a bad record, even for the Bound­
ary, where things in a mining way 
are, as a matter of course, on a con­
siderable scale.

“The ore record for June is slightly 
larger than for May, notwithstanding 
the fact that the British Columbia 
Copper Co.’s smelter is out of com- 
misison, owing to extensive enlarge­
ment in progress at the reduction 
works. Granby shipped nearly 12,000 
tons more in June than in May, and 
Dominion Copper sent out about 2,000 
tons more than the previous month."

On Tuesday the death occurred of 
Francis Bowyer Kitto, youngest son of 
the late John Kitto, D. D., F. S. A., and 
one of Victoria’s most prominent citi­
zens. Up to within a short time ago 
Mr. Kitto was actively engaged in his 
customary pursuits, the principal one 
of which was the transaction of the 
business devolving upon him as honor­
ary secretary of the Society for the 
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals. His 
last work was to arrange for the 
regular sermon in all local churches on 
the work of that organization. Illness 
prevented Mr. Kitto attending any of 
these services. This gradually got 
worse, and, despite the best medical 
attention, death ensued Tuesday.

The late Mr. Kitto was born in Lon­
don, England, sixty-four years ago. In 
his earlier life he was connected with 
a large publishing house at Windsor. 
Later he became identified with vari­
ous philanthropic institutions. He took 
a special delight in helping and assist­
ing those in distress in every way in 
his power, and, coming to Victoria 
some fifteen years ago. continued his 
good works with equal energy. When 
the members of the S. P. C. A. elected 
him to the post Of honorary secretary 
of the organization they scarcely real- 
zied how fortunate they were in their 
selection. He entered into the work 
with a whole-heartedness that gave 
spirit and energy to other officials, and 
resulted in attention being called to 
many cases of wanton cruelty to dumb 
creatures. Personally Mr. Kitto was 
highly respected and well liked by all 
with whom he came in contact. His 
death is regretted by a host of friends 
and the relatives in their bereavement 
have the sympathy of ail who knew 
the late Mr: Kitto, and appreciated his 
many admirable qualities. His brother. 
Canon Kitto, who died a few years ago 
in the Old Country, was chaplain to 
the late Queen Victoria, besides being 
a canon of St. Paul’s cathedral.

Story of the Finding of the Body of 
Bambaata. Chiefs of British Columbia Indian 

Tribes Wait on Minister of 
Interior at Ottawa.London, July 16.—The correspondent 

at Pietermaritzburg of the Mail gives 
that paper this morning what purports 
to be the official story of the decapi­
tation of the Zulu Chief Bambaata’s 
body, and its exhibition to the natives.

According to this version, a rebel 
prisoner reported the death of the chief 
and guided a doctor and two natives to 
where the body was lying for the pur­
pose of bringing it into camp for iden­
tification.

Ottawa, July 16.—The British Colum­
bia Indian chiefs, Joe Capilano, of 
Squamish; Charlie Tsilpaymilt, of 
Cowichan, and Basil, of the Bonaparte 
tribe, on their way to see the King, 
called on Minister Oliver this morning. 
The thermometer was 90, but they 
wore furs and feathers. Mr. Oliver 
gave the chiefs a letter to Lord Strath­
cona, and they left for Quebec this af­
ternoon to take the steamer.

Czar Received Deputation.
Peterhof, Russia, July 18.—A deputa­

tion of officers and men from the Si­
berian corps and the first Manchurian 
corps, including the Twelfth Siberian 
regiment, of which the Grand Duke 
Alexis is honorary colonel, were re­
ceived here to-day by. the Emperor 
Nicholas and the heir to the throne, 
who is now about two years old.

The deputation presented their com­
pliments to the Emperor and Grand 
Duke Alexis. Gifts were also present­
ed. His Majesty made a speech in 
which he returned thanks for the de­
votion promised in behalf of his son, 
and said the latter would always wear 
around his neck the cross presented to 
him by the deputation.

Emperor Hesitates.
St. Petersburg, July 19.—The belief 

that the adoption by ^he lower house 
of parliament to-day of a proclama­
tion to the nation on agrarian ques­
tion will precipitate the long brewing 
conflict and plunge the county into civ­
il war, is profound. All hope of recon­
ciliation between parliament and the 
government is vanishing and the gov­
ernment is evidently preparing to take 
up the gage of battle when it is form­
ally thrown down.

