A. O. Skinner, president: of the St.
John Exhibition Association, returned
from Ottawa today, where he had been
in connection with the Dominion Exhibi-
tion grant for St. John, and also to dis-
cuss the new drill shed and the effect it
would have on the exhibition property.

The decision not to give the grant this
year naturally was disappointing to Mr.
Skinner, but the government’s assurances
with reference to the drill hall gave every
watisfaction. -

“The reason for not giving the Domin-
jon exhibition grant were on grounds of
economy,” said Mr. Skinner, ‘‘as St. John
is already in the estimates for half a mil-
lion dollars for harbor improvements,”
Asked if the. competitiod in New Bruns-
wick between Chatham, Fredericton and
St. John would not have been the real
.reasq: for cutting out the grant, Mr.
Skinner said he did not think so; though
that might have had some influence. -

“The grant has been promised to Sas-
katchewan for next year, but the minister
of public works assured me that efforts
would be made with the western province
to let it go to New Brumswick instead,
they to have it for 1911, and as - they
would propably be better prepared for it

then, being a new province, I believe our
chances are good,” said Mr. Skinner.

. President Skinner said that in advancing
St. John’s claims he had pointed out the
great advantages of central location, ho-
tel accommodation, etc., of this city. Fred-
ericton did not seem to be taken into con-
sideration, St. John and Chatham only
being talked of.

Mr. Skinner showed that Chatham was
at a disadvantage on account of being off
the main line and also lacking sufficient
hotel accommodation. He expressed the
opinion that. this city should have no dii-
ficulty in being the choice. .

The matter rested with the members
from this province. “I was probably more
interested in the drill hall situation as it
affected us, as it was necessary for us to
know whether or not it would interfere
with our buildings, so that we could know
how to govern ourselves in our plans. 1
was glad to find that the building of the
hall will not in any way affect us as ar-
rangements are already being made to ex-
propriate two blocks on the south side of
Sheffield street from Sydney to Went-
worth.” e

When building operations would com-
mence Mr. Skinner did not know, but pre:
sumed as soon as possible.

In the last redistribution of federal seats
the unit of measurement was about 23,-
000. Quebec by the B. N. A.. Act is en-
titled to 65:seats, and the population ‘of
Quebec, divided by 65, gives the umit of
measurement throughout the Dominion.
It is estimated that the unit. after the
census, of 1911 will: be: about 25,000. The
western people have. high: hopes of a very
much ‘increased representation in the mext

75 seats, with at least 60
the great lakes. The power of the west
will be felt more ‘and ‘more, and' it wonld
not be a matter of surprise if the next
time Sir Wilfrid Laurier appeals to the
country he will have in his cabinet a repe
resentative from each of the provinces of o
Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Alherta and
Bl"1t1§h Columbia.

The accigent which is supposed to have
been due to a broken or spread rail hap-
pened opposite Indian  Point. The bag
gage car, which was next the engine, was
the first to leave the rails and went over
a low bank in the direction of the river,
which runs close to ‘the track at this
point, dragging the postal and express car
after it. "

Fire broke out almost immediately in
the baggage car and Baggage Master
Cummings, who wae jammed in the wreck,
was rescued with difficulty. It was found
that he was seriously injured and after
being exathined by. Dr. Peake he was
placed on the engine and sent on to
Aroostook Junction.

The second and first class cars also left
the rails and slid along the frozen track
for some distance. None of the passengers
were injured.

The train for Presque Isle which was
waiting at Aroostook Junction, was sent
down to the scene of the wreck, and took
the mails and passengers on board.

Wrecking trains are on the way here
from McAdam and Woodstock, and it is
probable that the track will eoon be
cleared. .

The first news of the wreck reached
here in a telephone message from Father
Ryan at Indian Point, who saw .the ac-|
cident and the cars catch fire and burn’
after they left the track.

To the Editor. of The Times: .

Sir,—If: reading your reasoning critic-
ism ‘on'a prominent, liquor seller and the
“Syn’s” abbreviated comment thereon, 1
have thought it well for all of us who
have Views, to éxamine well into the mat-
ter that so seriou:ly affects so many inter-
ests of the whole human race.

