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ANNUAL ANNOUNCEMENT,
1881-82.

In pubiiehing the “Announcement” ofanother session of the Halifax 
Medical College, the Faculty deeires to draw attention to a few points in 
connection with the hietory of the Institution.

Inaugurated fiftcen years ago as the medical department of Dalhousie 
College, it has for the paet six years had an independent existance nnder 
its present name. During the whole of this time th College has steadily 
Bdvanced, and the pregrese wliich has been made is token as ample 
evidence of the wiadom of its estahlishment

From its orginal inception as a merely preparatory school, the College 
has gradually advanced to the stonding of a firstolass Medical Institution, 
where a thorough and complete medical eduoation is afforded to a largo 
class of young men, drawn from varions parto of the Maritime Provinces, 
who would have otherwise gone away to pnrsue their studies chiefly, in 
the United States, ut a loss to the country and at greater expense to 
themsolves.

By the requiremeut of a etriot preliminary or matriculation examina- 
tion, by increasing the duration of the period of study, and by the high 
standard of the profeseional examination, demanded, it is claimed that the 
qualifications of young men entering the profession, even iu cases where 
their entire course is not token in this College, has been rendered rery 
niuch superior to the average in former years.

The Faculty feels that its efforts have been productive of good resulta, 
and that the correctness of the viewe entertoined by it in the early years 
of its existence must now he evident, and would therefore urgé upon the 
cousideration of tpo profession, the public, and more particularly of those 
intending to pursue the study of medicine, the claims of the Halifax 
Medical College. 1 i

Ih connection with the advantoges of the Institution, attetttlon is 
drnwn to the importonee of Halifiix os a medical centre, it epjoying 
faeilities for the study of those rare form», of diseose wliich M theii 
way to importont sea-porto.

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The attention of students is called to the fact that tlie exception 
made in the Provincial Modical Act regarding studenta who commenccd 
their studies before a certain date, has now ceased to taks effect; and 

the Provincial Modical Board »ill rigidly enforce thethat in future
clause demauding four yeare of stady previous to gmduation. It will 
thus' be seen that degrees frorti colleges teqttiring a less number of years 
of stndy will no longer qualify for registration under the Act.

Students are also reqnested to take notice of the changes mode with 
rcference to Courses of study and time of holding examinations for 
Degres in Primary Suhjecta as etated in Section 11 of Extraets frotn 
Bcgulations," page 12, and Section 18 of “ Regulations for Degrees in 
Medicine and Surgery," page 15. These regulations will etune into föfce 
with students commencuig tfieir studies aflerjthis date.

Candidates for the Degree of Master in Pharmacy are reqnired to 
present evidence of attendance upon two three months courses of Lectures 
upon Chemistry, Materia Medica and Pharmacy, and one three months 
courso upon Botany and Mioroscopy, also of one year’s practice in 
Dispensing Medicines. In lien of above qualifications evidence of four 
yeairf oxperience in a Drng Store in the Dispensing of Medicines will be 
accepted.

The examinations to be passed for the Degree in Phariqaoy shall be:

(2.) A Written and Oral examination in Materia Medica, Chemistry, 
Botany and Pharmacy.

(3.)' An examination in Practical Pharmacy and in Microscopy.
