Apple Butter.—Pare and core the
apples, cut in pieces and put through
To every pint of apple pulp

vook them in this way. It is the only
way, indeed, in which they may be ap-
propriately served with turkey or
meat. Too long cooking impeirs the
flavor. Always cook oranberries in
granite or porcelain. Metal will give
them an unpleasant taste and a bad
color.

To make oranberry sauce to per-
fection, allow to one quart of cran-
berries ome ocupful of cold water, and
let cook 10 minutes, until the skins
have begua to break. Thea add two
cupfuls of granulated sugar, and let
boil 10 minutes longer, stirring fre-
quently with silver or granite apoon,
to prevent scorching. Pour into
earthen or granite molds, and let set
for 12 hours before serving, although
in a cold place it will become firm
very quickly if made as directed. Pint
bowls make very good molds, and
large-sized egg-oups make pretiy in-
dividual shapes.

SIMPLE REMEDIKS.

For Summer Diarrhea — Listerine,
one ounce; potass. carbonate, one dram;
syr. rhei aromat., seven ounces. Half
an ounce every four hours.

Varicose Veins.—Tincture collinso-
nia is a specific in ibe treatment of
varicosed veins. Ten drops four times
daily, all other conditions of the pa-
tient receiving proper attemtiom, will
produce prompt benefit.
Tonsilitis~Let the patient wet his
forefinger and dip it into powdered
bicarbonate of sodium. The surface of
the tomsil should be rubbed with the
end of the finger every five minutes
during balf an hour, and afterward
every hour during the same day.
Powder Stains on the Skin.—They
may be removed by painting with the
following solution: Biniodide of am-
moninm and distilled water, equal
parts. Thea dilute with hydrochlor-
ic acid to reach the tissues more deep-
ly affeoted.

Infantile Diarrhoea.—At the onset
give a tablespoonful of the following
mixture: Oil of ricini, one ounce;
glyoerine, two ocunces; oil of cassiae,
one drop. After it has operated free-
ly give listerine combined with a small
dose of Batle’s papine.

Gargle and Mouth Wash.—Diluted
listerine makes a pleasant and effi-
cient gargle and mouth wasb, acting
kindly on irritated or inflamed mus-
ous surfaces, and removing amy un-
pleasant odors of the breath.

For Sore Eyes.—Bathe in weak so-
lution of salt and water, before go-
ing to bed.

For Scald or Burn.—If only on the
surface, make an ointment of sulphuy
and lard stiff and cover the sore.
Diphtheria Remedy. — Inhaje the
fumes of slaked lime, Put some lime
in a small vessel aud inhale with a
funnel.

Onion Barache Cure.—~Roast small
onion until saft, dip it in sweet oil
and ipsert in the ear. When the pain
is relieved take out the onion and put
raw cottom im,

Blackberry Cordial.— Secure ripe
berries and orush them ; to each gal-
lon of jufce add one guart of boiling
water ; let it stand 24 hours, stirring
it a few times; strain and add two
pounds of sugar to each gallon of
liquid;. put in jugs and cork tight.
It may be used in two months.
Flaxseed Sirup for Colds.—Boil flax-
seed until water becomes slimy, then
strain, sweelen with pawdered rock
candy, and julce of fresh lemons. Dose
wineglassful when cough is trouble-
some.

Oure for a Felon.—Take the yolk of
an egg, an equal quantity of common
salt and one tablespoonful spirits of
turpentine. Mix well and apply poul-
tice at bed time.

Were subj-~itea Five Ornt Tax In Good

In Ve time of Queen Elizabsth a
tax was placed upon men’s beards.

Myst seamen can tell of purious
clinking sounda heard on calm-nights
at sa, and the orlgin of ths noise
seems 80 altogether unaccountable
{hut it has often oreated some alarm
among superstitious fishermen.
A distinguished naturalist made a
careful study of the sounds on many
ocouasions, and found that it was not
a sustained note, but made up of a
mul.itude of tiny notes, each clear
and distinot in itself, and ranging
trom a high treble down to a bass.
When the ear was applied to the gun-
wale of the boat the sound grew more
intense, and in some places, as the
boat moved oq, it could not be heard
at all.
On other occasions the sounds re-
sembled the tolling of bells, the
booming of guns and the note of an
Aeolian harp.
For a long time he was umnable to
trace the cause, but at length dis-
covered that the sounds were made
by shellfish, hundreds of them open-
ing their shells and closing them with
sharp snaps. The noise, partly muf-
fled by the water, sounded indescrib-
ably weird. He was finally led to
the conolusion that, as the shellfish
made the sounds, they probably had
some meaning, and that the clicks
might possibly be a warning of dan-
ger when the shallow water was dis-
turbad by the boat.

