Malignant and dis­
torted though their editorials are, 
they are written by a man of keen 
mind and great powers of expression, 
a writer, It Is said, who is the moet 
highly-paid in the United States. Wh: 
they should be allowed to circulate 
here at this time we do not know. A 
man who stood at a street corner and 
preached sedition! would be arrested 
anywhere in Canada outside of Que­
bec. Why should the Hears! papers 
be allowed' to vilify the British Em­
pire every day of their issue with the 
tacit approval of the Canadian cen­
sorship? Either there should be no 
censorship at all, or the Hearst papers 
should be kept out of Canada while 
the war lasts.

It Is only necessary to read the sum­
marized editorial references of the 
London press upon the return of Sir 
Sam Hughes to the motherland to gain 
an Idea of the place the Canadian Min 
later of Militia has won for himself 
In the esteem and affection of the 
British people. Britain realizes that 
Sir Sam has done a great and impor­
tant Empire work in “transforming In 
a few months a feeble militia into 
one of the greatest fighting forces In 
the world." In the motherland the 
war is the uppermost question In the 
public mind- and things outside of the 
great struggle do not count. In this 
mind the .public is quick to see the 
things that are really worth while and 
the work accomplished by Sir Sam 
Hughes has already counted heavily in 
the scale of British success if Indeed 
It has not actually turned the scale 
on more than one critical occasion.

The yelpings of the Carvells and 
Kytes, the criticisms of a violent Grit 
press and the jealous hatred of the 
Minister of Militia which has actuated 
many of the bitter attacks upon him 
by opposition men and newspapers 
are not considered in England. The 
part such men and such newspapers 
are playing stamps them for what 
they are and the stamp is in no way 
creditable.

On reaching England Sir Sam was 
greeted and acclaimed as one of the 
big men of the Empire as he undoubt­
edly is. It is unusual tor the British 
people to display great feeling over 
any person or any event; therefore the 
depth! of the greeting to the Canadian 
Minister of Militia is the more signi­
ficant. In this connection it may be 
Interesting to speculate on the sort of 
reception Mr. Carvell or Mr. Kyte 
would be given if either went to Eng­
land. Indeed it is very doubtful if 
they would be permitted to land pro­
viding that the bars are still raised as 
strictly against Empire enemies as 
was the case some months ago.

lively fresh after a stage of pure de­
fence, and they may then plan a gen 
eral attack. In my ©pinion this will 
not succeed. The Germans enormous­
ly exaggerate our loeee», because they 
assume that mass attacks always 
mean heavy losses; but in fact Rus­
sia’s losses have not been unduly great 
and a large proportion of them are of 
slightly wounded men who return to 
the ranks. Against them must be set 
the fact that neither Germany nor Aus­
tria has taken from ue any prisoners 
worth mentioning, and that In two 
months we have taken from them 
about 300,000 men, who are perma­
nently lost to their armies. Of course. 
Austria's position is much worse than 
Germany’s, but the two armies are 
practically one, and every killed or 
captured Austrian mesne one foe less.

“My own observation 1» that German 
tactics and on some fronts regimental 
leading remain good; but since the 
Germans lost the Initiative their 
strategy has been flurried. Just now 
the positions of the Auetro-G ormans on 
the Volhynla fortress front have been 
tremendously strengthened. The aim 
is to defend Kovel. They cannot af­
ford to lose that centre and must keep 
reserves there against the mere chance 
that our next primary attacks will be 
In that region. The Tarnopol front, 
where General von Bothmer has since 
the beginning practically managed to 
to hold his. forces intact, is also strong­
ly manned and very well fortified; and 
it has now been reinforced by German 
Landwehr divisions. This position is 
vital because the natural line of ad­
vance'on Lemberg Is the Tarnopol- 
l^emberg railway. In my opinion Ger- 

John Brown cannot pay me the money many and Austria will make any sacri­
fices—for Instance, withdrawing else­
where—in order to save Lemberg, as 
they fear the effect on Roumanlq.

attacks. The whole situation shows 
this enormous advantage of the Initi­
ative, and it ought to be the aim of the 
Allies to keep the Initiative they now 
hold.

“You may say that the Anglo-French 
offensives have created tremendous 
enthusiasm on our front The eue- 
cesses Britain has gained are thor­
oughly appreciated by our best officers, 
who realize that the Germans have 
had even longer time to fortify against 
you than against us, and, further, have 
behind them a railway net which de­
prives you of half the advantage of 
the initiative—the possibility of get­
ting in your blow before the defenders 
can reinforce. I was on the Styr when 
the news of the first British successes 
were read out to a Central Russian 
regiment, which was then about to at­
tack, and I have never seen greater 
enthusiasm than when the news was 
heard that the first German trenches 
were taken.

THE UNITED STATES ARMY.

Efforts in the United States to ex­
pand the regular army are not meeting 
with any great success. The neces­
sary laws have been enacted by Con­
gress but the men do not come for­
ward. A soldier’s life under normal 
conditions has little attraction for the 
average American, nor, for that mat­
ter, does it appeal much to the citizen 
of any democratic community.

