Winnipeg, Man, Dec. 11.—Misrepre-
sentation of facts reganding the strike
leaders in the Winnipeg Citizen, the
official organ of the Citizens' Commit-
tee during the strike, and the presence
of an organization in wmucleus, one
year ago, which later broadened out
into the Citizens’ Committee with the
purpose of crushing labor through its
leaders, were the allegations made by
Kd, McMurray, counsel for the defence
at the trial of R."B. Russell today.
He also alleged. that the Citizens’
Committee was financed by large do-
nations from capitalists,

Mr, MacMurray, informed the court
that the defence would attempt to
prove these statements.

These allegations were made during
an argument precipitated when counsel
for the defence tried to put in a copy
of the Winnipeg Citizen as evidence.

The court ruled against the inclu-

sion of this paper on the ground that
the misdeeds in the Citizens’ Commit.
tee through its publication or other:
wise, were not relevant to the trial
of Russell. .
Such action on the part of the Citl-
zens’ Committee, if the . allegations
were true, sald Mr. Justice Metcalfe,
constituted a breach of the law—sedi-
tion. His lLovdship sald that capital
on the one hand and labor on the
other would have to realize that they
could not go out and riot around pri-
vate citizens.

Passenger Tripped Over Line

. and Fell Into Dock at Sand
Point Saturday Night —
Rescued Between Ship and
Dock.

About 10.30 o'clock Saturday night
Wwhile men were working on No. b
dock loading the C. P. O, 8. Corsican,
they were startled by hearing cries
for help, and on investigation it was
found that one of the male passengers
had been overboard and was resting
on one of the fenders between the
ship and the wharf. A line was low-
ered and the man was brought up on
the deck uninjured but very wet and
cold. He waw taken on board the
ship, given first ald and retired to his
unk. The man did not give his
name to his rescuers mor tell how he
came to get into the water. It fs be-
lleved that while walking down the
dock to the ship he tripped over the
bow lines from the ship ard fell over
the side of the wharf, then swam to
the fender between the ship and the
wharf. One of the men working on
the dock at the time of the mccident
complained that considerable time was
lost after hearing the calls for help
in procuring a life preserver, and that
one of the boxes on the side of the
warehouse that s supposed to hold a
Hfe buoy was empty,

This fs the third accident that has
happened on the Corsican since her
arrival. One man fell into a coal
bunker and sustained a broken leg:
another man fell into & bunker and
was killed, and the third accident is
the man who fell off the dock Saturday
night. The latter with the man who
fell into Rodney slip Saturday made
two of the ship's passengers wheo had
narrow escapes from drowning.
