Although It is evident that the situa­
tion in Natal is again becoming suffi- j force 
ciently alarming, nothing can be offi­
cially ascertained to allay public anxi­
ety or the curiosity felt regarding the 
disposition of the reinforcements re­
cently landed at Durban.

It Is also reported that the Boer com­
mander with the forces near Ladysmith 
has "comprehensively surveyed the 
different points from which the fall of 
Ladysmith can be insured."

THE ATTACK ON MOOI RIVER. 
Durban, Nov. 22.—The Boers open­

ed fire with artillery on Mooi River 
camp from the north, but without 
casualties to the British.

The telegraph line was cut Tuesday 
evening near Highland’s station.

Mooi River, Natal, Nov. 22.—8 p.m.— 
The British fired several shells, which 
are believed to have caused havoc 
among the Boers, the latter taking ad­
vantage of the heavy min and retir­
ing. The Boer shells were apparently 
aimed at the bridge. It was a surprise 
attack, but had been fully guarded.

sive. A correspondent of the Natal 
Advertiser says the Boers’ second 
shell fell within a few yards of a de­
tachment of British infantry, that the 
shells did little or no damage, and 
that firing continued for about half an 
hour, at intervals from three to four 
minutes. According to this account^ 
the British troops hurried with the* 
utmost promptitude and advanced 
under cover wherever possible. The 
British artillery was in position behind 
the hotel, where Gen. Barton and his 
staff were being accommodated. Major 
Thomyuroft's mounted infantry moved 
to cover on the ridge oh the enemy’s 
left flank. The Devonshire Regiment 
and the Royal Welsh Fusiliers occu­
pied the trenches. There was but little 
fire, the correspondents says, but the 
enemy possessed at least one howitzer, 
with a range of five miles, besides sev­
eral six-pounders.

RELIEF OF KIMBERLEY.

I have 
conversed with some of the wounded, 
including Commander Pretori us, who 
was shot through both legs, aJid three

mando. With 'trifling exceptions the 
Boers had no conception of the busi­
ness they undertook. In h\s own 
words, “We expected to meet boys, but 
were vanquished .by men.”

The majority of the Free State 
Boers, indeed, look upon the affair as 
a pleasant picnic through Natal, with 
peace terms to be dictated by Gen. 
Joubert from Pietermaritzburg, with 
British withdrawal and an Immense 
strengthening of the Du/tch republican 
■position in the country.

All the prisoners to Whom I spoke 
extolled the bravery of the Britisn 
forces at Elandslaagte.

The colored .people of tlhe Vellen- 
bosch offer to guard the line there, 
and say they are not enlisted nor 
fighting against the whites.

BOERS LOOTING.
The Daily News has the- following 

from Pietermaritzburg under date of 
Wednesday: Your correspondent man­
aged to escape from the Mooi River 
district before the arrival of 6,000 
Boers, who are looting the farmsteads 
in all directions. The Natal Boers, 
encouraged by the success of the 
Transvaalers, join in the looting. The 
main body of the Boers made a rapid 
march for Ululdi, southwest of Esi- 
court, to a point near Fort Notting­
ham, south of the railway, in a single 
day. They are within 40 miles of 
Pietermaritzburg at the farthest, and 
it is thought they intend to attack the 
to ,vn.

Pretoria, Tuesday, Nov. 21.—The of­

ficial returns of the Transvaal casual­
ties since the outbreak of the war 
show ninety men have been killed and 
200 wounded, of whom a number have 
recovered and returned to the front.

Newspaper reports from Cape Col­
ony say a general rising of the Dutch 
farmers is Imminent in Natal, and 
that the colonial borderers in those 
districts which have been proclaimed 
Republican territory, have already 
joined the Boer forces.

Gen. Snyman, who is outside Mafe- 
klng, reports heavy fighting on Mon­
day afternoon.

PICKELL IS 
A BIGAMIST

A Verdict of “Guilty” Quickly 
Reached by the Jury.

The Prisoner Confronted by His Two 
Wives and Failed to Produce Bvl 
dence of a Divorce—Hints of As­
sassins.

WIFE NUMBER ONE.
Mre. Esther Pi'ckell wus the first wit­

ness. Her maiden name was Esther 
Wilson and her parentul home was In 
Burford township, Brant county, where 
she was married to the prisoner, Nov. 
28, 1881, by Rev. Mr. law, a. Baptist 
minister. From Burfonl township the 
young couple came to London. They 
went to Detroit 12 years ago, and the 
witness had been living there ever 
since. They had two children, aged 16 
and 14 years, respecth'ely. She and 
Mr. Piekell lived together until April 
23, 1S9S, when he came to London. The 
prisoner came to where the witness 
was living on Eighteenth street, De­
troit, in September, 1398, and talked to 
her at the door ten or fifteen min­
utes. He came for some books; witness 
did not know what bools. She told 
him he could have nothing out of the 
house. I-Ie did not go iniade the door. 
That was the only time she had seen 
her husband after he left her until she 
came to London to have him arrested 
last July. Before he left her. she said, 
he had tried several times to have her 
put in the Wayne county asylum.

