CAN'T QUITE UNDERSTAND IT.

The detailed accounts of massacres
which we printeq in the Spectator yesterday are
sufficient of themselves to show that no self-
respecting man, least of all a minister of the Chris-
tian Gospel, could hold his peace while such un-
+Speakable barbarities were being perpetrated beneath
his very eyes. It cannot be termed interference in
Dolitics to protest against such horrors. One owes
a duty to common humanity, and it would be failing
in that duty to permit such things to continue.

It is the old historic problem of the power grown
too. big for its national boundaries spreading out
into foreign fields and supplanting the native popu-
lation. Dr. Chown tells of an extensive migration
of Japanses to Manchuria, Korea and even as far
away as Singapore and Vladivostok. “It is only
true to say that where they go they bring every
mark of efficiency. Their buildings stand out in
great contrast to the original structures of the
natives of those places. The most intense feeling
of hostility, however, exists between China and
Japan.” So reports Dr. Chown. Japan is seeking
her *‘place in the sun”; but, no more than Germany,
must she be permitted to trample other \nations
under foot in order to achieve it. \

INVENTED IN CANADA.
[{Quebec Telegraph.]

The Brantford Expositor has done good work for
Brantforq and for Canada in making it quite clear
that Canada is the actual birthplace of the telephone.
Boston has claimed this honor, and most American
writers accept the clajm, but Canada’s title should
not be thus waived nor the fact forgotten that in
Brantford, which is known as the Telephone City,
there is an imposing monument memorializing the
connection of that city with the invention, at the
unveiling of which Dr. Bell was the leading figure.
In a letter to the Expositor, that gentleman pre-
sents in chronological order the different states of
the invention, beginning with the following:

“The invention of the telephone at Tutela
Heights, Brantford, in the summer of 1874."

He concludes his letter: “Speaking generally, I
may say that Boston was the centre of the experi-
mental work of development, and Brantford the
centre of development by theoretical reasoning. 1
Spent my summer vacations in Brantford; and, not
having any professional work there to distract my
attention, I had leisure to ponder over’the experi-
ments that had been made in Boston and Salem, and
plan out new lines of research. In this way Brant-
ford became my thinking place; here the telephone
was invented; the first draft of the patent specifica-
tions prepared; the proper relation of the parts of
a telephone to enable it to be used on long lines
worked out; and the first transmission of the human
voice over miles of telegraph line actually accom-
plished. Here also the first public demonstration
of this result was given to the world,”

* HAVE IMMENSE SHIP
TONNAGE IN 1922

Benson, of Shipping Board,
Says Great Britain Alone.
To Exceed.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 17.—With com-
pletion of the government shipbuilding
program by 1922, the United States
probably will have as much ocean-going
tonnage as all the other countries com-
bined, with the exception of Great
Britain, Chairman Benson of the ship-
ping boarq declared in his annual re-
port, made public today.

At the end of the last fiscal year, the
chairman said, American merchant
ships, government and private owned,
numbefed 3,404, of 16,918,212 dead
weight tons, not including more than
‘2,000,000 tons of shipping on the Great
Lakes. The net program of government

weight tons, and at the end of the
fis-al year 2,070 ships aggregating 11,-
622,3%1 dead weight tons had been com-
pleted.

During the year 1,180 finished ships of
6,379,823 dead weight tons were de-
livered, exceeding all records. They
were built without overtime or other
aids to rapid production, Admiral Ben-
son said.

‘“The shipyard worker of the United
States. has developed an expertness
which hag raised the efficiency of the
various crafts to a high plane, and
production has kept pace accordingly,”

Prior to
its creation, board vessels in European
ports had been attended entirely by the
agents of the managing companies, the
report said, who “either through inoffi-
ciency, indifference or dishonesty, al-
lowed American ships to be mis-
handled and subjected to delays and
exorbitant charges.”

The new organization, through its
control over movemen:s, charter, car-
goes_~bunkers, supplies, repairs and
similar matters, the report explained.
has reduceg the average turn around of
board vessels from 25.4 days for Great
Britain and 19 days for the Continent in
September, 1919, to 19.2 days for Great
Britain and 11.3 days for the Continent
in May, 1920. Costs also have been ma-
terially reduced, Chairman Benson
added.

