FIGHT IN EVERY
RIDING LOOMS
A POSSIBILITY

At Least Two Candidates in
Almost All Constitu-
encies.

MANY TRIPLE

CONTESTS

Statistics Indicate Struggle
For Majority of 235
Dominion Seats.

Ottawa, Oct. 81.—With the official
nomination day still three weeks away,
the interest everywhere taken and the
nature of the fight to be waged in the
coming genera’ election, is shown by
the array of candidates of all three
parties as well as independents and
Labor men, whe have been chosen by
party conventions and have accepted
nominations. Of the 235 seats thare are
practically no constituencies where at
least one candidate has not already
been chosen and announced that he will
stand for election.

That Ontario will be the main fight-
ing ground is evident from the fact
that in the 82 constituencies practically
all have two or three candidates named,
and some have four.

The number of candidates already in
the fleld for Ontario, according to press
dispatches to date, is as follows: Gov-
ernment, 71; Liberal, 50; Progressive, 65,
and Independents, 12; a total of 198 can-
didates, and there are still many seats,
where all parties have not yet held their
conventions.

Quebec Well Represented.

Quebee, according to the same dis-
patches, has practically its full quota of
65 Liberal candidates already named.
There is only an occasional constituency
formerly represented by a Liberal which
has not again the same man as a Lib-
eral candidate. In this regard, there are
fewer changes in Quebec than in any
other province.

Twenty Government candidates have
been nominated in Quebec to date, four
Progressives and half a dozen who have
announced that they will run as indes
pendents. A

For the 18 Nova Scotia seats, there
are 16 Liberals nominated, 14 Govern-
ment supporters, b Progressives and 2
Labor candidates.

New Brunswick, with 11 members to
elect, already has 8 Government sup-
porters, 7 Liberals and 3 Progressives
in the field.

Manitoba, which elects fifteen mem-
bers to the House, has 9 Government
supporters, 5 Liberals, 10 Progressives
and 3 who are running under the title
of Independent. e

British Columbia, for her 13 seats, has
12 Government supporters, 13 Liberals 2
Progressives and 3 Independents in the
field.

Prince Edward Island has four each
of Government and Liberal candidates,
1 Progressive and 1 Independent.

Saskatchewan, with sixteen seats, has
eight Government supporters, 6 Lib-
erals, 11 Progressives already in the
field.

Alberta, with twelve seats, has 8 Gov-
ernment supporters, 4 Liberals, 6 Pro-
gressives and 4 Independents nominated.

Yukon Territory, which returns one
member has both a Liberal and a Gov-
ernment supporter in the field.

In the foregoing list Labor men and
Independents are grouped.

PRINGIPAL McKONE TALKS
ON THEORY OF EVOLUTION

Interesting Address Delivered at the
Theosophical Society.

Principal McKone delivered an inter-
esting address on the naturalistic the-

ory of evolution. The speaker stated
there were two chief studies in evolu-
tion, the deductive and inductive. Man
is an organization of multiplicities as
arrived at by inductive reasoning. It is
determined by deduction that man and
| the lower animals have a conscience.
Men are more likely to arrive at the
truth by deductive, rather than induc-
tive, reasoning.

Deductive reasoning {is philosophic,
whereas the inductive is sclentific, The
church, having embraced the deductive,
has stood all the attacks of conscience.

The Darwinian theory is really the
basis for all theories of evolution.

W, Lockwood Explains Teachings
Bible Students.

Nearly two thousand yvears ago John
the Baptist heralded the coming of
Jesus with the message that ‘“‘the king-
dom of heaven is at hand.” This mes-
sage, according to W. Lockwood, speak.
ing at Hyvman Hall Sunday afternoon,
is the cue to the teachings of the In-
ternational Bible Students’ Assoclation,
and to its claim that ‘“‘milllons now liv-
ing will never die.”

“recefved Christ on his first advent,
“Godd's kingom would then have been
established.

“The work of God between the first
and second advent has been the select-
ing of a sufficlent number of satisfac-
tory heart condition to constitute his
church, destined to reign with Christ
to bless the world.”

The time set apart for that work
coinciding with the end of Gentile do-
minion, and returning favor to the
Jew, according to Bibie chronology, as
well as secular evidence having ended,
it signifies the near establlshment of
God's kingdom.

“When the resurrection work begins,
which, it is confidently expected, will
begin the year 1925, those living then
may live on everlastingly upon Jeho-
vah's conditions.

“Daniel, xii., 1, 2. and Matthew,
xxiv., 21, indicate that the present
world distress is strong proof of the
nearness of God's kingdom, being per-
mitted in order to humble and prepare
the hearts of men.”

The expectation is that the interven-
ing three and a half years, according
to Mr. Lockwood. will be the most
severe the world has ever yet seen or
ever will see again, as witness the
words of Jesus.

1t is also claimed, he said, that Christ
his been invisibly present on this earth
for some years, and that his manifes-
tation or revealing to the world will
soon take place.

MUST FACE FACTS OF LIFE.

“There are but one or two conclu-
slons we can come to as we face the
facts of life: either this life is all, or we
are the children of eternity,” declared
Rev. M. Kelly, speaking on ‘““The Two
Interpretations of Human Life,” at the
First Congregational Church, Sunday
morning. His text, “And tha brought
Jife and immortality tol ight through
the gospel,” was from II. Timothy,
chap. 1., verse 10.

*Men of outstanding names are to be
found supporting either of these con-
tentions,” he continued. ““The one says
our goal is the grave, the other that
we shall live forever. Why should there
be such antagonism in the views of
men?

“It all depends on how we look at
men as to the conclusion we come to. If
we view him only through the eyes of
science, we will not be likely to see
beyond the grave, but if we remember
the words of Christ: ‘Because I live, ye
shall live also,’ we will find a basis for
faith in a futre life. Besides, the aspir-
ations of the human heart are in accord
with this faith; and cur developing fac-
ulties demand another and fuiler life for
their exercise. It is true that man is
dust, but he is not all dust, He is part
deity; for God breathed unto him the
Lreath of life and man became a living
soul. You can never wholly account for
him on a material basis; it is only the
spiritual interpretation of the facts of
life that can really meet the case. And
this is in perfect accord with the doc-
trine of immortality.”

Sir Robert did not make any re-
marks on the principle of woman
suffrage.

Other speakers at this time were
Mr. German (Liberal), who stated
that the women of Ontario were in
an anomalous position, and that they
must be given the right to vote, and
that at once; R. B. Bennett (Con-
servative), Mr. Buchanan (Liberal),
who both made strong speeches in
favor of woman suffrage; Mr. Mec-
Kenzie (Liberal), who made a non-
committal speech, but rather against
it; Mr. Turriff (Liberal), who made
a strong speech in favor of woman
suffrage, stating in part that it
looked as if the prime minister were
trying to get out of it, and Dr.
