to the Secretary-Treasurer of the Corporation or Municipality
within the jurisdiction whereof the offence shall be committed, to
be applied to the uses of the said Municipalities or Corporation
respectively.

IV. And be it enacted, That nothing in this Act contained, nor 3
in any By-law, Rule or Regulation to be passed as aforesaid, shall
extend or be construed to extend, to the people usually called
Indians.
