We note the reply
to our inquiry that the National Council of Women of Canada
has not publicly repudiated federation with the aforementioned
countries, but that it stands ready to adopt any Imperial policy
affecting the situation which may be determined upon by Great
Britain.

As the movement for the formation of National Councils of
Women originated in Canada, and as the membership of the
National Council of Women of Canada represents no insignificant
part of the personnel of the International Council of Women,

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we do hereby respectfully request the National Council of Women
of Canada to issue a statement at the very earliest opportunity
repudiating any further federation with the ational Councils
of Women in Germany, Austria .nd Bulgaria, not only during
the period of war, but after, until in the judgment of the right-
thinking peoples of the world Germany and her allies can safely
be reinstated in International Council.

Meeting of the National Chapter, Imperial Order Daughters
of the Empire, a motion will be made to amend the Constitution
and Laws by adding to Article VIII. thereof as follows :

There shall be a Committee on Credentials of this National
Chapter composed as follows :

The Treasurer and Assistant Secretary of the National Chap-
ter, the President of each Provincial Chapter or some member
thereof duly appointed in writing by such Provincial Chapter.
Where no Provincial Chapter exists, then the Regent of the
Municipal Chapter of any such Province having the largest
membership on 31st December preceding the Annual Meeting
of this Chapter, or some member thereof duly appointed in
writing by such Municipal Chapter.

It shall be the duty of the Committee on Credentials to
convene forthwith on the opening of this Chapter, and examine
the register of this Chapter, and promptly report in writing,
giving the name and address of each representative entitled to
vote, the capacity in which she may vote, the number of the
votes she may carry (if any), and the name or names of the Chap-
ter she represents. Subsequent reports shall be made from time
to time during and until the close of the meeting, of all additions
or amendments to previous reports.

The adoption of any such reports shall constitute the right
and qualification of each representative named therein to vote
upon all questions and matters, including the nomination and
election of officers.

This Committee shall have access to all books, papers, and
documents necessary to assist in the discharge of such duties.

No regular business of this Chapter, other than hearing and
receiving reports from officers and Chapters, shall be proceeded
with until the first report of the Committee on Credentials has
been received and adopted.

Resolution lost.

MRs. JENCKES : The Municipal Chapter of St. Catharines
regret exceedingly that our Regent was obliged to leave for home
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to prepare for the reception of the Duke and Duchess, and they
beg to withdraw their four resolutions.

“That the Municipal Chapter of St. Catharines give notice
that at the next Annual Meeting of the National Chapter its
duly appointed representatives will move that the Constitution
of the National Chapter be amended so as to provide for the
holding of Annual Meetings as follows : ‘Those of Primary
Chapters in March, those of Municipal Chapters in April, that
of the Provincial Chapter in May, and that of the National
Chapter in the second week in June'; the chief reason for the
suggested change being that thereby all delegates to National
Chapter may secure better long distance travelling rates. Also
a more convenient time for holidaying.”

Moved by Mrs. J. S. CampBELL, seconded by Miss EpNa
MabpiLL.—Carried by the Municipal Chapter of St. Catharines.

“The Municipal Chapter of St. Catharines gives notice that,
at the next Annual Meeting of the National Chapter, its duly
appointed representatives will move that the Constitution of
the National Chapter be amended by adding thereto the following
clause : ‘'That notwithstanding anything in this Constitution to
the contrary, the same shall, as amended, stand as the Constitution
of the National Chapter of Canada for three years, and be not
subject to further amendment during that period.”

“That in order to aid in a more intelligent representation of
the Primary Chapters in the National Council, .O.D.E., be it
resolved that the Regent of every Municipal Chapter (19 in all)
be ex officio a member of the National Council.”

Be
it resolved that active membership shall be permitted in only one
Primary Chapter, and associate membership in any others,
without the right of voting or holding office.”

We do not think it is
the proper time to bring the matter up, as you are amending the
Constitution,

That to the paragraph on Primary Chapter Fees, Statutes,
page 39, there be added the sentence, “In the case of Chapters
under a Provincial Chapter's jurisdiction, the fee shall include
10 cents per member, instead of 25, to be forwarded for the
support of the National Chapter.”"—Withdrawn.

Mgrs. SExTON : (Reads) Moved by Mrs. G. BELL, seconded
by Miss M. McKeowN—Resolution regarding posting names of
nominees.

Article VIII., Section 5a, and Article VII., Section 13.
Moved by Mrs. Geo. BELL, seconded by Miss M. McKEowN::

“Which now reads, ‘and post the same in the office of the
National Chapter for twenty-one days previous to the said
meeting, and only such nominees are eligible for election,” be
amended to read, ‘and shall mail same to the Primary Chapters
twenty-one (21) days previous to the said meeting, and only
such nominees are eligible for election.” "

THe PreSIDENT : This list was posted at least twenty-one
days before the meeting.—Resolution lost.

MRs. SExTON : (Reads) Moved by Mgs. GILLESPIE, second-
ed by Mrs. McKee—Resolution regarding education of soldiers’
children.

