He remarked hm\'-‘.l-lnglnnxl had been
greatly criticised by this war, but
that she could not ,prnhuhl_v have done
otherwise without losing ‘her honor.
Britain elther to degenerate into
a small, insignificant country, or to
hold her own anl continus to be a
country, under the flag of which an;
subject can feel safe. *“*What nation,”
he said, “would gain by Britain's de-
generation? 1 myself cannot answel
that question.” *“There are many
causes given by other maticns for the
Souta African war, gr.at stress being
laid on the non-representation of an
Uitlander. As far as 1 am’' concern-
ed,” he continued, ‘I sh uld not care
whether I were allowed a vote or not,
but it appears that an Englishman
thinks' more of his representation.”
It was England's bounden duty to
draw the sword and protect her sub-
jects in South Africa fron the inhu-
man government of the Boers, but,
that the war was for commercial rea-
sons is ridiculous. “What could Eng-
land gain? The loss in blood and wealth
could never be refunded All the
world over he that says, 'I am a Brit-
ish subject,” will receive Britain's pro-
tection.

Continuing, the Professor said that
he had been allowed the privilege of
blessing the (‘anadian contingent be-
fore |ts departure and among them
was ILdeut. Wilkie and many a tear
was shed as he entered the train. It
was not nececessary for him to have
gone to South Africa to gain the con-
fidence of his friends. He thanked
God, who had restored him to his
country, when so many of his com-
rades had fallen by his slde. No
words of congratulation would be so
sincere as those from his old teachers
and friends.

The students then stond on their
~hairs singing “He's a jolly good fel-
low,” and after giving several college
“yells,"” Lieut. Wilkie, who had risen,
was allowed to speak.

He thanked his friends for the kind
messages sent. to him when he was in
South Africa, and said that he had
received them when alone and with
very little chance of ever again seeing
Canada. He said that he was abso-
lutely unable to respond in any ade-
quate way to the kind words of Prof.
Clark.

The Provost then rose, remarking
that Lieut., Wilkie as evidently capa-
ble of saying a great deal in a very
few words.
