Priests and Bishops imagined the time had cnmev
to wrest the Common Schools out of the hands
of the people, and make the School-fund mbser‘-
vient to their own purposes. The heart of .lhe
people was sound on this important point ; they
met the enewies of the freedom of conscience ;
