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Immediately after the termination of the last Session of Parliament, I convened, by
instructions from the Secretary of State for the Colonies, a Council of Trade including
representatives from the different Provinces of British North America.

I have directed the proceedings of this body to be laid before you.

I shall direct to be laid before you the papers relating to the termination of the Reci-
procity Treaty with the United States of America, and to the negotiations on the subject of
our commercial relations with that Country.

It has now become still more imperative to open by an extension of the trade of the
Country with other Nations new markets for the varied products of our industry.

In consequence of the notice for the termination of the Reciprocity Treaty, I deemed it
needful, with the assent and approbation of Her Majesty’s Government, to send a deputa-
tion representing the colonies of British North America, during the winter, to the West
Indies and Brazil, to ascertain the best means of developing and extending commercial
relations with those Countries. The pericd at which the Delegation returned from their
mission ig so recent that no Report could as yet have been presented, but as soon as received,
it will be communicated to you. :

The threats and preparations for attack on Canada constantly and openly made by &
body organized in the United States of America and known as ‘Fenians,” compelled me,
since Parliament rose, by the advice of my Ministers, to call out for active service a large
portion of the Volunteer Militia Force of the Province.

The spirit displayed by the people and their ready respouse to my proclamation have
received the well merited approval of Her Majesty’s Government.

The events which have occurred within the last few days afford additional proofs of
the necessity for the precautionary measures adopted.

The Province has been invaded by a lawless band of Marauders, but I congratulate
the Country that they were promptly confronted and within twenty-four hours compelled to
make a precipitate retreat.

I deplore the loss of life and the sufferings which have been entailed upon the
gallant body of the Canadian Volunteers in the engagement which took place in repelling
so promptly the invaders who had attacked the country; and I feel assured that you will
not omit to alleviate, as far as may be in your power, the miseries so wantonly inflicted on
many families. But while I grieve for their individual loss, I must congratulate the
country that the first note of danger has shewn that Canade possesses in her Volunteers,
a'body of men ready to peril their lives in defence of their Queen and Country.

The entire people have been thoroughly aroused by recent occurrences ; and it must
now be apparent to all, that the whole resources of the country, both in men and means,
will at any moment be cheerfully given in repelling any invasion of their homes.

In the measures of defence which I have been called upon to take, I have received
the unremitting support of the Lt.-General Commanding, and of Admiral Sir James Hope.
It is also a source of unfeigned pleasure to me to acknowledge the gallant devotion dis-
played by the Officers and men of Her Majesty’s Military and Naval Forces in Canada.

I am happy to be able to state that the President of the United States has issued a Pro-
clamation declaring that serious infractions of the laws of that country have been and are
being committed, by evil disposed persons, within the Territory and Jurisdiction of the United
States, against the British Possessions in North America, and requiring all officers of his Go-
vernment to exert every effort for their repression. I trust that the course thus adopted will
ere long prevent this country from being subjected to further attacks from the citizens of a
nation on terms of amity with Great Britain.

The maintenance of the Force on active duty, which the Government has been com-
pelled to call out, has involved ar Expenditure to a large amount which was not provided
for by the votes of last Session.

The accounts of this expenditure will be specially laid before you, and I feel confident
that you will immediately pass a Bill'indemnifying the Government for this unavoidable
departure from the provisions of the Audit Act.

Recent oecurrences shew the necessity of extending to Lower Canada the Act, Cap.
98 Consolidated Statutes for Upper Canada, to protect the inhabitants of that section of
the Province against lawless aggression from subjects of Foreign Countries at peace with
Her Majesty. It bas also been necessary for the preservation of law and order, to adopt &
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course similar to that taken in the present Session of the Imperial Parliament, for the
temporary suspension of the writ of Habeas Corpus. Iinvite your immediate consideration
of these necessary measures.

1 have fized, by Proclamation, the first day of August next as the time at which the
Civil Code of Lower Canada, passed in the last Session of Parliament, shall come into
operation.

The Code of Civil procedure of Lower Canada, as reported by the Commissioners,
shall be submitted for your adoption during the Session.

