CANADIAN POSTAL AFF. AIRS
PN DR

Ottawa, February 21.—It is expected
that a Royal Commission will be asked

ings of the post office department In
connexion with the tremendous increase
in the cost of administering it during the
past year. This department had up till
last year been providing a substantial
surplus to the Treasurer, approximating
$700,000, ever since 1902. Last year, 1915,
a deficit of nearly three million dollars
was recorded, and for the current year
Mr. A. K. MacLean, of Halifax, estimated
in the House last week that the deficit
would be close on five millions. A glance
at the -Public Accounts: report will show
that these deficits are not due to decreased
revenue, For instance, the revenue for
1814-15 shows a fairly normal increase of
35 per cent. over that for 1911-12. Buton
the other hand, expendjtures show an in-
crease of about 75 per cent. ¢

It is to be noted in this connexion that
expenses incurred in- the 'department,
owing to the war, are charged to war €x-
penditure. For the year ending March
31, 1915, no less a sum than $110,970 was
charged from the department.

It is to be further noted that during the
current year all the preceeds of stamp
taxes (exclusive of those issued through
the Excise Department), have been
credited to the Post Office Department.
In other words, oneé-third of the total
revenue gained from letters is due to the
war tax, while every stamp placed® on
cheque, money order, etc,, is also credited
to the department.

HE week under review has been one

of great activity on nearly all fronts,

and was the presage of even greater acti-
vity in the week that was to follow.

On the Western front the Germans
were on the offensive throughout the
whole line, ftom Alsac to the Belgian
coast; and in the vicinity of Verdun they
began an attack in ‘great force, said to
fuymber seven army corps, or 280,000

more trénches, some of which they were

able to hold; and they had similar” suc-
cess in Alsace,. But about Verdun, which
at the close of the week was the objective
of the main attack in force, the struggle
was in progress and the result must be
awaited for a few days at least. Thisis
the long expected drive, for which ‘the
Allies have made preparations, and which
may have a decisive effect on the further
prosecution of the war. The fighting in
the last two days is said to have resulted
in enormous losses to the Germans, but
they are said to have gained ground.

On the Russian front in Europe no im-
portant activities were recorded, though
skirmishing, artillery duels and air Taids
were in constant .progress. . No chianges
in the line were effected. On the Asiatic
front, however, the Russians continued
their advance in Armenia south, east and
west of Erzrum. They had reached a
point south of Lake Van, and were ad-
vancing towards Trebizond on the Black
Sea, both from the north and. east. As
this port is said not to be strongly forti-
fied, and so unable to resist an attack
from the sea as well as from the land, it
may be abandoned by the Turks, as was
Erzrum. f T

Thisis so true, and the evil result of
patronage so conspicuously apparent at
the present time, that every voter and
legislator in Canada should give the sub-
ject most-earnest thought.

government in British
ica has the system of nment patron-
age been used otherwise than as a means
of gaining party advantage and of award-
ing political party supporters. And at no
time in the history of the country has
this pernicious system been more preval-
ent than it is to-day. It is all yery well
for statesmen to make academic speeches,
for the press to publish scathing articles,
in denunciation of the recognized evil;
but the time has arrived when the matter
should be dealt with in a serious and
practical manner, and the demoralizing

ice be entirely suppressed. The
motto'that “To the victors belong the
spoils,” as it is appropriated and madé
effective by whatever political party is ‘in]
power in the federal parliament and pro-
vincial legislatures, has been responsible
for all the wrongdoing chargesble to any
of the administrations. In the Dominion
at large, in the Province of New Bruns-
wick in particular, at the present time,
the system is being exploited with an
utter disregard for public sentiment, nat-
jonal economy, and efficiency in the public
services.

*JOHN MARCH

John March, very well-known in St
John and in Kings county as long con-
nected with educational and newspaper
work in this province, died Saturday morn-
ing, Feb. 19, at his home in Hampton.
Mr. March, who had been actively eggag-
ed in newspaper correspondence and
other work up to a few weeks ago, had
been gradually failing in strength for a
month past and, greatly to his regret, was
compelled finally to give up work of all
kinds. For some days it had been realiz-
ed that the end could not be far off, and
early Saturday morning he passed peace-
fully away. '

News of his death will be heard with
Ereat regret by a very wide circle of
friends and acquaintances.

His two surviving sons, Ralph A. March
and Cecil ,C, March, are both in France,
the former leaving here a~-quartermaster
of the 6th Mounted Rifiés, and afterwards
being promoted to the rank of major,
while holding same office, and the latter
holding the rank of sergt.-armorer in the
same unit.

Three grandsons, sons of the late Dr.J.
E. March, quarantine doctor for the port
of St. John, are in uniform also. They
are Lieut. Edgar March, 26th battalion ;
Lance-Corporal Dudley March, 6th C. M.
R., both overseas, and Lieut. Ernest March,
attached to the t15th, now taking a course
of instruction in Halifax,

Mr. March, ‘who hid reached the ad-
vanced age of eighty-one years, was a
native of Kent county, Eng., and came to
St. John while a young man. After com-
ing to the prqvince he taught school in
Hampton and St. George, and then re-
moved to St. John, where he wasa teacher
in the old grammar school. For a time
he was engaged in the photography busi-
ness in King street, and later was in news-
paper work as a member of the staff of
the Morning News, and dther local papers.

He was appointed secretary of the St.
John Board of School Trustees abont 1872,
and, on the déath of Dr. Bennett, ten
years later, he also assumed the duties of
syperintendent. This arrangement con-
tinued until 1890, and after that date he
devoted himself to the work of superin-
tendent until he retired in 1895, and was
succeeded by Dr. Bridges. Since then he
has resided in Hampton and has been a
valued correspondent of local newspapers.

In religion, Mr. March was a Baptist,
and while in St. John he was a prominent
member of the Leinster street church, for
many years holding office there.—St. John
