NEW YORK, Dec. 18.—War prepar-
ations and conversion of industrial
plants into munitions factories by no
means crippled the steel industry
England, according to Dr. Shellito, of
the International Steel Corpeoration,
who returned by the Noordam to-day
ifrom a six months trip to England
and France.

LONDON; Dee. }18.—-—The French
continue their-great offensive on the
Meuse sector - on the Verdun front,
and have made ‘further gains. The
British also made progress and suc-
ceeded in- Saturday might’s engage-
ments  in ‘raiding enemy’s trenches
near Ransart-and south-of ‘Wytschaete
gaining a foothold in beth cases. Ger-
man War Office admits the 10ss to the
Frénch of the wvillage of Bezon and
Vaux Wood, west of that place, but
agserts that the French thrust further
northward ‘broke dow\in before the Ger-
man fire on: the helght north of
Bezcnvaux. The nevl French lines in
Vacheranville and Bézonvaux and the
Chambrette Farm r#gion have been
heavily bombarded Qy German guns.
North of ‘the Ancre River, in the
Somme sector, ‘British detachments
attempted- to enter German trenches,
but were repulsed.

The . Teutonic - armies, under Field
Marshal von Mackengen, in Eastern
Wallachia, have crossed at Buzeu, on
the Lower Calmutuiul River, and.in
addition to - taking 1,150 prisoners
captured great. quantities of rolling
stock with innumerable vehicles of
other kinds. . The pursuit of the Rus-
sian and Roumanian: troops in Do-
brudja  continues. The Teutonic
forces are now close to the forest
distriet in the. north, where it is ex-
pected the Russo-Roumanian armies
will still offer resistance. Petrograd
admits the capture by the German
and Bulgarian forces of the village of
Testmele, in Dobrudja.

Desperate  encounters marked the
fighting in Volhynia, where the forces
of Prince Leogpold 1s£eclared by the

Herlin War Office, to have stormed

Russian positions on a -front -of six
hundred yards, north of the railroad
between Kovel and Lutsk, capturmng
five officers, three hundred men, sev-
eral machine guns and mine throwers.
The thrust by the Russians, near
Illukst was repulsed, this result being
acomplished only after three desper-
ate attacks. According to Petrograd,
south-west of Valeputna, in the wood-
ed Carpathians, the Russians, after
repelling an attack by large German
forces at the point of the bayonet,
captured a height.

More active artillery bombardments
have marked the fighting in the
Austro-Italian theatre. These and
patrol engagements are the only
events announced from this sector.

The London ‘“Observer,” comment-
ing on the German peace offer, says
it is dominated with a completeness
for which the pan-Germans, even in
their wildest drecams, scarcely dared
to hope. The magnificent Middle
Empire for an International Federa-
tion under German leadership, which
practically exists, comprises at leasti
160,000,000 persons. This is a posi-
tion Cermany has achieved by arms,
and would like to secure permanently
by peace negotiations. The present
manoeuvre has no other object. With
such a positon and prospect, Germany
could well afford to retire from France
and Belgium, and evn pay an indem-
nity to the latter. In such circum-
stances peace by negotiation could
only be a betrayal of the Allies’ cause.
The . Allies cannot secure a right
peace or safe settlement until they
have overthrown the Central L.eague
by force of arms. If the "Allies are
wise they will keep to the whole
height and breadth of their original
aims. They will declare they are as
resolved to establish a just and staple
system of international peace as was
Lincoln to maintain the Union and
as resolved to smash German militar-
ism and domination as was Lineoln
to smash slavery. X

In our case, agriculture
might be a good subject, or shoemaking, printing, or a whole host of
others. So much for the correction of the youthful offender. To go
back further to the cause, or the reason why boys go astray, takes us
to the consideration of many things. Some say lack of education is
the cause and that compulsory and free education is one solution. It
undoubtedly would help, though we cannot think that the book-know-
ledge which our education here means, makes a boy good in a moral
sense, though it may help him. And to go beyond this perhaps be-
fore we can force children to go to school, we should be sure that they
have the clothes to wear and that they have the means of having a
good breakfast before they go in the morning. This brings us down
to the economic side again and it has to be faced. If we were as fully
active to the conservation of the boys and girls as we are jto the mak-
ing of money, there would be no necessity of young bgys going to
work instead of to school, because the family purse needs the meficy.
We must realize that boys and girls are the' real assets of any country.
Its worth will depend on what it makes of its children. The trouble
is that we in Newfoundland do not make the most of our children.
First we have these who do not attend school for various reasons, and
we find that most of these grow up in the main workers; they are the
ones who supply the strength to move the cargoes from the ships,
and other work which needs muscle. Now these tasks are not menial.
They are very necessary tasks that must be done. But there is no
reason why a man who is educated should not do these things too.
There are some who think that if we were to have everybody educated
in this country that there would be nobody to catch fish or do the
tasks that need strength. But even at the risk of that, we do not
think wé should debar these men from improving their minds. While
there is fish around our coasts therc will be fishermen, and if no men
arc found willing to perform other work, it is not the first time that
machinery, clectricity, gasoline and other means have been found to
do it. No, it docs not pay us to let our boys and‘girls grow 'u,p

A letter frem Mr. Bonar Law, Col-
onial Secretary, was read at a meet-

pract'cal step in setting up a united
body which will co-ordinate the policy
of the Government and that of the
self-governing Dominions,”

dated card (or paper) obti!’hible from
the local authorities—i.e., at the town
hall or c¢ouncil offices.

