HUNS GETTING FINE DOSES
OF THEIR OWN MEDICINE.
Paris, April.— The evolution of the

use of gas shells has taken surprising

form in the present battle. One new
method is to fire heavy slowly dispers-
ing gases along charted lanes against
the enemy, filling in the alternative
spaces with quickly dissipating posion
fumes.  Storming attacks are then

made by troops who ¢harge when a

suflicient interval of time has been

given for the light gases to rise.

The British gunners at one part of
the line threw shells charged simply
with a stinking composition. The
Germans after a few hours discovered
that this was non-poisonous and be-
gan laying aside their masks. After
these shells had been fired for another
twelve hours there was a sudden
change to poison gases. About 2000
Germans were caught without their
masks and suffocated.

PITAL WORK IN LONDON BY |
FORMER NEWS REPORTER.

Capt. Dexter MeCurdy , C. A. M.
C., son of contractor R. 0. MeCurdy,
Willow Street, is on duty in England,
and is stationed at the Duchess of !
Connaught Canadian Red Cross Hos-
pital, at Taplow.

Capt. McCurdy, in  writing to
friend in the News Staff, says;-—“This
is a nice place, only 20 miles from Lon-
don, on the Thames, and we can run |
in every week, if we choose, and there
are a good many nice places near to
visit, viz; - Windsor, Stoke-Poges,
Burnham Beeches, ete., and as T have
a wheel, I thoroughly enjoy it.”

At the time of writing April 16,
there was three inches of snow on the
ground, the result of a surprize sno
storm, as the weather had bheen like
summer,, with the apple and cherry
trees in bloom, and beautiful flowers,
all around.

He says; ‘““We have had a great deal

Thisis a
large institution, about 2000 beds and
now pretty well filled up. We have a
civilian doctor, quite-a noted Belgian,
and a jolly, capable lot of nurses, I
was fortunate in finding another 85th
lad in thig cotmext to mine. Heis a
Dakin from Wolfville. We are well
fed, well entertained, and oh it’s so
nice to have a clean bed! Am sufs
fering no pain except whenmy wound
is being dressed, or when I it up to
write,
Had to leave everything behind
when I started for. Hospital; but this
afternoon in came a cou;ze of ladies
looking for Canadian fls.  They
were acting for the Cmadian Red
Cross Association and gae me an ele
gant kit containing, safety razor,
shaving brush, shaving S0ap, tooth
brush and paste, face ¢oth and soap,
hair brush and comb, pencil, paper
ahd envelopes.

son girls should not be the first college
girls to organize in Eastern Canada in
the interests of greater production.

Here in the east it is true that we have
not any large fruit farms, such as those
of the Nigara peninsula for example,
but yet there are certain things which
girls can do and do well. The whole
difficulty is to bring the patriotic girl
who wants to work into contact with
the farmer or gardener who wants, or
needs, to employ her.

The Principal told the girls that last
year, in the vicinity of Sackville alone
100 tons of strawberries were raised,
and that some of these berries had rot-
ted on the vines simply because there
were not enough pickers to look after
the whole crop, on account of the diffi-
culty of securing pickers fewer acres
have been planted this year, but yet
there should be ample opportunity
for organized groups of girls to secure
fitting employment.

The scheme of the Mount Allison |
girls is to hire' out during the summer, |
or during any particular season of the |
summer, in groups of two or three or as |
many more as may be wanted, to those |
farmers either in New Brunswick,
Nova Scotia or Prince £dward Island,
who actually need their services.

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.CANADIAN MOTOR MACHINE
GUNS.

Preclous Hours Gained--Heavy
Loss Inflicted, ;
(Daily Mail, London, Eng. April 2)
From a London Daily Mail sent to
Truro by Pte. Edgar Fulton, we take
the following;

From HAMILTON FYFE.

With the British Army in the Field
Monday.

When the full story is told of this
encounter of giant forces and of the
successful withdrawal of the British
Army in the face of immensely sup-
erior German strength a very glowing
page of it will have to be devoted to
the splendidly gallant useful part pra?y-
ed by the Canadian motor machine
guns the other day.

It was the day before Albert fell. I
was on the other side of the town and
saw some of their grey armoured cars
come tearing down a road in clouds of
dust, evidently going in action hot-
foot. A little later I heard a tremend-
ous tap-tap-tapping and Kknew that
they were engaged.

