Lives Lost Towns Wreclwd
and Many Buildings Dest-
royed in"Middle States.

New Orledns, Aptil ' 24.—Two. cy-
clones travelling in opposite direc-
tions spread - death and destruction
over a wide arei in Louisana, Ala-
bama and Mississippi today. The
khown casualties are 130 decad, 360
injured, besides unverified repoxts.
The first cyclone appeared in the vi-
cinity . 6f Shreveport about midnight,
where several huildings’were destroy-
ed and three persons injured. - From
thence it travelled to Lamourie;
where a negro church, a doZen cabins
and several dwellings were destroy-
ed. The death roll here being five,
and twenty-six injured. Vidilia was

is.among the killed; J. H. Lamkin, a
wealthy planter is fatally injured.
