QUEBEC FIRE LAWS

Provislons That Made Spread of
Forest Fires Difficult

The Legislature of Quebec made
several amendments to the fire act,
calculated o add materially to fits
strength and efliclency. One of these
provisions required that settlers en-
gaged In clearing operations must, be-
tween April 1 and November 15 of
ench year, secure a burning permit
from an authorized forest ofiicer be-
fore setting out clearing fires. Where-
ever this provision is properly enfore-
ed, it effects a very material reduc-
tion fn the forest fire loss. One of
the most serious features of the fire
situation throughout Canada Is the
tendency of settlers to burn debris
during dry periods, when fire is like-
1y to spread and cause serious dam-
age.
Another amendment to the Quebec
not provides that the debris from set-
tlers’ clearing operations must, be-
fore burning, be piled In lecaps or
rows at a distance of at least fifty
feet fiom the forest. On this basis,
it 18 mach more practicable 1o control
the fire than where the old mecthod of
broadcast burning is employed

Holders of timbers lcenses om
Crown lands are required to clear
away the debris on a depth of one
hundred feet from rallway rights of
way. In many cases, the efforts of
rallway companies in the direction of
fire protection are largely 1

BRITAIN'S MUNICIPAL
SYSTEM DESCRIBED

Officlals Are Experts And Members of
Council  Usuaily Experienced—
Departments Co-operate Badly

In Great Britain the towns (bor-
oughs) and cities are usually govern-
ed by a Council consisting of the
Mayor, Aldermen, and Councillors.
The Mayor is always elected by the
Council and is usually the Councillor
with the longest term of office. His

sition is considered one of honor,

e {8 the Chief Magistrate, and pra-
sides over all the deliberations of the
Council; but b\: has no individual au-
thority over the administration of the
warfous ofvic departments. He is not
paid a salary but in some of the larg-
er towns and cities he is allowed a
sum of money for entertainment pur-
poses.

Aldermen of the Council are elected
each year for a term of years by the
Council a general rule the Mayor
on retiring from the chair is elected
an Alderman. By this system the
Council always has amongst its mem-
bers men of experience and know-
ledge of the town's affairs and a con-

It is a general rule for an
official to obtain promotion from one
town or city to another solely upon
merit and his past experience in
municipal work. It is very excep-
tional for a head of a department to
be chosen to fill an appointment un-
less he has had many years of prac-
tical experience in his particular
branch of the service. In this way,
mnd only in this way, can an experi-
enced municipal civil service be built
up.

Government Supervises