At the council held at Peterhof last 
night the camarilla came out strongly 
in favor of dissolving parliament, but 
according to the best information the 
Emperor hesitated and at the moment 
of adjournment refused to agree to a 
dissolution though his final decision 
was postponed.

New York, July 19.—The World this 
morning says: “tïeorge B. Winter, the 
English tailor of London, who was 
summoned here by Secretary Taft to 
remodel the uniforms of the American 
soldiers, sailed for home yesterday on 
the Oceanic. He has been liberally 
criticised, but said he left with feel­
ings unruffled.

“ 'When I came here I expected an­
tagonism,’ said he, ‘but I am happy to 
say I have not met with any. I think 
there was an idea that I was to take 
a contract for making uniforms, but 
my whole idea was to cut designs. If 
England can learn anything from Am­
erica we are always glad to do it. Why 
should you not learn from a European 
tailor as well as from a painter or an 
architect?’

“Mr. Winter has been at work 10 
days in the war department holding 
many conferences with Brigadier- 
General Chumphrey, quartermaster- 
general. Before sailing yesterday he 
spent several hours with General Hum­
phrey in the army building.

“ ‘With the exception of a few 
changes, all my designs have been ac­
cepted,' said Mr. Winter. ‘For one 
thing, the United States cavalry may 
look forward to peg top breeches. All 
the uniforms will have a better ap­
pearance. They will be smarter and 
more comfortable. The trousers of the 
cavalry will be cut a little larger and 
fuller around the thighs. The general 
lines of the uniforms, colors, designs 
and trimmings will be very much the 
same as at present. Such changes as 
are made are in lines around and over. 
They will make the men look more 
soldierly in service, in fatigue and 
dress parade. There will be no change 
in the campaign hat. I think both of­
ficers and men will feel pleased. There 
is no reason why a great country like 
this should dress her soldiers like a 
lot of messenger boys.’ ”

The ses­
sion was composed of some of Europe’s 
most eminent statesmen. The presi­
dent is Philip Stanhope who was re­
cently elevated to the Peerage by the 
new government of Great Britain on 
account of his distinguished services 
to his country and to the world. Mr. 
Stanhope under his new title Lord 
Weardale, will preside over this mem­
orable session of the union.

“The French member of the commis­
sion is Baron De Constant who has 
great influence in the upper house of 
the French Parliament. He is organ­
izing an international service federa­
tion containing the leading men from 
every department of life in every na­
tion. This organization has a branch 
in 21 nations and it will soon be es­
tablished in every nation, ready to 
bring its powerful support to the plans 
approached by the inter-parliament- 
a>y union. The report of the commis­
sion is unanimous for converting the 
forthcoming Hague conference, called 
at his request, into a permanent body 
assembling automatically and periodic­
ally and for reorganizing the inter­
parliamentary union so that it can 
more effectively co-operate with that 
body in developing a system of inter­
national law to take the place of war. 
This is a grand plan and will be pre­
sented to the second Hague confer­
ence with the entire influence of the 
inter-parliamentary union behind it.”

“GADDED OF WORLD”

EXPERIENCES OF LOCAL
MERCHANT AT LADNER

Enthusiastic Praise of Fertility of Banner 
Hay and Oat District of 

Province.

Much has been said and written
about the marvellous fertility of the 
lower Fraser valley, but the recent 
experiences of a local merchant will 
bear repeating. Thomas H. Horne, of 
the firm of Banrierman & Horne, has 
just returned from a purchasing trip 
through the district mentioned and the 
following is his account of what he
saw.

“The only thing that surprised me 
when on the Fraser river delta,” he 
said, “was that the fence posts did not 
grow the same as everything else. Del­
ta municipality with adjacent islands, 
Westham and Crescent, is the garden 
of the world. If people any place else 
were told the truth regarding this dis­
trict it would be classed as a fairy tale. 
Just think of a place where stock are 
pastured for at least nine months every 
year and yet a crop of 2 1-2 tons of 
timothy or 3 1-2 of clover is raised in 
the short interval. I've never seen any­
thing like it. T. W. Paterson, M.P.P., 
for instance, took his stock off on May 
28th, and to-day has a crop of hay av­
eraging at least two and a half tons.