The above paragraphs express fairly the
v slews vet' forth by Premier ‘Hazen yester-
Iay afterncon in his reply to the delegation
whi‘é‘.\ asked for provincial prahibition. l'o
say that it is wholly unsatisfactéery to
them is to state the simple truth. They
Jid not go there to listen to praises of the
Scott Act, but to ask for a prohibitory
faw. Mr. Hazen knew they were coming,
and has had ample time to make up his
mind whether he is for or against pro-
hibition. He might just as well have given
the delegation a direct and definite answer
yesterday.

Mr. Hazen is very inaccurate when he
states that provincial prohihitien is an en-
larged Scott Aet. Provincial prohibition
would centralize and make everviwhere ef-
feetive the machinery for the enforcement
of the law. The Scott Act does not. Mr.
Hazen's friend, Mr. Morrissy, could have
told him (hat in the county of Northum-
berland, the Scott Act is not well enforced.
His friend Mr. Grimmer could have said
the same concerning Charlotte. Whgt the
delegaticn which met the government yes-
terday seeks, is a law which will be en-
forced by the provincial gzovernment in
every city, in every county and in every
parish.

Mr. Hazen appears to entertain doubts
whether the government should apply
prohibition to those counties which, he
save, ave not yet tipe for it, presumably
because they have not adopted the Scott
Act. Why should this rule not apply o
a parish as well as to a county? 1f, for
example, there is a parish in Kings county
which does not want the Scott Act, would
not Mr. Hazen argue that this parish
should be exempt? Or, going a little far-
ther, if there is an individual in a parish
who does not want the Scott Act, why
should it be forced upon him? Of course,
Mr. Hazen would not present any such
argument as this, but the non-Scott Act
countics are seized upon as excuses for re-
fusing prohibition to the province. Yet
he probably knows that a majority of ihe
people even in those counties would to-
day vote forprohibition.

The premier made the statement that
even strong temperance’ men themselves
difier about the mest meons of dealing with
the liquor problem. He should have said
strong political temperancc men. Any
temperance man, not a politician, who is
in doubt, is of that class who want pro-
hibition for other people, but mnot for
themselves.

With regard to the preeentation of the
case by the very large and influential dele-
«ation which waited upon the government
yesterday, it must be said that the ground
was completely covered. 'The argument
presented by Mr. J. Willard Smith- was
singularly clear, temperate, comprehensive
and complete. Not one of the speakers in
his remarks made any ‘pereonal references
to liquor dealers.

ONTARIO TAKES
A PRACTICAL STEP

Will Have a Demonsteration Farm
in the Northern Wilderness.

(Toronto News)

The lonely pioneer of agriculture in the
far northland of Onatrio will soon be
chosen by the Minister of Agriculture. He
will be in charge of the new ‘“‘demonstra-
tion” farm of the govermment at Monteith
460 miles north of Toronto and only 40
miles south of Cochrane, the junction point
of the National Transcontinental.

Last session it will be remembered, legis-
lation was passed sctting apart one square
mile for this purpose. The land is thick-
ly wocded and the government recently

|wick. A large and representative delega-
‘tion from churches and temperance organ-
izations met the guvernment, made a re-
quest for a provincial prohibitory law, and
backed .it up with a petition bearing some
10,500 signatures. :

The premier made an eXtended verbal
reply, which was taken as an indication
that provincial prohibition need not be ex-
pected, but that the general application of
the Scott Act to all the counties would,
in his view, meet the case of the petition-
ers. He gave some hope to local optionists
in St. John by stating that the local
option clauses of the present license law
were unfair and by intimating that there
would be legislation to effect improvement.

As the ‘delegation withdrew there were
expressions of dissatisfaction heard and
one clergyman. remarked that the premier
had shown them how not to do what was
asked.

Between forty and- fifty were in the
delegation which met the government, and
about an hour was spent in reading the
petition and in addresses in support of the
claims of prohibition and in the premier’s
reply. A written answer to the petition
will be given later.

J. Willard Smith, president of the N.
B. Temperance Federation, before presents
ing the petitions, referred briefly to the
stand taken in favor of prohibition.

HEARD, SMOOTHLY TURNED DOWN

Premier Hazen Was Nice, Very Nice, but His Lack of Sympathy Was Appar-
ent Even Through a Coating ef Sugary Words — He Suggests No Hope
for a Provincial Prohibitory Law and Temperance People Who Helped to
Place Him in Power Are Grievously Disappointed.