A BRIDGE MADE OF TELEGRAPH
WIRES.

A bridge so constructed orossed the
Ghelum, or Bitasta, one of the rivers
of the Punjab, at Kohala. It was
erected more than a year ago by
Major Aylmer, V. C., on the site of the
bridge that had been destroyed by
the floods, and is on thy Murree and
Baramula route to Cashmere. Lieu-
tenant-Colonel Gallrein, during one
of his expeditions in the Soudan, en-
countered with his troops the River
Kokoro, which runs for lang distances
between banks 86ft. high, and de-
scending almost perpendioularly to
the stream. Lisutenant Willis, in this
fix, borrowed from the telegraph de-
partment of the column several coils
of stout wire, which were made into
ropes, and fastened to enormous
beams on each side of the river.

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The Ring of Vistory.

Fosterism appears.to be *‘as dead as
Julius Ceesar” in New Brunswick. The
bye-election in Kings, in which Attor-
ney General Pugsley was opposed by
Fred M. Sproul, took place on Thurs-
day last. It was, from the first, a fore-
gone conclusion that oppusition to the
Attorney General was hopeless, so the
Foster organization did not officially
nominate their caudidate. Their speak-
ers, however, assisted him in his meet-
ings, and such prominent members of
the party as Mr. Geo. W. Fowler,
their nowinee for the House of Com-
mons, and Manager Markham of the
Sun represented him at the polls. He
was, nevertheless, snowed under by a
majority of 829 for Dr. Pugsley.

It was, bowever, in Queens county
that Mr. Foster declared he would
squure accoucts with Premier Tweedie
for his refusal to follow the dictates of
the Moncton Convention, so Mr.
Foster’s complete organizetion, with
a large fund and all his principal
orators overran the little county. The
fight was betwsen the newly appointed
Commissioner of Agriculture, Hon. Mr.
Farris, and his former opponent, Mr.
H. B. Hetheriogton. The St John
Sun—Mr. Foster’s personal organ—in
& boastful editorial on Tuesday morning,
predicted victory for Mr. Hetherington,
acknowledging him as the Conservative
candidate, declaring the great things
they had done for him " and crowing in
advance over the coming Foster
trinmph. It pointed to the fact that
Mr. Farris bad a majority of only 125
over Mr. Hetherington in the election
of 1899 and promised him a defeat,

Thut evening the polling returns
came in and, inatead of 125 msjority,
Mr. Farris“had over 350 with one
polling place to hear from, It is thus
that Mr Foster and Sir Charles Tapper
are getting Premier Tweedie's scalp.
Nevertheless we shall not cease to hear
thdr prophecies and boasts of the
great victories they are to win.

Stop it at Once!

It is to be hoped that the Public
Works Committee will endeavor to ut
once get from Mr. Coffin directions as
to how to make the sewers or drains for
which they were given authority at
Monday night’s meeting of council and
which were ordered to be a charge on
the water and sewerage debenture fund.
When the ratepayers consented to the
issue of those debentures it was under
stood that the money was to be expend-
ed for permanent work only, and it
would be a breach of good faith for the
council to use it in making temporary
drains. If the door is thus opened
much of the water and sewerage fund
will be frittered away for purposes not
contemplated by the people who voted
it, or the legislature which passed the
act. When the streets are opened up
to lay the drains contemplated in the
report of Monday night, the permanent
sewer pipe ought to Le laid in the ex-
cavations and the expense of doing the
work over again in a year or two
avoided. It will be a misuse of the
fund to expend-any part of it for any
other kind of sewer, and if the at-
tempt to thus illegally fritter away the
money is persisted in, injunction pro-
ceedings should be resorted to to pre-
vent it. Surely Mayor Loggie will do
his duty in the matter !

An Editor Neminated.