Neither is the experiment of calling 
upon the state militia for service 
along the Mexican border answering 
fully to expectations. The young fel­
lows without dependents like it well 
enough for a while, as an experience 
and an adventure, but the men who 
have to leave their families or to sac­
rifice positions in the business world 
regard it as an Imposition. They *o 
not see why this burden should be 
placed upon them when other citizens 
are exempt.

At the same time it is noticeable 
that when a real war is in sight the 
American Is ready enough. More of 
them are in the Canadian army than 
have volunteered to serve their own 
country since their troops were 
ordered to the southern frontier. 
There would be many thousands more 
of them enlisted here were It not for 
the operation of the neutrality laws.

The truth is that a democracy, and 
especially a well-fed democracy, will 
not consent to waste time in the half- 
idle and almost wholly vacuous life 
that is a soldier's lot in peace time. 
A comparatively few can be found ;o 
do it but the endeavor to keep a 
standing army of any size does not 
appeal to the people.

The United States must follow the 
British plan of establishing a large 
navy which will ensure safety from 
invasion and give time for getting 
together an army when the need 
arises. All they require on land is a 
nucleus for training purposes and. for 
extraordinary police work

The Toronto Mail and Empire is 
waging a vigorous fight against the 
Hearst newspapers and is urging that 
they should be kept out of Canada. 
The Mail and Empire says:

Monday s issue of the New York 
American had two editorial articles 
on the subject of Great Britain. In 
one It was alleged that Britain Is to 
blame for the suffering in Poland; in 
the other there was a fiery protest 
about the stopping of two neutral 
ships bound from the United States 
to Manila, by British cruisers. It was 
argued that Britain had no more right 
to stop these ships than if they had 
been going from New York to Boston. 
“Our rights are violated, our sover­
eignty is Insulted, our sovereign flag 
"is scorned-.’’ This article is headed 
“No Insult Too Bitter for Us to Swal­
low." In Tuesday’s issue there was 
a double-column editorial protesting 
against the interference of the Brit­
ish censor with messages and letters 
sent from Germany to the United 
States. In the course of this editorial 
the bitterest hatred of the British Em­
pire was displayed, and profound sym­
pathy for the German people and the 
German Emperor was manifested. 
Such articles as those referred to 
have appeared in almost every issue 
•£ .tide Hearst papers since, the begin­
ning of the war Hearst has done his 
best to inflame the American people 
against the cause of the Allies. Had 
he the power he would probably 
plunge hia country into the war as a 
Teutonic ally, not because of his love 
for Germany, but because of hie 
hatred of England.

It 1» a scandal that the Canadian 
authorities should permit the Hearst 
papers the use of the Canadian malls. 
They have barred papers printed in 
the German language and published 
iq the United States, papers that had 
a small circulations whose obviems 
German origin would render them 
harmless, since they would be read 
only by such people of German origin 
as sympathize with the Fatherland.

The crope of the 
world in 18Î6 are Inadequate if the 
looked-up supply in Russia is not avail­
able. For the time the crop of the 
United State» le short of domestic re- 
quirwments. The more the crop is In­
vestigated the lees it become*.

"Europe Is taking wheat from us 
and soon there will be an awakening. 
We have edd too much of it and will 
he seeking supplies elsewhere. Euro- 
pean crops are poor this season, and 
there will be a demand for every 
buafael of wheat that the fanner re- 
leaeee. Minneapolis is taking much 
winter wheat from Nebraska and Kan­
sas. In a way, this feature declares a 
need for wheat to satiety a milling de­
mand that Is enlarged over former 
years by reason of the tight crops In 
the central States.

"We may have to seek wheat In 
Canada, hut It le very likely If we do 
there will be measures of prevention, 
as Great Britain will want their sur­
plus there for her own use. What 
Canada may raise is prolebmatical 
Some expectations are as low as 
150,000,006 bushels, and may not be 
far wrong. An acreage of 11,491,600 at 
15 bushels per acre would make 
172,374,000 bushels. Our domestic re­
quirements for 100,000,000 people for 
food, seed, etc., call for about 
635,000,000 bushels of wheat at 60 
pounds to the bushel.

Commissioner Fisher has been look 
ing Into the matter of taking care of 
the ashes and garbage of the city, and 
hae given some thought to the ques­
tion of an incinerator. His Investiga­
tions so far have led him to the con­
clusion that the city should collect 
the ashes and garbage from the house­
holders, the two classes of refuse to 
be kept separate by them. The ashes 
he would use in filling and making 
streets, and the kitchen waste and 
offensive material to be disposed nf 
in some other way. He is inclined 
to think, from the experience he has 
had this summer, that It would be 
cheapen for the city to dispose of this 
class of waste by taking it out to sea 
and dumping it, provided it .did not 
drift to the shore and form a nuisance. 
He has not heard any complaints aj 
yet that any of the garbage dumped 
in the Bay this summer had drifted 
to the shore, and he would favor this 
method of disposing of such material.

This scheme would relieve the 
householder of the necessity of look­
ing for a team every time his ash 
barrel was full, and would also ensure 
that garbage would not lay around 
the yards, as it sometimes does, until 
It becomes a menace to the public 
health.