Mr. Essery—How did. you come to 
part ?

Mrs. Piekell—He said if the doctors 
could not prove me insane, he would 
not live with me.

Mrs. Piekell said she was away from 
home nine days in March, 1898. A lady J 
friend took her away to prevent her j 
from being put In the asylum. She ; 
had been in the asylum twice before, 
from Sept. 25 to Dec. 7, 1896. and from 
July 2$ to Oct. 9, 1897.

Mr. Essery—Did you take proceedings 
to obtain a divorce?

Mrs. Piekell—Papers were drawn up.
Witness identified the application, 

which alleged “extreme cruelty and 
misconduct,”on the pert of Piekell, as 
grounds for the divorce. Piekell, she 
said, was then a motorman on the De­
troit Street Railway, earning $15 a 
week. At the time witness applied for 
the divorce. Piekell was trying to bave 
.her put in the asylum. No divorce was I 
granted. Her object was to prevent 
her husband from accompltsbing' his 
rOVor-t and in this <=he was successful. 
The divorce proceedings were dropped.

Witness was questioned as to the do­
mestic happiness of the Picloell home.

Mr. Essery—He says that you vere 
in the habit of throwing chairs at him. 
also the stove iron, cups of tea, plates, 
etc.

Mre. Fiokeli smiled, and denied bar-

ceedings and attended court. He had 
paid his own lawyer, her lawyer and 
the costs of the court, and had been 
Informed by his lawyer that he “was 
all right now.’’ On the strength of that 
he believed the divorce had been 
granted. 1

The court adjourned shortly after 6 
o’clock. Wife No. 2 fondly kissed the 
prisoner before he left the dock.

Thursday Morning.
The trial of Jordan Piekell was re­

sumed sharp at 9 o’clock. The evidence 
all being in, Mr. E. T. Essery began 
his address to the jury for the accus­
ed. The learned counsel throughout hia 
address hinted darkly at the influence 
of a third party in the prosecution.Mrs. 
Esther Piekell was out a figurehead. 
She had not acted in the matter of her 
own accord. It was the hand of “an 
assassin’’ that persecuted the prisoner. 
“They talk about boycotting,” said Mr. 
Essery, turning toward the prisoner in 
the dock, “but God help the man that 
is to be boycotted In a box like that.” 
He attributed Pickell’s connection with 
the street railway strikers as the cause 
of his prosecution.

Mr. Johnston carefully reviewed the 
case for the crown. This was not a 
fight between the street railway com­
pany on the one side, and the prison­
er at the bar on the other, as the coun­
sel for the prisoner had intimated. 
There was no other prosecutor than 
the crown. Whatever the prisoner may 
have had to do with street railway 

| strike* had nothing to do with the 
case. Nor had the jury anything to do 
with the conduct of wife" No. 1. They 
had merely to deal with the crime of 
bigamy, and Mr. Johnston held that no 
evidence had been submitted to show 
that the prisoner was not guilty.

Chief Justice Armour told the Jury 
that their duty was plain. There was i 
no contradiction in the evidence. They 
had nothing to do with the manner in 
which this prosecution had been i 
brought about. If evidence regarding it 
had been brought in it would have been 
rejected as being irrelevant. There was 
no doubt about these people living un­
happily together, but it was not per­
tinent to the imuqiry to consider who 
was at fault. The question for the jury 
to decide was pointed out. There seem­
ed to toe no doubt about the legality 
of the first marriage, nor that the 
second marriage took place while the 
first wife was living. No divorce had 
been produced, and even if a divorce 
were granted in ai Michigan court to two 

. . • British subjects, as they were, his lord-
i or, thi : ship would have asked the jury to find 

the prisoner guilty, in order to have the 
divorce passed upon by a higher court.

The jury was out less than ten min» 
utes before returning with a verdict of 
"Guilty."

Room for All.
"There 1* no political partisan, no 

matter how bitter, who ever belittles 
our German fellow-citizens,” truly says 
Mr. E. E. Sheppard ("Don”), writing 
In Me paper, Toronto Saturday Night. 
Mr. Sheppard recounts that during a 
recent visit to Waterloo county he 
ventured to ask the Germans whom he 
tnet how they felt toward the policy of 
Canada volunteering troops for British 
wars, without consulting the people or 
having any voice In deciding whether 
there should be a war or not. The 
tenor of the replies was that the ob­
ligation felt by the German people in 
Canada was toward the Dominion, and 
they would give everything to defend 
Canada If she were involved in a quar­
rel; but Great Britain’s quarrel they 
would feel to be none of their business 
end If It should happen that Great Bri­
tain "came to war with Germany, they 
would say "Let us stay at home, pro­
tect our own country, but not fight 
with the people of our own blood.”