The board sold during the yvear 428
ships for a total of $279,914,594, including
131 new steel cargo vessels, 34 new
wooden ships, ang 33 former German
cargo ships.

The Wooden Fleet.

Discussing the wooden fleet, Chairman
Benson said the maximum number in
operation wag 240 during April. In June
there were 170 at work.

Demand for tanker tonnage increased
during the year. The chairman de-
clareq the board's ships were in con-
stant service, chiefly between Mexican
and American Gulf ports, and North
Atlantic ports and American oil stations
at St. Thomas, Virgin Islands, Brest
and Bizerta. On the Pacific the lines
run between San Francisco and Ameri-
can foreign stations at Honolulu, Manila
and Shanghai. Government tank steami-
ers carried 3,641,3362 tons of oil during
the year.

DOES DISEASE CAUSE GERMS?

A university student who likes to
think for himself asks how wé can
g:ove that germs cause disease—

w do we know that disease does
not cause germs? He admits that
in a given disease, say typhoid fever,
we may always find a certain kind
of germ which we call the typhoid
bacillus; but he claims that we have
no right to say that therefore the
typhoid bacillus caused the disease.
He points out that in beils we may
find pus, but we do not therefore
infer the pus causes boils. Rather
we say that the boil causes the
f“’ If a boil can cause pus, which
s made 1p of little living and dead
particies, why cannot it cause also
other little living and dead particles
of a different kind, which we call

germs?
NEVER INVESTIGATED.

This question been asked
many times in years gone by,
Twenty ycars ago the contention
that germs were, like pus, meraly
by-products of disease, and not the
cause of the disease at all, was
maintained by a famous Harvard
professor very emphatically. How-
ever, he had never investigated for
himself, or he would have found
somo very difficult points to meet,
if ho wanted to prove his position.

He would find, for instance, that
the very first disease germ definite-
ly discovered was the germ of an-
thrax, a rather big one as germs
g0, some of them as much as one-
five-thousandth of an inch long. In
all cases of anthrax, in cattle or
sheep or men, thig germ was found.
Of course our Harvard professor
would say that anthrax was a dis-
ease caused by something we have
vet to discover; and that when the
disease developed it had, as one of
its peculiarities, the ability to gen-
erate in the blood of the animal a
particular sort of pus or similar sub-
stance which we mistake for an in-
dependent living thing, and call a
germ. But we can go beyond the
mere flnding of the germ iIn the
animal that has anthrax. We can
remove a little of the blod to a
tube of beef broth or a tube of milk,
or to the surface of a cooked potato
(all carefully sterilized first, cf
course). We keep the beef broth or
milk or potato at body heat for 24
hours or so, and then we find the
beef broth quite milky in appear~
ance, whereas before it was quite
clear. On examining a drop of this
now cloudy liquid under the micro-
scope we find it teeming with germs
just like those we found in the blood
of the anthrax animal. The drop of
blood of the animal itself has dis-
appeared—diluted tremendously, of
course, by the broth into which we
put it; the pus, if there were any
is gone also—broken down and
~destroyed.

FIND SAME THING.

If we examine the milk we find
the same thing. The potato shows
on its gurface a thick creamy smear
quite visible to the naked eve: and
on placing a little of it under the
microscope we fing that it also is

' composed of millions and millions of
the same germ. The pus and blood
we put on the surface of the potato
at the same time, the night before,
is gone, or represented by a few
broken-down cells, mere debris.

But, says our Harvard professor,
“What does that prove, except that
the disease produced something—call
it a germ, if you like—that will grow
apart from the body? It does not
prove that the germ caused the dis-
ease.”