Moved by MRrs. GiLLEsPIE, seconded by Mrs. McKEE:

“That the Municipal Chapter of Edmonton ask the National
Chapter, 1.O.D.E., to petition the Dominion Government, or
the various Governments of the Provinces in the Dominion, as
may be most expedient, to make such arrangements as will render
it possible for the children of Canadian soldiers who have lost
their lives, or had their earning power impaired, through the war,
to obtain such an education as will enable them to make the
greatest use of their natural gifts and powers.”
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Mgrs. SEXTON : Mrs. Smith withdraws the resolution, and
moves that this simply be laid on the table and the idea not lost.
—Carried.

Mgrs. SExToN @ (Reads) Moved by Mrs. C. A. DAviIEs,
seconded by Mrs. W. J. Fraser : That Statute IV., Section 3,
be amended as follows: ‘““All fees shall be payable in advance, on
or before February the lst, in each year,’ and shall apply until
February Ist of the following year,™ etc.

Mgrs. SExToN : Will somebody move and second that the new
Committee on the Constitution give this matter very careful
consideration, and try to make it clear, so that the Primary and
Municipal Regents are not so puzzled ?

Mrs. MacMurcHY : [ would be very pleased to move that.
Mgs. Hopgson : | would like to second that.—Carried.

Mrs. SExTON : (Reads) Moved by Miss L. T. ANTHES,
seconded by MRrs. RusseLL : “That all Primary Chapters be in
existence for at least three (3) months prior to the National
Ananual Meeting before they are entitled to vote at that meeting.
—Carried.

Mrs. SExToN : (Reads) Moved by Miss ANTHES, second-
ed by Mrs. RusseLL : That a delegate to the Annual Meeting
of the National Chapter be empowered to represent one Chapter
only.

MRs. S. J. BEaTTY : May I have the privilege of withdrawing
that motion 7—Motion withdrawn.

Mgs. SExToN : (Reads) Moved by Miss C. McCoLrt,
seconded by MRs. J. MILLER : That no member of the Order be
permitted to serve as Councillor in more than one Chapter.
—Motion lost.

Mrs. SExToN : (Reads) Moved by Mrs. A. C. RouTtH,
seconded by Mrs. D. McKENzIE—Motion in regard to exclusion
of women of German or Austrian birth from Order.

Moved by Mrs. A. C. RoutH, seconded by Mrs D. Mc-
KENZIE.

“Resolved that all women of German or Austrian birth be
excluded from membership in our Order. In so much as we are
formed for purely National and Patriotic purposes, we feel that,
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by admitting such women to membership, we are weakening the
effectiveness of our Order.”—Motion lost.

MRrs. SExToN : (Reads) Moved by Mrs. F. A. PETERs,
seconded by Mrs. W. B. TENNANT : That in Article V., Section
5, the name Assistant Secretary be changed to Corresponding
Secretary.—Motion lost.

Mgs. SExTon : (Reads) Moved by Mrs. T. H. SmaLr,
seconded by Mrs. E. B. SMiTH—Motion regarding teaching of
British History in schools.

Moved by Mrs. T. H. SMALL, seconded by Mrs. E. B. SMiITH.

" That the Municipal Chapter of London petition the National
Chapter to take steps to have the subject of British History given
more attention in the public schools in the different Provinces.™

Motion lost. (Already being done.)
Page 7, Sec. 5, Article 1V.—Individual Members.

Moved by Mgs. A. E. CRAEKNELE, seconded by Mrs. A. E.
Howik, and carried.

Re Individual Members.

“That this whole paragraph be expunged from the Constitu-
tion."'—Motion lost.

Moved by Mrs. HaMiLTON BURrNS, and seconded by Mrs. T.
J. CLArk : That the Committee be recommended specially to
consider that paragraph.

Mgs. SextonN: (Reads) Moved by Mrs. McGRATTON,
seconded by Mrs. C. C. SHERIFF : (Page 8) That the second
paragraph be expunged, beginning ‘' Provided that the National
Chapter may™' and ending with "dispense with the holding of
such meeting.""—Motion lost.

Page 9, Sec. 6, Article V—Moved by Mgs. J. R. DavipsoN,
seconded by Mrs. R. M. NosLE : “Eighth line, the decision of
the nominees must be, add ‘Made in writing and’ given at least
two weeks prior to the Annual Meeting, and the same must be
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posted at Headquarters two weeks prior to the Annual Meeting of
the Chapter."”

For amendment, 62, aga'nst 80.

Amendment lost, with the recommendation that the
Committee on Amendments consider that and interpret the
wording.

Mrs. SExTON : (Reads) Moved by Mrs. G. D. McKay,
seconded by Mrs. R. F. RorkE : “After the word ‘Chapter’ at
the bottom of the page (p. 14, Sec. 7, Art. VI.) add ‘made in
writing and given at least two weeks prior to the Annual Meeting,
the same must be posted at Headquarters two weeks prior to the
Annual Meeting of the Chapter.’ "

Motion lost, with the recommendation to Amendments
Committee to consider this point.