Gentlemen of the Legislative Assembly :

- I bave desired that the Financial Accounts for the current year and the Estimates of
expenditure for the next year shall be laid before you.

1 congratulate you upon the very satisfactory results of the commerce of the Country
during the past year : the Revenue has been so largely in excess with the Estimates as to
enable me, without inconvenience, to provide for the heavy and unexpected charges en-
tailed apon the country.

Honorable Gentlemen and Gentlemen :

The position which the great question of the Union of the Provinces of British North
America has assumed is now such as to induce the expectation ‘that the meagure will be
shortly carried into effect. I therefore hope and believe that it will be found practicable
during the present Session to adopt such proceedings -as may be necessary for completing
the details of the scheme as regards this Province, and I venture to express the confident
expectation that the next Parliament which will be held within these walls will not be
confined to an assembly of the Representatives of Canada, but will embrace those of all the
Colonies of British North America.

I am heppy to be able to congratulate you on the general prosperity which pervades
all classes of the community in the Province, and I pray that your Councils may be guided
by Divine Providence to secure that which is the true end of all Government, the moral
and material advancement of the great body of the people.

His Excellency the Governor General was pleased to retire, and the Legislative As-
sembly withdrew.

The Report of the Librarian on the state of the Library of Parliament, respectfully
sheweth :-— Lo

That the removal of the Library of Parliament from Quebec to Ottaica has been
effected without loss or any serious amount of injury. ) '

The packing up of the books was commenced, in Quebec, ¢cn the 28th of September
last, and was completed on the 26th of October. The removal took place by means of
barges, along the line of river and canal navigation, in order to avoid the delay and difi- '
culties attending transhipments, or exchange of vessels, which would have been incurred
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by the adoption of any other mode of transport. Notwithstanding the lateness of the Sea-
son, and the unfavorable weather incident thereto, the barges arrived at their destination
without impediment. ‘

Owing to the unprepared state of the new Parliament Buildings, it was found impos-
sible to unpack the books until several months after their arrival in Ottawa. The intended
Library not being yet finished, the Picture Gallery, together with certain rooms adjoining
it, was fitted up for temporary use in the meantime. The proximity of these apartments
to the respective Chambers of the Legislature will be the means of affording convenient
access to the books by Members during the sitting of Parliament.

It was not until the beginning of February that the rooms aforesaid were in a condi-
tion to admit of being made use of for the reception of the books. But on the 5th day of
February the unpacking commenced and was continued until the 15th of March, when all
our available space being occupied, it became necessary to apply to the Board of Works
for further accommodation. The wants of the several Departments rendered it a difficult
matter to comply with our requisition; but at length it was decided to make overtous a
room which had been originally intended to serve as a Smoking Room for the use of Mem-
bers of the Legislative Council. ‘

The completion and fitting up of this apartment occasioned further delay, and it was
not until the 9th of May that we were able to resume unpacking the remainder of the books.
Since then we have been busily engaged in the arrangement and classification of the
books in this and other parts of the Library ; but notwithstanding extra assistance which
we have been authorized to employ, the work is not yet entirely finished. .

Nevertheless, at the present time, the whole of the books belonging to the Library,
with the exception of the class of French Law, which still remains at Quebec in charge of
the Commissioners for Codifying the Laws of Lower Canada, has been unpacked, and, for
the most part, carefully arranged and classified, so_far as the limited space at our command
will permit. B ‘ -

Understanding that the labors of the Codification Commission are drawing to a close,
Your Librarian has notified the Secretary that the French Law Books should be returned
to the Library without loss of time, in order that they may, if possible, be available for the
use of Members during the present Session. '

In view of the speedy arrival of these books, Your Librarian would respectfully urge
upon your Honorable House the necessity of providing some additional apartment, con-
tiguous to those we now occupy, for library purposes. The rooms already assigned to us
are quite inadequate for the commodious accommodation of our books. In mary instances
we have been compelled, from want of space, to range the books in double rows upon the
shelves, a plan which does not admit of their being readily seen or consulted. It is esti-
mated that two years, at least, will elapse before the permanent Library will be ready for
occupation. Meanwhile it is absolutely indispensable that some further space should
be assigned to us, not merely for the reception of -books, but also for the display of the
valuable maps and charts belonging to the Library, which cannot be conveniently consulted
under present circumstances. . g o o