‘By surrendering it the ticket-holder {

(man, woman or child may obtain on
paying: the fixed pﬂce for the parti-
cular article required (bread, meat,
and so0 on) a certain quantity of food
from a shopkeeper if the latter has
the food in stock.

In Germany the various tickets are
issyed giratis lin perforated sheets.
Food tickets may be made available
for a number of persons. There are
family food tickets, while milk tickets

Jare issued only for infants and In-

valids.

A food ticket alone is not sufiicient
to obtain food, it is merely a device
to see that the food is fairly distri-
buted, or, as far as is humanly pos-
sible, to make it go round. It prevents
any individual from purchasing a
greater supply of 'food in a given
period (day or week) than the pubhc
welfare-allows,

The shopkeeper must be paid for
the food bought, but at the same time
he dare not sell fouvd to anyone with-
out a ticket.

The
First Sea Lord of the British Admir-
alty is the Naval Chief of Staff. He
directs the operations of the Grand
Fleet and of all fleets, and provides
the means of executing his plans. He
provides for everything, for t?le saf-
ety of transports, for the war on
submarines. His jurisdiction covers
the seven seas. Who would send an
officer to such a post in order to
humiliate him? Jellicoe has ‘ been
promoted, and his promotion has, in-
cidentally, given Sir David Beatty a
step which he has well earned. The
critics Who think Jellicoe humiliated
are the same as those who tell
that Beatty’s promotion proves that
he has bheen-acquitted of rashness in
the Juttand fight. Now, rashness is
something a British Admiral is never
accused of. In the navy there is no
rashness; only daring. Engage the
enemy wherever you meet him. Not
how many, but where? Jellicoe has
not been inactive. He has pei'form-
ed a wonderful work in keeping the
seas open for the uninterrupted .pas-
sage of troops between Britaip and
France. Is he to be blamed if the
Germans do not come out to follow
up their Jutland “vic#dry”? Would
this critic have him execute Winston
Churchill’s threat to dig the enemy
nut of his hole? There indeed would
be an opportunity for rashness. It
* ecertain that Jellicoe has destroyed
many enemy submarines. He could
10t be expected to destroy all. That
30- much should be made of one part-
ly successful raid of German de-
stroyers only shows how thorough
the British naval measures have
h . If there has been any hu-
niliation, the victim 1is Sir Henry
Jackson, the chief whom Jellicoe
~ow -replaces. It is Jackson and
First Lord Balfour who have been
the objects of persistent attack of
‘ate. Jackson it is who has been
gacrificed to the demand for greater
naval activity. Jellicoe is to supply
the activity. Whether Balfour is to
share Jackson’s fate, we shall soon
see.

Berlin to Baghdad

By piercing a tunnel through the
Taurus Mountains, in Southern Asia
Minor, the Germans have conquered
{ the last natural obstacle on the rail-
way route from Berlin to Baghdad.
Some months will pass before the
tunnel is fit to take traffic, but when
it is complete the journey from Ber-
lin to Baghdan will be greatly short-
ened. This is the last .of the big
tunnels to be made on the line. That
‘hrough the Amanus range Wwas
completed last year.

The total length of the Baghdad
railway in Asia Minor, from Haidar
Pasha, opposite Constantinople, to
Baghdad, is 1,510 miles. The exact
mileage that has yet to be completed
—between Ras-el-Ain, east of Alep-
po, and Baghdad—is not known. The
enemy has been very active in pres-
sing on the construction of the line,
and it is probable that the gap does
not at present exceed 200 miles, over
“ountry which can readily be traver-
sed by motor vehicles.

The construction of this railway
and of its branches, the chief of
which runs south from Aleppo
through Damascus to Jerusalemh and
the Egyptian frontier, with another
line passing east of the Dead Sea to
Mecca, has been an object of German
nolicy: for the last twenty years.
“Gtermany,” wrote - Dr. Wintenstet-
ten, a Germapn authority, “has one
Wm and inspiration—*“Berlin-Bagh-
dad.” Dr. Rohrbach has pointed oul
that it threattns at once Egypt and
fndia through the Persian Gulf.