They held up the German advance
there as they did in a number of other
places. They gained precious time
for the getting away of all kinds of
things that would otherwise have fall-
en into the enemy’s hands everywhere
they went, They steadied the lines.
They gave the infantry f{resh hope
and courage. “If we had had a dozen
times as many as we had I believe
we could have kept the Boche back,”
a very able Canadian officer said to
me yesterday.

It was at 9 o'clock on the evening of
March 21 the opening day of the bat-
tle, that a telegram was received at
their headquarters asking how quick-
ly the armoured machine-guns cars
could be ready to leave for the front.
They were on the road by 5 a. m. Be-
fore night that same day, the 22nd,
they were in action.

From that time until Saturday the
cars were, in the words of the com-
manding officer,” in constant demand”’
Their duty was to assist wherever our
line was .particularly pressed. Every
time they were given a line to defenc
they held it for the necessary period.
At Villers-Carbonnel they held 2,500
vards of line. Near Lamotte they
attacked Germn cavalry and disper-
sed them, proving, to quote the brigad-
ier again, ‘“that cavalry against
organised machine guns, with Canad-
ians firing them, is useless.”

The gunners have been hoping to
meet cavalry again, but apparently

the Uhlan hdas had his lesson. Noth-
ing has since been seen of him when
the cars have been anywhere near,

Here are a few episodes which ill-
ustrate the value of this new arm.
Some cars ordered to stem the advance
of large bodies of the enemy at Mari-
court, north-west of Peronne, collect-
ed some 150 infantry stragglers and
kept the Germans back while our
heavy artillery and tanks were got
away. Finding that the wire in front

of the positions obstructed their view |

the Canadians put their guns out in
front of it. Here they kept them un-
til they began to find thermselves out-
flanked. Then they withdrew be-
hind the wire. °
Unfortuantely the passage through
which they had to go was narrow and
they suffered in their . withdrawal,
At last only one sergeant and two pri-
vates were left A unwounded. One
of the privates was luckily a motor-|
cyclist. He was sent to fetch up the
cars. When these came the wounded
were picked up, including the capt-
ain, in command, who had his arm
blown off, and the whole caravan got
safe away.
Sometimes the guns were left on
their mountings in the cars, and the
,cars were maneouvred to where
' the Germans were known to be mass-
ing for an attack on ““dead ground'.
L that means ground, where they were
shielded from our fire. Two cars
were ordered to make an attempt to
s get at them . In a very short time
Mhe Germans found that they were

being enfiladed. A hot fire was pour-
ed in on them from one of their flanks,
They died in heaps. Of course their
field guns got on to the cars pretty
quickly and one was unfortunately
knocked out. The crew of the other
tried to tow it away, but this was not
possible. The fact that they tried
shows however what coolness and
courage they displayed.

Charged With Gun-Barrels.

One cer was defending a village.
Gradually the Germans goc in the
place. All the crew of the car were
casualties except the driver and one
gunner., The gunner t.ok the gun
out, set it at a street corner, and work-
ed it steadily while the driver turned
the car and got ready to start away.
Then the gunner pitched the gun in,
jumped after it, and off they went. .
Another battery in action, dismount-
ed, ran out of ammunition. The Ger-
mans by this time were so close that
the men were throwing bombs and the
officers firing "with their revolvers.
The Canadians were so enraged that
they made no effort to get away. They
took the spare barrels of their guns
and charged the enemy on foot.

From the 22nd until Saturday last
some of the men had had no more than

They knew they were doing valu-
able work. ‘““At times the enemy,like
sheep without a . shepherd, walk
blindly into our guns and are literally
mown down.” ;

The cars were especially active on
the bank of the Somme and stopped
many attempts to cross here. The
enemy, according to report, apparent-
ly disrgarded losses. He hoped that
by usin ¥ huge numbers that some at
all events would get across. Into
the thick of the field grey battalions
advancing to the bank of the river
and the canal, which run close toget-
her the motor machine gunners fired
hundreds of thousands of rounds. The
total number of Germans killed and
disabled by them here and elsewhere
must be very large indeed.