“This record even would be beaten 
by Westham and Crescent islands. The 
fertility of the soil is simply wonderful. 
If the weather continues favorable they 
will thresh out at least 100 tons of oats 
to the acre. It's a fine country; I’d 
just as soon have 150 acres there as 
own a bank. They can grow every­
thing. Mangolds and turnips are so 
prolific that I would not venture to 
give the figures, people would think 
I’m romancing. The cattle are rolling 
fat. They ought to be. There is every­
thing in the way of food required and 
the long period of green pasture puts 
stock in the best possible condition.

“All the settlements are booming. 
Ladner will have electric light from 
New Westminster in the course of a 
few weeks and engineers are looking 
into the question of having water from 
the same place.

“Steveston, as usual during the fish­
ing season, is a hive of industry. The 
salmon have not begun to run well yet, 
but on Sunday a large number of boats 
went out and there was the expecta­
tion of a large catch.

“I saw quite a number of young 
pheasants. They seem to be spreading 
rapidly. On Westham Island I flush­
ed a covey of twelve young birds i,n 
a clover patch, and shortly afterwards 
came across three or four cocks, so 
tame that they took Httie or no notice 
of me.”

Mr. Horne says that hay will be 
about the same price as last year—$12 
to $14 pet ton. The new crop will not 
come in largely for about three weeks 
and quotations may be a little higher 
for that time, but afterwards it will 
go down to the figure mentioned. There 
is also quite a lot of old hay on hand. 
In his opinion the quality is better than 
last season and Delta hay, oats and 
clover are the best at present on the 
Wtarket.

Hurt, father of Mrs. Creffleld. He 
states that he cannot forget that it 
is his daughter who is now- in trouble 
and says he feels duty bound to come 
to her assistance. Speaking of Esther 
Mitchell, Mr. Hurt states that she has 
no friends or relatives who will come 
to her aid and that as he believes her 
to be demented he will assist her as 
well as his daughter.

Mr. Hurt has also written to his 
daughter promising that he will aid 
her in her present trouble. The woman 
read this letter with as little show of 
emotion as she has treated every event 
connected with her arrest.

Agricultural Education.
Toronto, July 17.—The Education De­

partment and Department of Agricul­
ture are conjointly arranging a pro­

Two sets of limits have been taken up. 
The Sutton Lumber and Trading Co., 
whose new mill at Mosquito Harbor is 
nearing completion, holds one set in 
three separate groups, and it is under­
stood will build another mill at Friendly 
Cove. This company is now controlled 
by McEwan Brothers, of Seattle, and 
though plans have not yet been complet­
ed, the capacity of the Friendly Cove 
enterprise will be at least 60,000 feet per 
diem. An area of 9,463 acres is included 
in the limits mentioned. The land was 
carefully cruised before application was 
made for licenses, and contains the best 
timber in the locality. Every group 
fronts on deep water, and the location is 
an ideal one for over sea shipment.

J. G. Scott, of,Vancouver, has purchas­
ed for the Pacific Coast Lumber Co. the 
other group/mentioned. It consists of 
7,974 acres, running along the east fork of 
Gold river, that flows into Guaquena 
Arm. These were held for many years 
by the old Sayward Timber Co., and are 
stated to be extremely valuable. The 
Pacific Coast Co. has a big mill on Bur- 
rard Inlet, the output of which was 21,713,- 
040 feet last year, and a new mill will be 
built to cut the timber on the land re­
cently purchased. Its location will most 
likely be near the end of Guaquena 
Arm, but it is possible a site on Bligh 
Island may be selected.

Both mills will use most of the timber 
for manufacturing shingles. The extreme­
ly high prices ruling at present make 
possible a good profit, and there is a tre­
mendous demand throughout the prairie 
provinces. Prices are much higher than 
across the Sound. Locally the figure is 
$2.75 per thousand, with a 10 per cent, re­
duction cn monthly accounts, while even 
since the strike shinglemen on the other 
side of the Gulf have not received nearly 
as large a price for their output. Clears 
are now $2.30 and Stars $1.95 in the state 
of Washington, and many complaints are 
made at the largeness of even these quo­
tations. With a margin of nearly 10 per 
cent, in favor of Vancouver Island manu­
facturers, and the added facilities of deep 
water transportation it is easy to under­
stand the activity apparent on the West 
Coast.