“Canada has had some experience of a
prohibitory law. Under Sir Leonard Til-
ley’s govérnment in the 50's a prohihition
law was passed in New Brunswick and
répealed the next year.

Synopsis of Canadian Northwest Land
Regulations.

|
ANY person who {s the sole head of &
family, or any male over 13 years old,
may homestead ‘a quarter-section of avail~
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskatche-
wan or Alberta. The applicint must appear
in person at the Dominion Lands Agency or
Sub-Agency for the district. Entry by proxy
may be made at any agency, on certain con-
ditions, by father, mother, son, daughter,
brother or sister of intending homesteader.

Duties.—8ix months' residence upon and
cultivation of the jand in each of three

. A homesteader may live within nine
miles of his homestead on a farm of at least
8¢ acres solely owned and occupled by him
or by his father, mother, son, <Caughter,
brother or sister,

In certain districts a homesteader iu good
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section
alongside his homestead. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in sach
of six years from date of homestead entry
(izcluding the time required to earn hom.e-
:’r:_ld patent), and cultivate fifty acres ex-

A homesteader who has exhausted his home-
stead right and cannot obtain a pre-emption
may take a purchased homestead in certain
districts. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties—Must
reside six months in eéach three years,
&u&xu fitty acres and erect a houee worth

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Recently the United States authorities
were called upon to combat and defeat
aphthous fever, the deadly and dreaded
gtourge of the cattle ranges and yards.
All the tremendous resources of the na-
tional government were exerted to cut
off in detail the mysterious forces of this
unseen, yet remorseless epemy of our
greatest single source of national wealth;
for no other xind of production cquals
in value the output of our live stock in-
dustry, including as it does, over a dozen
important branches of sub and by-pro-
ducts, any one of them involving a trade
mounting far up'in the tems of millions.

The live stock trade of the United
States..in a . single . year -runs .- close to-.a
billion of dollars and when all this has
been devoured there yet remains an in-
vested capital of over a million more in
the form of actual live stock or producte
evolved from the varied and various
branches of industry, primarily depend-
ing on cloven foot animals. In this class
are included cattle, sheep and hogs, for
each’ and every variety of animal that
walks on. a. cleft or divided hoof is sub-
ject to the dread foot and mouth dis-
ease.

TWO OUTBREAKS LAST YEAR.

In 1908 but two important outbreaks of
foot and mouth disease (as aphthous fever
ie called in the vemnacular) were chroni-
cled in the United States. The first was
in the Middle West and caused only local
disaster and was promptly etamped out
by sudden extermination of the cattle in-
volved. The second attack occurred in
the Middle Atlantic states and led to an
embargo of exporting cattle from iwo
great seaports and the destruction of
thousands of dollars’ worth of stock. In

. both cases the United States authorities
{ook immediate charge of the situation
and the national treasury was called upon
to pay the owners the value of the cattle
infested and destroyed. ;

Before detailing the appearance of this
dread cattle disease which causes a con-
stant standing expense amounting to sev-
eral millions annually, the origin of this
epidemic is especially’ interesting. The
first outbreaks of foot. and mouth discase
were simply termed epizootics by" farmers
bundreds of years back, and the disease,
lfke every other known scourge but two,
originated in the crowded sections of Cen-
tral Asia. . |

Cattle plagues were just as frequent in
the Middle Ages as those frightful epi-

-
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demics of diseases among men that fre-omce infected, and indeed,

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quently swept the entire known - globe,
starting in far Eastern Asia among the
crowded hordes of the Mongolian steppe
and swinging from nation to nation unti
it died out in the Arctic regions—not from
the cold but merely from lack of more
material to creep upon. : )
The foot and mouth disease, known
likewise as aphthous fever, cpizootic ap: -
tha, infectious aphtha, eczema epizootic
1s, so far ae science today is concerned, -
closed book, both as *to specific germ o
bacillus which causes the scourge and the
cause or cure thereof.
SCIENCE CAN DO {LITTLE.

All that modern ‘science can actually do
even to this day against foot and mouth
disease is a primitive and brutal extermi-
nation of the victims of the fever before
other creatures have become infected by
it.