Mr. R. E. Armstrong, of the St.
Andrews Beacon, was chosen on
Friday last as Churlotte County’s
Liberal candidate in sapport of Hon.
A. G. Blair and to oppose the present
Ottawa representative, Mr. Ganong,
whose efforts against Mr. Blair and 1n
tavor of Mr. Fuster have been unremit-
ting. Mr. Armstrong is well equippad
for the position to which he bids fair to
be elected, for it is probable that Char-
lotte will resume her old place in the
Liberal ranks.

The Eastern Extension Claims.

Premier Tweedie and Attorney Gen-
eral Pugsley were in Ottawa last week
pressing the Eastern Extension claims
of New Brunswick before the commis-
sion appointed to investigate and decide
upon their merits, We understand
that good and favorable progress from
the claimants’ standpoint has been
made, and that the position of the Do-
minion’s representatives, that the pay-
ment of $150,000 in 1885 was a final
settlement, is not tenable. The arbi-
trators are Judges Barker, of New
Brunswick, and Langelier of Quebec,
and Mr.D.Coulson,of Toronto. The com-
mission adjourned to meet at St. John
on 9th inst,, where Hon. A. G. Blair
and Sir Charles Tupper are to be ex-
amined, and it is expected that the
session there will end the enquiry,
after whicb the decision will follow.

Political.

In a speech at St. Stephen on Friday
last, Hon. A. G. Blair said he was willing
that his four yea's as lexder of the Liber-
als in this province should be contrasted
with Mr. Foater’s eleven years as leader
of the Cunservatives of New Brunswick,
and he was willing that the ballots of the
electors of Charlotte and the whole of
New Brunswick should be cast upon
judgment so formed. He contiasted the
treatment of Charlotte by the Liberals
with the treatment by the Couservativas.
Because Charlotte returned a Libetal the
late government would give no‘hing.
Had the present government asted in the
same way because a Conservative repre-
sented her? No. Charlotte had deserted I
the government, but the government had |
not desertéd Charlotte. Mr. Blair asked
if the young men of to-day were goiang to
vote power into Sir Charles’ hands for |
what he had done in the remote past?

What did the late government leave be- '

2

hind? They left stagnant iuduostries, a
decreasing population, smokeless chim-
neys, and increasing deficits. The men

who were appealing to.day for power
again. There was the same Tupper, ~the
same Foster, the samo Clarke Wallace,
the same Moutague. Mr. Blair said the
opposition did not dare say they would
put up the tariff, so they fell back wpon
the charge of broken pledges and corrupt
government. Me. Blair said he had
looked up the report of the Conservatives
couvention recently held. Hé wanted to
find out what the candidate of tha opposi-
tion was runninz his campiign upon. He
found that Mr. Ganvug was satisfied with
the past, had no-compliint as to the pres-
eut, and had hopes for the future of the
Conservative party. He endorsed the
principles of the Couservative party. He
did not explain what those priuciples
were, g0 he (Blair) would endeavor to
explain them. The first princip'e . was
that the Conservatives should always be
in power. This was divine right. If by
any mischance some other party should
get the power, that paity must have got
possession of that power by fraud. An-
other priaciple was that if another par:y
was in and the Cunsecvative party conld
not guvern, they should obstract, and
when they are unable to obstiuct in the
House they appealed to that irrespon-
sible budy, the Senate, to obstruct for
them. Mr. Biair held these were dis-
honest and disloyal tactics. Sic Charles
had the colossal audacity to go before
the country and say the refusal by the
Senate in the I. C. R. extension had
saved the country $1,000,000. The biil
a3 it passed was identical in effect with
the one the Senate had thrown out. He
revies ed the manner in which Sir Charles
had endorsed the Yukon railway plan
when first made public and had condemu-
ed it latec because there was an opportun-
ity to say the government was giving
way to Mackeazie and Mann. The
Scnate, the Tory Senate, threw this bill
out and the railway was not yet built.
Thus a fatal blow had bzen atruck at the
development of that country. In Russia
and the United States and in Canada
mineral lands wete given away for the
sake of development. The gift of land
to the company was the same. Canada
had missed by not having the country
opened up. Mr. Blair answered charges
of extravagance. Monay had to be voted
before it was spent. Mer. Foster now
charged extravagance, bat when his
votes were going through the House
neither Mr. Koster nor anyone else, not
even Mc. Ganong, protested agains* their
passage.