No doubt this is a fair reflection of 
the sentiments of our German fell aw- 
Citizens, yet who dares to throw a 
slur on their patriotism? They are 
among the very best Canadians, pros­
perous, law-abiding, progressive and 
assimilated to our institutions. Affec­
tion for the land of their ancestry is 
perfectly consistent with the deepest 
loyalty to the Dominion. The same is 
true of all other races on Canadian 
soil. The Irishman, who In his native 
country would be an ardent Home 
Ruler and perhaps a bit of a tail-twist­
er, Is In Canada a true-blue Canadian. 
The brilliant D’Arcy McGee was an ex­
ample. His country has furnished us 
some of the richest elements of our 
national life. Likewise the Scotchman's 
love for Scotland never impairs his 
Canadianism. The French-Canadians 
are as thoroughly Canadian also as the 
Germans, the Irish or the Scotch. They 
have more than once sealed their de­
votion to Canada with their blood. But 
for the French-Canadians, the British 
flag might oot today be floating over 
the northern half of this continent. 
Within fifteen years after they had 
been conquered by British arms, they 
were fighting for the King of England 
against the American Invaders during 
the revolutionary war. All efforts to 
wean the French-Canadians from Brit­
ish allegiance in that crisis were vain. 
The Roman Catholic hierarchy in Que­
bec was among the most steadfast sup­
porters of the crown. In 1812-16 the 
French-Canadians again flew to arms

The company, he said, could not now 
buy hemp at profitable figures, and 
must wait for the price to go down 
before resuming the manufacture of 
twine.

This statement sounds pausible 
enough, but it is flatly contradicted 
by Mr, Stratford, the general man­
ager of the Farmers’ Company. He 
says he is prepared to make affidavit 
that not a single pound of fibre has 
been sold by the company during his 
management of seven years; that in 
1898, when there was almost a twine 
famine staring -the farmers in the face, ; 
and his company were marketing their 
output at 7*4 cents a pound, he tried 
to Induce the Consumers’ Company to 
operate their silent factory at Brant­
ford, and offered to supply fibre, coal, 
and hands, but the Montreal firm re­
fused. Mr. Stratford also points out that 
the Farmers’ Company mill Is not idle, 
but Is being operated to its fullest ca­
pacity.

From this It will be seen that the 
Canadian industry can compete in the 
open market, and If it can make 100 per 
cent under such conditions it can hard­
ly ask, with good grace, for tariff pro 
teçtion.

The board of education met last 
night to consider 'the "question of 
teachers’ salaries and the proposed 
Normal School agreement. The report 
of the special committee re salaries, 
submitted by Dr. English (chairman), 
was as follows:

“That the present scheme regulat­
ing the salaries of teachers in the city 
schools Is satisfactory, and would re­
commend that no change be made.

“Your committee wish to place on 
record a few of the facts which led 
them to this conclusion, for the infor­
mation of public school supporters:

“(1) The average salary paid to 
female teachers in London in 1898 was 
$346, while the average salary paid in 
other cities in the same year was 
$425. »

“(2) The maximum salary paid to 
female teachers in London is $500. I 
There are only 16 female teachers out ; 
of a staff of 130 now receiving the - 
maximum salary. No teacher recelv- | 
ing this salary has 'been in the em­
ployment of the board less than 15 
years, and some have served the pub- ; 
lie in London 30 years.

“(3) The annual increase of $20 in j 
the salary of female teachers Is a 
continual Incentive to good work, and : 
is preferable to a larger advance every | 
five years.

“(4) If the teachers in the employ- 
ment of the board In any given year 
remained until they attained the maxi- : 
mum salary the scheme would be an 
ever-increasing burden on the taxpay­
er. But it was found on comparison 
of the list of teachers employed In 
1888 with that of 1898, that out of a 
staff of 66 teachers In the former year 
only 34 of them remained in the ser­
vice of the board in 1898. Of the 32 
teachers at the minimum salary of 
ten years mentioned some were re­
ceiving $400. Their places were filled 
by promotion fro-m the staff, and other 
teachers at the minimum sala ry of 
$275 were employed to fill the vacan­
cies. •

“Thus by the constant dropping out 
of the older and better paid teachers 
and the employment of others at the 
minimum salary, the average salary 
has been kept down to $346. It must 
be remembered that the staff of female 
teachers has Increased from 66 in 1888 
to 130 in 1S9S, which accounts for the 
annual increase in the total salaries 
paid.”

The report was adopted as read.
THE NORMAL SCHOOL.

The proposed agreement with the 
government for the use of a public 
school for normal school work was 
also adopted as submitted by the com­
mittee. The city will ask $1,500 a year

But while we regret the step which 
you have seen fit ;to take, we are proud 
of the fact that you have severed your 
connection with it In order to take the 
principalship of a higher educational 
institution in the Province of Ontario.

“We are well aware that when you 
xvere made principal of our institute, 
its standing was very low among the 
institutes of the province—scarcely, in 
fact, recognized. Now we rejoice in -the 
face that among the Institutes of the 
province and in the Dominion ours 
has the proud distinction of standing 
among the first, if not the very first.