Al right. Let us now take a tiny
speck of that growth from the pota-
to, or a tiny drop of the milk or the
broth, and with a hypodermic needle
put it under the skin of a cow or a
sheep or a guinea-pig. In a very
short time the animal becomes sick,
ang develops all the symptoms that
the stockman or farmer who has
suffered from the presence of an-
thrax amongst his animals will iden-
tify at once as the dreaded disease.
No need, in the countries of Europe
or South America, where thig dis-
ease is-prevalent, to call a veterin-
arian to make a dlagnosis. With
thousands of head of cattle and
sheep dying at a time, everyone

who has to do with them recognizes
what is wrong very promptly.
HOW IT WORKS.

Well, we have now produced the
disease in a healthy animal by using
this germ. How is that for ®roof?
““No,” says the Harvard protessor,
“what you really did was to transfer
to your broth, your milk, or potato
the germ—true enough—but also
some pus or blood, ang that contain-
ed not only the germ, which is &
mere by-product of the disease, not
only the blood cells and pus cells,
which died and broke up in the broth
or milk or potato--it containeq the
real cause or poison of the disease
too. When the germ grew and you
removed some of it to a healthy ani-
mal, you removed also some of that
other unrecognized disease-produc-
ing substance as well; very little,
truly, but enough to produce the
disease.”

All right. Instead of putting some
of our potato-growth of° anthrax
germs into a cow or a sheep, let us
merely transfer a tiny speck of the
growth to another potato. Let us
note just where we touched the
potato with our pin-point transfer
needle. Next day we have a gro
from that pin-point as big as a
five-cent piece—perhaps as big as a
quarter in three or four days. Let
ug take a tiny speck from the very
edge of this, as far from where the
growth began as possible, and put
it on another potato. When that has
grown as big as a quarter, take from
the edge again to another potato—
and soon and on, a hundred times
if vou like. Surely by this time we
must have “lost in the shuffle” that
other mysterious disease-breeding
thing that the Harvard professor
thought was there in the original
blood or pus. Surely so—yet when
we take a speck of growth from the
last of the 100 potatoes, and put it
into a cow or sheep or a guinea-pig,
there comes the same old attack of
anthrax—the animal sickens and
dies just the same as ever,

TRY A PARABLE.

Do you follow all this? Let us
try a parable. Suppose a savage,
who knew nothing of rifles or bul-
lets, going through the forest one
day, was deeply wounded by a stray
bullet from a far-off white hunter.
The wound inflames and the savage
dies. His friends examine this
strange disease. They decide that it
is a new kind—one that produces a
hard conical lump ™ the hole it
makes, as well as pus and blood.
They think the bullet hole causes the
bullet. Some one of them, how-
ever, take the bullet and drives it
into a cow’s leg, producing a similar
hole,. an@ pus and blod. But his
friends argue that that does not
prove the bullet made the bullet hole
all it proves is that something that
was associated with the bullet did it,
not the bufllet itself; something that .
the investigative savage took over
without noticing it from the original
wound, with the bullet, when he
extracteg it. But, not to be beaten,
the investigative savage makes some
new bullets, that have never been
near the dead man, and produces
similar bullet holes with those. Then
what will his friends say?

PROVES NOTHING.

Do you know what our friends say

when confronted with the proof

_ given above that germs cause dis-
ease? They say: ‘“That proves noth-
ing. You made up your mind that
the germ you have grown is the
cause; you then with your mind
fully set on this, put the germ into
an animal, and your mind compels
the disease to develop.” Isn’t that
simple?

If anyone who could do that has
a balky horse to deal with, he
ought to be able to ‘‘set his mind”
hard enough to get the horse to go.
Surely if he can produce disease by
willing it, he ought to be able to
merely start a balky horse without
any other help!

Intelligent and educated people
have soberly argued as above—about
disease. Yet how about a bullet
wound? Does a man get killed by
a bullet merely because the man who
g;e the bullet “willed” it to kill

m

Is Preventing

Passage of Advanced Legislation

“Law comes to the aid of those who
are awake, ang not of those who sleep.”
The old Roman maxim applies with
singular force to the position today in
labor legislation in Canada. Laws
passed by the Dominion Parllament
since the war reveal the hand of 2

small, vigilant group, active In pre-
venting any suggestion of a proeressive
legislation, always fertile in data and
arcument to uphold their view. While
openly in favor of the labor principles
laid down in the treaty of Versallles—
principles which received the approval
not only of Canadian plenipotentiaries
at the peace conference, but the ap-
proval of the Dominion Parliament
ftself—they are in reality by no means
friendly to those principles being given
the effect of law throughout the Do-
minton. The activities of the group go
further. They are evident in post-war
legislation, reactfonary in its terms.
and highly dangerous to organized labor
in the indefiniteness of its provisions.
Labor Legislation.