Before the departure of the Government from Quebec, Your Librarian, pursuant to the
instruction he had received from the Joint Library Committee, addressed a letter to the Rector
of the Laval University, expressing the grateful thanks of the governing body and officers
of the Library for the use of the spacious apartments in the University Buildings, which
had been generously placed at the disposal of the Legislature for the accommodation of a
large portion of the Library, for which no room could be found in the Parliament House,
during a period of six years, free of all charge to the Province. He availed himself of this
opportunity to request the acceptance by the University of certain duplicate volumes and
Astronomical apparatus, belonging to the Library, wkich the Committee had directed him
to present to the University, as a slight acknowledgement for the favors received from that
Institution. A copy of the correspondence upon the occasion is hereunto appended.

The additions to the Library since the close of last Session, have been necessarily few
in number, and have not seemed sufficiently important to justify the printing of a supple-
mentary catalogue. Moreover, the time of your Librarian and his assistants has been much
occupied in the endeavor to arrange and classify the books, so as to afford-the hest facilities
for their convenient reference. T e T e T T

N .
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In the present crowded condition of the Books, and unavoidably defective arrange-
ments, Your Librarian has been unable, as he had hoped, to obtain for this Report an exact
enumeration of the number of volumes in the Library, and the number of those which are
absent from the shelves and cannot be accounted for. These particulars he is compelled to
defer until a future opportunity, when he hopes to be able to render a satisfactory account
of the state of the Library, and of the provision whick has been made for its permanent
care and preservation.

Str,~—At the time when the Government is about to remove its offices to Ottawa,the
Directors of the Parliamentary Library would fail in their duty if they were not to express
their most sincere thanks for the liberality exercised toward them by your Reverend pre-
decessor and yourself, in permitting them to occupy suitable apartments in the University
Buildings, as a place of deposit for a large portion of the Library, and by declining to accept
any compensation for the use of these apartments, or for the heating of the same, during
the six winters that we have passed in Quebec.

In the Session of 1864 the Joint Committee on the Library, in anticipation of the
removal of the seat of government to Ottawa, after deliberating on the most suitable
method of acknowledging your liberality, resolved, and recommended to both Houses of
Parliament, to offer to the Library of the University the gift of an Orrery, and of a
certain number of volumes of which duplicate copies exist in the Library of Parliament.
This recommendation received the sanction of the Legislative Council and of the Legislative
Assembly.

1 agx accordingly empowered in the name and on behalf of the Two Houses of the
Legislature, to express to you their deep sense of the obligations you have laid upon them
by so freely and generously supplementing the defective accommodation for the Library in
the Public Buildings of Quebec ; and to pray you to accept, as a souvenir of the service
rendered to the Government by your Institution, the Orrery above mentioned, together
with the Books enumerated in the accompanying List.

At the same time I beg you to believe, Reverend Sir, that the officers of the Library
will ever retain a lively recollection of the kindness and attention invariably displayed
towards them by yourself and the other gentlemen connected with the University, and
that they will always rejoice to hear of the. continued prosperity of the noble Institution
over which you preside with so much dignity and success.

Treaty, His Excellency deemed it needful, with the assent and approbation of Her
Majesty’s Government, to send during the Winter to the West Indies and Brazl, to ascer-
tain the best means of developing and extending Commercial relation with these Countries.

To express to His Excellency the great pleasure with which this House has learned
that the threats and preparations for attack on Canada constantly and openly made by a
body orgaunized in the United States of America, and, known as *‘ Fenians” having com-
pelled His Excellency, since Parliament rose, by the advice of his Ministers, to call out
for active service a large portion of the Volunteer Militia Force of the Province, the spirit
displayed by the people and their ready response to His Excellency’s Proclamation have
received the well merited approval of Her Majesty’s Government. )

Mo agree with His Excellency that the events which have occurred within the last
few days afford additional proof of the necessity for the precautiona y :easures adopted.

To rejoice with His Excellency that the Province having been invaded by a lawless
band of .