Nothing could have been more suc-
cesful than the first appearance’in act-
ion of this vastly useful unite—one
more reason for the Dominion to be
proud of “her citizen soldiers. They
have saved many a situation from
developing dangerously, and they
killed a tremendous lot of Boches.
Both qur troops and the French speak
of them with the highest admiration
and gratitude.

Cars Do Deadly Execution.

lowing in regard to the good work of
the Canadians in this great offensiv;

Of .the part played by Canadians
in the great battle, Mr. Roland Hill
writes:—*‘In the delaying of the great
German attack on the Somme the
Canadian Motor Machine Gun Corps

did heroic work and have gained spec-
ial mention from the Commander of
the' British Army which fought the
brunt of the wonderful retirement.
Several times these swift armoured
cars found themselves fighting along-
side the tanks, and more than once
they followed the track of their heav-
ier allies. The tanks were the battle-
ships of the great fight. The Canad-
ian armoured cars were the light cruis-
ers, They remained hidden in brok-
en buildings until sections of Huns
had rushed down the main roads, and
then, like juggernauts, drove down on
the enemy sweeping clear paths with
their batteries of machine guns. ‘We
just slaughtered Huns by the thous-
and,” said one dirty, blood-stained
officer.. In the hot corners whefe we
were fighting the British must have
taken a toll of ten to one. They were
magnificent. Some of the men 'who
had been fighting steadily for three
days refused to be taken out, and de-
clared they would stick to it to the
end if we could get them rations. QOur
ammunition lorries  brought them
up plentiful supplies in less than an
hour, and many of those fellows kept

DR. SOLOAN SUPPORTS SUM-
MER SESSION OF RURAL
SCIENCE SCHQOL.

Has Good Words For Its Objectly
—Its Efflelency And Its Hive of
Busy Workers.

Mr. Ecitor:—

Many thanks for your curtesy in
offering me an opportunity for friend-
ly comment upon your suggestion for
the closing of the Rural Science School
this summer,

At the present time, in the U. States,
France and England, extraordinany

| efforts are being put forth to maintaif

the elementary schools in a state of
increasing efficiency., The U States
Commissioner of Education is most ur-
gent in his appeal to the nation, pub-
lic, teachers, and pupils for vigorous
educational effort to-meet the enor-
mous wastage of human skill and ef-
ficiency sustaind thru the ravages. of
war,

In the British parliament, a new
education bill. provides for extension
of the age limit in compulsory school-
attendance, and emfasizes the present
need of just such educational activ-
ities as are being promoted thru our
Rural Science and School Garden mov-
ment. Even in the war-area of France
the people’s schools, driven under-
ground by German shells, utilize the
vast caves and champagne cellars of
Reims and Epernay to train
the new generation of boys and girls
upon which the nation relies to up-
hold its noble civie ideals, its artis-
tic conceptions and its superb crafts-
manship. The two or more score of
French normal schools are still busy,
only now they are expending their
energies, just as we are, to fit young
women to replace the schoolmasters
cald to the battle front,

On eyvery hand it is recognized th:t
before us in the after-war period lies a
future of fiercest economic struggl
and fiercest competition. Canada can
ill'afford to ignore the signs which our
nabors and allies read with deep con-
cern, -
As to the teachers who at consider-
able outlay of hard won earnings at-

tend. our short summer. gession,—held
iﬁ%ﬁa the Teast stressful weeks of the

farming season,—it may confidently
be believd that only those whose im-
mediate opportunity for productiv
industrial effort is small, will attend
the school. Those whd do come will be
able inthe ensuing season to mul-
tiply tenfold in their school and home-
garden efforts the results they could
achiev by devoting the four weeks to
helping with the hay or the weeding,

All honor to the fine young women
of Nova Scotia who, seeing an oppor-
tunity to serv their country, tho with
prospect of small material reward,
prepare themselvs for their task ac-
cording to the plans outlined for them
by a well-informed educational ad-
ministration  And if they really do,
as you imply, find it easy to be jolly
in these circumstances, T am sure that
you are not the one to admire them
the less for it. Your constant read-
ers have always fancied that in you,
we have an embodiment of the'real
Mark Tapley spirit.