Winnipeg, July 18..»—During the next 
few days harvesting the wheat crop of 
the Canadian Northwest will begin, al­
though cutting will not be general be­
fore the end of the month. Never be­
fore in the history of the country have 
conditions been more ideal and care­
fully compiled reports from various 
portions of the wheat belt have led 
to a number of estimates which range 
from 110,000,000 to 150,000*000 bushels 
of wheat.

From the day the seed was planted 
the weather could not have been more 
suitable for heavy crops even had the 
farmers ordered the weather them­
selves. Dry weather for the seeding 
was followed by warm rains and hot 
days while the seed was maturing and 
since then the rain has fallen in plenty 
during the nights while the days have 
been excessively hot until the crops 
have grown as though they were in 
some' huge hotbed. In some localities 
the wheat has already begun to color 
and is exceptionally heavy and strong.

Last year a field that threshed 60 
bushels to the acre was an exception, 
but this year such fields will be plenti­
ful and the general average of the Can­
adian West will be over 25 bushels to 
the acre. In certain districts cut 
worms have appeared, but the damage 
done is so slight that it will not amount 
to more than one per cent, in the worst 
cases.

C. E. McPherson, of the C. P. R., 
states that according to agents’ reports 
over a million acres of breaking has 
been done this summer already so the 
acreage under crop next year will be 
double that of 1905.

San Francisco, July 18.—The mem­
bers of the Electrical Workers’ Union, 
who are in the employ of the United 
railroads, decided this morning to go 
on strike after receiving an ultimatum 
from the company in reply to their de­
mand that while willing to grant an 
increase of wages from $3.50 to $3.75 for 
ten hours’ work, it would not grant the 
eight-hour day.

It is possible that the street car sys­
tem will be tied up if the strike is made 
effective. The power houses cannot 
operate without shop men.

Annual Meeting of British Columbia 
Association Held in Vancouver— 

Salmon Run On.

The B. C. Packers’ Association held 
its annual meeting in Vancouver on 
Monday, the president, Campbell Swee­
ney manager of the Bank of Montreal, 
in the city mentioned, occupying the 
chair. A handsome profit was shown 
for last season and the various reports 
approved of. So Satisfactory has been 
the conduct of the association’s bus­
iness that the full board of directors 
and officials were nominated for re- 
election at the meeting to be held on 
August 6th.

On Saturday afternoon the secretary 
of the association, W. D. Burdis, of 
Vancouver, broke his left ankle by slip­
ping on the sidewolk near the post 
office. As this is the rush season 
among canners he has decided to make 
his business office a temporary home 
and will remain there for the two or 
three months necessary to recover 
from his injuries.

There is a great dearth of Chinese 
labor in the Fraser river canneries. 
As mentioned previously in the Times 
very high wages have been demanded, 
reaching up to $65 per month, but even 
at this figure there is a great want for 
more assistance apparent.

Several good catches were made re­
cently at some of the coast canneries. 
Up to the end of last week the River’s 
Inlet compàny had put up 30,000 cases 
of salmon and an average of 80 fish 
to the boat has been maintained.

The run of sockeye on the Fraser riv­
er has commenced in earnest. On Sun­
day night most boats were credited 
with at least 50 while one lucky fish­
erman piled 95 salmon on the wharf. 
In English bay and adjacent waters 
fish are more plentiful than usual dur-» 
ing an off year. According to a Van* 
couver dispatch some of the boats 
brought in over 400 during last week, 
while many others had more than half 
that number.

Strike Spreading.
Montreal, July 17.—A number of the 

spinners of the Montreal mills of the 
Dominion Textile Co., have gone out on 
strike in sympathy with the workmen 
in the Magog mills. The situation at 
the latter place remains unchanged. 
The men refuse to accept the terms of­
fered by the company, which were that 
spinners should make individual settle­
ments with their respective superin­
tendents. Meetings are being held daily, 
but so far there has been no disorder.

Plea of Not Guilty.

Threaten to Strike.
New York, July 18.—According to the 

World an ultimatum embodying a 
threat to order a general strike among 
more than 50,000 members of the build­
ing trades was delivered yesterday by 
the Associated Building Trades to em­
ployers in this city. On the receipt of 
the ultimatum the Master Plumbers’ 
Association, which is the employers' 
organization, called a conference in 
Terrace Garden. The association states 
that 800 strike breakers have been se­
cured, and are now on their way to 
New York.