Loefiler, a celebrated scientist of Ger-
many, gnd today perhaps the man most
experienced in combating foot and mouth
disease, tried inoculating healthy cattle
with injections of infected material and
produced immunity in a great majority of
his cases, but the animals thus treated
are sources of contagion during their ill-
ness\and actually this inoculation would
merely spread the disedse and serve to
intrench it more firmly in infected dis-
tricts.

1 Germany, the discase is &0 widespread
that elaughtering the animals would ruin
the farmers of the nation, so that vaccin-
ation, which is what Loeffler’s inoculation
process practically amounts to, has been
tried- with fairly good results.

While sich a dangzrous foe to cattle,
sheep, goats, hogs and every other ani-

tality of aphthous fever is not as high
as with eome other diseases. It runs irom
ten\per cent as the wusual figure, to as
high as 50 per cent, where remiection has
occurred; for one attack of foot and
mouth disease does not confer immunity
on the sufferer from later attaeks ®of
the fever. .

HUMAN BEINGS (‘AN%E INFECTED.

While human beings dg. not get the dis-
case from eatling-the meat of apimals suf-
fering from foet and mouth disease, they
veadily take infection from the milk.

ease to human beings and especiall

children. Regions where the lfevor yprlu8
vails _babitualy, show t101s1a1s or ¢ ses,
especially in children, who naturally are
greater milk drinkers than adults. There
is in hulpun beings a high fever and -
teﬂse. pain and difficulty in swallowing.
V\.lthm two days the patient breaks out
with blisters in the mouth and on the
fingers. These sometimes cause dangerous
ulcers, but death rarely comes to the hu-
1an being from aphthous fever. In fact,
+his disease follows up the findings of mod-
‘rn cathology, which .as lemcrstraied
-hat the human animal is nest £ied 1o fight
ny .avnd every germ of dJisease known to
aedicine. The vast majority of diseases

4 common to both man and tRe brutes tind

a far readier prey in the lower animal.

GOVERNMENT \\'OR\K SWidily.

The work of the government, once the

dread foot. and mouth disease has - been
reported from any district, is swift and
relengless. An advance guard - from the
veterinary department hastens to look ihe
suspects over and make a pathological test
as to th.e true nature of the troubte. If
the verdict is in the affirmative the'nation-
al government immediately promulgates a
quarantine order that shuts up the sus-
pected territory in a net through which
no means of contagion can escape.

This is followed up by the speedy arrival
of men who, after killing the infected an-

iimals. sweep the stables, 1e-ding p.aces end
'even suspecled meadows with disinfect-

ante. Into streams, thought capable of
having been infected, formaldehyde is
poured and not a vestige is left unburned
of the hay, oats, corn or any other food
which could possibly have been muzzled
over by the diseased animals.

No especial harvdship is worked by this
slaughtering of infected amimals and the
stern destruction of every possible source
of contagion. - The national government
has sensibly and justly taken the stand
that what the ronstituted authorities de-
cide must be d2stroyed for the common
gocd of the mation, should be 1:11 for out
of the common funds.

DIFFICULTIES ARE TREMENDOUS.

Tremendous diffculty is sometimes en-
countered in getting the diseased animals
into such quarters that they can be kill-
ed. Even greater difficulty has been ex-
perienced in getting sufficient labor to ex-
cavate the vast graves which must be dug
deep to hold the carcasgs of the slaughter-
ed animals and to put an effective layer
of carth betiveen the living and the in-
fection that can so ewiftly be absorbed
from the Head.

It is only in rare cases in this country
that the disease' progresses to a setage
where, the animals froth at the mouth.
Usially a high fever, sometimes as much
as 106 degrees, has been encountered in
foot and mouth disease, but where the
deadly inflammation of the germ has reach-
ed this extreme high point, recovery is out
of the question, owing to serious chem.ical
changes in the blood, among’ them a vicious
tendency to coagulation.

The final thought in the pathological
search after'the gérm and the nature of
aphthous fever, is that the bacillus must
be some infinitesimally minute- vegétable
patasite which defies the ordinary tests
for germs like those of consumption, . ty-
phoid fever, ete. Its minuteness is prob-
ably the cause of the tremendous ° ease
with which the disease can spread itself.
Nothing known to medical science is so
easy of propagation as foot and mouth
disease.