The Sr. John Globe of Siturday says:

Sir Louis H, Davies, Miuister of Mar-
ine and Fisherier, passed through the city
to-day on the Atlantic exprees on bis way
to Charlottetown from St. Stephea, where
ae and Hon. A. G. Blair addressed po-
litical muetings on Fiiduy,

Asked coucerning 1.1 'acsl prospects in
the coming elections, 3i¢ Louis replied
they were vevergo . .. t. It was simply
ridiculous, he said, t, sse Sir Charles
Tupper travelling about cunducting such
a campaign as he is to-day. “Why,”
said the minister, ‘*he ia years behind the
times ; he is simply out of the race.”
Sir Louie thought the present government
had taken a practical way of shuwing theic
regard for 8%. John, aud he had no doubt
the people hore would recognize that fact.
With regard to the attitude of the C.P.R.,
he thought it strange that the people
here should not insist on that corporation
carrying out their part of the agreement
with the city. The goverameat would do
everything it could to have the steamers
load at 8t. Joha as usual, but they were
not going to crawl before Mr. Shiugh-
nesay or other C. P. R. officials. He had
no doubt that the peopls of St. John
wonld he eventually well satisfied with
the goverament’s ac:im. Sir Louis said
the L berals were stiong everywhere, and
could not lose.

We had a.surprise last week when the
Canalian Piinter and Publisher, of
Toronto, came to hand with a picture of
the editor of the ADVANCE in it, beneath
which he was represented as editor of the
Chatham World. In another part of the
paper Mr. Swith was stated to be ‘‘of
the Chathamn N. B. Advoc.te.” Tae sub-
ject of the picture and of these references
did not, of course, desire to have unearn-
ed and undesiced t'tles bestowed upon
him, or to have whatever credit may be
earued for themselves or fur their papers
by the ediiors of the World and Advocate
reapectively, so he sent the following
letter t» Toronto by first post :—

It was a very large meeting and the
interior of the church presented an animated
and haodiome appearance. The pulpit,
platform and ochoir were profusely and
beantifully - decorated with plants and
flowers—the work of the ladies of the
church —large palms supplied by Mrs,
Snowball being conspicnous.

_The retiriog moderator, Rev. M. G.
Henry presided, having on his right Rev.
De. Sedgwick, Synod seoretary, and on his
left Rev. D. Henderson.

The opening numbor was the anthem
“God is our R.fug~,” which was effectively
rendered by the choir, who also led in-the
siuging of hymas daring the service. Prayer
was fferad by the ret:ring moderstor who
delivered the Syuod sermon,

Rev. Dr. Heary, in opening, referred to
the circumstances under which Paal gave
this emphatio anewer to his detrsctors.

They said they did
clear the corners, but the loafers returned
to them or ranged themselves along the
guttirs, As to the complaints about street
drinkiog the pol'cemen svid they coald not
be everywhare, They arrest off-nders when
they see them,

Ald, Wa.t said Ch .irman Murdoch should
have corrected the policemen and not let the
board tuke hold of the matter. He should
ask for their dismissal. They are good men
it properly looked after and kept at their
work. :

Ald. Murdoch : They are not good men,
Culling them good men when they neglect
their work spoils them. If they were good
men they would not neglect the woik they
are paid to do.

Ald. Watt : It’s the fault of the man who
bas control of them. We want ald. Murdoch
to be a good man by driving him to do his
daty. .

Ald, Murdoch : W.'ll have a meeting of
the police committee and instruct them
again and if they don't keep tho corners
clear we will ask for their dismissal.

Ald. Watt said all be wanted to do was
to stir ald. Murdock up to his daty and,
with the consent of the seconder, he would
withdraw his motion,

Ald, Burr demuarred and said the matter
should be put through,

Ald. Muordoch, agsia referring to the
coroer loafers, said they were toughs who
liced up in the gutters and made offensive
rema: ke at passera-by. It was tha gang who
bad been fed fat in jsil at public expense
and were sometimes run in for drunkenness.
If they could be punished by beirg made to
break stone for tho streets it would be an
improvement,

Ald. Watt moved as follows : ~

That this Council instrusts the So)tt Act Inspac.
tors to lay information for third offsncesagiingt
violators of the Scutt Act when such is possible,
instead of having fi st ofances continually ; also
that the attorney be instructed to see that the
above is carried out.