Parliamentary records of mnearly all
the Allieq and neutral countries since
the war show a wealth of advanced
labor laws, offset here and there by a
reactionary measure devised in time
of intense depression. Sincé the armis-
tice, the Dominion Parllament has
passed a certain amount of labor leg-
islation, but none of it could by any
stretch of imagination be called highly
progressive. It consists in the main of
more or less technical amendments to
existing statutes. But there were two
acts passed at Ottawa in the flurry of
the Winnipeg strike, which, in the in-
terests not only of organized labor,
but of the community at large, should
be revised with the least possible de-

y. In both of them the reactionary

What is the meaning of those vague
words ‘“‘force’’ and ‘terrorism’? What
is an ‘“economic or industrial change”
within the meaning of the statute? Any
strike for a change of hours or an un-
provement in wages is an attempt to
secure an economic change by the use
of force, Does the union declaring the
strike thereby become an unlawful as-
sociation, its property liable to seizure
and its members to0 imprisonment?
There is little doubt that, so vague is
the law, such a strict interpretation
might be placed on its provisions, for it
simply says the use of “force,” It does
not say the use of “physical force.”
What, too, is meant by “terrorism’”? In
the Russell case at Winnipeg Judge
Metcalfa declared’ that terrorism might
be inspired by the ‘“boo’’ as much as
by physical violence. “For,” said the
judge; ‘to walk about, for instance, tv
a place where people are employed in
large numbers, and to ‘boo’ gentlemen
of the jury, as much terror may be
inspired by that as by two or three
fighting chaps coming in with blud-
geons. Take it from me, in strikes you
can incite terror without hitting a
man over the head. You can incite
tesror of starvation. You can incite
terror of thirst.” And on picketing
Judge Metcalfe continued: “Sometimes
it has a deterring effect on people’s
minds by exposing them to have their
motions watched, and to encounter
bl?ck llo{:ksi." .

s picketing then to be regarded
a form of ‘‘terrorism”? If it is, th:;
strikes in future will have to be con-
ducted with considerably more decorum
han has been the case in the past.
Members of parliament were indeed
lacking in vigilance when they permit-
ted laws of such vague terms to find a
place on the statute book. The Roman
maxim which I quoted at the head of
this article is peculiarly applicable.

The
recent education act of Ontario, devised
to ald and educate girls and youths
earning their living, between the ages
of 14 and 18 years, is also designed to
reduce the working hours of these young
people. But there are still cases where
this education act does not apply, in
that the proper education facilities have
not yet been established in all factory
towns. So even still the girl of 14 or 16
years may on occasion-work 123% hours
a day and 72% hours a week. The hours
are too long, not only for girls, but for
women, And it is always the young,
the unorganized, the
whom the burden falls. The public con-
science must soon demand action.

Are Hesitating.

But, embarrassed by the actiong of the
Dominion Government, perhaps, pro-
vincial authorities hesitate. In view of
its international obligations, it is the
plain duty of the Dominion Government.
to call a conference of the provincial
governments at once to see if some
common action cannot be taken to
shorten the work day, especially of
women and children. Merely referring
the Washington conventions to the
provinces—with the possibility of in-
definite legal quibbling—is not enough.
There must be definite action. If the
health of women and young girls is of
value to the state, then the 72-hour
week must be forbidden by force of law.

such an inter-provicial conference
could discuss not only the eight-hour
day convention, but all the other con-
ventions adopted at Washington.

‘Without some such sincere though be-
lated effort to discharge its duty, the
Canadian Government will cut a sorry
figure at the next international labor
conference called by the League of
Nations.

Historicai Document.