HOSPITAL VERSUS LIBRARY.
Truro, N. S. May 4, 18
Editor Daily News:—

Sir—In the spring of 1902, that
beloved physician, Dr. W. 8. Muir,
passed to his reward. The same year,
Dr. E. A. Randall of this town, in-
auguarated the Muir Memorial Hos-
pital Fund to perpetuate the memory
and f of the late Dr. Muir. The
original scheme has been moditied and
enlarged ynd we have mow the Col-
chester y Hospital Trust whose
objeetive is augeneral public hospital
for the town and éounty.

For sixteen years, spasmodic efforts
of varying intensity have resulted in
obtaining some $11,000 for a hospital.
In the same time, or strictly speak-
ing, in & very small portion of that
time, a civic building, has been erected
in Truro at a cost of over $60,000.
During the last three and a half years,
thousands upon thousands of dollars
have been collecsted for Y.M.C.A.
work, Red Cross werk, Patriotic and
other work. During the last three
or four years, also a small percentage
of the population of the town and
county built a church at a cost of over
$60,000 to say nothing of many other
projects carried out, but the whole
town and county can not find the mon-
ey for a hospital, an absolute neces-
sity.

When, during the last year or two,
a more determined effort was made
to raise money for a hospital,the in-
variable objection was ‘It is not an
opportune time to build a hespital.”
But now, forsooth, it is an opportune
time to erect a library building at a
cost of $20,000 or $25,000 to store one
or two thousand dollars worth of
books. No money for an absolute
necessity, but money for a luxury.
Consistency, thou art a jewel.

At a meeting of the Hospital Trust,
a year or so ago, Mr. S. D. McLellan
among others was one who did not
consider it an opportune time to build
a hospital. If I am correct in my in-
terpretation of his letter in Friday
evening’s News, he is now in favor of
the erection of a library building.

What more fitting memorial to our
dead heroes than a Memorial Hospit-
al? If these dead heroes could speak,
and were asked to choose between a
library and a hospital to commenor-
ate their bravery and their memory,
and to be a blessing to future sufferers
and heroes, methinks their decision
would be unanimous for a hosipital.

FOR OVERSEAS Y. M. C. A.
WORK.

The social, educational and relig-
jous work amongst the Overseas troops
is carried on under the two establish-
ments of the Chaplaing’ Service and
the Y. M. C. A.

In the Chaplaing’ Service there are
276 of whom 140 are in France. Of
these, 17 have received the Military
Cross, one the D. S. 0., and seven
have been made Companions of the
Order of St. Michael and St. George.
This service is ably ecommanded by
Col. Almond, C. M. G., formerly of
Montreal, who has been very success-
ful in blending together the different
denominations, and who has raised the
whole service to a high state of effi-
ciency.

The other establishment, the Y. M.
C. A. is under the efficient control of
Colonel Birks, and has huts in all the
training camps in England, and tents
in France right up near to the support
lines.

These'two establishments dove-tail
into one another in the carrying on of
all their work. Most of the religious
training, naturally/ is done by the
Chaplains. Mrk of education

which is being organized in the Khaki
University has been very largely origin-
ated and directed by College Profess-
ors in the Chaplains’ Service. On the
other hand, the Y. M. C. A. supplies
the institutions; organizes to a large

out and disinfect the nest after each
hatch and put in new sod and fresh
litter. Dust the hen with insect pow-
der before putting her in the nest and
again a day or two before leaving the
nests with the chickens. It is a good
plan to put into the dust bath a little
dry sulphur or ground tobacco.

Be sure also that the house is free
from mites. These little pests get into
the cracks and corners of the building,
and at night, as the hens are resting
they come out of their hiding place,
get on the hen’s body and it does not
take very many of them to make a hen |
“so uneasy that she cannot sit. In ;
| some cases the mites become so trou-
blesome that they actually worry the
hens to death.

HOW TO GET RID OF MITES.

Clean out the house and thoroughly
sweep, not forgetting the windows,
walls and ceiling. When this is all
swept out clean, use a garden hose or a
stiff brush and hot water. = See that
everything in the cracks and crevices
is washed out. After this is done allow
the house to dry for a while and if
everything then appears to be clean
use a good disinfectant, and be sure
that the solution is forced by the spray
or brush right into the cracks and cre-
vices. If the mites are bad, use boil-
ing hot water followed by coal oil and
a liquid lice killer or lice paint. Be
sure that this goes into the cracks and
crevices and when you have gone over

Prevent White Grub Injury.