The situation developed yesterday 
from a strike among 1,500 plumbers, 
members of local No. 2, which began 
about two weeks ago.

CROPS IN RUSSIA.

St. Petersburg, July 17.—The govern­
ment crop report shows continued de­
terioration in the Volga provinces, and 
five partial or total failures of the 
crops has extended in the Tamboff, 
Sarloff, Penza and Nihni Novgorod dis­
tricts, and in some of the districts of 
the Don, where the rains came too late 
to save the crops. An abundant yield, 
however, is assured in the west and 
southwestern provinces, although con­
siderable isolated damage has been 
done by hailstorms.

Bathing Fatalities
Halifax, July 16.—A tragic drowning 

occured on Saturday near St. Ellarton, 
Pictou county, when Roderick McKen­
zie, 27 years old, and Lee Frazer, seven 
years old, lost their lives. McKenzie 
was bathing with some boys. One of 
the youngest of them was Lee Frazer. 
McKenzie took him on his back across 
the river, but on returning, in mid­
stream McKenzie either took cramp, or 
the boy so tightened his grasp round 
his neck as to cause the swimmer to 
sink. Whatever the cause, both sank 
and were not taken out of the water 
for 20 minutes, when life was extinct. 
At Middletown, children were bathing, 
when one of them, daughter of L. S. 
Shaffner, got in too deep. Mrs. Arbe 
went to her assistance, hut losing her 
footing and becoming confused, she 
was drowned. The girl was rescued.

C. P. Herbert Dead.
Montreal, July 17.—After a protract­

ed illness of the last two months from 
tumor of the liver, Charles P. Herbert 
passed away at 2 o’clock this morn­
ing at the age of seventy-two. Deceas­
ed was one of Montreal's’ oldest and 
most respected business men, having 
been identified in commercial affairs 
for nearly sixty years.

His Majes­
ty retains a vivid recollection, even 
after the lapse of many years, of his 
former visit, of the beauties and inter­
est of the country, and of the enthusi­
asm and loyalty which everywhere 
greeted him.

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Ottawa, July 17.—King Edward and 
Queen Alexandra are unable to accept 
the invitation to visit Canada, present­
ed by the Senate and the House of 
Commons. His Majesty's reply to the 
address, which appears in an extra of 
the Canada Gazette, follows:

Downing Street,
7th July, 1906.

My Lord:—As requested in Your 
Lordship's dispatch of 25th May, I have 
submitted to His Majesty the joint ad­
dress to the King from the Senate and 
House of Commons expressing their 
loyalty and devotion to His Majesty, 
and praying that His Majesty and Her 
Majesty the Queen will be graciously 
pleased to visit the Dominion.

His Majesty has been pleased to re­
ceive the address very graciously, I 
need scarcely remind Your Lordship of 
two circumstances which must not be 
overlooked in consideration of these 
proposals. In the first place, the cur­
rent business of empire, which is "con­

This pleasant information was par­

ticularly emphasized by Dr. C. F. Fag­
an, secretary to the provincial board 
of health, who returned last night 
from his annual tour of inspection.

"I met two parties of visitors from 
the east while travelling up and down 
the rjver,” he said. “Who had been 
through a number of the canneries. 
They had taken a deep interest in their 
visit as all had been much impressed 
by recent revelations regarding un- 
cleanllness in the canning of foods. 
The conditions on the Fraser river 
proved a pleasant surprise. One and 
all stated that everything they saw 
was perfectly clean and expressed 
much satisfaction with the manner in 
which the cannerymen were obeying 
government regulations.

“There has been some friction each 
year between the government and the 
canners but the recent scandals have 
made them more than ready to enforce 
cleanliness. Notices are posted at 
every available point giving the regu­
lations in full and, so far as the can­
neries are concerned, there is very lit­
tle troqble. Some of the fishermen, 
however, object to the heavy fine im­
posed for dumping dead fish in the 
river and tear down these notices 
whenever they have a chance. They 
are, however, renewed at once by Pro­
vincial Patrolman F. S. DeGrey, who 
spends his whole' time on the river in 
a very swift launch.

“While, inside, the canneries are very 
clean, some managers persist in 
breaking the rules regarding deposit­
ing offal in the river. Usually there 
is a chute where discarded portions of 
the salmon are deposited and the gates 
are not supposed to be opened unless a 
scow is ready to receive the offal 
which is then towed out to sea and 
dumped. But some of the canners do 
not wait for this and if the chute gets 
full during the night just open the 
gates and let the refuse slide into the 
river.