Ald, Maher enquired whether the council
had power to give instructions such as these?

The Mayor said there might be some
Queastion in the matter but the council could
instraot the inspectors aod attorney to have
the law properly carried out.

Further development of the illegal caribou
shootiug case, in which Dr. Philip Cox is
implicated, iodicates that there is little
danger of the editor of the Advocate having
any troubls with libcl proceedings over it, as
the docter himself has alleged that he shot a
caribou on 15th ult, as stated in that paper.

It appears that he did what others of the
law-evadiog class have often done before.
He went caribou-hunting without taking out
a license. Having come back and, with the
pardonable pride of a successful Nimrod,
told that he had killed a caribon, the game-
protecting officers heard of the episode and
were looking into the matter.

This alarmed the offender snd he spplied
to Game Warden Wyse for a license on the
18th, or three days after the alleged ki, g,
He wanted the licence dated the 15th, Lut
Mr. Wyse declined to act on tho auggestion.

All this has an ugly look. If it had been
some humbler individaal who hail gone
hunting caribou or moose withont being
licensed, it would, no doubt, be assamed
that if he had not said he had killed one or
the other he would never have troubled the
game warden for the documeat.

The fact that Dr. Cox has apparently been
able to npavigate himself through the
diffisulty indicates that there is quite a
difference made between professional gentle-
men apd the poorer classes of hunters who
deliberately violate the law. A license to
shoot caribou or moose coste only two
dollars, aad it this trick of first huating the
game and then taking out & license is wink-
ed as, Dr. Cox will have plenty of imitators.
Warden Wyse did not, of course, know the

SCIENCE STUDIES RIVERS,

GERMANY SHOWING THE WORLD
HOW TO MAKE RIVERS FLOW.

A Laberatery BMas Been Built for the Pur-
pose of Experimenting. Prof, Engel’s
Prac:ieal Tests With a Miniature River

Speaking of the development of the

scientific spirit in Germany, an Eng-
lish wit said, recently: " Why, gen-
tlemen, even the winds of the father-
land blow scientifically.” If he had
said, “ Even the waters of the father-
land flow scientifically,” his joke
would have been as effective, and at
the same time. curious as it may seem,
he would have had the honor of an-
nouncing the first news of an im-
portant scientifin departure. For Ger-
man science has been grappling with
the problem of making the rivers of
the empire flow according to rule, and
with this in view an extensive ex-
perimental station, called the Fluss-
bam Laboratorium, river building lab-
oratory, has been set up at Dresden,
in Saxony in oconnection with the
famous technical school of that city.
It is directly under the control and
support of the government and its
work has now advanced sufficiently
to warrant some description of the
experiments. Recently were taken a
pumber of photographs of the mini-
ature River Elbe as it had been laid
out in the experimental tank. The
Elbe is dlly ono of u number of Ger-
man rivers which are now under dis-
cipline and the results obtained can
not fail to have the deepest import-
ance and significance in America
where there are so many navigable
rivers.

It is the ingraineu waywardness of
a river to do very much as it pleases,
gouging out an embankment here and
filling in a channel there, sometimes
undermining a tower and often break-
ing dams and piers placed in its way
to keep it in order. Vast sawms of
money have been spent by all the
great nations, and spent injudicious-
ly, as the Germans believe, in dredg-
ing channels and in protecting the
banks of rivers. In Germany, the ques-
tion is even more important than it
is in America, for the reason that the
oountry is more densely peopled, the
land is more valpable and changesin
the course of flow in a river are there-
fore more destructive and costly,
Moreover, the rivers of Germany are
not, generally speaking. so swift and
long as they arg in America, and it
is needful to keep them at the height
of effectiveness as to navigability.