White Grubs, which are the larvae
of the well known May Beetles, or

Ontario, and possibly in other sections
of Eastern Canada in 1918. This state-
ment is based on our knowledge of
the life histories of these insects. The
| grubs feed naturally on the roots of
grasses, so when sod land is ploghed
up they are deprived of their usual
food and readily attack such crops as
| corn, potatoes, strawberries, ete, if
lgruwn on the land. The injurious species
1equire three years to complete their
"life- cycles; in other words, a period
of three years elapses from the time the
eggs are laid until the grubs which
atch from the same are mature,
transform to the pupal state and ap-
pear as beetles. In 1917, the beetles
were very abundant in certain dist-
ricts in Eastern Canada, and eggs were
deposited freely. The grubs hatching
from these eggs did not develop much
during the past year, but in 1918 they
will grow more quickly and, being
*more voracious, will undoubtedly
cause serious injury to the roots, ete.,
of various kinds of field erops. They
will continue to feed throughout the
growing season, and in the autumn of
1918 go deeper into tje soil to pass the
winter. In the spring of 1919 they will
again come near to the surface, feed
for a short period and then rest
for a time preparatory to changing to
the pupal state.. It will be seen, there-
fore, that the second year in the life of
the grub is the destructive one.

Crops for infested land.—The fe-
male beetles lay their eggs in sod land, l
and also in land bearing such crops as
timothy and the small grains. Suitable
land nearest to groves or woods is
favoured by the beetles, which feed
upon the foilage of the trees and then |
visit such nearby fields to lay their eggs.
In distriets where the beetles were
abundant in 1917, it is to be expected
that such land is now more or less in-
fested with the grubs, and it would
therefore be unsafe in 1918 to plant on
newly broken sod land, or on land grown
to the above crops in 1917, any crop
which would be attractive to the grubs.
Crops particularly favoured by white
grubs are potatoes, corn and straw

Cultural and other Methods.—
Under garden conditions, grubs are
often turned up when the land is being
dug or ploughed. As many of these as
is possible should be removed by hand
and destroyed.

"'nder acre conditions there are un-
fortunately no practical measures
known to destroy the grubs when they
are known to be present in the land,
and destroying crops. Late summer
ploughing which brings many grubs
to the surface, crushing numbers of the
and exposing others of them to adverse
weather conditions, is useful par-
ticularly in years when the grubs are
changing to beetles.

Land known to be seriously infested
and required for cropping in 1918 may
be ploughed in the late spring, thorough
-ly harrowed and planted to a late

crop. Such late crop cultivation will
attract to the fields, crows, blackbirds,
and other birds, which are known to
feed readil yupon these grubs, pare
ticularly during their nesting period.
Domestic fowls, such as chickens and
turkeys, are also fond of white grubs
and should be allowed to run on in-
fested fields when they are being

ploughed.

Limited areas may be practically
freed of white grubs by turning in hogs
either in spring after the first of May,
by which time the grubs will have com
near to the surface, or in the late summ
summer when the crop has. been -
moved.¥These animals are very Towd
of white grubs, and will root them out
and devour them. An intestinal worm
of hogs, called the giant thorn headed
worm, is known to pass one stage of it
life history within white grubs. The
worm is introduced into the hog when
the latter devours the white grubs.
There is little danger of this happen-
ing, of course, if the hogs are allowed
the run of fields in which no
such animal has been pastured within
three years, as any worm infested grub
in the land during such period will
have matured and disappeared.

TATAMAGOUCHE" IN A PLEAS
ING MANNER.

I have read with much interest the
article by George Waugh dealing with
my ‘‘History of Tatamagouche.”
That there should be differences of
opinion on many of the subjects which
I have dealt with and that Mr. Waugh
should have doubts as to the accuracy
of many of my statements is, not, when
we consider the nature of the publica-
tion, at all surprising. I regret, how-
ever, that from the information 1 have
already received .l cannot agree with
all that Mr. Waugh has written and
that I am not yet convinced that my
account of the early history of Well-
wood Waugh is incorrect,

Mr. Waugh states that it was in
1775 that Wellwood Waugh left Scot-
land. This flatly icts what
Waugh himself says in his diary (now

in the possession of Mrs. Abram Cur-
rie and which was quoted by me on |
Page 30.) He writes “In the yes
1772, Wellwood Waugh ‘with his fami-
ly left Lockerby.” At this late date
Wellwood Waugh’s diary could scar-
cely stand to be contradicted, unless
from other equally reliable sources |
contrary information can be obtained.