“This is a hard thing to stop, but I 
believe by next season it will be over­
come. Several of the canneries have 
introduced a wheel System whereby 
the offal is taken directly from the cut­
ting table and deposited in a hopper to 
wait the arrival of the scows. Were 
this carried out in every instance there 
would be no dumping in the river and 
regulations will be made in time for 
next year making the wheel and hop­
per system compulsory.

“No further parlying will be held 
with any offenders. Any infraction of 
the rules will be prosecuted at once 
as ail parties concerned are well aware 
of the requirements. While this is ef­
fectual regarding canneries the fisher­
man will still cause trouble. When 
they make a bigger catch than can be 
taken by the canneries they are left 
with a number of dead fish in the boat 
that have to be disposed of. These are 
supposed to be taken out to sea like 
offal from the canneries, but many 
fishermen dump them into the river 
at the earliest opportunity. The dead 
salmon are deposited on the river banks 
very frequently and while in a state 
of decomposition diffuse a most * un­
pleasant Oder and are a menace to the 
public health. All that is possible is 
being done to put a stop to the prac­
tice and an example will be made of 
anyone caught at it.”

In this connection a couple of 
tracts from a report of the Canadian 
Commercial Agent at Manchester will ’ 
be of interest. They were furnished 
to the Times by Deputy-minister of 
Agriculture, J. R. Anderson. The au­
thoritative statement made by Dr. Fa­
gan as given above should receive wide 
publicity as showing that British Col­
umbia canneries are free 
slightest taint of filth, 
are as follows:

But he 
had learnt that babies were individual­
ists, and. that every baby was neces­
sarily different from any other baby 
that preceded or would follow it. It 
was quite useless to treat these indi­
vidualist babies, each with a strong 
personality, alike. Mr. Broadbent 
humorously remarked upon the extra­
ordinary way in which infants refused 
to conform to any rules laid down for 
them in orthodox medical books. He 
had had experience of pretty nearly a 
hundred babies, and, even in the mat­
ter of teething, not one of them had its 
teeth at the proper time. And yet it 
was such an apparently resonabie 
thing for a baby to have its teeth ac­
cording to rule, but they would not do 
it. The moral was that parents could 
not, and must not, treat babies other­
wise than as individuals.

; night at the meeting of the board of 
aldermen there was a heavier precipi­
tation than Victoria had previously ex­
perienced. Luckily it was only talk, 
if the water talked about had been 
anywhere at hand there would have 
been a second edition of the flood. 
Water for sprinkling; water for vege­
table gardens; water, both fresh and 
salt, for fire protection; drinking water 
and every other kind of water ; all 
were mentioned. Of course Goldstream 
water bobbed up cerenely-as usual, but 
according to the Mayor the city will 
be independent in future, and compel 
the Esquimalt company to make any 
further overtures.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)The Mayor thereupon intimated that 
a special meeting to consider the whole 
water question would probably be call­
ed for Thursday, July 27th.

In concluding the discussion of the 
water question the Mayor intimated 
that a little difficulty had arisen in 
connection with the proposed reservoir 
at Lost lake, particulars of which were 
given in last night’s Times. As this 
lake emptied into Deadman’s river, and 
the water finally found its way to 
Thetis lake, he thought it well to en­
quire if the Esquimalt company con­
sidered it part of their system. If so, 
it might be ignored altogether and the 
new reservoir built at Lavender 
swamp, that was large enough for all 
purposes.

Aid. Yates suggested expropriation, 
and Aid. Fell thought it foolish to ask 
the company to give away part of its 
watershed. It was asking something 
for nothing. The feeling of the board 
being against making such an enquiry 
it was decided to have both the lake 
and swamp projects surveyed. If the 
company is found entitled to Lost lake 
the pipes will be carried past it and 
the reservoir made at Lavender swamp.

H. M. S. Shearwater, which left her» 
en route to Behring Sea a week or so 
ago to there enter upon patrol duty a 
soon as the sealing season opens at 
the beginning of August, returned to 
Esquimalt this morning, creating no 
small surprise. On inquiry the Times 
was informed that Capt. Hunt is quite 
ill, and was unable to continue the 
voyage north. He will enter the hos­
pital, and in the meanwhile the Shear­
water will remain in port till the 22nd. 
There is an understanding that the 
ship will then resume her voyage, al­
though how this will be arranged Is 
not announced. The ship had gotten 
as far as Comox.