It was with the idea df bringing
scientific methods to bear on these
problems that the Flussbau Labora-
torium was established ubout three
years ago. Prof. Engels began his
work in the typical German way, that
it, by investigating his subject thor-
oughly in the weight of science be-
fore attempting to offer practical
suggestions. A large room is set aside
in the basement of the Dresden Tech-
nical School, and here, elevated some
four feet from the floor. Prof. Engels
has had comstructed an iron trough.
or tank abomt seven feet in width
and two feet deep, reaching the full
length of the room. At the upper end
of this trough a large river tank is
placed with appliances for permitting
the water which it contains to flow
into the trough in any required vol-
uwme, and in such a way that it will
exactly imitate the even flow of a
river. The experimental trough is fill-
ed to some depth with sand, and the
ocourse of a river is laid out, angling
down the tromgh through the sand.
It is at first of even depth through-
out, and the banks are protected by
small bags of shot. Into this mini-
ature river the water is allowed to
flow at a given speed, and Prof. En-
gels studies closely all those places
where the sandy bottom is washed
omt, where it-is filled in, where the
banks have a tendency to cave away
and where new banks are building up.
As the water flows it naturally car-
ries much sand entirely aut of the
tromgh. All this is camght and pre-
served in a most ingenigus manner.
As the water leaves the tromgh it is
carried over tin ribs behind which the
sand is deposited, figally falling, en-
tirely clear of all soi], into alarge
tank at the lower end of the trough.
Here a pump is constaptly at work
driving the water which thus comes,
through the * river” back to the up-
per tank, thuns using it over and over
and enabling the river to flow on
without interruption for weeks.

Prof. Engels has sands of various
oolors which he uses for showing the
exact position of deposit of sand wash
in his rivers. A red sand feeds slow-
ly into the “ mowuth™” of the river.
shows in bars and banks half way
down or more, indicating exactly
where the river was, at any given
time, adding land. A little later, blue
sand used in the same way might show
the formation of still other bars, and
the removal of the red sand bars prev-
iously produced. Controlling the wa-
ter as he does, Prof. Engels can have
a freshet at any time he sees fit, not-
ing its effect on his river, or he can
imitate the sluggish flow of dry au-
tumn. If his river is exceedingly crook-

| ed he can produce a new channel arti-
‘| ticially as it wigbt be produced by a

sudden great rushing of water, and
he can huild dams, breakwaters, piers
docks, bridges, and so on, and note
in each case, the exact effect which
these produce on the river, whether
they tend Ro deepen or to obstruct
the channel, the influence of each as
regards the formation of bars and
banks and so om, and how deep pil-
ing m@st be driven to escape under-
washing by a narrowing river—all
facts of the utmost importance to en-
gineers. o

Many of the rmivers of Germany
have been plotted with great acouracy
not omly as to their shore lines, but
with regard to the contour of their
channel beds. With these maps and
contowurs in hand, Prof. Engels is now
engaged in laying out to an exact
scale various sections of the more im-
portant German rivers. He duplicates
exactly every ocurve, builds in every

orib and breakwater, and then turns
on the water at the ordinary rate of
flow of the river under investigation.
A stretch of the Elbe has just been
completed, and a heautifully neat
piece of work it is, the cribs all acaur-
ately placed and the banks held in
place with bags of shot. When the
water is turned on Prof. Engels in-
dicates with great enthusiasmn where
the bars are being built up where the
channel is deepening, where hollows
were filled in and so on. Then he
proceeds to indicate where a new crib
might serve to preserve a deep chan-
nel and at the same time cause the
river to deposit its sand in shallows
where the river might well be filled
up and add to the usefulness of the
shore properties. In each case where
a change seemed desirable Prof. En-
gels experiments with piers and cribs
to see which will be the most effec-
tive. In this way, he will be able,
from actmal experiments, to make
practical suggestions for river im-
provements. The tromble has always
been that engineers said that a crib
here or a breakwater there would ac-
complish certain results, but when the
crib was built at large expense it fre-
quently happened that the irrespon-
sible river did something quite unex-
pected, thereby discounting the effec-
tiveness of man's handiwork. But by
testing these engineering schemes be-
forehand in his miniature river, Prof.
Engels hopes to do away with uncer-
tainty and loss—and the government
has so mpch confidence in his scheme
that it is supporting it.

The keynote of the whole work is,
as Prof. Engels expresses it, to make
the river regulate itself, to put down
cribs and other river building devices
in such a way that the river will keep
its own channel clear and deep en-
ough for navigation purposes, there-
by saving dredging, and at the same
time fill such spaces as the engineer
wishes filled. He believes that a more
thorough knowledge of rivers and a
careful series of evperiments with ac-
tual river courses will enable man to
do almost what he wills with rivers,
and do it much more cheaply than be-
and do it mpich more cheaply than
ever before. The work, as he says, is
only just beginning; but he and oth-
er distinguished engineers and scien-
tists who are interested in the work
believe that there is a great future
for the work, They see the time when
all rivers will be regulated by the ad-
vice of river-building experts who have
laboratories, such as the Flussbau lab-
oratorium, in which tests and experi-
ments can be made. Verily a new
profession is born—river building.
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MAKING PARIS STREETS SAFE.