Space would not permit me-to go into
the full history of thé Georgetown set-
tlers and of Waugh’s arrival in Pictou.
My readers may find that for themselv-
es on pagés 94, 95, 96 and 97 of the
“History of Pictou County.”It is
there said that lobsters, shell-fish and
boiled beech 'leaves served them as
their main articles of food and'it is also
said as a tradition that Waugh when
he left Georgetown had only a bucket
of clams. That men (even granted
they " had money) should have been
reduced to such wretched circumstanc-
es is not at all improbabe. Indeed,
all of us . who have the slightest know-
ledge of the early settlers of Nova Sco-
tia and Prince Edward Island know
that it was only a too common occure
rénce. Considering that Waugh in
addition to suffering the ordinary
hardships suffered from field mice and
American privateers it would be most
surprising if he did reach Pictou in
good circumstances. !

In regard to the circumstances under
which Wellwood Waugh left Pictou a
close examination of my book will
show that I did not say that he was ob-
liged to leave Pictou and his property |
confiscated. What I did say was that
altho there were traditions to that ef-
fect it was not

certain that he had taken part in the
capture of Captain Lowdens vessel,
and had been obligedto leave Pictou on
that account. The tradition which
Mr. Waugh has presented I have heard
before, but am not in a position to ac-
cept nor contradict. Taking the tw
stories and putting them together we
can say with safety that Waugh (most-
ly because he was a Covenater) had
some trovble with the authorities in
Pictou and either on his own account
or to avoid further unpleasantness left
and settled at Tatamagouche. Refer-
ences to Waugh s leaving Pictou can
be found on page 105 in the ‘History
of Pictou County.

In regard to the old militia, Mr.
Waugh has brought forth one or two
facts which, I am sure, are most inter-
esting and which I only regret that I
did not hear before the publishing of
my History. I cannot, however, but
feel that his list of officers in incom-
plete. On page 94 of my History will
be found a list of those who held com-
missions. This was compiled hoth
from the information which I was able
to obtain at Tatamagouche and from
records at Halifax, and altho in Mr,
Waugh's own particular case I have

i | stated he was a lieutenant where he
l wasin fact a captain, the list, never the

less, can be accepted as substantially
correct,. I am:not.in a position to ac-
cept nor to deny Mr. Waugh's state-
ment that the officials he named were
the only ones who actually drilled their
men, except in this that I know for a
fact that my father, the late

himself in the spring of ‘66 drilled (or
rather helped in the drilling of) the
New Annan Company.

His reference to the carrying of mails
running of roads, building of bridges,
ete, are extremely to the point. The
information I gave, was obtained from
a most reliable source but it is possibl
that Mr. Waugh is correct and that
Lockerbie's bridge was not built till
1848. I shall consult my informants
in regard to that matter the next time
I amin Tatamagouche.

Every history, even a local one, is a
matter of public interest and I am in-
deed glad that my efforts have aroused
some public interest and far from tak-
ing offence I am only too pleased that
Mr Waugh or any other person should
promptly call my attention to

ANY ERRORS

that I unwittingly may have commit-
ted. The only consideration I‘ask for
is that no one will accuse me of will-
fully or deliberately writing as a fact
that which I did not believe to be true.
I have gone to no end of trouble and
have given my time and indeed money
in order to present to the public as fur
as it was possible for me to do, an ac-
curate and unbiased account of the
pioneers of Tatamagouche. How easy
it is in writing historical matters to

i make errors, 1 need illustrate by one

instance only. Until two or three
years ago there was prescribed for the
public instruction 'throughout the
schools of Nova Scotia a text-book on
history written by a leading historian
of the Maritime Provinces, and yet
though that hook had been written by
80 ahle an historian and had been pags-
ed by the ;educational authorities in
Halifax as a text fit to be placed in the
hands of the rising generations of Nova
Scotia, yet it contaned a most

when it stated that the early settlers of
Pictou were Germans. "I note this,
‘not to find fault with its author, but
merely to show the great difficulty of
reducing to a minimum the errors in a
historical work.