Coincident with the arrival of tin 
Shearwater this morning the U. S. 
cruiser Chicago, flagship of the Pacific 
squadron, accompanied by the cruiser 
Boston, dropped anchor in Esquimalt 
They have come only for the day, be­
ing en route south from the Sound, and 
will proceed on the voyage this even­
ing. The ships arrived about 8 o’clock 
and as they entered the harbor were 
saluted by the customary discharge of 
21 guns. Neither the Chicago or Bos­
ton are strangers to this port. There 
are here many friends of the officers 
who are always delighted at seeing 
ships visit Victoria.

The Chicago is a first class cruiser of 
5,273 tons displacement, 325 feet long. 
48% feet beam, 22% feet draught, 9,000 
horse-power. Her keel was laid in 
Chester in 1885, and four years later 
the ship was completed at a cost of 
£182,677. The armament consists of four 
8-inch guns, fourteen 5-inch, nine 6 
pounders and two maxim guns. The 
ship’s speed is 18 knots; her normal 
coal carrying capacity is 831 tons, and 
her complement of men 400.

The Boston is not so large. Her dis­
placement is 3,000 tons, her length 
271%, her beam 42 feet and her draught 
20%, her horse-power 4,000. Her keel 
was laid in Chester In 1884. She was 
completed in 1887 at a cost of £127,196. 
She carries two 8-inch, six 6-inch, six 
4-pounders and two maxim guns. Her 
speed is 16 knots: her normal coal ca­
pacity 380 tons and her complement of 
men 282.

The Nebraska, the new battleship of 
the tlnited States navy, built at Seat­
tle, made her standardization trip on 
Monday.

Duning the thirteen trial runs over 
the measured mile course off Vashon 
Island, she developed an average speed 
of 19.237 knots an hour, which is ex­
ceeded by the Georgia, the fatest bat­
tleship in the navy, by only .023 knots, 
says the Post intelligancer. The aver­
age made by the New Jersey, another 
sister vessel to the Nebraska and 
Georgia, is 19.20 knots, leaving the lo­
cal built ship the second in the navy 
in point of speed.

The fastest single run made by the 
Nebraska during the trials was at the 
rate of 19.51 knots, but officials of the 
Moran Brothers Company declare that 
during one additional run not consid­
ered in making up the average the 
vessel made a speed of 19.96 knots. The 
run was accidental, and was made on
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In submitting the report Aid. Stew­
art, as chairman of the committee, 
made a short statement.

There is no easy field test for cobalt, 
and even its location By assay is a 
matter of great complexity. All other 
minerals, such as silver, copper, lead, 
arsenic and nickel, have first to be dis­
covered and eliminated, and the pro­
cess is a long one. Ores containing 
cobalt in large quantities are very 
often almost flesh colored, and though 
somewhat resembling cinnabar, are 
lighter in hue. There might be some 
possibility of confusion arising , re­
garding the connection between these 
two metals, as the pigment known as 
green cinnabar is of cobaltic origin. It 
may be stated, however, that the term 
cinnabar applied to the pigment men­
tioned is erroneous. Cinnabar proper 
is red sulphide of mercury, occurring 
in brilliant red crystals or reddish or 
brown amorphous masses, while green 
cinnabar is a pigment consisting of the 
oxides of cobalt and zinc, artificially 
subjected to the action of fire.

An arrangement has been reached by 

which the fish trap put in by the B. C. 
Packers’ Association and complained 
of by the Anglo 'B. C. Packing Co. 
trespassing' upon their territory will be 
operated to the close or this season. 
Both parties agree to expedite an ap­
peal to the courts this fall so as to set­
tle the dispute before the opening of 
next year’s season. In the first in­
stance this will likely come as a stated 
case before one of the judges of the 
Supreme court. This step will be taken 
immediately after vacation, and will 
allow of the appeals which may follow 
going forward in turn so that it may 
be disposed of by the judicial commit­
tee of the Privy Council, if that course 
is adopted, before the fishing season of 
1907.

This decision was reached by ar­
rangement yesterday afternoon, while 
an appeal was in course of argument 
before the special sitting of the Full 
couft. The appeal had been taken 
from a decision of Mr. Justice Morri­
son, who granted an injunction re­
straining the defendant company from 
operating the trap.