Clnmsy O d Dras ave Barred and the
MUK €arts V.ust Have Signs<.

It will not be the fault of M. Le-
pine the most energetic and resource-
ful of prefects of police, if our capi-
tal does not cease to deserve its repu-
tation for being one of the most dan-
gerous in Europe to move about in.
It is beyond the power of M. Lepine
to make even tolerable whips of Par-
isian drivers or to cure the native
Jehu of his homicidal instincts, but
by wise regulation of the traffic the
prefect is doing all he can to lessen
the risks to which pedestrains are ex-
posed. He has also taken in hand the
cleansing of the boulevards of the dis-
reputable and dangerous characters
that infest them after dark.

The new traftic regulations form a
most voluminous decree, containing
several hundred clauses. The ma jor-
ity relate of course, to proscriptions
that have long been in force, but there
are a number of important and ex-
cellent innovations. That execrable
vehicle, the haquet, for example, is
no longer to be tolerated in Paris.
The haquet is a species of dray that
is popularly supposed to have been
invented by Pascal, but in any case
is the most abominable contrivance
tat ever ran on two wheels. Preposter-
ously long, fitted on one side with a
sort of capstan for cording its load
of casks, and most awkward to drive,
the haquets were a perpetual source
of accidents, and their disappearance
will be hailed with exultation. Other
of the worst terrors of Parisian
streets are the butchers’ carts and the
milk carts. Though among the largest
and heaviest of two wheeled vehicles,
they are almost invariably well horsed
and it is the oustomy of their drivers
to career through the town at break-
neck speed. . It is so common for them
to run gver people that they are pop-
ularly known as “the crushers.”
Henceforth, these Juggernaut carsare
to be compelled to carry a large num-
ber, clearly painted in black on a
white ground, on both their sides and

on their back. In this way it will be

possible to identify them and to bring
the drivers to justice, whereas, in the
past, after making a viotim, they al-
most invariably got away. Another
clause of the decree provides that af-
ter next October no advertisement
carts are to be allowed in the streets.

M. Lepine has been equally well ad-
vised in turning his attention to the
scandalous state of things that have
been allowed too long to prevail at
night on the boulevards. London has
its Piccadilly, but Paris has its Boule-
vard Montemartre, and if one is a
little worse than the other it is un-
doubtedly the latter, swarming as it
has been wont to do not only with
women of bad character, but with ruf-
fians of the most dangerous and in-
famous type. Twice in the course of
the past few nights the police have
raided this thoroughfare and also the
portion of the baulevard in the im-
mediate meighbourhood of the opera.
On each occasion they made a rich
haul and if they repeat the opera-
tion with sufficient frequency it may
become possible to traverse the center
of Paris after midnight without the
certainty of being molested and the

While the men were ar-
ranging nets a long curling arm came
over the side and seized the body of
Wah. Grasping the thwarts of the
boat he vainly attempted to loos-
en the grasp of the momster. - His
companions, paralyzed with horror,
were helpless to aid him, until curling
over the boat another serpentine
arm glided toward them. Drawing
their knives, they slashed desperate-
ly at the tentacle that had wrapped
itself around ome of the seats and
threatened to capsize the boat. In
a few momeats the sharp knives
bhiad done the wupk and the arm of
the octopus squirmed helplessly in
the bottom of the boat, and the flsh
disappeared. This is the second time
fishermen have been .attacked by
devil fish in this bay.
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COLOURS FROM COAL TAR.

Some 150 different oolours are now
obtained from coal-tar, and these have
almost- entirely supplanted vegetable
and animal dyes. In fact, only twa
of the vegetable class, indigo and log-
wood, are still of uny considerable im-
portance. Coal yields a large amount
of colouring matter, the magenta ob-
tained from a lon being sufficient to
dye 500 yds. of flannel ; the aurine, 120
yds.; the vermilion-scarlet, 2,500 yds.;
and the aligarine, 255 yds.