In the course of the argument yes­
terday afternoon the judges constitut­
ing the full bench, Chief Justice Hunt­
er, Mr. Justice Irving and Mr. Justice 
Duff came to the conclusion that there 
was room for a temporary settlement 
of the trouble for the present season, 
and that this would allow an oppor­
tunity to deal with the question in a 
much more satisfactory way than 
would be the result if an off-hand de­
cision were given.

Both sides were agreeable to enter 
into an arrangement by which the fish 
taken in the trap would be divided 
equally during the present fishing sea­
son and the cost of putting in and 
operating the trap throughout the sea­
son would be equally divided. Under 
the circumstances the court rose to al­
low the solicitors to come to a settle­
ment along these lines.

Rapid progress was made in the mat­
ter until it came to the question of set­
tling what looked like a minor point, 
namely, the time to be allowed for the 
putting in of pleadings. Charles Wil­
son, K. C., for the defendants, appel­
lants, expressed a desire to have no 
word of mouth arrangement on this 
point. He wanted it finally settled, and 
in writing. Mr. Wilson wanted the 
statement of claim filed in seven days. 
He would follow with the defence in 
the same time. This would ensure the 
whole of the preliminaries being at­
tended to before vacation closed, and 
early in October an appeal might be. 
taken to the courts.

C. B, MacNeill, Kl C., representing 
the other side, wanted more time in 
which to file his pleadings on the 
ground that he was busy at present, 
and could not give it his attention. He 
thought that he should be given until 
the middle of August.

Both sides stood out for what they 
contended was the right course until 
finally the negotiations were called off, 
Mr. Wilson stating that it looked to 
him as though there was an attempt 
to put this off for some reason, and he 
would not stand for it. On the con­
trary he was prepared to go on with 
the hearing of the case and ta^re his 
medicine whatever the decision.

The court was informed that counsel 
were ready, and the court reassembled.

The main body of the shield contains 
the following inscription : “St. Charles 
Challenge Trophy—Presented by the 
St. Charles Condensing Company, 
Ingersoll, Ontario, for competition 
yearly by the riflemen of British Col­
umbia.”

Below is shown a milch cow with the 
company's initials. A lower panel de­
picts the Paardeberg scene, while ad-’ 
joining it are enameled representations 
of the lumbering and mining indus­
tries.

Across the top is shown the British 
Columbia coat of arms with typical 
models of Strathcona’s Horse and the 
First Contingent, R. C. R. Also con­
tained in the decorations are heads of 
the mountain sheep and elk. The con­
ventionalized maple leaf plays a very 
important part also in the decoration 
of the trophy.

The trophy is one of the most valu­
able which has been offered for com­
petition in British Columbia. It was 
manufactufed by Waring & Gillow, 
Ltd., of Liverpool. It is finished by 
hand in silver relieved by enamelling.

Mr. Shallcross, of the local firm, has 
received from England photographs 
showing the trophy on exhibition in 
the window of Waring &-Gillow in 
Liverpool. There is a large group in 
front of the window admiring it.

The Liverpool Courier in making 
mention of it says? “As an instance of 
the public spirit animating all classes 
in our colonies and of the encourage­
ment which is given to the volunteer 
movement abroad we are glad to notice 
the interesting challenge trophy which 
is to be presented by the St. Charles 
Condensing Company, of Ingersool, 
Ontario, for annual competition by the 
riflemen of British Columbia.”

The .following notice to mariners has 
just been issued by the department of 
marine and fisheries:

The change in the character of the 
light shown from Discovery Island light­
house, Haro Strait, from fixed white to 
occulting white, advertised in notice to 
mariners No. 24 (64) of 1906, to be made on 
or about the 1st June, 1906, will be made 
qn 10th August, 1906.

A lighthouse tower has been erected by 
the government of Canada on the reef on 
the west side of Denman Island, Baynes 
Sound, about 1(4 miles to the southward 
of Village Point. The light will be put in 
operation on the 1st July, 1906. The tower 
stands on the reef, 250 feet out from the 
shore. It is a wooden building, squara 
in plan, with sloping sides, surmounted 
by a square wooden lantern, the whole 
painted white. It is 27 feet high from its 
base to the top of the ventilator on the 
lantern.
